Mr. York’s bill to legitimatize medical
quackery has been very properly rejected.
The arguments advanced in support of - it
were altogether unconvincing: Even sup-
posing that medical skill is, as alleged,
.unsuccessful in a large percentage of cases,
such a fact would afford no support to a
proposition to expose the public to charla-
tanism without any precautions whatever.
If trained physicians fail often, how much
oftener must untrained quacks fail? That
i3 the logical way to put the case, and the
logical way is entirely at variance with
Mr, York's peculiar theories. The need of
legislative restrictions upon the unqualified
practice of medicine cannot be doubted by
any who have reflected upon the subject.
It is true that there are schools of med-
icine which scout one another’s prineiples,
but it must be observed that all agree in
certain fundamental requirements, such as
a knowledge of anatomy and physiology.
Their disagreements relate to questions of
therapeutics, concerning which there is
undoubtedly room for considerable latitude
of opinion. They all insist upon the
necessity of special eduncation for the
work of healing, and so long as they agree
upon that the State has perhaps tha only
guarantee which it is possible to obtain in
this connection. Nor must the - considera-
tion that patienis will die as well under
the hands of regular physicians as under
the hands of quacks, be regarded as dem-
onstrating any real identity of conditions.
For in the first case the survivors have a
reasonable assurance that the death was
unavoidable, while in the second they can-
not be at all certain that it was not the di-
rect result of malpractice. It is, we think,
sufficiently evident that the State owes it
to the cemmunity to insist upon the special
education of all who practice medicine.
That is at once the most and the least it
can require. But to remove that one safe-
guard would be to expose the ignorant
classes to the inroads of charlatanism, and
to handicap them most unfairly in the race
of life,

TEF CORPORATIONS AND THE CHINESE.

The hearing of the Parrott case in the
United States Circuit Court at San Fran.
cisco on Satarday developed the arguments
on both sides, as will be seen by reference
to our telegraphic columns, and the decis-
ion of the Court was not obscurely fore-
shadowed by the femarks which the Judges
made from time to time. The argument
of the Attorney-General was so singularly
exclusive of one of the main issues that
Judge Sawyer charged him with ‘“ dodg-
““ing” that consideration ; and it must be
admitted that his position would have ap-
peared very much stronger had the
defense not been represented by ecoun-
sel. The decision of the Court
upon -the question submitted to
it cannot be regarded as problematical.
The unconstitutionality of the statute no
doubt needs to be declared in an authori-
tative manner, but it has never been
doubted by well-informed people at any
time. It has been pointed out by the
most sincere opponents of Chinese immi-
gration that however agreeable it might
be to drive out the Chinese by discriminat-
ing legislation, it was quite uscless to try
it, for the reason that the State had no
jurisdiction in the premises. And it is
probably just as well that the futility of
such attempts should be demonstrated at
an carly day, so as at least to block the
transparent game of our demagogues, who
think to recommend themselves to the
ignorant by proposing impracticable meas-
ures of the kind. :

NOT AN ENCOURAGING EYMPTOM.

At a meeting of the unemp\o;'ed in San
Francisco on Saturday they were counseled
by their leaders not to accept any eoffers of
a dollar a day, and ove Ganron, who scems
to be a particularly impudent demagogue,
advised them to look with suspicion and
disfavor upon Mr. David Bush, who has
recently been exerting bimself with such
good effect to raise a fund for the employ-
ment of the needy. Such incidentsas this
are calculated to create the impression that
the ‘‘ unemployed ” whosit under the min.
jstration of Gannon and Company are not
greatly in need of work. It is not con-
sistent with the theory of deserving industry
to find men whe while pretending to be
destitute yet turn up their nosesat a dollar
a day.

Kearneyism are forced upon the com-
munity. The ticket headed by Mr. Minis
represents the Kearneyite movement. The
Democracy Las flung itself into the arms of
that element, and conservative men,
whether Republican or De:nocrat, must
recognize the circumstance, and act accord-
ingly. And the importation of this issue
gives the election a larger meaning than it
would otherwise have had. The people of
California have lately seen enouzh to con-
vince all who are open to conviction that
the period of disguised anarchy which has
cursed the State so long must be brought to
an end by the determined and united action
of all good and peaceable and law-respecting
citizens. Kearneyism stands for all that
is most prejudicial to the growth, progress
and prosperity of the commonwealth. Tt
gave us that new Constitution whose very
shadow has so darkened all our prospects.
It has spawned forth upon us Communism,
and the war upon. capital, and threats of
arson and murder, and truculent bombast,
and bad legislation, and the vilest dema-
gogism, and every crazy and lawless and
revolutionary tendency that can clog the
wheels of industry, paralyze enterprise,
drive money out of employment, and pau-
perize the people. It has gone far to ruin
the reputation of the State abroad. It has
made the California * laber agitation” a
by-word and a reproach- all ~over the
world. It has brought business to a com-
plete standst:ll, has stopped manufactures,
has caused real estate to depreciate, has
compelled an emigration of the enterprising
class upon whose bold and extensive under-
takings honzst and sensible workingmen
thrive. No State was ever cursed and
blighted with so intolerable a plague as
this Kearneyism, and to the direct evils
bred of it have been added the shame and
disgrace of its utilization by Ameri-
can demagogues, Democratic politicians,
chronic office-seeking carpet-baggers, like
Mr. Minis, have been found willing to sell
their birthright for a mess of Kearney’s
pottage ; to help this alien and seditious
movement aimed at the disruption of re-
publican institutions, for the sake of a little
pelf and power.

Against Kearneyism and all that it
stands for it has become necessary to op-
pose a resolute front. There is no ionger
any excuse for time-serving or vacillation.
The ignorant and the malevolent elements
joined together in this movement are ruin-
ing the State. That is the sober truth,
which no candid and intelligent observer
can or will deny. Sacramento will be
called upon to-merrow to define her posi-
tion upon this vital question. The elec-
tion of Minis and his ticket will be a vic-
tory for Kearneyism. The election of tho
Republican ticket will be a victory for

Conservatism. The evidences are mul-
tiplying fast that this battle will®
have to be. fought out all- over

the State. It is the issue of greatest
urgency, and which must be settled before
men can know whether it is worth while
to devote any more time and labor toward
building up the State. It has in fact be-
come necessary to ascertain whether Cali-
fornia shall henceforth be an American
State, enjoying the blessings of a republi-
can form of government, or whether it
shall be a Mexicanized province, ruled by
ruffians and fools, and from which all en-
terprise and patriotism and wisdom and
peace and thrift, are o be banished. Either
Kearneyism must go, or the prosperity of

the eommunity must go. That is the
question to be settled, and that
is the question upon which the

voters of Sacramento must take sides
to-morrow. It is not now the old languid
conflict between Republicans and Demo-
crats. It is the serious and earnest
struggle between the forces which aim at
upholding Sociely, and the forces which
aim at destroying it. There ought not to
be any doubt as to which of these forces is
the stronger. There is in fact no such
doubt. But it is necessary that the friends
of Conservation should on this occasion
realize the importance of the issue before
them, and that they should put Sacra-
mento once more where she has ever been—
in the van of progress, enlightenment and
civilization.

THE CARR DRAINAGE BEILL.

A bill has been introduced by Assembly-
man Carr of Yuba, the ostensible purpose
of which is to secure the same results as
are aimed at in the Parks bill. - It provides
for a Commission, consisting of certain
State officers, and it proposes to carry out
a “‘system of drainage and protection for
¢“ the'entire State.” The main surface dis-
tinction between this and the Parks bill
consists in the method of raising the neces-
sary revenue. The Carr bill proposes to
levy a general tax of one-tenth of ene per
cent., whereas the Parks bill proposes to
raise the money from the districts to be
benefited. At first sight the idea of a gen-
eral tax may appear good, but this isreally
the fatal defect of the Carr bill, as we
shall proceed to demonstrate. The effect
of passing a bill for a system of drainage
and protection for the entire’ State, and
taxing the entire State for its objects, would
inevitably be to develop plans of drain.
age and reclamation all over the State.
There are very few counties in which
some such scheme has not already been
broached. There are no counties having
any need _of drainage in any shape which
would not insist upon being included
in the operation of the bill. There are
projects of this kind lying dormant in all
directions. Klamath, Tulare, Lake, San
Joagunin, Kern, and many other counties,
wounld therefore put forward claims for im-
provements, and under a bill so framed
their claims would bhave to be admitted.
The result would be that while the distri-
bution of the tax levy over the whole State
diminished the available revenue in the
district whose needs are most urgent, it
would fritter away the bulk of the fund so
raised upen enterprises which are not at
all pressingly demanded, however salutary
they may be. The necessities of the Sac-
ramento valley would remain as great as
they are now, but the possibility of reliev-
ing them would be greatly diminished, and
it would be found that only a modicum of
the amount raised by taxation ‘counld
be utilized for the purposes which re-
quire every dollar of it. And this
is a fatal objection to the Carr bill.
The debris question is one of which the
main characteristic is its extreme urgency.
It cannot be neglected save at a cost so
heavy that no legislative body and no body
politic can be supposed blind and reckless
enough to treat it with indifference. Nor
can it be 3nfe]y played with. In his recent
report to Congress upon this subject
Colonel Mendell has insisted particularly
upon the absolute necessity for immediate
action. He says the work must be begun
this summer, without fail, and he states
that the longer it is delayed the more diffi-
culé will the application of remedies bc-

come, It must, therefore, be dealt with

efforts tothesecuring of protectionand relief
from the debris. It is the rapidly proceed-
ing destruction of the rivers which must
be averted. The coarser debris must be
held back in the mountains, and the river
channels must be so treated as to give
more velocity to the currents, and so enable
them to scour out their beds and to carry
the lighter sediment down to the sea.
These two operations are designated by
science as the imperative requirements
of the hour, and unless they are
both commenced, and commenced un-
der a comprehensive and harmonious
plan, the worst consequences will
ensue. Mr. Carr’s  bill  affects
to aim at the same general results as the
Parks bill, and therefore those who support
it cannot be supposed hostile to the main
principles of the latter. But the fiscal
provisions of the Curr bill destroy its avail-
ability, by dissipating the proceeds of tax-
ation over too wide an area. It is quite
probable that this effect was not foreseen
when the bill was drawn, but if is only
necessary to direct attention to it to make
the fact apparent that the general taxation
feature must produce the consequences we
have described. Between the two meas-
ures we cannot hesitate to prefer the Parks
bill, though the latter requiressome amend-
ments which we have heretofore pointed
out. It may, indeed, be as well §o state
once for all that reither this nor any other
bill can be regarded by us as satisfactory
unless it sccures to Sacramento the full
control of her levee system, and provides
for the due recognition of the expenditures
she has already made in protecting herself
from inundation, in whatever, general
scheme may be adopted. As it is quite
practicable to introduce protective clauses
of this kind into a general bill without at
all affecting its fundamental principles, we
trust that it will be done before the matter
is pressed any further. With such precau-
tions and guarantees, however, the scheme
of the Parks bill would afford the best pro-
gramme yet proposed on the subject.

THE FITZ JOHN PORTER CASE. .

Consideration was then resumed of the Fitz John
Porter bill, and Carpenter addressed the Senate.
Curpenter argued that Congress had no autbority
to amend the sentences of a Court-martial, or au-
thorize the appointment to the army ‘n spite of a
sentenc®, or to grant a new trial to a man who had
been out of the army seventeen years. The Presi-
dent could pardon Porter; but it was unnecessary
to p=ss a bill to tell him so. Carpenter said the
whole tendency of our time reemed to be toward
the centralization ¢f power in Congress. The boun-
daries between and limiting the various Depart-
ments of the Government established by the
Constitulloh were continually disregarded. This
bill was an example of such encroachment. He
asked, what right has Congress to command the
President "to appoint a man in the army any more
than in the Courts? If Porter is eligible at all,
what need to authorize the President and the Seu-
ate to exercise their constitutional powers. Bure-
side's amendment for a new trial. by a Court of
thirteen efficers, to confirm, mitigate or annul the
former  seutence, is remarkable ; Porter, having
been a private ci.izen for over seventeen years, can-
not be subjected to Court-martial, even with his
consent.
nullity.

Carpenter lauded the character of the previous
Court-martial. On the other hand, the three indi-
viduals who reviewed the proceedings of that Court
had no shadow of jurisZiction, or power even to ad-
wminister an oath, ‘1he only reason these three in-
dividuals had for their inquiry was to inform the
President whether he might properly pardon Porter,
The President can pardon Porter, and that would
wipe out all eonsequences cf the sentence.

NEVER APPLIED FOR A PARDON.

I am told that Porter has never applied for a par-
don. I submit that under the circumstances of this
case Porter is not at liberty to set his frown against
the only power that, under the Constitution, can re-
lieve him, and ask us to exercise a power that the
Coustitution denies. TIs it any humiliation for him
to apply to trat ultimate power which may still
reach his case, which is ample and copious, which
** fulls like streams from rizing springs,” which may
reach his case and violate no priuciple of the Cousti-
tution? We cannot touch the case without violating
our oaths to support-the Constitution, for the par-
doning power belongs to the Executive, and no mat-
ter what it is calied, the annulment of this sentence

The whole preeeeding would be a farce, a

would operate as a pardoa. I had intended
to review the testimony on the question
of fact, “Was Mr. Porter guilty?” There
are two reasons why I do not. In

the first place, I think it wholly unnccessary, be-
cause if we have no constitutioval power to pardon
him, or what is the same thing, relicve him from
that judgment in any form of proceeding whatever,
it is iinmaterial to us whether he was guilty or not.

McClellan was the idol of his heart and the star of
his hope. He wanted to see McClellan succeed. He
was theman to whom Port:r was attached, around
whom all the affec ions of his he:rt seemed to have
entwined themselves, and it was as bitter as dcath
to him when McClellan was supplanted in command
and succeeded by:a man for whom he seems to have
had great contempt. That was the fault and fall of
Fitz John Porter. It was an ambition, if not for
himself, for his friend. A like ambition drew
Satan down, that drew Porier down; he fell like
Lucifer, never to rise again.

SUMMING UP.

Carpenter briefly and eloquently summed up Lo-
gan's long argument as to the facts of the battle, de-
claring that Porter flatly disobeyed orders; had no
heart in the cause ; had destroyed twenty thousand
lives. His own State felt the loss heavily, The
bones of those slain soldiers came by every train
from the battlefield to Wisconsin, were piled
up like merchandise in the deyors, and sleep now in
green graves that dot the hills and every green
valley in Wisconsin. Our people will not soon forget
Fitz John Porter, and would never forgive me if I
should vote to put him back and pay him as if he
had served his country faithfully.

This last act may be
needed to convince the American people that to in-
sure proper discrimination between virtue and vice,
and to fix the proper punishment upon disloyalty
and hold rebeliion in check, we need in the White
House once mere the steady hand, cool head, and
the patriotic heart of U. 8.

Military Precautions Against Threatered
Danger.

PASSENGERS FROM THE EAST BY RAIL.

Kearney Advises His Followers to Beware
of Bad Advisers,

OREGON AND WASHINGTON TERRITORY

A Freight Train Wrecked Near Seattle,
Washington Territory,

CALIFORNIA,

The Sand Lot — Kearney Weakening—
Rumors Regarding Troops—The Ward
Presidents.

Saxn Francisco, March 7th.—There was a
good attendance at the sand lot to-day.
Kearney warned his hearers that these men
who would incite them to deeds of violence
are their enemies, and must be avoided ; that
the Workingmen have nothing to gain by
violent measures, etc. He then went on to
announce that a grand plot was afloat on the
part of the alleged eneiwies of the Working-
men to precipitate a riot, in preparation for
which Federal troops had been ordered to this
city, the guns of Gatling battery removed
to the Central police station, and a vigilance
committee put in shape for active duty.
Aside from the moves imputed by Kearney
to the authorities, there is some tiuth in his
statement. © The Gatlings have been removed
to the pelice station, and there are rumors
that sowe additions to the United States
forces in the vicinity of the city are being
made, Guards have also been placed in
some instances over the armories of the Na-
tional Guards, 'Thesqmovements havefailed
to excite any particular newspaper notice or
comment, and no explanations have been ac-
corded from authoritive sources, but this
action is probably referable to a desire to be
prepaced for any contingency liable to occur
at or before the expiration of the thirty days’
notice given in the matter of the condemna-
tion of Chinatown.

The Board of Ward Presidents to-day
adopted a resolution calling a County Con-
vention for the 15th inst., to nominate fifteen
freeholders to frame a city charter. They
also resolved to request their representatives
in the Legislature to endeavor to have the
election for joint Senator, vice Desty, set for
the same date, as a measure of economy.

The Military Siiuation at San Franeisco.

Sax Franorsco, March 7Tth,—The Call to-
morrow will publish the result of inquiries
regarding the recent movements in military
circles in this city, sfrem which it appears
that all the arms of the Second Regiwent,
National Guard, have been removed f!‘o%ﬂle
various armories and deposited in the old
City Hall, or Central Police Station, where
a guard of a Lieutenant and ten men of
Company ¥, Second Regiment, is kept over
them. Companies B and C, of the Firs:
Regiment, have been concentrated at the
armory of the latter company, and the arms
of Company G, of the Second Regiment
have been placed in their charge. An officer’s
guard is now mounted nightly at the armory
of the Third Regiment, which is allowed to
retain its arms. ''he armory of the First
Regiment is closely guarded, and no one is
allowed to enter. ‘L he arms of the three cav-
alry companies have been removed from their
armory, to what localityis ur known, but prob-
ably to the old City Hall, Camp regulations
have been established, and ‘‘grand rounds” visit
the various posts nightly. ‘I'he arias only of
the ‘Second Regiment have been removed
from the armonies, and guards are detailed
every night to watch'over the cther company
property. The Third Regiment -has been
eoncenirated at the old Ofympic Club build-
ing and those cowpaunies of the IFirst not ac-
commodated &t the armory of Company C are
at regimental headquarters, corner of How-
ard and New Montgomery streets, General
McDowell, Commandicg the Division of the
Pacific, was telegraphel yesterday from
Washington to biing all the available troops
in his Division to San Franecisco, and cum-
panies amounting in all to 500 men are al-
ready en route, with more to follow—probably
1,500 altogether, It isimpossible to find out
by whose orders these movements of the Na-
tional Guard are made, as the cfficers refuse
to give any information ; but it is conjectured
that the movements are under the direction
of General McDowell, and are due to repre-
sentations made to the Washington authori-
ties by Colonel Bee, Vice-Consul of China,
regarding the supposed danger in which the
Chinese stand. 1t is undersiood that the
present precautions will be maintained until
such time as some settlement of the existing
agitation is arrived at, and at least until the
question of the constitutionality of the law
torbidding corporations to employ Chinese
has been decidea by the United States Courts,
and the question of the condemnation of Chi-
natown eeitled. The Second Regiment is
disposed to view the removal of their arms
with' indienation, and many of the members
assert that it is an insult to the regiment,
whose loyalty to the State and to the cause of
law and order is unquestionable, ‘I'he reason
assigned by the officers for their act is that
the arms of the regiment, being scattered
around at a number of company armories,
are liable to seizure in the event of an un-
expected movement by the disorderly
classes, and that their removal to the
cld City Hall is merely precautionary,
and not inteuded as any reflection upon the
character of the regiment. The “}:jrking-
men are cousiderably excited over these
movements, and many of them assert that
the authorities are trying to force a quarrel
on them. The others say that the movement
is designed to bluff the Board of Health in
the matter of the condemnation of China-
town, while still others hold that the whole
thing is due to the nufounded fears of the au-
thorities,

THE WORKINGMEN.

The Views of a Practical Worker About
the Party.

Eps. Recorp-Uniox : Will you please al-
low me space in your crowded sheet to ex-
press a few admonitory thoughts to the work-
ing classes, the well-meaning part of which I
am proud to be identified with ? I have sev-
eral times intended to do so, after having
read or heard remurks from some of their
leaders, and I was impelled to the resolution
suddenly the other night when I ntet with a
most unceremonious rebuff in attempting to
deliver a recitation bearing upon questions
affecting their interest. Whilst I do not by
any means accuse all present there with lack
of literary taste or sense of decorum, I
aver that a large number of those pres-

ent, who certainly had not the excuse
of youth on their side, considered what
I had to offer much beneath what

had been offered them that évening, and
forced me to the conclusion that if [ had
been, like one they recognize, reprobate enough
to invoke the damnation of God upon the
souls of my fellow-men, I should have gained
their attention and undesired applause, To
the working classes, especially the disturbing
elewent of the same, I desire to say that
though political reform is needed, moral and
socvial are also, and the former can be more
easily achieved where the latter are duly re-
garded. Anu intemperate, immoral and illog-
ical advocacy of man’s rights is not the surest
and quickest way to obtain them ; but when
they employ abusive langunage to acquire that
to which they are not entitled, the case is
worse. Both of these faults are but too visi-
ble in many of the gatherings of the work-
ingmen. Milton's words apply with too much
force: ** License tBey mean when they cry
for liberty.” But such obstinate wrong-
doing, though it may produce revolution, can
never bring desired reform, And it must be
a source of regret to many well-intentioned
men who are of the Weorkingmen’s party,
that, though their motives are good, they are
oblized by their position to give silent or ex-
pressed approval to much that but darkens
their reputations. They have not leamed to
be single when to be single is to be right.
They do not realize thal many men are but
little above the brute, and that many others
are morally far below it. Hence, like chil-
dren, they play *follow the leader,” until
they gain a notoriety which should not fall
te their lot, or are taught by lessons of sharp
experience to observe principles rather than
parties. If any should infer from these plain
terms that I am not a friend to the working-
man, they are mistaken. I am with them in
all honorable efforts. Their condition is not
what it should be, what I hope to see it, nor
what it might be with a proper use of the
means within their power. I am hopeful
they will improve their condition; but not
with every tool they employ. My services,
such as they are, have been cheeriully given
when requested, and shall be again, To ad-
vocate their claims I comceive to be one of
the most honorable positions a man can occu-
y ; and if my ability was much greater than
it is, I could hope for laurels in such a field.
L:arned and high-principled men are de-
served here; but the pity is they do
not seem to be desired, or there would not be
the same approval of demagogism that we
find to-day, The speaker who can most re-
vile the rich man, because he is rich, and
make the most preposterous assertions, such as
“ Leland Standford controls the whole Legis-
lature of (California,” and ‘‘ Rothschild is
king of the Uunited States,” is introduced as
the champion of the people.
and impartial listener to such twaddle, hear-
ing it applauded, is forced in downcast mood
to exclaim :
1s it not sad to see a mass of men—
The sinews 0 the State, the heart of wealth,
The uever-failing life-blood of the land—
1s it not sad to see them stand like trees,
Swayed by the breath of every wind that blows,
Drinking with greedy ear the specious tale
Ol some deluding orator? And when
The ar.ful speaker with a flourish makes
The accustomed pause, shouting, they know not

why,
Acting they know not how ——

I have said all I intended, and as much
likely as you.can find space for. To end it
reform will be had, and the more speedily
and of a more valuable and lasting character,
the more wise and virtuous the means em-
ployed to obtain it.

Disastrous Fire at St. Paul.
. Sr. Pavn (Minn.), March 7th.—A fire
broke out at 5 o’'clock this afternoon in the
roof of the wholesale dry goods house of Aver-
bach, Finch, Culbertson & Co., the largest
building and occupied by the heaviest firm in
the city. The fire smoldered for nearly an
hour before breaking out, but the firemen
were unable to reach or check it. About 6
o’clock the flames broke vut of the upper
story window, and the building was soon be-
yond salvation. At this hour (9 o'cloek) it
has burned to the second story, and will be a
total loss. The fire departments from here
and Minneapolis continue their efforts, while
the goods are being rapidly removed from the
lower stories. The building is three years
old, and was built by Commodore W. F.
Davidson. It cost §90,000, and is insured
for $45,000. It was filled with goods in an-
ticipation of the spring trade.” The value
of the gmods was $800,000; insurance,
$492,000, in several.St. Paul agencies,
RBailroad Eamor.

LouvisviLLe, March 7th.—The fact has
leaked out here that the Louisville and St.
Louis Air Line has been purchased by C. P.

The Sunday Law Enforced.

13 noticed three strange men hurrying in a
carriage withovt paying attention to the call
to drive more slowly. The policeman gave a
signal and hurried after the men, who kiiled
him by a shot from a revolver and escaped.

is a “ floating island.” Up in the * Siski- |
yous,” lying like a pearl in the great moun-

tain chain, is Squaw Lake, a beautiful shect

of water, now utilized h_\' a mining L'mn~‘
pany as a reservoir. For many years the |
lake has been a favorite and delightful re- |
sort for fishing parties, and contained, |
nearly in its center, an island |
comprising about  one acre of
ground, covered with luxuriant grass
and a growth of willow and alder. Tt was
never dreamed that the pretty little island
was not terra firma, but when the bulk-
head across the outlet of the Ilake
dammed up its waters the island rose
slowly until it had been elevated fully 16
feet above its original level. It would
be a question for the naturalist rather
than the geologist to determine the age of
this floating island, as it is evidently made
up entirely of decayed vegetation. Perhaps
at some remote period the roots of a tree,
uptorn by the mountain storm, drifting
out into the lake, formed the nucleus from
which the island has grown ; but it seems
singular that it should have remained an-
chored and unchangeable in its position.

YELLOW CATFISH.

Eps. ReEcorp-Ux10N : You were mistaken
in your item relative to the yellow catfish
which were caught near Snodgrass slough and
brought to your market for sale a few days
since. The State Fish Commissioners in 1874
imported three varieties of catfish, First,
the Schuylkill catfish (Amiurus albidus), ob

tained from the Raritan river, New Jersey.
Of these there were seventy-six, and they
were distributed to the lakes in the vicinity
of Sacramento. All of the larcest fish caught
in your lakes are of this variety. Second,
horn pouts (Pimelodus catus), from Lake
Champlain, Vermont. There were seventy-
one of these. They were placed in Sutter
lake and in the San Joaquin river. When
caught and sold in your market they are
probably sold as the young of the Schuylkiil
catfish. Third, the yellow channel catfish of
the Mississippi (Pimelodus 7). These were
obtained from the Elkhorn river, Nebraska,
and were placed in the San Joaquin river at
the railroad bridee, near Lathrop. A record
was not kept of the number—probably about
twenty—the largest about two feet in length.
Several have been caught by fishermen in the
San Joaquin. It would seem from youritem
of their appearance in the Sacramento mar-
ket that they are breeding and are becoming
distributed from the San Joaquin to the Sac-
ramento. The people who reside on the tribu-
taries of the Mississippi consider the yellow
channel cat a very superior food fish. It pre-
fers clear, pure streams, and gives considera-
ble sport in catching. Thosze on sale in your
market were young, as the fish frequently
grows to be three feet in length. B. B. R.
