CAFITOL NOTES,

A meeting was held last evening in one of
the rooms of the State Engineer’s Depart-
ment at the Capitol, in relation to the sub-
ject of irrigation, at which there were present
Governor Perkins, ex-Governor Irwin, the
Assembly Committee on Agriculture and
Water Rights and Drainage, with a number
of other members of the ILegislature and
prominent citizens from the city and other
portions of the St#te. State Engineer Wm.
H, Hall gave a very interesting synopsis of
his report upom irrigation, which has just
been submitted to the Legislature, and inter-
spersed it with statements of irrigation
methods and results in India, Spain and other
countries, and bringing them in com pariscn
with the possibilities and necessities of this
State, T'he subject was dealt with in an ex-
ceedingly clear and comprehensive manner,
and was listened to with the utmost interest.
_During ¥riday and Saturday something
like sixty bills were taken from the third-
reading file of the Assembly and disposed of.
A determined effort will be made this week
to clear the file, which contains something
like 250 bills.

SOLDIERS FOR SAN FRANCISCO.

At 11:20 last night a special train arrived
here en route for San Francisco, having on
board 20 men of Company G, Eighth United
States Infantry, and 45 men of Company I,
First United States Cavalry, all fromm Camp
Halleck, Nevada. There were three officers
in command, Lieutenant Ray commanding
the infantry, and Captain C. C. C. Carr com-
manding the cavalry. - The cavalry command
had with it 47 horses, and both eommmands had
full camp equipage, ammunition, etc. The
men are all old soldiers and have seen service
in the field. Captain Carr and one Lieutenant
are the only ones of the 68 who has before
been in California. The men are an intelii-
gent lot and spoken of by the non-commis-
sioned officers as being as good men as the
regular service affords. The men united in say-
ing that the impression prevailed among them
that San Francisco was in a state of riot, and
that they were to be called to active work at
once, There was but one expression among
those who were seen, and that was antagon-
ism to mobs, and a perfect willingness,
amounting to anxiety, to take a hand in op-
position to mob force;indeed there was mani-
fest disappointment at the statement that
there was small likelihood of their doing any-
tlm‘g_ but barrack duty.

UTE NEGOTIATIONS CONCLUDED.

General Howard’s Account With the Freed-
man’s Bank,

THE PROBABLE DURATION OF CONGRESS.

Action of the House Committee on the
Interoceanic Canal.

DISPATCHES OF SATURDAY AND SUNDAY.

Capital Notes, from Our Own Corre-
spondent.

MONROE DOCTRINE,

W asHINGTON, March 6th,—Theactionof the
House Committee on the Interoceanic Ca-
nal to-day, declaring that it is the right and
duty of the United States to control any ca-
nal or ship railroad connecting the Atlantic
and Pacific oceans, was in accordance with
general expectation, and there seems to he
no doubt of its early ratification by the
House. The joint resolution thus unani-
mously recommended by the cominittee may

ibly be presented to the Housé next
Monday for passage, under suspeusion of the
rules, but this course has not yet been deter-
mined upon, and it is thought probable that
opportusity wiil be given for debate upon
the measure—many members who enthusias-
tically favor its passage being also very de-
sirous of making speeches on the subject,
with a view to atiracting national attention,
or gaining increased popularity iv their ig-
spective districts,

_ THE UTE AGREEMENT.

It is semi-officially announced to-day that
the agreement between Secretary Schurz and

weelk, and that it will be finally signed by the
Secretary as soon as Congress approves it,
which appears to be considered certain, Some
doubt is expressed whether the Indians at
home will acquiesce in the agreement made
by their chiefs here, but no substantial reason
for this expression of doubt has yet been
made known in Washington,

A SHORT SBESSION OF CONGRESS,

Speaker Randall, in conversation this
evening concerning the probable duration of
the session, says he is still hopeful that Con-
gress will be able to adjourn by the middle of
May. 'The Committee on Appropriations, he
thinks, will be ready with all the appropria-
tion bills as fast as the House can dispose of
them. Tt is the intention to endeavor to pass
the immediate deficiency, the United States
Marshals’ deficiency and the Consular and
diplomatic appropriation bills next week, and
to go on with the Indian appropriaticen bill
the week following. It is very doubtful
whether this programme can be carried out,
as the funding bill still remains unfinished
business, and the Marshals’ deficiency bill is
also likely to give rise to extended debate,
It is, however, fast becoming the general con-
viction that very little legisiation will be
completed this session, except the passage of
the regular appropriation bills,

MAJOR RENO.

Major Reno’s resignation has not yet been
received, and it is reported that his friends
re working to secure a reversal or modifica-
ionof his Court-martial sentence; but itcan be

NEGOTIATIONS WITH THE UTE INDIANS,
WasHINGTON, March 6ih.—Negotiations
with the Utes were concluded to-day. The
formal agreement provides in the first para-
graph, on the part of the Indiangs, that they
will procure the surrender of those of their
nation implicated in the mmurder of Agent
Meeker and-his employes, and in case they
do not succeed in apprehending the parties,
they will faithfully aid any officers of the
United States directed to make arrests. The
second paragraph cedes to the United States
all the territory of the Ute Reservation in
Colorado. The Southern Utes azree to set-
tle upon unocecupied agricultural lands on La
Plata river, Colorado’and New Mexico, or in
that vicinity. The Uncompahgres go to
Grand river, near the mouth of the Guunni-
son, Colorado; the White River Utes will
take up lands on the Uintah Reservation,

Utah. The Indians are to select their own
allotments of lands in these locations. Pro-
vision is made for roads and highways. 'This

agreement is entered into by ihe Ute chiels,
who promise to obtain the consent of their
pegple to the cession of their reservation
upon the following express conditions :
First—The Government is to survey and
patent to the Indians in severalty the lands
reserved for them, giving a fee simple title to
each Indian as soon as the necessary laws are
passed by Congress; this title to remain in-
alienable, and the lands not to be taxable for
twenty-five years.

Second—That =0 soon as the consent of the
several tribes of the Ute nation shall have
been obtained to this agreement, the annui-
ties heretofore provided by Congress, amount-
ing at this time to $60,000, will be paid to the
Indians io cash, and as much more will be
added as Congress shall all)]pmpriate. This
annuity is to be paid in cash, at the request
of the {ndiaus, the President having discre-
tion to pay it in cash, or in stock, wagons,
agricultural implements, etc. The latter are
to be furnished sufficient for their reasonable
wants ; also such saw and grist mills as may
be necessary to enable them to commence
farming operations as soon as their settle-
ment is effected.,

A commission is to be appointed to super-
intend their settlement and to attend to the
carrying out of this agreement, and the money
appropriated by Congress for thig purpose
shall be apportioned as follows : One-third to
those who settle on La Plata river, one-half
to those on Grand river, and one-sixth to
those going to the Uintah Reservation.

Third—In addition, as pay for their land,
the Utes are to receive an annuity of $50,000,
to be distributed among them per capita, and
their present anuuity of $25,000 is to be con-
tirued for support of the Utes until they can-
become self-supportitg and the education of
their children is provided for,

GENERAL HOWARD’S ACCOUNT WITH
FREEDMEN'S BANK,

WasHINGTON, March 6th.—General O. O.
Howard, before the Senate Select Commiltee
on the Freedmen’s Bank, explained his per-
sonal account which the books showed he had
overdrawn to the amount of $2,415. He
claimed that the amount had been reduced,
by deposit slips and by drafts, which do not
appesr on the books, to some $3C0, and this
balance he could nof admit or deny, owing to
the length of time since the transaction, and
the fact that glaring.errors and omissions
had been discovered by experts in the book-
keeping of the bank. Lhe failure of the bank
was dua to the high rate of interest paid, in-
vestment in real estate securities instead of
Government securities, and the failure of Jay
Cook & Co., which rendered otherwise good
securities almost worthless,

THE CHINESE QUESTION,

WasHINGTON, Marchk Tth.—Ramsdell’s Re-
public_to-day editorially reviews General
Johr F. Miller’s article on the Chiness ques-
tion, published in the March number of the
Californian, and indorses its reasoning and
its conclusions in terms of bigh commenda-
tion. The writer fully agrees with General
Miller that the Mongolian and the Anglo-
Saxop civilizations are radically antagonistic ;
that they can no more mix than oil and
water, and that it is already high time for the
United States to con<ider which of the two
civilizations existing side by side on the Pa-
cific const shall predominate, The fact that
it is not always the highest type of man that
survives in the struggle for subsistence is de-
monstrated by references to the au-
thorities from whom General Miller
quotss in his article, and the review,
after presenting the question whether the
nation has not a right to discriminate
in favor of an assimilable immigration as
azalnst the hordes of Mongolian heathens, by
whom the maintenance of our system is
threatened, concludes as follows: *If the
Chinese came here to make a conquest of our
country by force of arms, who doubts that
the whole nation would resist them? But
the stealthy and strategic conquest which
they sre pursuing is just as dangerous,
and should be met by just as determined a
resistance.” The Republic, under the able
management of its new editor and proprietor,
H.J. Ramsdell, formerly Washingion corre-
spondent of the New York T'ribune, has now
taken a position iy the tront rank of -weekly
journals of the eountry, snd its advocacy of
the views of Pacific coast people on this ques-
tion is therefore a noticeable acquisition.

PROPOSED COMPLETION OF IRONCLADS.

The Senate Naval Affairs Committee are
preparing a report on the subject of the pro-
posed completion of various ironclads prayed
for by memorial of the Wilmingten ship-
builders, and, as far as the Monaduock is con-
cerned, by a join$ resolution of the Califor-
nia Legislature. The iodications are that
the committee will take the ground that most
of the ironclads are not worth completion,
but it is very possible that an exception will
be made in the case of the Monadnock.

interests, and awm also opposed to a contiu-
uance of the colored standard, by which o
much loss to the Treasury has ensued, unless
it is accompanied by some other test of value,
Such a bill as I indicate I will cheerfully sup-
port at once.”
