EDUCATIONAL LEGISLATION.

We have as yet received no answer to

the pertiuent question why the introduc-
tion of the Quincy eystem of instruction to
the public schools of California was nrt
proposed by the framer3 of the new School
bill,ani why, when it was proposed as an

amendment to the bill,it was voted down
inthe Senate. Yet it seema to us that

these are questions which demand
answers, and that untilthey are answered
the intelligence both of the educators
who framed the bill,and of the legislators
who have acted upon it, must lie undtr
impeachment. The Quincy school system

is the one rational and coherent method of
instruction in the United States. It is
the first successful reform of the common
school system. That system, as commonly
applied, is littlebetter than a delusion and
a snare. Itis a plan of education which
does not educate. It has produced
generation after generation ofill-informed,
narrow-minded, unintelligent people.
At Quincy they have discovered means
of making the schools successful. It
is a common-sense method, as moat suc-
cessful methods are. There can remain no
doubt in the minds of such as hare exam-
ined the Quincy system that itought to
be applied to every American school. But
we are about to put a new Constitution in
force, and though our educational system
has ne«easarily to be remodeled, neither
our educator) nor our law-makers think it
advisable to adopt this one good system of
instruction. Itis not as if the Quincy ays-
tern were an experiment. Ithas been in
operation teu years, ami is fully tested,
and all its merits are thoroughly estab-
lished. There is no excuse tor ignoring it
or disregarding it. Itis a good method,
\u25a0while those which the new educational bill
proposes are not good methods ;are in fact
neither more nor less than the old methods
\u25a0which have had such unsatisfactory results
On the whole we do not I—<nuin in the
new billany adequate evidence- of a desire
to introduce educational reform, though
there can be no question as to thy need
for it.

INNOCENT MR. GARCELON.
The inquiry into the Maine case has

developed ex-GovemorGarcelon's simplici-
ty and guiltlessness in quite a surprising
way. Itseems that he never counted an'

one out in accordance with a partisan pro-
gramme. Infact, he had no knowledge of
any such programme. He did not know
the politics of those who were counted out
\u25a0when the counting out was performed. And
he was agreeably surprised when he sub-
sequently discovered that all those who
had thus been deprived of their seats were
Kepublican*. Th« singularity of this out-
come has no parallel in politics short of
that remarkable experience related by the
elder Mr. Wcl'er. That gentleman was
driving a coach. An election agent Bent
forhim and tcld him that incase any acci-
dent should happen to the vehicle while
he was carrying a load of voters belonging
to the other party—such, for instance, aa
the overthrowing of the whole paity into
tho river

—
he ehould have a ten-pound

note. And nothing inMr. Weller's varied
career struck him as so remarkable as the
coincidence that after what the agent had
said to him his coach did upset, and did
pitch all those voters into the river. This
is the only incident we can recall which in
fitt*be named in the same day withMr.
Garcelon'a truly refreshing expression of
\u25a0nrpriseat finding that all the membert
who had been counted out were Republi-
cans.

;elders. As in China the veneration for
pareots is carried to the point of idolatry,
it is perfectly reasonable to suppese that
tho parental authority may merge into
slavery. The belief that slavery exists
among the Chinese inCalifornia ha* indeed
been frequently asserted, but no suifioifcut
evidence has ever been adduced in support
of it. The allegations commonly made
with regard to the authority exercised by
the Six Companies, even if true, would
prove no more than the existence of a
kind of peonage or serfdom, which though

akin to slavery, is yet sufficiently
distinguished from the latter. The
statement made by Consul Bailey, to
the effect that the English Government
of Hongkong hes made repeated efforts
to extinguish Chinese slavery there, but
without success, -is not so easily credited.
Indeed, ifany facts>cxist to bear itout even

partially, the probability would seem to he
that tho evil complained of was really a
patriarchial system of peonage, and not
slavery as understood in the Western
world. The rigidity of the Chinese social
institutions, however, must render itcom-
paratively easy for Chinese colonists to
maintain customs the only hope of abolish-
ing which can be derived from a desire on

the part of the enslaved people themselves
to recover their independence. With any
other people such a movement for libera-
tion would be natural, but the Chinese can

conceive of no destiny worth the achieving
which separates them from their time-hon-
ored customs, or subjects them to the im-
putation of having shown disrespect or
want of submission to their ancestral
deities.

Itis possible that this question of slav-
ery may, however, afford a handle whereby
to (leal with the subject of Chinese immi-
gration. If indeed the paternal authority
is so intimately bound up with their social
systim that to ask them to modify it is to
ask them to revolutionize their civilization,
the fact would furnish an additional argu-

ment against the free importation of a peo-
ple so situated to the United States. The
question of assimilation, about which so
much has been written, is closely con-
nected with this new phase of the subject.,
moreover, for it is clear that if the aboli-
tion of partial or complete slavery

is regarded by the Chinese them-
selves as impracticable, because it is an
outgrowth of their entire social system,
nothing can be more hopeless than to im-
agine that such a people will in any given
time abandon their peculiar customs and
institutions, in order to conform them-
selves to American civilization. With re-

gard to tho alleged ability of the Chinese
successfully "to defy foreign laws and"

Courts even inforeigncountries," we are
disposed to attribute the actual condition
of things in this respect rather to the diffi-
culties which their language throws in
the wayof Engliah-speaking peoples, than
to tho peculiar vitality of their pre-
judices. That language makes them
an alien race wherever they go,
and they are enabled to keep up
their special customs because it is
scarcely possible for Americans to ascer-

tain what they are doing. Tho life of the

Chinese who have been in California for
twenty years 13 a mystery to most people
even now, and itis only occasionally that
anything comes to light concerning their
peculiar methods of governing themselves.
The new vein opened by Consul-General
Bailey, however, promises better results
than most of the preceding experiments in
tlie same direction. The slavery cry is a

taking one even with those whose preju-
dices lead them to sympathize rather with
Chinese than white men, and the question
has now reached a stage where none of us

are disposed to quarrel over the means of
enfranchisement, if only tho evil can be
abated.

AN ORIGINAL CRIMINAL GENIUS.

It''.a 9 been reserved for California to
produce something entirely original in the
way of crime, and though the experiment
has not thus far had the success which
was doubtless anticipated by the pro-
jectors, it is, nevertheless, a bold and un-
conventional flight. The developement of
the scheme is not yet complete, but it
promises to be uniqne. The central idea
is, to lease a popular hotel in a central
situation. This effected, pains must be
taken to secure as many wealthy board-
ers as possible. The next step is to ascer-
tain by cautious reconnaissances wherethey
keep their valuables. When this ha3been
learned itonly remains to set fire to the
buildiDg artistically in the middle of the
night, and, while the guests are running
frantically about, to gatherup their jewelry
and other portable property, and convey
it to a place of safety. This appears to
have been the method conceived and
partly executed by the late landlord ofthe
Grand Central Hotel, at Oakland. Unfor-
tunately for his prospects, he had not
been sufficiently careful about the details
of the project, and sothe police were enabled
to trace tohis possession some trunks which
on investigation were fonnd to contain
a quantity cf the plunder. Of course it
is not yet ascertained that the robbery was
preceded by deliberate arson, but the con-
juncture of circumstances is suspicious, and
the indications of a preconceived plan of
robbery are altogether inconsistent withthe
supposition that the fire which opened the
way to the robbery was a surprise to the
ingenious operators. Itmust be admitted
that the plan here suspected iia particu-
larlyexpensive one, and in some respects
is not unlike the method of preparing roast

THE BROOKS BILL.

Assemblyman Breoks, of Butte county,
has introduced a billto appropriate $3P;OO0

for further investigation into the debris

question, a report 'to be made to the'Go-
vernor next December. It is difficult to

believe that the framer of such a billcan
have giveo any attention to the subject, for

ifthere is anything settled about it, the
urgency of immediato action may be so

regarded. Nor is there any excuse for

such procrastination as this billproposes.
There is no need 'for more investigation.
The reports of the State Engineer and of

Colonel Mendell afford ample data -for in-
telligent legislation. The public know
both the extent and gravity of the evil,

and the ways by which jfo can be
cured. We are compelled to look
upon such propositions as this

of Assembly man Brooks as being in[the
line of obstructive legislation. There is no
warrant for any more delay in the prem-

ise?. Another year of inquirywould render
remedial action very much more difficult,
for it would bring the debris lower down
in the rivers. Colonel Mendell and the

State Engineer both recommend that work
be begun this summer, and no one who
has examined the question can doubt the
necessity of prompt remedies. Mr.Brooks'
bill is utterly inadequate and unsatisfac-
tory. Itwould not be regarded as even

touching the case at issue. Itis calculated
to suit nobody, and it is only a round-
about method of trying to prevent any ac-

tion from being taker.

AMBASSADORIAL ACCOUNTABILITIES.

Adispatch fromShanghai states that the
Chinese Ambassador to St. Petersburg, who
signed the treaty of Kuldja, has been be-
headed by hia Government, as a slight
token of its appreciation of hia services.
Itis highly improbable that he signed the
treaty without fullpower from Pekin ;but
it appears that the Russians outwittedhim,
the story bein^ that the Kuldja they
restored was not the Kuldja they had an-
nexed. They perhaps "floated the graat"
after the manner once so familiar to Califor-
nia land thieves ;but whatever they did,the
poer Ambassador haa had to bear the brunt
of hia Government's displeasure. The ac-
countability of Ambassadors in China is
evidently no mere matter of form, The
man who signs a treaty must answer for
its failure with his head. It is indeed
possible that the diplomatic envoy in this
case ;>roved accessible to the favorite Rus-
sian influences, and that he returned home
richer than he should have been. Unfor-
tunately for his Government, the treaty of
Kuldja stands, notwithstanding the decap-
itationof the Ambassador, and that treaty
may at no distant date bring China and
Russia into collision, in Central Asia.

THE OAKLAND FIRE.

The examination of Benson, the proprie-
tor of the Grand Central Hotel, Oakland,
which was to have taken place yesterday,
was postponed inthe Oakland Police Court
untilthe 17th instant. As the investiga-
tion for the missing property continues,
the evidence that the thieves had knowl-
edge that the hotel was to be burned be-
comes more conclusive. Every step was
taken that could have been if the destruc-
tion had been planned for weeks, and
preparations for the removal of the prop-
erty made calmly and deliberately, and
not in the excitement that prevailed on
the night of the fire. Popular indignation
is strong against Benson and Hergot,
the two men arrested. It is now ascer-
tained that the poods transported to the
house, No. 1117 Willowstreet, West Oak-
land, were taken there by Whitney's
Express, from the Bidewalk iv frsnt
of the hotel on the night of the tire. When
Hergot's house was searched a handsome
Japanese box was fouud in the oven. Be-
ing questioned closely about silverware,
Mrs. Hergot was compelled to admit that
there were spoon 9concealed in the house,
but she said they v.tre where no one could
get them. In the rooms up-stairs, Mrs.
Judge Campbell, Mrs. Johnson, and other
ladies, identified several articles of their
own property. A quantity of books were
also found. Hergot himself could give no
satisfactory account of how he came to
possess them, and appeared quite ignorant
of their title 3 or contents. A missing
trunk was found at Tubbs' Hotel, in the
stable, Kast Oakland, and when opened
was found to be packed fullof ladies' and
gents' clothing. It is known that when
the trunk was brought to Hergot's honsc
on the night of the fire, itcontained but
little clothing or anything else ;whereas
when found at the stable and opened by
the authorities it was heavily freighted
with goods, and was found to contain all
the missing clothing ofMiss Gibbons, with
tho exception of $40 worth, also
articles of clothing belonging to
Mrs. aud Judge Alexander Campbell.
Three pairs of pante, two coats, and
underwear of J. 11. Stone also formed a
part of the contents of the trunk. Ben-
son'a explanations of whathas been brought
to light are very unsatisfactory and inade-
quate, and his endeavor to shift the re-
sponsibility of packing the clothing in the
large trunk on the night of the tire, on the
bell-boys, Henry Colety and William
Habliztl, willnot relieve him inthe least
of the grave charges preferred against him.
The bell-boys both contradict Benson's as-
sertions concerning the packing of the
trunk, and they declare they acted under
his orders.

Mr. Williams, of the Mendocino Lumber
Company, previons to the fire gave the
porter a box that had valnable contents.Afterthe nre the box w«»found filled with
boAs and papers of no value. The opinion
of Judge Alex. Campbell, Jr., that a por-
tionof the recovered goods mu3t have beentaken from the hotel before the fire, isgenerally believed to be correct by those
investigating the matter.

KEARNEY'S TRIAL.

Two CHarges Heard In the fan Francisco
Police Court.

[San Francisro Call, M-Xreh 14th.]

Denis Kearney, arreste jupon two charges
of misdemeanor predicated upon language

Iused by him in making a speech to the
Tenth Ward Club, W. P. C, in Irish-
American Hall on the sight ofthe 9th inst.,
was called for trial in the Police Court
yesterday afternoon at 2 o'clock. The de-
fendant was present with Clitus Barbour,
bis counsel, who, on behalf of his client,
pleaded not guilty to each charge, after
having waived the reading of the com-
plaints and waived the right of trial by
jury. Ex-District Attorney D. J. Murphy
appeared as special counsel for the People,
and conducted the prosecution. The Court-
room was crowded with citizens of all
claases, who listened to the trial with in-
terest.

The prosecution, in answer to a question
by Judge Rix, announced that it had
elected to try tha accused first upon the
charge of having used profane lauguage,
and then called Sands W. Foreman, assist-
ant clerk of the Board of Supervisors, and
by his testimony proved the ordinance
under which the proceedings were insti-
tuted.

R. B. Miller, a police officer and the
prosecuting witness, was then called, and
after answering a few preliminary ques-
tions to establish the venue, said "Was
in Irish-American Hall. Saw Kearney,
the defendant, there. Saw from SOO to
1,000 other persons there. Heard Kearney
address these persons, and Leard him say,'

There is Clans Spreckels, the biggest
il d thief who ever went uuliung, and,
G d him,Iam man enough to tell
him so to hia face.' Kearney said this in
a loud tone of voice, ina violent manner,
and his remarks were received with tu-
multuous applause. There is a person
named Clans Spreckels in this city. He is
the proprietor of a sugar refinery."

In answer to questions by Barbour on
cross-examination, the witness said: "I
was seated on a windowsill in the back
part of the hall, but could hear every word
the defendant said ;made a note in short-
hand characters on my fingers nails, as it
would have been unsafe to have taken
notes on paper. Made a transcript on a
sheet of paper, and on the following day
saw that two morning papers had reported
the word3as Ihad taken them down. I
destroyed my memorandum. At the time
Kearney made use of the language com-
plained of he was
» i DENOUNCING THIEVES iIS GENERAL, g,;
And had inhis hand a copy of the circular
issued by the Citizens' Protective Union,
and had • been .reading from it. He said
that Claus 'Spreckels belonged to the
Union. Spreckels was not there.

The

language used by the defendant did not
create a breach of the peace, but think it
would had Spreckels been there. Ididnot
arrest Kearney at the time, as Iwas in
doubt as to my authority to do so then. I
was detailed by the Chief of Police to at-
tend the meeting, but was not directed by
any one to make the complaint against the
defendant.

THE DF.FESSE CLAIMS A DXSOHABfIE.

The defense rested and submitted the
cuse without argument. Counsel fur the
defendant, however, claimed that under
the charge in the complaint and the proof
his client was entitled to his discharge, as
there wa3 nothing inevidence toshow thtit
a breach of the peace had followed the lan-
guage used.* He claimed that the ordi-
nance charged more than one distinct of-
fense, and that one of these was "lan-
guage having a tendency to create a breach
of the peace," which charge the prosecr.-
tion had failed to estahlish.

Mr. Murphy contended that th» counsel
had placed a wroni; construction upon the
ordinance, and held that iftbe prosecution
proved either the use of profane language,
not addressed to theperson spoken of, or the
use of language haviug a tendency to create
a distuibance or breach of the peace, that
was sufficient for a conviction.

Judge Xix said that he did not wish to
pass hastily upon the matter, but would
carefully examine the ordinance and ren-
der a decision to-morrow morning.

The second charge, that of having
threatened to commit a crime, namely, the
crime of murder, upon the occurring of an
event, was then taken up, when counsel
for defendant said that he would admit
that the ordinance had been proven, that
Kearney used the language charged in the
complaint at the time and place and in the
manner charged by the prosecution. Upon
this admission the second case was sub-
mitted also, without argument, and taken
unueradvisement untilto-morrow morning.

Extraordinary Case of Magnetic In-
fluence.

Au extraordinrry and unprece-

dented case of violationlias just been tried
at the Assizes Court of the Var. A young
man of twenty-four, named CastellaD, pre-
sented himself at the house of a respect-
able farmer named Hughes, and, pretend-
ing to be deaf and dumb, obtained supper
and a night's lodging. Iv the morning he
persuaded the farmer's datrghter, a modest
girl of twenty-six, to run away with him,
and an indictment alleged that he obtained
aa irresistib'e influence over her entirely
by means of magnetism. Thd moment she
came to her senses she was filled with re-
morse, but whenever he magnetized her
she waa a mere instrument in his hands,
and submitted to whatever he told her.
Three doctors of Tou'on gave their opinion
in accordance with that of Dr. Tarlien, of
Paris, and many other medical men of thu
highest reputation, that it is possible by
nuans of what is called magnetism to ob-
tain such influence over a young girlas
completely toannihilate her will.Castellan
boasted of his magnetic power while
standing at the bar, and offered to mag-
netize the presiding Judge.
