IXIII SESIION—SEVENTY-FIRST DAY.

SENATE.

SacraMeNTo, March 15, 1880.

The Senate mat pursuant to adjournmeut, Presi-
dent Manstleid in the chair.

Roll called and a quoram present.

Journal of Friday read and approved.

On motion of Mr, JorxsoN the special orders were
postponed tewporarily, and the Scnate took up
Senate Bill No. 174—An Act to amend Section 1205
and other sections of the Code of Civil Procedure,
relating to the settlement of estates of deceased
persons (by Mr, Hittell),

The bill was read a third time at length and
passed by & vote of 23 ayes to 0 noes.

GOVERNOR'S MISSAGES.

A message was received from the Governor an-
nourcing his approval of Senate Pill No. 31— An Act
to amend Sections 1338 and 1353 of the Penal Code,
providing for the examination of witnesses ; Senate
Bill No. 35—An Act to amend Section 1020 of the
Penal Code, relating to prosecutions of Judges of
the Superior Courts ; Senate Bill No. 36—An Act to
repeal Sections 1028, 1030, 1112 and 1148 of the Penal
Code, relating to judicial proceedings in criminal
cases ; Senate Bill No. 37— An Act to amend Sec:ion
808 of the PenalCode, declarivg who are magistrates ;

Mr. Exos presented a petition in favor of woman
suffrage. Committee on Elections.
