NORMALSCHOOLS.

We are at a loss to account for the sud-
den jpassionate yearning for Normal

•'Schools which has recently manifested it-
self. We could not .have believed that
so keen an appreciation of the bless-
ings and" advantages of• advanced educa-
tionalmethods existed in 30 many remote
regions. And though it has been repre-
sented that other Stare3possess duplicate
Normal Schools, we are stillunable to per-
ceive the wisdom or necessity of scattering'

these institutions broadcast over the State.
At present there are propositions for five
of them. That gives a Normal School for
every 200,000 inhabitants. Wo cannot
scs the utility of such a multipli-
cation of training schools for teach-
ers, and we do not believe that the
Legislature 13 justified in spending the
public money upon more than one such
institution. Indeed we are disposed to
think that it may be undesirable even to
endow one such school again, unless some
guarantees arc given that the teachers who
receive their training there willcompen-
sate the State for its outlay by devoting
a certain definite period to the work they
have been prepared for. In the past it
has been a standing source of complaint
that the graduates of the Normal School
for the most part married soon after

\u25a0 leaving the institution, and that a
very small percentage of them be-
came teacher*. It is evidently useless
for"the State to upend money in training
youDg men and women for matrimony, and
woare convinced that the people are not
willingto be taxed for any such purpose.
There ought, therefore, to be some distinct
understanding about this before the Legis-
lature;consents to pass any bill of the
kind:and when this is seen to it willstill
remain as questionable as ever whether
more than ono Normal School ought to be
provided for. We believe that »ne is
quite as much as the community ought to
be asked to support, ;and that the only
effect <: establishing thrca or four or five
would bo to impair the efficiency and lower
the standard of allof them.

ROARING GENTLY AGAIN.

They
have suddenly abandoned their incendiary
talk, and Kearney and tho Ward Prei-i-
--deata are vieinjwith one another insmooth
and conciliatory phrases. Of cmi' c it is
thoroughly understood that t'i. \u0084 version
has been effected by the C'iti^-. ua' i/rotect-
iveUnion, and if there was any ground for
regarding it as permanent, it would no
doubt be cause for congratulation. But,
unfortunately, there is no guarantee for
continued good behavit* on the part of the
disturbing element. Its leaders arc evi-
dently cowed for the moment, and they are
willing to counsel peace and fair words.
15ut how long will this mild mood last?
The politicalfuture of the Workingmcn's
leaders depends npon their ability to l;eep
up the excitement. They must abandon
all hopes of future succes3 if they are
compelled to behave themselves. Will
they be satisfied to accept this ending of
their careers

•
And will they be able to

resist the powerful temptation to revert to
their original methods when the im-
mediate dangor is removed ? To
these questions it U not possible to give
satisfactory answo.-s, and therefore we
cannot regard the present attitude of the
.Rearneyitts as possessing any broad or
permanent significance. It is do doubt
true that the continuance of the present
agitation would be specially disastrous for
the working classe?, even if they had full
awing, and could they be brought to real-
ize this some practical good would be ef-
fected. But allthe efforts that have been
made in this direction hive hitherto failed,
and the thing has gone on from bad to
worse. The Citizens' Protective Union has
shown that Kcirney and his lieutenants
can be made to behavo decently for a time, i
but this cannot be accepted as a solution
of the problem. There is a lull in the
storm, and that is about all that can be
.said.

THE|GOVE?.K.'.E AND THE REVENUE BJLt.

I Governor Perkins is being asked to veto

the revenue bill'now in|his hands. He
can only do so by taking issue with the :
Constitution, for the billcontains no prin-
ciple or proposition which that instrument
iocs not com:: md the application of. It
isbeyond the scopo of Executive jurisdic-
tion to amend or alter _ the organic law,
and therefore there can be \u25a0no pretense of
justification for employing the veto power
to defeat a et&tata which is neither more
nor 'es3 than a faithfulembodiment of that
law. Itis true that the revenue billpre-
scribes double !taxation, but it jis equally
true that the Constitution has ordained
double taxation, and, no matter \v}jat

the consequences of that enactment
may be, iti3now too late to talk of evad-
ing them. The exercise ofthe veto power
inthis case would be

'
alike unwarrantable

and impolitic. Howimpolitic itwould be
may be perceived now from the fact that
the supporters of the new ;Constitution
deprecate it on the ground that those who
are - asking for it seek to defeat
the force of the new instrument.
This is an indication of whatia
veto would result in. The journals
which advocated the now Constitution are
still maintaining that there is no double
taxation in the bill,and that its effect will
be to compel the payment of taxes by rich
men who have heretofore escaped their just
share of the burdens of taxation. : That is
a view which wouldbe certain to find favor
with a largo class, should the Governor
veto the bill. He would be accused :of
having betrayed the people at the, solicita-
tion of capitalists. As the actual tenden-
cies of a new law can onlybe made clear
to the masses by putting it in operation,
thousands would believe these statements.

The Republican party would be charged

withthe responsibility forthe failure of the
law. Itwould be branded as false to its
pledges. The evilfeatures of the new Con-
stitution wouldcontinue to be obscured by
the failure to give them force, and the ex-
posure of mischievous tendencies would

be delayed. So long as it is not strictly
applied, itis possible for the demagogues
who have supported it to adhere to their

pretense of belief inits beneficence. .Itis
not to the interest cither of the common-
wealth or the Republican party that any
further excuse for this kind of talk should
be afforded. The Republican party is not
responsible for the adoption of the new
Constitution, but it is responsible for its
loyalenforcement. Ifdouble taxation was

in the bill and not in the Constitution,
Governor Perkins would be justified in
vetoing the measure. But this is not the
case. Double taxation is embodied inthe
organic law, which law Governor Perkins
is sworn to support, and he cannot there-

fore refuse his signature to the revenue
billwithout putting himself in direct con-
flict with the Constitution.

As regards his duty in the premises, we
do not see that there 13 any room for
doubt. He may believe that double tax-'

ation is a very bad principle, but his belief
on that head cannot affect the fact that the
Constitution calls for double taxation. He
could only defend a veto by alleging that
the billis unconstitutional. But no one
can read the Constitution and entertain
any doubt as to the constitutionality of the
bill.

'
The veto would not be justified by

the fact that the bill failed to meet the
private convictions of the Governor, or by
the fact that inhia opinion it would pro-
duce mischievous consequences. For allcon-
sequences the Constitution, and that alone,
i3responsible, and neither the Executive
nor the Legislature can be held accountable
for followingits explicitmandates fullyand
faithfully. It has been justly asserted
by the supporter* of the Constitution that
a majority of the people voted for it,and
that they must be presumed to have done
so with a fullknowledge of all that itin-
volved. If they were mistaken there is
but one way to convince them of their
error, and that is to let them feel the
effects, of the legislation they have de-
manded and indorsed. Those who now as-

sert that Hi::attempt to procure the exer-
cise of the veto power is being male inthe
interest of capital seeking to escape taxa-
tion, willcontinue to preach that doctrine
if the new revenue law is not signed, but
if it is put ia force its provisions will
ina. short time speak for themselves, and
put to 'silence once and forever the
sop'nista and demagogies whohave brought
this bad legislation upon the community,
and who ara still trying to persuade the
people that the new Constitution is a boon
and a blessing. So far the Republican
party baa acted up to its promises. Ithas
given the State the system of taxation de-
manded by the majority. |It has obeyed
the letter and spirit of the Constitution.
Nothing remains but for Governor Perkins
to affix his si nature to the revenue bill,
and to let it go into operation. He pos-
sesses r.oauthority toapply a remedy where
alone it would be effective, and he lias the
strongest conceivable justification for sign-
ing the bill. *•

A CORRESPONDENT ANSWERED.

We print eke where a letter from a Bear
riverresident, oa the debris.question. Our
correspondent is of opinion that the dam-
ming of the streams in the mountain?, and

the dyking of the valleys, should be con-
ducted separate!/ ;and he thinks that the
Keo"oed :U»ion ought to come to the aid
of the farmers "in the advocacy of gen-
"eral taxation to be applied in the debris
"case." Had Mr. Durst read our article on
this subject inlast Friday's issue he would

(have perceived that ;we then. and there
presented a tolerably strong argument in
behalf of the very principle he desires to
sec applied to the subject. \u25a0We there
showed that the debris case is pre-emi-
nently j entitled to rank among those un-
dertakings for the furtherance of which
general taxation is commonly employed,
and we endeavored to make it clear that if
the \u25a0 State insists on protecting \u25a0 the hy-
draulic mininginterest, on the ground that
itproduces benefits to the community, it
must, by the same line of reasoning,
take upon itself the chief burden ,of
those relief works ,which ;hydraulic
mining;has -\u0084 rendered necessary. gjJ'On
this point therefore ;we.and our corre-
spondent have no cause of difference. In
regard to his ideas concerning a separation
of the work, however, no such accord is
possible. He is quite mistaken in sup-
posing tint this journal labors under any
misapprehension regarding the results of
engineering , investigation. ,-. We < have
studied this whole question so closely that
we may fairlyclaim tounderstand it. \u25a0

It

has been ascertained that while the heavier
debris ;descends slowly in the rivers,'- an
enormous quantity" of finer

'
sediment,

which cannot be retained ;by dams, passes
down them, and that itis this lighter mat-
ter which ha* raised and is raising the beds
of the streams, and threatening to destroy
navigation, and endanger lands and cities.
Now there is one method by which the
river beds can be scoured out, and this de-
posit be carried 1clown to the sea, and that
is by buildingdykes or levees ,along the

river banks, and so confining the flood
waters R8 to increase tho velocity,
and consequently the carrying capacity,
of the currents. And as the safety of the
villi-y lands depends maiuly upor: the
restoration of the carrying capacity of the
rivurs to the origin.ilvolume, we have in-
sisted, aud mnat continue to insist, upon
the ncctssity of combining the two methods
of relief in whatever plan i*adopted. A
system of dams willkeep the coarse debris
from^entering the rivers, but there is
already in the'sc rivers a very large quantity
of debris which ha3left the mountains, and
is therefore beyond the reach of dams, and
to enable the rivers to carry this and tho
tighter material down to tide water, a sys-
tem of levees is required, and our friend on
Uear river, and our friends thruughout the
Sacramento valley, ou^ht to support this
proposition as unanimously as the dam
scheme, for it concerns them fullyas much.

A NEW VIEW OF TURKEY.

A very interesting letter has been con-
tributed to the Fortnightly Review by an
English resident inTurkey, concerning the
real condition of things there. The writer,
who has lived in the East allhis life, un-
derstands his subject thoroughly, and he
succeeds indemonstrating that English, and
in fact European policy, upon Turkish ques-
tions has been predicated upon the densest
ignorance and the most pcrvcise misun-
derstandings of the facts. Thus he shows
that it has been the.custom to hold the
Turkish people responsible for the crimes
and oppression} of their ruler?, though the
Turkish masses hate their ruler 3quito aa
heartily as any outsiders can. Again, the
term

"
Christian" lias been productive of

endless misapprehension in Turkey. • The
so-called Christians livingthere are really
heathens and savages, utterly destitute of
any Christian virtues, possessing a fox-liko
greed and cunning, very much worse
specimens of humanity in all ways than
their Moslem neighbors. Our author pos-
itivelyasserts that the Ottomans are by. far
the most upright, pure, virtuous members
of the Eastern community, and that the
Christians are forthe most part sorry ras-
cals. But European intervention has given
these Eastern Christians an advantage they
have not been slow to profit by. They
have been specially protected against the
exactions of the Turkish Government, and
the consequence is that they have fared
much better than their Moslem neighbors,
who have had no foreign powers to
interfere in their behalf, and who have
been a helpless prey to their Pasha* and
other official tyrants and robbers. One re-

sult of this is that the Christians have
made money,' and being more secure than
the Moslems, have acquired a hold upon
the property of the latter. In fact they
have pretty nearly bought out the Turks,
or swindled them out, and the effect is to
give factitious importance and power to
a incoherent collection of the riff-raffof a
dozen races of undeniably vicious proclivi-
ties, merely on the strength of their repre-
senting Christianity to the extent of being
divided into eleven sects, each of which
longs to cut the throats of all the others.
The Turks are being gradually and surely
pressed to death between the upper and
the nether millstones of Ottoman oppression
and foreign intervention in behalf of the
Christians ;meantime the reform of abuses
in the Turkish Government stands still,
and is likelyto continue to do so until an

opportunity is given the only element ca-
pable of withstanding (he Palace ringsters,
to organize a genuine Turkish reform move-
ment. The paper is a very interesting and
able one, and it serves to show what a tre-
mendous muddle- the European Powers

have made of the Eastern question thus
far, and how unlikely it is that they will
do any better in the future.

telegram from \u25a0 the \u25a0 San Francisco Chamber
of Commerce requesting him to endeavor to
obtain a Congressional appropriation fur the
purpose of sending a vessel to attempt to res-
cue the crews of the two whaling ships that
are believed to be either frozen up ox wreck-
ed in the Arctic.

-
These two vessels— the

Vigilant and Mount Walliston
—

were
last seen in the vicinity of Herald
Island »nd should have returned wi'Jithe rent
ofIthe Arctic whaling fleet hist tuiumer.

Their crews number some sixty men. .The
Chamber of Commerce dispatch states that
there is no naval vessel on the Pacific station
suitable for the purpose, and therefore sug-
gests that Congress provide for chartering a
private vessel, in which event San Francisco
merchants willdonate all necessary supplies
for the -missing 'seamen. The two ships in

. question belong toNew Bedford. Mr.Davis
immediately communicated this dispatch to
Congressman Crapo, who represents that dis-
trict, and they proceeded withitto the Navy
D<£i)artmeut, where they held a conference
on the subject with Secretary Thompson and
other officers of the,Department. As a re-
sult of the conference Crapo this afternoon
introduced a jointresolution, authorizing the
Secretary of the Treasury . to furnish a
revenue cutter to the Secretary of the Navy,
to be properly strengthened and equipped for
this voyage, and appropriating $10,OCO to de-
fray the cost. Itis believed that one of the

j revenue steamers willbe better suited in all
respects for an Arctic voyage than any ves-
sel, and itis desirable to have one strength-
ened for the purpose for cruising inAlaska
waters, irrespective of the special purpose
now inhand. . . _ . .... ..._

Senator Farley to-day presented to the
Senate a Joint resolution of the California
Legislature, requesting the delegation to ad-
vocate legislation for the establishment of a
branch Dead Letter Office at San Francisco,
and moved its reference to the Committee on
I'ostoffices.

Conklin* thereupon made a point of order
tliat the paper was not addressed to the Senate
or to Congress, but only to individuals, and
that, therefore, under the rules, it could not
be considered a memorial entitled to reference
to a committee.

The-Vice President remarked that this
question had never before been raised in re-
gard to resolutions of a State Legislature, but
he felt obliged to sustain the point of order.

Daring the course of the examination 11. F.
Page, of California, appeared before the com-
mittee and made both an oral and written
argument in behalf of that company and of
the people of the Pacific coast interested in
its welfare. Tie report refers to Section
3993 of the Revised Statutes, as embodying
the.law which permits tho transmission of
letters instamped envelopes outside of:the
mails, and says :Under this law, as appears
from the report of Special Agent Sharrets,
and partly from the admissions of Mr. Page,
Wells, Fargo & Co., in addition to their
ordinary express business, have established
and been. opera ting for years a letter-cart
department of immense magnitude ; whose
headquarters are the city of San Francisco ;
whose ramifications extend to every one of
the Pacific States and Territories, even into
foreign countries ;that in the management of
this important establishment the company
employs between 400 and 500 men, nearly
one-fifthof them being Postmasters ;keep oa
hand for sale envelopes prepared purposely
for the business of the company, selling them
at an advance on Government prices ;who
regularly receive, dispatch and deliver letters
and such envelopes in.the manner substan-
tiallyanis done by the postal service ;that,
in short, Wells, Fargo & Co. are carrying,
without any Governmental control or super-
vision whatever, an extensive postal service
of their own, of considerable profit to them-
selves, which they endeavor, by every means
in their power,' to render more efficient than
tho regular service, which has therefore be-
come a formidable competitor with the Gov-
ernment for the public patronage. Besides
this, it appears that they have a banking
house in San Francisco, the correspondence
of which, as well as that of the Western
Union Telegraph Company and the Central
Pacific Railroad Company, they have, under
some mutually advantageous arrangement,
for a long time carried and still carry free ;
that is, without either postaze stamps
or stamped envelopes. After entering further
into the details of the business, reference is
made to the fact that the institution had iv
origin in the early days of American settle-
ment on the Pacific slope, when tie Govern-
ment had provided very-littlemail facilities,
or none at all in some cases, for persons who
were swarming the country inquest of gold.
Now, however, it continues when tho post-
office has extended its route to every hamlet
in that region, when its service of the same is
as expeditious and Frequent as the public ne-
cessity orconvenier.ee demands. We areunani-
mously of the opinion that as a measure of
public policy, to sr.y nothing of the legal con-
siderations, the company, no longer catering
to an essential public want, should be re-
quired to give way, so that the Government
may exercise the right on the Pacific coast, as
everywhere else, to a complete monopoly in
the custody and carrying of the mails. The
report then refers to the legal objections to the
letter express business of the company, and
maintain*, first, that the manifest intention of
:the company increating a po»toffice depart-
ment, as explained by subsequent legislation
and interpreted by distinguished law officers
of the Government, was to give it the ex-
clusive right to carry mails. On this point
numerous decisions are given where the pri-
vate letter-carrying business has been broken
up on decisions of the law officers of the Gov-
ernment. Second, that another serious vio-
lation of the law by Wells, Fargo & Co.,
which should be no,longer tolerated, is the
employment- of -Postmasters as their agents.
This, it says, id against and damaging to the
public service. Third, the most serious fea-
ture of this business, and altogether unjusti-
fiable, which the officers" representing the
company, the report say?, do not make a
pretense of defending, is ihe free conveyance
of the correspondence ofWells, Fargo &Co.'s
banking house, as well as of the Western
Union Telegraph Company and the Cen-
tral Pacific Railroad Company, pre-
viously referred to.

\u25a0ays, is in utter violation.of law. By itthe
Government • no.doubt jloses thousands of
dollars of its revenues, and is stilllosing large
sums. Besides these legal objections to the
business, the report notices two practicable
objections,- which it says are sufficient to
justify its suppression. One of these arises
from the danger that the postage on large
quantities pa-sing through the company's
hands is either insufficiently paid or not paid
at all. The other arises from undoubted
delays that occur in the transmission of let-
ters, where people deposit them in street-
boxes of the company, mistaking them for
boxes of the Government.
