
ARIZONA MINES.
A Correspondent's Account of Mines In

Tombstone District.

Tohb-stoxb (A. T.), Feb. 27, 1330.
The town of Tomb3tone \ is beautifully

located on a high undulating mesa, at the

base of the hills in which the richmines

are found ;in fact, some of the mines are
\u25a0within the

'
city :limits, and tb.2 famous

Tough Nutcorners near the business center.

The town consists of C-tO acres, being one
mile in length from northeast to south-
east, and half a milo wide. Easiness lots
on the main street, 40x120, rate from §SOO

to 91,500; on.the .next street at §300 to

§400. The town was laid out by a com-

pany, of whom "Mike" Gray was the

agent and manager. Mr. Gray was our
firstJustice, and ;became the senior Judge
of the place. Judge Gray was formerly
Sheriff of I'lumas County, and has many
friends inSacramento and all parts of the
State, who willbe pleased to hear of his
prosperity.

~TOCoii HUT MIME

Is the pioneer of the camp, and to itsboun-
tiful yield of argentum ths camp is in-
debted for its-present name, fame and
prosperity.' The claim was discovered by

K.I. JSchefflin, a : prospector whose ;name
willgo "down to posterity with Marshall
and Comstock as the discoverer of mines
that added millionsto the wealth of the
nation.

" Richard Gird, now the manager
of this property, was associated with him
in the location. Through the efforts of
A. P. K. Safford, the Messrs. P. & F.
Corbin'werc induced to investigate the
mining properties of Gird &Schelflin, and
becoming satisfied as to the vast wealth in
ores that they contained, entered into ne-
gotiations,.resulting in the formation of
the Tombstone Milland MiningCompany,
and for the ,transfer to the company
of the following mining claims :
The Tough Nut, West Side, Defense,
Goodenough and Surveyor, each being
full1,500 by 600 feet claims, except the
last, it having but 135 lineal feet, thus
making the area of mining ground 79.19
acres. These properties were the first in
Tombstone that were located, claimed,
surveyed and worked by their discoverers,
•who arc now members of said company,
hence no questions of titlearise.

TUB ORE BODIES

In these claims lie inporphyry, or between
porphyry "and lime. In connection with
the veins or lodes irregular masses cf rich

mineral matter arc found. On the surface

of these claims two very distinct ore-
bearing ledges car. be traced. One crosses
the West Side and Surveyor,' entering the
Tough Nut, and the other crossing the
Defense and entering tho Tough Nut
claim, and both probably centering in the
vast ore-bodies therein found. A large
number of shafts and cuts have penetrated
these veins, proving their existence.
In all. these mines the ores con-
tain horn silver and plain chloride?,
as also percentages of lead ores.
The chlorides are disseminated in clay
slate, calsites, barytcs and ochr^ceoua va-
rieties of brown iron ore ; the lead is found
chiefly in the salts of lead, carbonate or
cerusite predominating. |jNearly all the
ores carry gold, in some cases amounting
to $4,000 per ton, but the average is only
#9 per ton.

IHE MEAN AVERAGE ASSAY

Of the battery pulp thus far reduced at the
company's mill has been 5139 per ton.
The ore works free, averaging 75 percent.,
the tailings being saved, and will,after ex-
posure, on a second working yield CO to 70
per cent, :of the remainder. The ore
bodies in sight in these claims, upon a re-
cent measurement by competent experts,
was estimated to be over <$3,000,000, to
which is to be added the value of pay ores
on the duinp3, $50,000, and tailings at the
mill, $60,000. In working tho mines some
blasting is required, but the principal,pay

.ores, which arc chlorides and carbon-
ates, require only pick and shovel.
Very little timbering lias been required,
and no water has been encountered.
The hoisting is done by steam engines at
the main and northwest shafts, at which
are platforms from which the ore is leaded
into wagon;, to bo hauled to the mills.
Milland mining operations are carried on
allthe year round. Tho following is an
approximate of the exploitations of said
mines: Tough Nut, 703 feet ;levels, 1,519 ;

500-acre tract of lan 1 lying on the right
bank of the San Pedro river, the waters of
which, from a substantial dam, are con-
ducted by ditch and flume and utilized for
(hiving a turbine, tho motor of the mill.
The millis a ten-stamp wet crusher, rest-
ingupon rock foundations, constructed on
the most approved plan, works' like a
clock, and cost $30,000. The company
has secured the sole right of water to the
Sonora lice, which they value at $100,000,
as it saves from $00 to ?70 per day over
steam power. The capacity of the millis
twenty-five tons per day, but they have
ample ore in sight for a forty-stamp mill.
Both mining and milling operations are
superintended by Richard Gird. The
mill has been in operation about six
months ;hence it willbo seen that its pro-
duction of bullion has been over §300, OOC
up to this date. Tho figures Ihave given
herein are taken from actual surveys, as-
says and measurements.

GRAND CENTRAL
MINES.

The Contention lies on the ridge to the
east, of the Tough Nut *about half a mile,
and inplain sight of town. This mine is
operated by steam hoisting works, with a

shaft over 300 feet, and levels run on the
vein to considerable distances. Iregret
that Icannot give more of detail of the
workings of this mine. The information
desired was not fully furnished.- There are
large piles of ore,,Ithink very rich, on
the dump, and their millon the San Pedro,
ten milts distant, has just started up, and
you may look forasteady supply of bullion
from this mine. The Grand Central mine' adjoins the Contention on the south, and
is on the extension of the Contention vein

'or lode ; and ifit prove true, as many good
judges claim, that this Contention vein is
the imother lode of the camp, .then the
Grand Central has the greatest share of it.
The developments of this mine consist of a
main or working shaft ISO feet deep, well
timbered, going.- down on a ivery slight
aujle. '•' At a depth of 73 feet

there is a

driftor level 155 feet :in:length that con-
nects with the Contention works, as the
main shafts of.the two mines are only 275
feet apart. \u25a0•: Again, at a

depth of 135 feet

is a second level, also running north 155
feet,'; and connecting with the Contention
works. 5 Both these drifts are in ore allthe
way.:;By these drifts good 'ventilation is
obtained for the mine,i*.

THE LEVELS OR DRIFTS

Of tieGrmnd Centra l,mine are on a hori-
\u25a0Oitat plan; with thwc of the Contention,

anithe explorations of both mines are car-

rie.l oi on the came plan. The ore bodies
have been constant the whole length
of these levels, and nowhere upon
the lode does it show greater volume.
There has been a regular vein, and produc-
tion of good ore, all the way down the
•haft from the surface. The vein strikes•littlesouth of east, and has a slight in-
clination or dipto the north. At the bot-
tomof the shaft the vein is very wide, its
dimensions not yet determined. A cross-
cut was made at one place inthe shaft
about half way down, Bhowing the vein
to be 17 feet wide of good ere.
No ore has been extracted from the mine,
only as it was required to si"k the shaft
and run the levels. Yet there is now fully
1,200 ton? of ore on the dump. At a depth
of 90 feet a second cross-cut was run 93
feet to the west and 10 feet east, all in
vein matter that assays, while fully 17

feet of itwas rich ore inplace aud position
on the vein. Tlq cropping^ of the vein at
the surface ar<i a continuation of the Cou-
ten'.ioc, an.\ are wiik-,strous and distinct,
cutting the formation, which is porphyry.
The assays of ores have been frommoderate,
not low, to any figure in the thousands.
Asample of ore from the bucket-, taken
from every bucket during the entire day
and then averaged, on three dillerent days,
from the upper level resulted as follows:
First day, silver §1.013 79, gold 1110 hi;
second day, 5570 20, gold $50 27 ; third
day, silver $G2O, gold $100. The lower
level ha^ ores that are still richer. The
1,200 tons on the dump willnot hold up to
the3e ii^ures, us it comprises all from the
surface down. YetIt-jlieve there is sev-
eral hundred thousand dollars in this
dump. The mine is owned by a company,
the majority of the stock being owned in
Warren, I'a., and Youngstown', 0., and
some in California. The company will
thoroughly develop the mine before erect-
ing a mill,but will have steam hoisting-
works iva short time. The ores are in a
qnartz gangue, with cikites, talc aud
barytes, with some carbonates, the princi-
pal supply ot silver beiug from the chlo-
rides. Only 23 pounds of powder hare
thus far been use- on the mine. E. B.
Oa^e is Superintendent, and George Eey-
nolda foreman.
Till:IIKA." CENTER AND YELLOW JACKET.

These two claims arc consolidated and
owned \>y the same company. They ad-
join the Centention on the northwest.
The dcrtlopinent of those minis consists of
one shaft 9 feet deep ;a second shaft 43 feet
dcci/, with a. drift 57 feet ; a third shait
231 feet deep, with a diitt100 feet; a
fourth hhaft 30 feet deep ; a fifth, or main
workingshaft, IB3feetdeep, well-timbered,
vertical, withtwo compartments, operated
Iby a cable wire, and patent cast-iron horse-
power. From this shaft thevoi3a driftof
80 feet leaiilu^ towards the other deep
shaft. Allthen drifts or levels aie inore—

and good ore. The siz-j of tho vein aud
volumu of ore bodies is not known, the
working thu3 far bein^ only for the pur-
pose of development, and not to raise ore.
Inplaces the ore is left standing an'l only
removed when necessary to carry on the
explorations. The entire surface of the
claim shows the out-crop of ore veins and
blossom. <t The formation is porphyry, like
that of all other veins on this hill. The
main shift was sunk iv porphyry to a,

depth of 100 feet before Striking the vein,
the existence and strike ot which bail been
proven by the other shafts and drifts. The
stock of this company is held inSan Fran-
cisco. Thomas E. Parish is Superintendent
and Jerome Ackerson is foreman. They
are now pushing the twolevels to connect,
to as to hive good ventilation, they being
at a depth of 131 feet. There is now
on the several dumps about 125 tons
of ore, at a toul;!i guess, most
of which is extremely rich. 1broko many
pieces of it on the dump which were aa
speckled as trout with gold. One piece
was a pretty curiosity, having a scale of
gold nearly as huge as a thumb nail, nearly
covered over witha scale of embolito, or,
as the boys call it, green-horn silver.
Those specks of gold sLone beautifully in
the raya of the s;in. There are several
characters of ore, much like those in
the Tough Nut, but with the addi-
tion of a variety of b'.uish rjuartz, which
carries most of the gold. There are also
carbonates in this mine, but the most val-
uable ores arc the chloride3and einbolites.
The matrix ismostly silicious, yet calcites,
talc and barytes arc found. Icannot give
the grade of the ores, but think the}' arc,
perhaps, the richest on the hill,certainly
so in gold, andIam told that 40 to 50 per
cent, of their assay value is gold.

TUP. K3CFTBX MIKE

Adjoins, and in fact covere a part of the
town of Tombstone. This mine is owned
by a Boston company, W. A. Simons
President, and A. W. Stow Superintend-
ent. Itlies northwest of the Head Center,
YellowJacket and Contention, with only
the Tranquillity claim between. The
'strike" of the Contention lode is in the
direction of this claim, but a ravine inter-
vening breaks the continuation of the
croppings on the surface, yet the blossom
,md out-put are the same in appearance.
There are two shafts in this mino, each
300 feet deep, and now about to be con-
nected by levels. The company is about
erecting steam hoisting-works. There is
much good ore on the dumps, the quantity
and value of whichIcan only conjecture,
but willsay that it will produce a large
sum when reduced. The vein is not now
being worked for ore, the operations of the
company bting directed toward fully de-
veloping and exploring the mine, leaving
the ore standing so far as can beuntilsuch
time as they determine to erect p. mill.
Allthese mines are ivthe porphyry belt of
tho district, but the Tough Nut approaches
the boundary of it on the northwest ami
the character and grade of allthe ores arc
much alike, save the "blue vtin," as they
call it,in the Head Center, which is so rich
ingold, but all i-.ss^'ing nearly §10 ingold
on an average. Idid intend to give an
account of the Sunset, Lucky Cusa, Em-
erald and perhaps other miaes, but must
leave a good list for a subsequent letter.
