The Gorley biil has been rejected be-
cause it was an attempt to do too much.
It was beaten by the votes of men many of
whom undoubtedly realize and deplore the
evil influences of stock gambling, but who
could not without outraging their reason
support a measure which involved such
sweeping and tyrannical iuvasions of the
liberties of the citizen. The raid upon
stock gambling was begun from an alto-
gether erroneous point of departure. It
ought to have been recognized as an indis-
pensible prelminary to any legislative ac-
tion, that the State has no right to inter-
fere with the free scope of speculation, and
that it could net do so if it desired to.
The prohibition of the purchase and sale
of interests in mines is as impractica-
ble, and would be as unwarrantable,
as the prohibition of the purchase
and any other desecription of
property. The justifieation for legislative
interference can only arise when there is a
clear question of fraudulent representations
or proceedings of any kind. In the public
interest it is both just and desirable that
illegitimate stock-dealing should be put
under prohibition to the extent that its
suppression is possible. All sham mining
enterprises, known as ‘‘ wild-cat,” for ex-
ample, are fair legislative game. So, also,
are whatever methods of making sham
sales and purchases are employed to de-
ceive stock-dealers. Wherever the taint of
fraud can be detected in the usages of the
stock-market, there the Legislature may
with good warrant put its finger. Beyond
this, however, it cannot go without doing
more harm than good ; without, in fact,
80 violating the freedom of action which
is the right of the individual that any law
of the kind would certainly be rejected
by the Courts. DBuat it would be
absurd to suppose that the passion for ac-
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quisition, which 13 the controlling influence
in stock speculation, can be eliminated by
an Act of the Legislature. Whatever the
consequences of such a passion upon the
progress and condition of scciety, they
will have to be endured until the tempta-
tions to gambling in stocks disappear. So
long as occasional prizes are won in the
lottery the public will buy tick Soris
this a local peculiarity, but « ..ciossity of
human nature. Speculation is the rule of
all human undertakings, the enterprises
which are not speculative being the excep-
tions. Against that inherent dispesition
the moralist and the lawmaker will shatter
their energies in vain. It does not follow,
however, that there is no room for reform
in the slock business. On the contrary,
there is ample oppertunity for drastic
legislation in regard to the management
of mining companies, the keeping and publi-
cation of accounts, the secaring of full pub-
licity for all developments, the creation of
remedies for the notorious frands which
have occurred in the levying and. disburse-
ment of assessments and dividends, the
protection of the stockholders against con-
spiracies in the direction, and many other
points the proper regulation of which is
imperatively demanded, and would do
much towards restoring the legitimacy of
the business. The failure of the Gorley
bill ought not to prevent the friends of
reform from urging a better and more
practicable measure, atd we hope that
such a bill will be introduced and pushed
forward. A rational and business-like
statute, covering such points as we have
indicated, is in fact strongly needed, and
while it conld not be opposed by honorable
men, it would do much to protect the
public.

TEE DEBRIS LEGISLATION.

To-day the bills referred to the Com-
mittees on Agriculture and Water Rights,
concerning the debris question, will come
up in the Assembly for action. [The bills |
are the Parks, Chamberlain, Carr, the |
Young substitute bill, and the Brooks
bill. The latter, however, must not be
confounded with the measures which pro-
pose to deal actively with the debris ques-
tion, being in fact introduced merely to
secure the continnance of investigation on
the subject, and to prevent the loss to the
State of the results of inquiries which
have already been begun. Of the bills
which propose more or less comprehensive
plans, the Young substitute unquestion-
ably fulfills the general requirements more
nearly than any other. It is the matured
result of eriticism and discussion, and
it is free from every one of the objections
which have been urged against the other
propositions. The apparent impractica-
bility of securing such ascheme of district-
ing for assessment purposes as would
satisfy taxpayers and fulfill the pur-
poses aimed at, should lead to the
substitution of the principle of general
taxation for tHe original method of dis-
trict taxation. Thus the arguments of ob-
structionists about ‘‘mortgaging” this- or
that portion of the State will fall to the
ground, and thus the apprehensions of tax-
payers would be relieved. The Ycung
substitute also abandons the plan of

an appointed Commission, as that
proposition  aroused  some  OppOSI-
tion. It makes the Governor and

certain other State officers ex officio Com-
missioners, to act in concert with the State
and the Consulting Engineers. It provides
that a comprehensive system of dams to
impoumi the debris in the mountains, and
of dykes to confine and increase the ve-
locity of the river currents, shall be un-
dertaken with as little delay as possille.
And it proposes that the cost of these
works shall be defrayed by general taxa-
tion. These are the salient points of the
Young substitute bill, and it is only
necessary to state them to make it ap-
parent that the objections which have
been raised to the Parks bill are in no re-
spect applicable to this measure. It is, we
helieve, the best adjustment of which the
situation admits. It provides for a com-
prehensive relief schen'e, which, if the en-
gineers understand their profession, prom-
ises to cure the debris evil effectually, and
in doing so to restore large tracts of valu-
able lands to productive uses. It embodies
all that engineering science has ascertained
in the premises, and it is, in fact, the only
thoroughly practical and efficient bill yet
drawn on the subject. It provides for
doing precisely what the engineers declare
to be necessary, and with the changes
suggested it would provide means of
accomplishing the work which ought to be
accepted by all who really desire that the
debris question ghould be settled.

L

The principle of general taxation once
introduced to this subject will, we believe,
find general acquiescence. The interest of
the State in the solution of the problem is
certainly not less than‘that of the Federal
Government, and if it is equitable to de-
mand that the entire naticn shall be taxed
for such a purpose, as is done when we ask
Congress to make an appropriation from
the national Treasury, it must be even
more obligatory upon all the people of
California to contribute towards an under-
taking their interest in which is direct
and tangible. The enterprise indeed is so
clearly one of State concernment that
i5 should require little argument to
convincé members of the propriety of
providing for it in the manner proposed.
The single consideration thdb its accom-
plishment involves the addition of large
property values to the assessment roll, shows
that as a business investment it is thor-
oughly sound. Apart from questions of
compensation, however, the sufferers from
the debris can take their stand firmly upon
the equities of their case. The State re-
quires that the working of the hydraulic
mines should not be suspended. That
being the case, the Stateis obviously bound
to see that the results of working the hy-
draulic mines are notdisastrous to the in-
terests of any portion of the community.
The right of the State to regulate the af-
fairs of the community is no divine pre-
rogative, but a condition growing out of the
social contract. This condition implies
the extension of equal protection to all the
citizens, as an equivaleat for the sarrender
by all citizens of certainrights. The State
can never evade its duty towards any
part of the community without at the
same time abrogating its authority. The
claim of the debris sufferers for State
help is therefore incontrovertible, and the
plan of revenue proposed for the Youngsub-
stitute would be at once the most natural
and equitablethat can be devised. The fact
that no other bill meets the engineeriog
requirements of the case ought to give this
the preference. It is well and thorough-
ly guarded, it is in full harmony with the
best demonstrated theories on the subject,
and we therefore bespeak for it favorable
consideration. Those members who have
visited the devastated districts for them-
selves, and who have seen the scope of the
destructive agencies now at work in the
hydraulic mines, do not need to be told
that the case is an urgent one, but we
trust that they will use their own experi-
ence to further a measure which is more
fraught with beneficent inflnences than any
law now before the Legislature.

TCO MUCH MYSTERY,

It is now asserted that the San Fran-
cisco Citizens’ Protective Union has not
made any compromise with the mob lead-
ers, and that the latter have tendered their
submission in a humble frame of mind.
One paper solemnly states that it *“ has re-
ceived assurances” to the effect that “‘an
era of prosperity is about to dawn” upon
the city, and that the Citizens’ Protective
Union has guaranteed the early and suc-
cessful producti this phenomenon by
resolutely determimning not to disband. If
this kind of vicarious and misty * assur-
ance " satisfies the people of San Francisco,
all we can say is that they are very easily
contented. But it is rather painfully ap-
parent that as yet they have no substantial
grounds of satisfaction, and that in fact
all that has come to light since the or-
ganization of the Citizens’ Protective
Union is the reverse of satisfac-
torv. ‘To show how unstable is the
situation we may cite the fact that on the
very day when this mysterious ‘‘assurance™
of peace and prosperity was vouchsafed to
an expectant public, a statement appeared
showing thata President of one of the Work-
ingmen’s Ward Clubs had just been ex-
pelled for offering some resolutions con-
demning the use of incendiary language.
Certainly this does not leek much like an
indication of that repentance and resolve to
behave better which the sand-lot leaders
are said to have professed. Nor is i{ easy
to perceive how the dawning of a new era
of prosperity is to be brought about by the
permanent session of a Vigilance Commit-
tee. The proposition really looks a good

deal like an attempt to sustain confi-
dence by placing the city under mar-
tial law. It does not appear to be
seen, either, that such a method implies
the inability of the Vigilance Commitiee to
extirpate the evil in a summary way. We
are very much afraid that this programme
is ill calculated to produce that final and
conclusive suppression of .Ké'atneyism
which all intelligent observers have long
recognized ag essential to the restoration of
confidence in San Francisco. A permanent
Vigilance Committee may be an effectual
preventive of further riotous demonstra-
tions, but what can the worldthink of the
civilization of a community which at the
end of the nineteenth century finds it neces-
sary to revert to such a means of preserv-
ing order? Assuredly this is not a step in
advance, but a step backward. It is an
acknowledgment of the failure of repub-
lican institutions, and nothing less can be
inferred. from it. Do the people of San
Francisco seriously believe that they can
regain the status of which Kearneyism
has deprived them, by establishing a
Vigilance Committee in permanence?
Surely it is not by dividing the community
into two armed camps that the apprehen-
sions of capital are to be allayed, that im-
provements are to be encouraged, that
commerce is to be revived, that industry
is to be lifted out of the slough? The
Council of Two Hundred may be very in-
telligent and farseeing men, though the
fact that they have tolerated Kearneyism
for three years does not say much for their
judgment ; but if they have decided upon
adopting this astonishing plan as a master
stroke of executive policy, we fear they
are doomed to discover, in no long time,
that they have blundered.

TEE PENSION RCOLL.

The demagogism which in the present
state of politics 1s inseparable from Con-
gressional policies, has resulted in saddling
upon the country an enormous bill for pen-
sions. Both the great parties vied with
one another in extending the pension roll,
each being afraid that opposition might
make capital for the other, and so we find
that no less than $33,000,000 for pensions
alone will be required during the ensning
financial year. The Congressional defense
of this reckless extravagance is of eourse
the plea of patriotism, but those who look
below the surface perceive that the real
motive of the policy was self-interest, and
that these millions have been flung broad-
cast for the express purpose of manufac-

turing political capital. The Roman
Senate in its decline was compelled
to give food and costly entertain-

ments to the proletariat, as the
price of order. The American Congress
scatters thenation’s money over the country
to buy credit and votes for its members. Of
the hundred millions of dollars called for
by the reckless bill passed last year, prob-
ably less then thirty-three per cent. will
find its way into the hands of deserving
pensioners. - The rest will be taken as toll
on the way, and will go to build up par-
tisan corruption, and enrich political mid-
dlemen. With purer political methods and
a reformed civil service system these dema-
gogue tricks wounld cease to be remunera-
tive, and public sentiment would resent
them, and not fail to detect the reality of
the selfish motive under the thin disguise
of patriotic magnanimity.

THE CHINESE NMISSION.

The indications seem to be that John F.
Swiit is not to have the Chinese Mission.
The ground of objection to him is alleged
to be his affiliation as'a citizen of Califor-
nia. It is thought at Washington that the
Pekin Government might suspect some in-
tentional slight in the selection of an Em-
bassador from the Siate which has distin-
guished itself by iis strong hostility to
Chinese immigration. And as the choice
of Seward’s successor must be éox*rullcd
ultimately by Eastern opinion, despite the
views of the California delegation, it is
hardly to be expected that Mr. Swift will
find favor at the hands of the President’s
advisers. It isindeed intimated that per-
haps the Government may so far relent
towards California as to permit Mr. Swift
to go to Pekin, provided he is accompanied
by an Eastern keeper or two. In
fact it seems to be thought possible that
by sending a batch of full-flavored China-
phile Eastern men with him, he may be
lost sight of in the crowd, and so not give
offense to the Chinese foreign office. We

gestion of gettingrid of the embarrassment
of his California associations much as the
Irishman got rid of the bad half-crown, by
shuflling it in among a handiul of half-
pence, and so passing it offi.

Affairs at the National Capltal,

WasHINGTON, March 17th.—Quickly fol-
lowing the representations made by Congress-
men Horace Davis and Crapo before the
House Committee on Appropriations yester-
day, the committee to-day authorized their
Chairman to offer the following as an amend-
ment to the pending Deficiency bill, and the
House this afternoon unanimously adopted
it, viz.: ‘' That the Secretary of the Treasury
be and is hereby authorized to employ one of
the revenue marine steamers now on the Pa-
cific coast for the relief of the officers and
crews of the whaling barks Mount Wollas-
ton and Vigilant, now imprisoned in the
Arctic ocean, and such sum of money, not
exceeding $6,000, as may be necessary to
prepare, strengthen and equip such steam
cutter and carry out the object of this pro-
vizion, is hereby appropriated.”

The House also to-day agreed to an item in
the deficiency bill appropriating $7,000 to
complete a first-class fog signal on the South
Tarallones Island before the beginning of
the foggy season,

Representative Pacheco has recently re-
ceived a number of letters setting forth the
urgent necessity of providing for the repair
of the lighthouse at Point Conception, which
bas been seriously injured by earthquakes
and other causes. He has introduced a bill
appropriating 38,000 for this purpose, and
in company with Horace Davis he called at
the office of the Lighhouse Board to-day, and
secured additional promises of hearty co-
operation on their part in the work of hasten-
ing favorable action on the bill by Congress.

Senator Farley to-day introduced a bill,
which, in order to facilitate the delivery of
letters on the Pacific coast and the speedy re-
turn to the writers of such as are refused or
cannot be delivered, directs the Postmaster-
General to establish a Dead Letter Office at
San Francisco, and authorizes him to pre-
scribe such rules and regulations for its man-
agement as he may deem proper and neces-
sary. ‘

1t is reported to-day, on what seems to be
excellent authority, that very serious dis-
agreements have arisen between the Presi-
dent and Secretary Sherman. It is quite
certain that not only in the Pinchback case,
but in other dispositions of the patronage
of the Treasure Department, the President
has gently intimated to Mr. Sherman that
criticism was sure to be directed to the use or
attempted use of the Tressury patronage to
promote Presidential aspirations of the head
of the Department, and that he (the Presi-
dent), no matter what his personal feelings
might be, could not he held, even by impli-
cation, as consenting to such proceedings.
This, it is said, has resulted in such a condi-
tion of feeling that Mr. Sherman’s retire-
ment from the Cabinet is quite likely, and it
is asserted by somue of those who profess to
be posted that the date of such retirement
will be immediately after the Chicago Con-
vention.

Several leading Democratic
Senators have openly expressed themselves as
opposed to the reopening of the case of Mr.

The
Star this evening says : It is now understood
that some of Minister Christiancy’s intimate
friends, who have, at his request, invesiigated
certain stories which recently reached him in
Peru, have reported to him that he has good
and sufficient grounds for a divorce. The
Star says, furthermore, it is informed that it
is probable that some such proceedings will
be taken, and that Mr. Christiancy will scon
be kere to prosecute the case,

Another Presideniial Candidate.

SprINGFIELD (Ill.), March 17th.—At a
meeting of the John M. Palmer Club to-
night, Governor Palmer made a speech ac-
cepting the candidacy for the Democratic
Presidential nomination. He would not dis-
parage the Democratic candidates, for he and
the State of Illinois would support any who
rvight be nominated ; but he denounced the
policy of the Republicans in keeping alive
sectional issues and demanding Grant. Ifhe
could nominate a Repuklican he would chose
(General Grant. He alluded to Blaine and
Secretary Sherman and Washburne in terms
of reproach for their delinquencies in various
respects as citizens. He referred to the doc-
trine of State severeignty as the bulwark of
the nation, dnd concluded by praising that
doctrine in strong teruws.

Tilden and Anti.Tilden.

Curcaco, March 17th.—The Inter-Ocean's
‘Washington special says : In the opinion of
many Democrats here, the meeting of the
Democratic State Committee of Pennsylvania
to-morrow will have an important bearing
upon the Democratic Presidential nomina-
tion. A struzgle has been going on in Penn-
sylvania for the Izst four years between the
Tilden wing of the Demecratic party, led by
Randail, and the anti-Tilden wing, led by
Senator Wallace, ‘and within the last few
months it has been’war to the knife, The
result of this strugzle will be seen in
the action of the . State Committee,

The bill as passed reads :

Be it enacted, etc., That the sum of $1,100,000, or
so much thereof as may be necessary, is hereby ap-
propriated to meet the expenses of inland mail
transportation on the star routes for the remainder
of the current fiscal year. During the remainder of
the current fiscal year no further expediting of the
service on any postal star route shall be made.

Section 2. Une hundred thousand dollars is ap-
propriated, as aforesaid, to enable the Postmaster-
General to place new service, as authorized by law ;

contract, either now existing or hereaiter given, ata
rats of pay exceeding fifty per cent. upon the con-
tract as originally let.

Nothing in this Act contained shall be
deemed or construed to affect the validity or legality
of the acts or omissions of any officer of the United
States, or to affect any proceeding therefor.
