CAPITOL KNOTES,

The consideration of the San Francisco
Charter bill in the Senate yesterday gave a
monotonous and uninteresting phase to pro-
ceedings for visitors in that part of the Capi-
tol, and few but working members and those
directly interested in the bill remained,

In the Assembly the discussion upon the
debris question in the afterncon drew a large
audience. Increased interest was manifested,
and was an index of the strong anxiety exist-
ing for some favorable legislative action upon
the subject. Leading agriculturists and
citizens from the valley and prominent
miners were seen seated with members
orin the lobby, with a copy of the bill in
band and closely watching the action of the
House as it considered it section by section,
and keeping tally with each vote taken.
Whenever a motion prevailed which was con-
sidered as tending against the mining inter-
ests those interested in that industry fre-
quently expressed their disapprobation of
members whom they had expected wonld
favor them, and these compliments were ex-
changed by those representing the opposing
industry when the action seemed to score in
the oppesite direction. Nothing of import-
ant legislation has created so carcful and crit-
ical attention during the present session, and
the witnessing of this fact, which no member
can avoid observing and understanding, will
no doubt have a tendency to stimulate earnest
effort to agree upon some measure which shall
be as fur as possible acceptable to all con-
cerned, and give substantial promise of over-
comning the present evils.

The Comisittess of Water Rights and
Drainage and Agriculture, which recently
visited the debris regions, say in theirreport :
“The rivers and streams into which the
debris is deposited, together with thousands
of acres of agricultural lands, have been in-
jured to an alarming extent, and if some
weans are not devised to protect the rivers
and the lands adjacent thereto, but a few
years must elapse before the beds of the
streams will be so filled that protection
against overflow and the disasters and de-
struction consequent thereon will be almost
impossible. * * * Your committee are
aware of the difficulties to be encountered in
legislating on a subject wherein the farmer
and the miner are in direct conflict as to the
best method of remedying existing evils. But
fully recognizing the magnitude of the inter-
ests involved, they believe that immediate
legislation is not only necessary, but that the
interests of the State demand that it be
such that the parties in conflict should
each be 8o protected by a law
that while it would benefit the one
it would be a source of no injury to the
other. Your committee, having carefully
surveyed the field in company with the State
Engineer, who explained and pointed out the
points where daws are to be construeted, are
satisfied that the plan is a feasible one, and
would afford the desired protection to both
interests, We were more fully confirmed in
this belief after having seen several similar
dams constructed wholly of brush, built
across the canyons where large volumes of
water flow in winter freshets, which have
raised the bed of the stream to a hight of
over twenty feet, and which have withstood
the floods of a dozen winters without any
damage whatever, and similar dams are
formed in most of the mining counties. Be-
lieving that structures of heavy rock, as pro-
posed by the State Engineer, would be in-
finitely stronger and more lasting, we have
no hesitation in recominending the adoption
of the plan of dams proposed by him, and
believe that they would prove a success in
every particular.” As the subject is to be
resumed this morning, there will probably be
no diminution in attendance or interest.

Many gathered at the Senate last evening
expecting the general School bill wonld be
under consideration, but finding the Charter
bill still being discussed, went to the Assem-
bly, where the woman-suffrage question was
receiving active attention. The announce-
ment that the subject would be before the
House drew together those friendly to the
cause, as well as a large number who for some
reason had anticipated that the occasion
would afford some merriment as well as argu-
ment, and they were not disappointed, The
floor of the House as well as the lobby and
galleries were filled to the utmost, and hardly
standing room could be found inside the
doors, Many humorous as well as logical
speeches were made, and the audience re-
mained, without showing any signs of weari-
ness, until 11 o’clock, when the subject was
postponed until next Wednesday evening,

W hen the School bill comes before the As-
sembly for action an effort will be made to
reinstate the section stricken out by the Sen-
ate, which provided against relations of
School Trustees being employed in the dis-
tricts of such officers. A case is cited in sup-
port of the necessity of this section, which
caume under Prof. Allen’s observation during
a recent visit to the northern part of the
State, where he states to have found a school

g taught by a daughter of one of the
Trustees at a salary of $75 per month, which
school but one scholar attended, and that was
a younger sister of the teacher,

“The memorable Pedro bill, which so electri-
fied the Assembly recently and produced such
a sensation on its passage that members of
the “ Extreme Left” went home without
their overcoats and bare-headed, and sur-
prised the sedate matrons of their boarding-
houses by ordering a diet of hot scotch and
gin cocktails, with a supply ot *seven up”
and ‘fifteen game.” to comtinae until the
Senate outrages the liberties of the people by
passing the bill, and the Governor seals the
infamy of the nineteenth century by signing

| away the last vestige of constitutional rights

and independent manhood of a sovereign
people, and compelling freemen socially in-
clined to make a square purchase of their
spiritual necessities, without first having a fair
constitutional opportunity to adjust the rela-
tions between them by determining, with the
aid of a little game, who shall pay for the
“smile,” was yesterday reported back by the
Senate Committee on Public Morals without
amendment, and with the recommendation
that it pass. As soon as the fact be-
came kuown in the Assembly, although
every member was intently bent on
passing a debiis bill before they left their
seats that should solve the whole vexed ques-
tion of slickens, there was all at once a
noticeable flutter in the recently agitated
chamber, which immediately took shape in
about twenty members rushing out and over
to the Senate, where they exercised the privi-
lege of the floor by interviewing Senators
upon the prospects of the McClure charter
bill, and sat down upon the Senatorial coat-
tails as high up as the waisbtands. The
President of the Senate supposed the Assem-

| bly had adjourned and come over to spend the

afternoon and smiled benignantly at the un-
expected compliment. He noticed, however,
upon a *‘ glancing call of the house,” that the
visitors were all members of the *‘Extreme
Left,” and that they had taken seats with
the same class in the more august body.
After asking a few questions about the Char-

Jefore returning to the Assembly oue of
the visiting delegation stated that he had a
supply of that blwe ribbon left, and promised
that every Senator who voted against the
infamous Pedro bill should receive a Murphy
pledge for each lappel of his ulster, which
should be affixed with his own hand and seal.

A NEW EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION.

: Tt has become known that a new educa-
 tional institution is being prepared in Sacra-

mento, but no general understanding as to its
. objects and proposed methods has been given
- with clearness, The Recorp-UsioN was,
| some time ago, advised concerning the plan,
. the objects of its promoters and the methods

i to be employed, but at their request agreed
to refrain for a time from mention of the pro-
posed scheme, in order that by noannoying in-

quiry, interference and application, the de-
signs of the promoters should be hindered
and possibly frustiated, as the institution is
to be largely experimental, having for its
purposes commendable aimws, and looking to
the advancement and employment of youths,
it needed to be introduced with the utmost
caution and to be quite thoroughly prepared
before public announcement of its plans was
made. A portion of the city press, under-
stood to be likewise pledged to refrain from
publicity of the scheme uutil the proper time,
has made some reference to the proposed in-
stitution, and thereby awakened much specu-
lation and volunteer criticism. The RECORD-
UsioN has been relieved from its promise,
and though quite premature, a general out-
line of the iustitution is now given. Certain
persons of means have resolved upon estab-
lishing here a mechanical school, upon a plan
original in itself, yet bearing a similarity to
schools of techuology and mechanic arts
which have been successful elsewhere. The
purpose has no speculative feature in it what-
ever, but is aimed at a utilization of *‘waste
force,” as oue of the promoters expresses it,
and the giving to young wen a practical and
theoretical knowledze of certain  me-
chanical followings. With the Board of
Education arrangements have been cou-
cluded by which the Franklin Gram-
mar School building, at the corner of
Sixth and 1L streets—some time since aban-
doned as a schovl-house—has been secured for
the mechanical school, and it is now undergo-
ing a thorough overhauling and is being fitted
up for its new use. The institution has for
its Trustees Josiah Johnson and J. D. Lord.
This Board of Trustees has not yet formu-
Iated the rules and regulations for the school.
Generally, however, it may be stated that the
course will embrace not less than three years.
The pupils will be tanght the theory and
practice of working in iron and other metals,
Whenever a principle in mechanics is taught
it is intended to practically illustrate the
same. Work in wood will be taught se far
as the same relates in any way to work in
metals. Mathematics will be practically
taught so far as the same relates to mechani-
cal principles and practice. The literature
of the arts will not be omitted, and all edu-
cational branches will receive attention neces-
sary to the practice of mechanical arts emn-
braced by the school. These will include
mechanical drawing, designing, penmanship,
ete. The lower floor of the building will be
used as the main machine shop, the second
floor for draughiting roomsand light machinery
and the upper story for pattern-making.

An engine, recently used in a large factory,
has been secured and is now being set up in
the rear of the main machine-room. Just
outside of this room the boiler will be set. up.
In the yard on the south the foundry will be
erected, and be of sufficient capacity for the
operation of a forty-foot crane now on the
grounds. The tool-house, already erected, is
located on the west side of the yard., On the
west and south of the old building a black-
smith shop has been erected, and one forge is
now in use. Several machines are already
upon the grounds, and others will soon be re-
ceived.

It is the intention to begin in a small way,
and care is taken not to arouse great expecta-
tion in the public wind as to the possibilities
of the institution, though its promoters are
sanguine as to its success. It is intended
mainly for the benefit of youths who have had
a fair grammar-school education, and who, hy
a three-years’ term may be enabled to be-
come proficient in some of the lines of me-
chanic arts to be embraced in the plan of
instruction. The desire is to have the insti-
tution grow with the demand for it, and in
just that proportion as it may be found to be
successful. Hence its beginning wifl be
modest, and no forcing process will be per-
mitted. Tt is desigued to make it self-sup-
porting in time. No tuition will be charged,
but pupils admitted will be expected to re-
main at least three years. Skilied workmen
will have charge of the various departments,
and their qualifications must embrace ability
to instruct.

It is not probable that the school will be in
active operation for some two months yet,
though a few workmen will be put on duty as
rapidly as the demand for labor = in
fitting up the building requires. The
Trustees are not yet ready to receive
applications for admission, and while
kindly disposed to give all possible informa-
tion regarding the scheme, they will be not a
little hindered in their work by persistent in-
quiry and premature applications. Such is
a general outline of the plan, and what is
hoped to be accomplished. The promoters of
the school have had much encouragement
from many citizens, several of whom have
voluntarily come forward and tendered money
to aid the undertaking, but the means neces-
sary for a thorough trial were guaranteed by
an able and liberal person before any steps
were taken at all.

It is probable that ore or two years of trial
after the school is once opened will effectu-
ally demonstrate the possibilities of the
scheme, Many practical educational suc-
cesses have had even more modest begin-
nings, and while this is the first effort in this
line in California, the friends of the school
think that their study of the principles in-
volved in the plan, their experince in similar
lines, and the demand for such an institution
warrant the prophecy that it will prove a
credit to the community and a great benefit
to Sacramento youths.

WuY MILK VARIES IN QUALITY.—One of
the reasons why poor land produces milk
which, as compared with that produced on
good land, is deficient in fatty matters, and
80 is better adopted for cheese-making than
for butter-making, lies in the fact that the
grasses on 1t contain a larger proportion of
flesh-forming ingredients—as albumen, fibrin,
casein, gluten, etc.—and a smaller one of fat-
forming ones—as starch, gum, sugar, etec.,
than are found in the grasses of rich land.
But another reason is found in the addi-
tional respiration of oxygen which takes
place in the animal economy when cows
are pastured on poor land, and have
to go through more exercise in the search
for food. The oxygen of the air, which
is inhaled to an increased extent by animals
who take an extra amount of exercise, has a
direct tendency to consume the fatin the sys-
tem of the animal—actual combustion of the
fat takes place. Hence the increased heat of
the animal’s body, and hence also a dimin-
ished amount of fat among the tissues, and a
diminished proportion of butter in the milk.
Agzain, the more exercise an animal .takes,
the greater will be the waste or breaking up
of the tissues of the body ; and as this is the
source from which the curd in milk is derived,
wmilk produced on land whose herbage is
scanty will contain a larger proportion of
curd than milk produced on land whose herb-
age is abundant. It will now be perceived
why it is that the milk produced on poor land
has a larger proportion of curd and a smaller
one of butter than that produced on good land ;
it will be equally plain that the smaller the dis-
tance coys have to travel to and from their
pastures, whether those pastures be rich or
poor land, the richer in fats their milk will
be ; and it will be even still more evident that
the faster they are made to travel that dis-
tance the poorer their milk will be. Distance
and speed bring about a greater inhalation of
oxygen, and the more oxygen that enters into
the system the greater will be the consump-
tion of fat in it. In the hot weather in sum-
mer, when cows are tormented by flies and
by heat, the evening’s milk will always be
fonnd poorer than the morning’s in butter,
This is explained on the same prineiple, and
80 i3 the fact that the milk of stall-fed cows
is richer in fats than the milk of cows who
roam at large on the pastures,

Tne Discovery oF A New Comer.—If
the ¢ great” comet which has been ob-
served in the southern hemisphere should
come north it would prove an interesting
and welcome addition to our celestial
visitants. No great comet has, however,
been expected this year. Halley's is not
due till 1911, Donati’s, which appeared in
1858, will not return before the thirty-
eighth century, and the great comet of
1861, which Sir John Herschel declared to
be the most brilliant he had ever seen,
not excepting those of 1811 and 1858,
will not return before the year 2200.
Of the few comets whose periods are short,
all are small and most of them can only be
seen in the telescope. The great comet,
therefore, that is reported to ‘¢ passing
the sun northwards,” will be an entire
stranger, and will doubtless receive from
astronomers and from the public the atten-
tion due to rare and distinguished visitors.

A MgexicaN Mommy. — At the Hotel
Drouot, in Paris, there wassold by auction,
two weeks ago, an interesting piece of
archzology in the shape of a mummy,
which proves to be that of a prince of the
ill-fated imperial family of Montezama.
The body, inclosed in a large crystal box,
was purchased for 2,375 francs by the
South Kensington Museum, The Monte-
zuma in question was the uncle of the illus-
trious cacique of that name. Taken pris-
oner by the Spaniards, he was for many
months confined with his daughter in the
Mexican convent of San Isidro, and then
walled up in a cell by order of the inquisi-
tors. The body now presents the aspect of
a dark, yellow, wooden statue. As it
stands in 1ts glass case, one can understand
the terrible suffering which the poor old
man underwent in dying. The hands are
crossed and contracted, the cheeks hol-
lowed, the eyelids closed and wrinkled,
and the hair nearly all gone. The body of
the girl, who was about 12 years old, is in
a perfect state of preservation. Her face
is calm, and a sweet smile seems to play
about her lips, in strange incongruity with
her horrible fate. The papers telling this
strange story are fully anthenticated.
