great wealth and luxury displayed both, in
its public and private buildings. Ithas
been a commonplace to speak of the growth
of luxury inthe Old World, and of the in-
creasing separation between the rich and
poor. It is often said that the rich are
getting richer and the poor are getting
poorer. Ihave always doubted the fact.
The increase of wealth inI"recent years in
,England and inEurope generally has been
mainly, 1believe, an increase in the num-
ber of moderate incomes and an increase in
the wages of labor. But i: the common
saying is at all true anj where,I.in '.:'.<! say
that the appearance.! of it are most
conspicuous in such a city v New York.
Costly and testations bouses are far
store common than in London. Shops for
the sale of luxuries are on an enormous
scale. Idoubt if there exist" anywhere in
London or in any capital of the Old World,
such an establishment as 1 that of Tiffeuy,
inNew York, for the sale of jewelry and
other articles of great cost. Itis an estab-
lishment, too, itmust bo added, not more
remarkable for its enormous extent than
for the admirable taste of its designs.
Other "stores" on a similar scale, for the
sale of women's attire, indicate the scale
on which luxurious expenditure prevails
among the richer classes tf America. And
it must be so.

-
Tho growing wealth of

America is founded on tho secure posses-
sion of every element which can yield
boundless returns, not only to industry,
but, above all, to capital shrewdly used.
In the Old World thoso who gain great
profits are accustomed to look to the fu-
ture, anilnot to think only of the present.
They seek investments which will i.e. a
permanent record of their success, and be
a lasting influence in the society to which
they belong. They buy an estate, they
build cottages, they drain and reclaim
land. In the New. World this incentive
to saving docs not exist. Fortune.; are
expended as rapidly as they are made. A
few individuals [of :great public spirit
found or endow public institutions, or be-
come munificent supporters of scientific
research.

Whether this jealousy be good or ball, it is
certain that laws or customs which are in-
spired by it tend to the quicker dissipation
rather than to the more equal distribu-
tion of wealth. New York has all the

discontent of the working classes is often
propitiated, if,Imay ,believe, the gen-
