A NARROW AND MISTAKEN POLICY.

A correspondent ef the San Francisco
Call.undertakes to give that journal a

sketch of the legislative proceedings on

the debris question, and praises the San
Francisco

'
Workingmen members in the

Assembly for having stood out against the
proposition for general taxation. This
correspondent gravely states 'that these
members "understand the question from
•'top to bottom;" but we venture the
assertion that neither he nor they actually-
know anything about it. Ifthese members
really comprehended it they would give
some evidence of their intelligenceby their
votes, but their opposition to the principle
of State aid certainly proves that they
have no apprehension of the mat-
ter. The Call correspondent writes
much nonsense about the enormity of the
taxation which would be necessitated by
tho adoption of State aid. The fact is,
that the completion of the necessary works
would probably require a contribution of
about $2 50per >\u25a0\u0084/,;/, from the people of
the State, and that this tremendous tax
would be distributed over a number of
years. The.reclamation of swamp lands
which would result from the carrying out
of a comprehensive drainage and relief
scheme would moreover by itself create
enough new millions of taxable property
to make , the burden of taxation abso-
lutely inappreciable. The talk about
"bankrupting the State" is the veriest
twaddle, in fact. An expenditure of
$3,000,000 could be undertaken without
being felt. If the Workingmen mem-
bers who are alleged to understand
the subject so well go on as they have
begun, however, , they will- fasten upon
their citya burden which willbe more dis-
astrous than twenty millions of taxes-
Theirpurblind, narrow and foolish policy
willresult in making all remedial action
impossible, and the State willthus lose by
the unrestricted flow of debris more
millions in one year than itcan recover in
half a century. State taxation is the only
key to the problem. It is a just and
statesmanlike policy. It is demanded in
the interest of allthe people quite as much
as for the farmers of Bear and Yuba riv-
ers. No other method can effect anything,
and ifnothing is done at this session there
will be a heavy accountability for those
whose obstinate narrowness of;perception
is preventing effective legislation.

THE GOVERNOR AND THE REVENUE

Governor Perkins yesterday signed the
Revenue bill, and Itransmitted it, with a
message, to the Legislature. • In his mes-
sage he deprecates double taxation, and
expresses a hope that supplemental legisla-
tion may be bad to relieve the savings
banks and their depositors, but he is too
thoroughly convinced of the constitution-
alityof the bill to withhold his signature.
While it is doubtless gratifying to learn
that the Governor is opposed to double
taxation, we think itclear that the conMd-
ations which satisfied him that it was his
duty to sign the measure, point with at
bast equal force to> the futility of any
supplemental legislation of the kind sug-
gested. For.had he been convinced that
double taxation could be avoided under the
Constitution, and had he been persuaded
that double taxation was necessitated by
this bill, it would certainly have been his
duty to veto it.' But since his signature of
the billproves that he believes double tax-
ation is required by the .Constitution, it
is difficult to understand upon what line of
reasoning his suggestion of supplemental
legislation ;can', be founded. Supple-
mental legislation cannot cure a constitu-
tionaldefect, and here the defect is in tha
Constitution, and only incidentally and in-
directly in the law. The revenue billas it
stands embodies the mandates of the Con-
stitution. A supplemental ,bill undoing
any provision based npon the Constitution
•would consequently be op.n to the charge'
of unconstitutionality, and itis not easy to
perceive how. the Governor could justify
his approval of Bach a bill,'supposing that
it passed' the Legislature.;*' The truth is,
as we have irepeatedly pointed out, that it
is perfectly useless to"attempt to evade the
express mandates of the organic law. The
adoption of the Constitution entailed upon-
the people of California whatever mischief
there was in its principles, and until they
are prepared to. change its provisions, they
must make up their minds to the enforce-
ment of themin their integrity. ,

TEE RESULTS OF AN EXPERIMENT.
A weak ago it was announced withmuch

gravity bya San Francisco paper that ithad
"received assurances

fromsome mysteri-

ous source, to the effect that all the
:Kearneyite disturbances were . about • to

cease forever, and that an -"era of pros-
perity was about to dawn

During the ensuing week tktre was much
whispered talk of "conferences "and ''com-
promises." It was -allowed fo be made
known that a meeting had taken place be-
tween Kalloch and

-
a j committee 'of the

Citizens' Protective Union, and though
nobody could imagine what possibility of
compromise the

'
situation contained, the

public were urged to be patient and trust-
ful, and were given to understand in a
veiled, and misty way that -the arrange-
ments in.progress embraced something
quite new in the way %of negotiations,
namely a

"compromise
"

which involved
no "concession." No \ more light was
thrown upon the matter until last Sunday,
when the . Sand Lots gave utterance to

sentiments seemingly .incompatible with
the views previously hinted at by*the

1 spokesmen of the Citizens' Protective
: Union. The sentiments so expressed by the

Sand Lots were infact entirelycongenial and
• characteristic, and if they indicated any-

thing in connection with tho previous in-• terviews, it would appear to be the very'
opposite of what had been anticipated by
the public. Both Kearney jand Kalloch

. renewed their defiant ribaldry in the most
• emphatic way. The former jeered at the

Citizens' Union, dared them to touch him
1 or to disperse his followers, and- exhibited

more audacity and confidence than he has
for some time past His followers were

• equally defiant and truculent, and the'
meetings of the Ward Clubs and Ward
Presidents were allinthe same key. This
then is the result so far of the attempt to

effect a compromise ,which should involve
no concession on the 'part of the friends of
law and order. Itmust be admitted that
it is not a reassuring outcome, and itis

• specially inopportune because itmust tend
to weaken confidence in the men who
have undertaken to solve the problem.
We are in no way surprised at the
fiasco, having from the first been con-
vinced that the .experiment was neces-
sarily doomed to failure. The conditions
were such . that no other result cug'at to

have been looked for. The negotiation
was had withmen who had no character
to guarantee their integrity of action ; who
were certain to misrepresent the proposi-
tions of the committee to their followers,
in order to maintain their own standing
with the latter ; and who had shrewdness
enough to perceive that the committee had
delivered itself into their hands in pro-
posing the conference. On the other hand
the committee perpetrated a serious blun-
der in laying itself liable to suspicions of
infirmityof purpose ; suspicions which the

public could not but
'

entertain when they
saw.', these conference proceedings, and
which were calculated to destroy the moral
force the citizens' organization by creat-
ing the belief that no effective remedies
were contemplated by its leaders.

Whether or not any such timidityinflu-
enced the policyof the committee, the re-
sults of such a policy were certain to be
bad. The facts havo proved the justness
of this diagnosis of the case. The Kcar-
neyites, relieve'! from the live fears which
the initial action of the Citizens' Union
engendered in them, and no longer believ-
ing that they had anything more to dread
than the kind of remonstrances and the
abortive prosecutions forwhich they enter-
tain so sovereign a contempt, have thought
itunnecessary to pretend any further show
of respect for an authority which seems
so insubstantial, and have returned to
their insolent and menacing agitation0 • r
with renewed energy. The truth must
be pointed out that up to the present
time the Citizens' Protective Union
has been vox, et prveterea nihil

—
a

voice, r.nd nothing more. It an-
nounced itself in a kindof proclamation,
published anonymously, and its initial
utterances forecast an energy and decision
of purpose which no subsequent occur-
rence has borne out. It.apparent vacilla-
tion and over-caution have since that time
been producing steady demoralization in
the elements to which alone it could look
forsupport. Its secrecy and mystery only-
served to sharpen the suspicions of weak-
ness which the littlethat was made known
concerning its. actual proceedings had
aroused, and though the statement was'
boastingly made inthe papers that twenty-
thousand names had been signed to its
rolls, the fact that nobody knew anything
of its real strength was more and more
apparent.

'
Under such circumstances

the suggestion of formal negotiations
with the malignant disturbers of the
public peace was sure to*be regarded as
an acknowledgment of weakness. This
ought to have been foreseen, but it was
not, and so the proceedings blundered on
in the dark, accompanied by oracular
utterances by the pipers which were in-
spired by the negotiators, until the general
perplexity and bewilderment were dissi-
pated by the very plain and intelligible
declarations of the Saud-Lotter3 on Sun-
day.

'
It was then seen :that , the whole

experiment had fallen to the ground, and
tjjat the Citizens' Protective Union had,
in rejecting the advice' of> clearer heads
than their own, entangled, themselves in
an equally ridiculous and vexatious snare.*

The truth is, that the method of :settle-
ment attempted was utterly impracticable
from the very nature of the case, and that
itought not tohave been thought of for a
moment. The situation was one which de-
manded the most prompt and resolute and
energetic action on the part of the defend-
ers of law and order, and nothing else than
the determination to put such a policy in
effect could have justifiedormade intelligi-
ble their organization. .Itwas above': all
necessary that their abilityto carry out
their programme should be made plain to
the meanest comprehension, yet it is clear
that .'absolutely no demonstration of'
strength has been made up to this moment

| by the Citizens' Union. \u25a0It is to be |re-
!gretted, and itcannot be ignored, that the
! journalistic conditions in San. Francisco

have for a long time been hostile |to the
best interests of the ,public. \Kearne^ism

They have now

tried an experiment, and .it has failed.

Henceforth it is probable that all
compromise willbe out of favor, and with
reason, but itmust be.insisted upon that
the work of redemption and purification
remains to be done, and that the Sand Lots
have now flung out a challenge which can-
not be declined save at the sacrifice of
everything which American citizens have
been commonly supposed to think worth
preserving.

RUMORED DISASTER TO THE GRANT
TOURISTS.

The telegrams this morning bring a ru-

mor of the loss, in the Gulf of Mexico, of.
the steamer City of {Mexico, having on
board General Grant and wife, accompanied
by General Phil. Sheridan, Colonel Fred.
Grant and members of their families. The
party left Vera Cruz' on the ISth instant
for Galveston, where the steamer was due
on Sunday, or, at the latest, yesterday.
Her non-arrival on time has given rise to
the fear that she

'
may be lost. Latest dis-

patches, however, announce that the rumor
awakens no grave fears at Washington,
where the Signal Service j officers report
that they are in constant communica-
tion with Galveston, and that it is
there believed the steamer is late
simply • because of her poor quali-
ties 'for speed. It is to be hoped that
this willprove the correct theo**y. The foss
of the tourist party would be indeed a dis-
aster that wouldshock the entire nation.
Some grounds for the fears entertained, as
at first indicated, are foundin the fact that
similar alarm exists whenever a steamsnip
is overdue at a gulf port in the early spring
season. The Gulf of Mexico is a treach-
erous sea, and at this time—

the equinoctial
period—is subject to strong northerly gales
and exceedingly rough waters. More ves-
sels are lost in the gulf at the time "of the
vernal equinox than during any other sea-
son

—
ordinarily. The most prevalent

monsoons in these waters are called nortes,
and reach their greatest bight in the month
of_ March. The Grant party, after visiting
the southern coast of Florida ami the
island of Cuba inJanuary, went thence to
Mexico. AOn tho 19th of February they
left Vera Cruz for a visit to the halls of
the Montezumas, taking the train
for the City of Mexico at Malt-
rata and arriving at the capital
on the 21st. The return was ,in-
tended to be timed so as to land the party
in Galveston, Texas, some days prior to
the equinoctial storm, but the programme
seems to have been changed. The inten-
tion was understood to include the return
of the party to the East overland from
Galveston via Colorado and the new
mining regions of that State, an intention
it is certainly the wish of the nation just
now that the two Generals and their party
may be able to enter upon at Galveston
within the next *few hours. Our latest ad-
vices are that the agents of the steamer

'

line believe the delay of the ship is not
indicative of any mishap to her, and that
she maynot arrive for two or three days yet.

THE CHINESE AND CORPORATIONS.

Yesterday Judge Hoffman decided that
the statute prohibiting the employment of
Chinese by corporations was null and void,
being- in violation of the Burlingame
Treaty ana the Constitution of the United
States. The decision, which we give in
our telegraphic columns, is clear, and
abundantly fortifiedby citations and argu-
ments. It 13 precisely what was to have
been looked fur, and therefore will"sur-

prise nobody. The L?gislature that passed
the law didso knowing it to bo unconsti-
tutional, but it was a weak concession to
the Kearneyitcs. Itis precisely such weak
concessions that excite the ignorant and
turbulent elements to acts of lawlessness,
however, for those elements are not capable
of drawing the necessary distinctions be-
tween State and Federal authority, and the
indorsement of their crude demands by the
Legislature gives the result a solemnity
and importance in their eyes altogether
incommensurate with the validity of the
transaction. In such cases a wise and
manly Legislature would refuse to stultify
itself by pretending to do things beyond
its jurisdiction. Inthe present instance the
farce of passing an unconstitutional lav.- has
been gone through, and at a very unneces-
sary public expense the fact. of its uncon-
stitutionality is" now formally declared.
The same fate awaits every other discrim-
inating and prescriptive Chinese billpassed
or to be passed by the Legislature, and
this also the Court has pointed out in its
decision. The State has no power to dis-
criminate against the Chinese. That
is the lesson taught by this, decision
to such 'as did not know it be-
fore. Whatever is to be done towards
ridding the , State of the Chinese
must be done through Congress. There,
is no other way to reach the subject, and
the sooner this is realized the sooner will
public time and money cease to be wasted
upon discussions and legislation and litiga-
tioncertain to result in the reiteration of
the doctrine' which Judge Hoffman has
:laid down in this instance. While the
Chinese are here under treaty provisions
they are entitled to the same general rights
of residence, trade and travel, a3 are en-
joyed by the subjects of the most favored
nation, and no State can resist this condi-
tionof things . without involving itself in

conflict with the United States Govern-
ment. . Judge Hoffman's decision is merely
a lucid statement of the supreme law of
the land, and that law must be respected
and obeyed by all, no matter what their
prejudices or sentiments may be. . . \u25a0']

ture benefits. ; The disposition of the ma-
jorityis to oppose allpresent evils as long
aa opposition promises to'effect anything,
and to let the future look out for itself. It
is therefore not surprising that there should
be a strong tendency to resist the bad fea-
tures of the new Constitution, or that those
who see mischief threatened should look no

further. But we have no hesitation inex-

pressing the opinion that the only course
consistent with ordinary prudence in this
matter is entire present submission to the
new organic law. Itis a bad Constitution.
It_is probably • the worst in the Union.
But there are some seventy thousand voters
who had not intelligence enough to per-
ceive its blunders ,when ipointed

'
out to

them, and the only way to convince peo-
ple of this caliber is by making them feel
the effects of the laws they think good
and wholesome. ;When they have once been
taught by personal suffering they will
be convinced forever, and then nodifficulty
will be"found in amending the Constitu-
tion, or repealing it.';'•*But if'certain bad
laws framed in accordance with its manda-

Tory provisions were now defeated, and so'
the |principles of'\ the Constitution were
evaded, itought to be clear that those who
previously 1 believed in the instrument
would continue-,- to -do so, and that they
wouldaccuse theopponents of the bad leg-
islation of.sinister motives. pThe result
would be a confirmation the "original
faithin the Constitution on the part of its
indorsers, and a' prolonged and _ probably
ultimately successful campaign' by them,
to secure its rigorous enforcement. During
allthis time the material interests of the
State would be suffering from the agitation
and uncertainty, and in the end it
would be necessary to begin again,
and trust to the results . of actual
experience for that conviction which can

, be got inno other way. It is further to
be remembered that the present is a pecu-
liarlyfavorable opportunity for tryinghad

; laws, inasmuch as another Legislature' will'meet next year, thus affording a • better
opening for repeal of unsatisfactory meas-
ures than can ever occur again. There is
no other way than this of settling disputed
points, and it has the great advantage of' reallysettling them finally. The policyof

1 procrastilfetion, however, has no justifica-
tion, and itought to be condemned by all'
thinking men.- The vital thing is for the
people to learn exactly what the new
Constitution is, and they can onlydo that
by testing it fully.

mento to be i:i conflict with the United
States treaty with China and the Constitu-
tion of the United States. In rendering bis
decision the Judge quoted an unusual num-
ber of authorities, He said that if the right
of a Legislature to restrict corporations in the
manner intended by the law in question
should be admitted, there would be nolimit
to the harm which might be accomplished.
The Chinese are here, and are granted
all the benefits of trade or travel by'
a solemn treaty which are enjoyed by any

. other .foreigners.! If a Legislature has the
power to declare that corporations shall not
employ Chinese, 'they possess the same right
to declare that the Germans, Irish or Amer-

i icans shall not be so employed. Further,
i they could exercise the' right todeclare that

the employes of corporations shall be of a cer-
tain creed. Ifthe facts of the law's enact-, ment werenot before us, itwould be difficult
to believe that a Legislature could declare as
law so seemingly a contemptuous breach of
treaty obligations. In conclusion, Judge
Hoffman remarked: "Itisgenerallyadmitted
by the best classes on the coast that the un-
restricted immigration of Chinese is a Menace
to our peace, and even to our civilization,, It
is an evil/however, which the abrogatiM or
amendment of the Burlingame Treaty alone
can remedy.

measure of police or health laws, or State
