THE BRANCH ‘PRISON.

Senator Grove L. Johnson has succeeded
in getting the Branch Prison bill favorably
reported from the committee, and we hope
that it will be adopted without opposition.
It appropriates $40,000 for the completion
of the Bravch Prison. Whether that in-
stitution is destined to be successful or not,
the State is so far committed to the ex-
periment that it would be productive of
more loss to abandon it now than to finish
it. Upwards of $300,000 have been ex.
pended upon the building, and the sum now
required to put it in workirg order is com-
paratively a small one. It is necessary
to expend this sum in order to test fairly
the plan of employing the convicts in
cutting stone. This is the proximate end
of the Branch Prison project, and
it evident that until it has been
tried no one can say whether it will
prove practicable or not. It must be re-
membered also that the need of a Brauch
Prison is a real and urgent one.
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It may
be that the Folsom site is not the best for
such an institution, but the Branch Prison
is there, and there is no Branch Prison
anywhere else, and to build a Branch
Prison anywhere else would require the
expenditure of as much money as has al-
ready been put upon the Folsom building.
The State cannot do without more ac-
commodation for convicts, and it mnst
therefore choose between utilizing this al-
most completed prison, or building another
elsewhere. Between these courses a choice
must be made, because it is not practicable
to refrain from action altogether, seeing
that San Quentin is and has Jong been
overcrowded, and that this evil must be-
come worse continually. The reasons for
completing the Folsom Branch Prison are
consequently so strong that we do not see
how they can be overcome, and they are
moreover quite independent of any con-
clusions regarding the wisdom of placing
the Branch Prison where it is. The Legis-
lature finds it there, and cannot alter that
fact. It finds also that a small sum will
make 1t habitable, and that if this small
sum is withheld it will involve the waste
and loss of $300,000, and the continued
overcrowding of San Quentin. Under the
circumstances we do not see that there can
be any hesitation as to the course to be
pursued.

LOCAL INSURANCE COMPANIES.

There are eight local insurance companies
in San Francisco. Of these one has a paid
up capital of $750,000, three have paid up
capitals of §300,000, and four have paid up
capitals of $200,000 each. There are con-
sequently four local companies which
would meet the requirements of Serate
Bill No. 188, and no more. It is for the
special and particular benefit of these four
companies, then, that this measure has
been introduced. It is not certainly de-
manded in the interest of the other local
companies. It is not certainly demanded
in the interest of the public. It does not
render insurance one whit safer for the in-
surer. On the contrary, by driving some
fifty companies out of business, it increases
the danger of loss to insurers by diminish-
ing the aggregate of capital available
to cover risks. Suapposing that the
fifty it is proposed to
drive out of business represented alto-
gether not more than $10,000,000. In
fact they represent much more, but we
take this figure merely for illustration. It
is proposed to redistribute all the risks
they carried among four local companies
whose united capital aggregates §1,650,000,
and who are already carrying far more
risks than their capital justifies. What
such an arrangement involves must be ob-
vious to the meanest comprehension. It
involves an enormous dilution of the ca-
pacity of those fur local companies to meet
their engagements, and a correspondingly
enormous increase of the hazards which
their pelicy-holders are subjected to. Itis
as if a man doing a business of fifty millions
on a capifal of a millien and A half,
were to propose, for the benefit of his
creditors, to increase his business ten-
fold, and at the same time reduce
his assets in the same proportion. That is
the modest proposition the local companies
have made to the Legislature of California.
That is the kind of *reform * they have
devised for the alleged benefit of the pub-
lic. The more we examine this scheme the
more we are compelled to marvel at the
magnitude of the audacity which inspired
it, and the profoundness of the trust in
public and legislative gullibility which
caused it to be regarded as a hopeful and
practicable transaction. For its own repu-
tation’s sake, however, we trust that the
Assembly will not accept this greedy draft
on its credulity, but will allow it to bedis-
honored by consigning the bill to the limbo
of futile iniquitous legislation.

The election to-morrow will“be a very
serious matter for San Francisco. Had
the Democratic County Committee not
been controlled by the worst kind of
politicians, who were willing to form an
alliance with the Sandlotters, there would
have been a square issue between the
Kearneyites and the upholders of law and
order, both on the senaterial and the free-
holders' tickets.  The efforts of the
County Committee to effect a fusion wiih
the Sandlotters on the nominations for
freeholders have, however, failed, and the
alliance, so far as the committee can con-
trol it, gocs no further than the indorse-
mentef Freud. The action of the Demo-
cratic State Club, though ostensibly taken
in opposition to the County Commitiee,
would have inured to the advantage of
the Kearneyites had the proposal te
neminate a separate. ticket been carried
out. Asit is this proposal has been re-
jected, and so faras the freeholders’ ticket
is concerned the issue between the citizens
and the Kearneyites is fairly joined. On
the senatorial ticket it is to be feared that
many Democrats will accept the action of
the County Committee, and vote with the
Kearneyites for Freud, and this makes
the Sepatorial contest a yery doubtfal and
difficult one. Even on the frecholders’
ticket it is evident that the most deter-
mined work will have to be done by the
defenders of law and order in order to se-
cure a victory, and nothing can be more
certain than that any apathy at this junc-
ture must give the election into the hands
of the public enemy. Itis scarcely possi-
ble to exaggerate the gravity of the situa-
tion under these circumstances. The free-
holders’ election involves the character of
the municipal Constitution wader which
the people of San Francisco must live for
an indefinite period. It iswell understood
that the most sinister agencies are at
work to secure the defeat ef the horest
and law-abiding element, and that the
class of pothouse politicians who correspond
to the manipulators of Tammany politics
in New York are working in full accord
with the Sandlotters to bring about a
situation which will render the plun-
der of the city possible. It is not
therefore an ordinary election in any
sense. It is a struggle to determire
whether the city shall be ruled hereafter
by thieves or honest men ; whether a new
Tammany shall be set up on the Pacific
Coast, or whether purity and integrity and
efficiency shall characterize the municipal
government. The non-taxpayers, in San
Francisco as in New York, are prone to
vote without regard to the uprightnessgf
their candidates. The proletarian vote
can be coutroled in the interest of the worst
combinations. The hope of sharing the
spoils of a plundering ring is a stronger in-
centive to many than the ambition to
establish a pure and honorable government,
Nothing therefore can be left to chance by
those who are making what appears to be
a final stand against misrule and anarchy.
They must exert all their energies to-mor-
row, or San Francisco will suffer the deep-
est disgrace and disaster which have yet
befallen her. s

The defeat of Freud is of course to be
greatly desired also, for his repudiation
would signify a rebuke not alone to Kearney-
ism but to those unscupulous and recreant
Democrats who have been making alliances
with the Sandlotters for the single base
purpose of furthering their selfish partisan
aims, There is indeed less infamy in the
open designs of the brutal Communists who
press rudely forward to their anarchical
designs, than in the cold-blooded betrayal
df their fellows perpetrated by those
rascal politicians who, in order to advance
some sordid craving for office, have shown
themselves ready to put the very existence
of society at nisk, and tostrike hands with
the public enemies in the face of so peril-
ous a crisis.

THE .PROTEST OF COLOMBIA.,

The United States of Colombia appear
to be much exercised concerning the Amer-
ican attitude on the interoceanic canal
business. The people of Colombia are not
unnatarally jealous of foreign interference,
and though, like the scriptural conies, a
feeble folK, they are not deficient in na-
tional pride, and resent the negligent way
in which they have been treated. It
must be confessed that the American Gov-
ernment and press have proceeded in this
matter very much as though M. de Lesseps
had proposed to dig his canal across
United States territory, and that the
jurisdiction of Colombia has been scarcely
accorded sufficient deference.  Conse-
quently the Colombians are beginning to
breathe threatenings and slaughters, and
menacingly express their determination
to do something despeute‘if they are
not acknowledged in the business more
respectfully. We ought not to find
fault with little -Colomkia for tak-
ing thiz tome, for it unfortunately
resembles much too closely the tone which
our own Govornment recently took on the
Monroe doctrine. When Mr. Hayes virtu-
ally flong down *‘he gauntlet to all the
Powers of Europe, and declared that the
United States could not allew any other
power to control the proposed interoceanic
canal, the means of supporting this vaunt
were as noteriously wanting to the Admin-

country without a navy cannot afford, out-
side of opera bouffe, to defy the world in
arms, yet that is what we did the other
day.

BY ALL MEANS PASS THE BILL.

The Young substitute debris bill will

come up for passage in the Assembly to-

day, and we hope will be adopted bya

larger majority than its third reading ob-

tained. Many members have now had an

opportunity of viewing the ravages of the

debris personally, and since ‘‘things seen

are mightier than things heard,” we have

no doubt that their impressions of the need

of remedial action have been greatly

strengthened and deepened by the results
of their recent excursion. We have
throughout treated this question as among
the gravest wich which the Legislature bad
to deal, and we are satisfied that this
view will mnot be questioned by
those who have been on the ground
themselves. The Young bill offers
a solution of the problem on the best terms
that can be bad. One important piece of
evidence im support of it consists in the
fact that since its introduction the agita-
tion to which preceding measures gave
rise, has ceased, and the clamor of opposi-
tion is ne longer heard. In fact it appears
to approach an equitable adjustment of the
various interests and responsibilities and
benefits involved, as closely as can be rea-
sonably expected, and it has the distinguish-
ing merit of being in harmony with the best
fortified conclusions of engineering science.
The Legislature can pass this bill and thus
relieve itself of a heavy responsibility, and
the people of the Sacramento valley of a
st1ll heavier burden of fear and anxiety.

SACRAMENTO SALMOWY,

The contmuance of an abundant supply of
salmon in our rivers has so great an interest
to the public and also to the fishermen who
take them, that everything relating to the
habits of this fish, to the efforts made for its
perpetuation, and to all causes of danger that
might result in its extinction or in lessening

the normal quantity is of importance. State-
ments have been industriously circulated
amoag the fishermen of the Sacramento to the
effect that the United States Government, at
its salmon-hatching establishment on the Mec-
Cloud river, kept in continuous operation a
dam across the stream which prevented the
gravid fish from reaching their spawning
beds. As the McCloud contains the most
extensive spawning grounds of all the rivers
in the State, if these statements were true,
the Government, while professing to be aid-
ing in increasing the number of fish, would
in fact be engaged in a work for their speedy
and certain extinction. The following corre-
spondence has been sent to the REcorp-
Ux1ox for publication, with the hope of cor-
recting these false statements :
Rio VistA (Solano co.), February 26, 1830,

Professor Spencer F. Baird, United States Com-
migsioner Fish and Fisheries—Dear Sir: [In the
interest of a considerable body of people who reside
at and in the immediate vicinity of the chief salmon
fisheries of this State, and who are deeply interested
in the perpetuation of the salmon stock in our rivers
unimpaired, I beg leave to subm't the following :

It is understood that near the mouth of the Me-
Cloud river—at the fish-hatchery maintained by the
United States, and approved uuder the auspices of
the Fishery Commissioners of this State—a dam
constructed by the agent of the United Siates has
been gnd still is in existence that prevents the
passa®® of any adult salmon other than the smaller
salmonoid of our waters ; that the salmon of com-
meree (quinnat) is wholly shut out from its favorite
spawning-grounds that extend more than forty miles
above this dam ; that aithough this dam furnishes
the easiest means of capturing so many salmon as the
hatchery may need, nevertheless the method 1s faulty
and vastly destructive to the fish —in this that great
numbers not o needed are arrested and destroyed by
delay and in their efforts to force orsurmount the
obstruction. The McCloud is in a thinly-settled
locality, not conveniently accarsible to us, and as no
information has reached us through the report of
the State Commissioners or other official source, on
this matter, we respectfully infquire if such a dam
is in existehice. We know there was such a dam,
and fear that it still remains ; and, if so, desire to
protest against it in the most decided terms. With

Professor Spencer F. Baird, United States Com-
missiouer Fish and Fisheries—Dear Sir: Tn reply to
the contents of the inclosed letter, dated Rio Vista,
Cal., February 20,1880, and signed by Samuel N.
Norton, Secretary of the Salmon Fishermen's Asso-
ciation of San Francisco, permit me to say that there
is no dam or other obstruction to the salmon across
the McCloud river, nor has there been since the lat-
ter part of September of last year; that the agent
of the United States has never had a dam across the
river éxcept between the middle of July and the
middle of September of any year ; that the great
body of spawning salmon have ascended the river
and sought their spawning ground before the dam
of the United States ageut is placed in the river;
that the comparatively few salmon which are
checked in their course by the dam are nearly all
caught, and their spawn saved and artificially
hatched; that every year two million young
salmon are returmed to the t:ibutaries of
the Sacramento river; that this number is proba-
bly fifty times as great as the number of young fish
that would be produced paturally by the salmon
themselves thot are stopped by the dam, and twice
as great as the number that would be produced by
all the parent salmon in the river, supposing that
none were stopped by any obstruction ; that the re-
sult of this method of securing the parent salmon
by the cbstruction emgloyu! is not only not de-
structive, but is vastly beneficial to the fi-h in the
river, since it is the means by which such a great
quantity of young salmon can be aunually returned
to the river ; that, finally, the prime and sole ob-
ject of the United States station on the McCloud
river is to increase and multiply salmon and not to
diminish them, and any course of action that tends
to reduce the numbers of the salmon would not be
tolerated 2 moment.

During the year 1879 1,554 Chinese ar-
rived #t Honolulu from this port and 2,226
landed there from their native land.

The receipts of the Tax Collector’s of-
fice on delinquent taxes for the week end-
ing yesterday amounted to $77,714 20,

Location of Mineral Claims.
[Special to the REcorp-UNION.]

WasHINGTON, March 28th.—The Pacific
coast Senators, Representatives and Dele-
gates were in receipt of numerous letters
from their constituents interested in mining,
making inquiries as to the probabilities of
favorable, action by Congress upon the
recommendations of the Public Lands Com-
mission, and almost uniformly protesting
azainst those features of the Commission’s
bill which provide for doing away with the
present system of ledge location, It seems
to be practically certain, in view of the great
pressure of other business and the magnitude
of the questions involved in a number of the
Commission’s propositions for radical changes
in the land laws, that no iinal action will be
taken on their bill, either in the House or
Senate, during the present session of Con-
gress. The’ representatives of the Pacific
slopé interests will endeavor, hefore the sub-
ject passes beyond control of the House Min-
ing Jommittee, to devise some satisfactory
provision by which the surface location of
mineral claims shall be made dependent upon
the pitch of the vein, and thus protect as
equally as may be the rights of locators of
blanket ledges, such as are found in Colorado,
and those of owners of a lode like the
Comstock, characteristic of all mineral veins
in Califprnia and Nevada and most of the
Territories. A/aige majority of the House
Mining Committee thus far have manifested
a disposition to consider the interests of the
Colorado mine owners as paramount to those
of all other sections. The committee, how-
ever, unanimously agreed to take issue with
the Public Land Cowmissioner’s proposition
to vest the jurisdiction of conflicting titles
wholly in the Surveyor-General ard the
Land Offices, and will report in favor of
keeping the present jurisdiction in the Courts.
Railroad Litization—Action of the ¥Vnited

States Supreme Court—A Long Strugzle

Ended.

‘W AsHINGTON, March 28th.—Justice Miller,
of the United States Supreme Court, on
Saturday signed decrees terminating the
lease and reccivership, and restoring its road
to the Denver and Rio Grande Railway Com-
pany ; also turnieg over the entire line,
which has been in dispute with the Atchison,
Topeka and Santa Fe Company for the last
two years between Canyon City and Lead-
ville, to the Denver and Rio Grande Com-
pany, and dismissing all the suits. Thisig-an
end of a long and severe legal warfare, in-
volving the well-known struggle for the
Grand Canyon of the Arkansas, and the con-
test of last summer for possession of the old
Rio Grande road. The line to Leadville
will now be completed in two or three
months, The compromise thus perfected is
based upon a treaty of peace for ten years
between the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe,
the Union and Kapsas Pacific and the Den-
ver and Rio Grande Railway Companies, and
all their subsidiary companies.

The Kellogz-Spofford Case — Views of
Southern Newspapers.
[Special to the REcorD-Ux10N.]

WasHiNGTON, March 28th.—Last Friday's
issue of the Richmonud Dispateh copies with
approval a very significant editorial contained
in Wednesday’s number of the Charleston
News and Courier on the Spofford-Kellogg
case. Both of these influential Democratic
journals are foreshadowing a division in the
ranks of the Democratic Senators upon this
question, which seems extremely likely to re-
sult in Kellogg's retaining his seat, and in
leaving the question of the control of the
next Senate in its present state of uncer-
tainty. The Charleston paper is known to
refiect the views of Senators Butler and
Wade Hampton.

But a convincing reason why
Kellogg should not be unseated is furnished
by tke News;, which clearly shows that
Messzs. Butler and Kellogg were both seated
in accordance with a distinct understanding
between certain Republican and Democratic
Senators that both were to share the same
fate. There can be no excuse for an act of
bad faith, and that the unseating of Kellogg
would be such an act appears from the rec-
ords of the Senate.” : .

Conriderable feeling exists among the
natives in consequence of this news, and
the mystery which surrounds the affair rather
inteneifies the feeling than otherwire,
The Star and Herald says: News from
the interior of the Republic indicates con-
tinued trouble in Antioquia. Tsaacs, who
overthrew the Government of Restrepo, an-
nounces that he is in quiet and peaceable
possession of the government of the State,
asserts his adhesion to the Government of the
Upion, and has sent a Commissioner to
Bogota to solicit a recognition of his Govern-
ment by General Trugello, The latter re-
plied to the friendly offices of Isaacs by
rending several battalions of the Colombian
Guard, which, with such aid as they may
obtain from -Restrepo’s friends in the State,
are expected to be able to de Isaacs and
restore Restrepo to his lost idency.
