Ithas been prepared with the
greatest care. Ibelieve itis just and fair to all the
interests concerned, and if it were the last leg sla
tive act of my lifeIwould stand or fall by it. The
other day, when we were discussing a bill that did
not provide fur swamp land assessments, it was
urged, it was charged, that they desired to have
their land reclaimed without assessment. Now we
have them

reclaimed without
say they Ought not toth^m in, and gentlemen say they ought not to

be in there. Such objections willprevent any legis-
lation upon the subject. Those outside the dis-
tricts who are interested in the navigation of the
rivers should also pay their share. Each district
ought to be under the management of its Directors.

The miners were taking oat a
great deal of money, and the debris was coming
down upon the valleys. The question ought to be
one of broad statesmanship. Agood bill ought to
be perfected, ifit t >ok the remainder of the session
Keclam.tion districts had been formed and a vast
a'nount of money expended.

Mr. Carr of Yuba opposed the amendment. The
very people asked to be excluded will get more
benefits than any other class. The whole Sacra-
mento valley isbenefited by having the river cleared,
and should par more tuxes than Los Angeles or any
other remote counties. .The people linthe district
are willingto pay.

Mr. Hartson said this was an important question.
The bill is against nine-tenths of bis constituents,
and the amendments are proper. The billprovides
that the whole State shallbedivided intodrainagedis
trictsat the whim of three men. Thedrainagedistricts
may extend allover the State, against the wishes of
the people. He should protest against that part of
the billinbehalf of his constituents. The miners
have done this wrong, and they ought to pay the
damages. They should be held jointlyresponsible
for the injury. There is abill now pending which
makes them jointlyresponsible for the injury. He
might vote for a proper debris bill, but not for this.

Mr.Tyler, sail he thought time enough had been
wasted on this bill. These amendments are frivol-
ous, and are not worthy of serious consideration.

Mr. Anthony said this was no trivial question.
