of it. Ivisited a number of polls
while voting was in progress, especially
in the strong Workingmen's quarter of the
city,and bow no attempt at any place to keep
a record of the vote or to exercise a surveil-
lance over voters. It is possible that at a
few polls % tally of votes was kept, but if so
lha most reasonable supposition is that it was
for the purpose of forecasting the result.
The report that an employe of the office of
tha Secretary of State was utilized to secure
a difference of the paper used by the two
parties is disposed of by the statement of the
Secretary that he furnished the Working-
men's paper from the stock in the office when
he came in possession, while the Citizens'
Committee got theirs of dealdfl here. The
Wurkingmen still talk of contesting the elec-
tion, and howl a gt.od deal about what they
call an attempt of the Citizens' Union to
overreach them, but their talk is generally
regarded as a means of letting themae'vea
down easy after their disastrous defeat.
There is much rejoicrhg ina quiet way over
the result. Itis generally regarded as insur-
ing the destruction of the Workingmen's
party, and general confidence of renewed
prosperity is expressed.
