AN INFELICITOUS EXHIBITION.

When Senator Baker's resolution prohib-
iting the payment of the members of the
Constitutioual Convention for, the extra
session was being debated on Tuesday,
Senator West undertook to oppose it, and
inso dojng charged that it was a»malicious
proposition, developed from the euvy and
hatred which the surpassing abilityami
unrivaled patriotism of the Constitutional
Convention had bred in base minds. We
donot mean to say that the Senator used
precisely this language, but this ma the
spirit of his remarks. As he had himself
been a member of the C inabitatiotud Con-
vention, aud as hi3personal interests wen
therefore affected I)3' the resolution, his
appearauee in the diameter of champion
of the Convention was not in the best poe-
sible taste, and his accusation of

against his colleagues and all others who
failed to recognize in that body the very
flower of modern statesmanship and brain,
power, was equally infelicitous. The
Constitutional Convention is perhaps not
yet fully understood save by those
whose misfortune it was to be obliged
to study it on the spot, but its reputation
willultimately depend upon the working
of the Constitution it framed, and when
the nature of that instrument is borne in
upon the popular mind by actual experi-
ence, we do not think the view taken Ly
Senator West willbe at all generally en-
tertained. As reganta the question of pay
fortho extra session, it is unquestionably
the popular belief at this time that the
State is not called upon to honor that
demand, inasmuch as the Convention
had ample time to frame a Consti-
tution within the statutory limits, and
since its failure to do so was a practical
demonstration of incapacity which ought
not to be converted inio a heavy charge
upon the community. We have no doubt
that many members of the Convention
think the body was a very superior one,
but assuredly the common conviction on
that head is very different, and as it is the
people holding the common view who pay
tho taxes, on tho whole itmay be asserted
withsome plausibilitythat this sentiment
should be respected in preference to the
other.

M. LESSEPS MAKE A MISTAKE.

M. Lesseps has been telling his impres-
sions of S.in Francisco, and t!u y are very
agreeable ones apparently. He states,
with complstc truth, that he found there a

«nore thoroughgoing criticism of his pro-
ject than he had encountered anywhere
else since he left France, but he makes a
perhaps not unnatural mistake when he
Bays that tiuallyhe succeeded inanswering
every objection. That in what M. Lesseps
did not succeed in doing. Of the very
searching and crucial questions put to him
by Captain Merry before the Chamber of
Commerca, he failed to answer some of the
roost important, ina satisfactory manner,
and whether it was the fault of his inter-
preter, or the fault of his scheme, the im-
pression left by his replies in several of
these cases was that of studied evasion.
AYe have rarely observed a more thor-
ough and exhaustive cross-examination
than that to which Captain Merry sub-
jected him, but we have seen many men
come out better from such an ordeal. The
truthi3that he did not succeed inexplain-
ing how the flood waters of the Chagres
were to be controlled ;how the canal was
to be carried across the Chagres :how the
cut through the swamp region was to be !
kept open ;or how the tidalproblem was j
to be met. Yet the success of the entire |
project may be said to depend upon every j
one of these considerations, and & plan !
which does not demonstrate the feasibility
of arranging all of them has no title to
practicability. We think M. Lesseps
found far more criticism at San Francisco
than he knew how to encounter, and that

if he had been examined as intelligently
and rigorously at New York he might not

aye been disposed to cross the continent

THE SAN FRANCISCO ELECTION.

The election iv San Francisco has re- ;

suited inthe success of the law and order j
pirty, and in the crushing defeat of the j
Sindlctter3. The latter have been com- j
pletely routed, and the character of the j
future government of the city willbe de-

termined by the conservative and. intelli-1
gent element. This is a result over which j
the people of the whole State must re-

joice, and it is a far more satisfactory way
of dealing with Kearneyism than that
which a short time ago appeared unavoid-
able. It is to be regretted that there

should have arisen any grounds for protest
or dispute in regard to the color of the
bailots used by the Citizens' Protective
Union, but the difference of tint appears
to be one of those aeci<lents which are in-
separable from the employment of colored
paper, and the incident shows the inexpe-

diency of using anything but whitepaper
for such a purpose. In this case the dif-
ference of color seems to have been so

marked that the secrecy of the ballot was
practically abolished, and itwas easy to tell
howevery one voted. Byprohibitingthe em-

ployment of tinted paper altogether, casu-
alties of this kind would be rendered im-

possible. There "are no reasons why the
ballot paper should be colored, ami a great

many why itshould not be. The defeat of

the Kearueyites, however, was not broiiglrt
about by the color of the ballots, and if

forthwith abandon the mischievous agita-
tion to which they have clung bo long and
so fruitlessly. As Kearney announced
prior to the election that a vote for Freud

was a vote to keep him out of jail, and as
Freud has been beaten, he ought row, for
the sake of consistency, to surrender him-
self and submit to the enforcement of his

sentence. Whether he does so or not we
presume the sentence willnow be enforced,
and in the House of Correction he willfor
the first time in several years be made to
earn his bread by honest labor. If
the new charter to be drawn up by the

fifteen conservative freeholders does not
legislate Kalloch out of office, and so clear
the way for an honest and decent govern-

ment, we shall be surprised. The Sandlot
element has at last received notice to quit,
and it will have to attend to it, for the

people willevident')- stand no more non-

sense. The news of this auspicious out-
come willundoubtedly be of great service
in restoring confidence in the abilityof the

paople of San Francisco to take care of
themselves. It is possible that the com-
parativelylightvote cast by the Siiidlottcr3
indicates the conversion of a part of Kear-
ney's following to more rational views, but
itis also possible that it merely indicates
a diminution of the voting population, con-
sequent upjn the hard times and the recent
cheap transportation to the Eastern States.

We think itprobable, ifnot certain, that
two or three thousand people have leftSau
Francisco during the past six months. Cer-
tainly the cars carrying pr.ssengers east-
ward at reduced rates have been crowded,
and the travel that way has been kept up
steadily. This theory may also in part

—
but only in part—account for the light
vote cast by the supposed friends of law
and order, of whom it is asserted that from
8,000 to 10,000 neglected to vote. The*
CliffHouse Brigade has always been an in-
stitution in large cities, and it represents
that considerable element which, while
not in sympathy with communism or bad
government of any kind, possesses too
little interest in public affairs to stimu-
late it to action. Probably a large
percentage of this element is composed of
men in clerical positions, who have no
property of their own, ami who arc too
young and inconsiderate to think seriously
over questions of public import. It must
be remembered that a large proportion of
this class voted for the new Constitution
la3t year, certainly without at all compre-
hending what they were doing. There ap-
pears to be no way by which suc'.i people
can be got to do their duty a3 citizens.
They do not f^cl their responsibilities, and
it is doubtful it" anything but the accumu-
lation of property in their own hands can
make them do so. They are too intelli-
gent to be Tel away by demagogues like
Kearney, but they are not intelligent
enough to realize that itis directly to their
interest to secure good government. Had
they voted on Tuesday the majority rolled
up against the Sandlotters wouldhave been
so large that the latter would never have

been heard of again. It is the part
of wisdom, however, to be thankful
for such success as haa been at-
tained, and in the present case the end
sought has after allbeen reached, and this
is the miin consideration. The proof thus
afforded that the Kearneyites are not a
formidable power in politics will do more
than anything else could have effected to
destroy tho attraction which the move-

ment has hitherto offered to demagogues.
After three years of turbulence, uncer-
tainty and apprehension, the conservative
elements once more control the situation,
and this change ha3been wrought without
the necessity of going beyond the law.
That is a fact to rejoice*over, and it is now
to be hoped that those- in whose hands the
framing of the new charter is placed will
take warning from the past, and carefully
guard against the possible future capture
of the city by thieves and loafers.

THE DEBRIS BILL.

The Young substitute debris billpassed
in the Assembly yesterday, but a notice of
motion to reconsider was given. We hope
that this attempt to undo what has been
effected with so much difficulty willbe
defeated. The Assembly has done wellin
passing the bill, and it would stultify it-

self by reconsidering the vote. It has
been made apparent withiu the last few
days that those who resist and object to
every part of every scheme proposed in1

this connection are really endeavoring to
prevent alllegislation. Of these obstruc-
tionists Bcme have opposed the district
system ilrst, declaring that State taxa-
tion was the only admissible plan ;when
State taxation was proposed, however,
they suddenly discovered tftat itwould be
wrong to tax the entire community to ben-
efit certain portions of it; when it was
proposed to make the miners and the
swamp land owners pay special taxes, these
carping critics raised the objection that
the swamp land owners ought not to be
included inthe billat all ;presently they
demanded that the miners should pay all
the taxes, that the residents on high lands
should be excluded, that the hydraulic
mines should be stopped ;until it became
perfectly apparent that they would have
swung round the circle tillthe Day of Judg-
ment, shifting from their last position the
instant their objections were met, and
taking up a new line of resistance. Infact
their tactics made it as clear as day that
what they wanted was the failure of all
conceivable efforts at solving the problem.
Now, inasmuch as a reconsideration of the
vote of yesterday could only have the
effect of furthering this sinister purpose,
and inasmuch as the necessity of remedi; 1

legislation 13 as thoroughly demonstrated
as anything can possibly be, there
can be no doubt as to the

duty of members who jesire to

serve the people well aud faith-
-1 fully,and toprovide a means of relief from

the intolerable evil of the debris. They

Ishould sustain the vote by which they
i passed the bill,and let itgo to the Senate
| without further delay. The end of the

session is now close at hand. There re-
main only ten clear working days, in fact,

and it willnot be easy toget the billbefore

the Governor in any case. No useful end
can be reached by further discussion of the
subject, for the policy of the obstruction-
ists is patent to ail, and itwould therefore
be a mere waste of time to try to hitupon
any arrangement would satisfy them.
The duty of the Legislature is to the peo-
ple, first, last, and all the time, and the
people demand the enactment of this bill,
as the best solution that can be reached
under the circumstances.

AN IMPENDING DANGER.
The condition of exchange is approach-

ing the stage at which a drain of gold is
liable to begin, in consequence of the
profit of exportation, and the danger

which was pointed out long ago by the
supporters of sound and honest finance
begins to be apparent. The silver situa-
tion is such that so long as exchange is in

our favor we can avoid the difficulties
which the perverse and mischievous Bhtud-
Allisonbilllaid the foundation for. But
ifa drain of gold sets in, as may now hap-
pen almost any day, the silver coinage
must become the most important factor
in the case. In that event the exporta-
tion of gold would in no long time force
our silver into circulation, when it would

supplant gold, and in due course be sub-
stituted for gold as the basis of paper
values. This change would involve the

shaving of every dollar in the

hands of the people, to the amount
of ten or twelve or fifteen per

cent. Tho present value of the
"buzzard" dollar is 88 cents, and that,
or something leas, wonld be the value of
every' dollar paid to labor from the time

the "substitution of silver occurred. Nor
are there any longer the faintest grounds

for hoping that the members of the Latin
Union contemplate any change in their
financial arrangements, or that any Gov-
ernment inEurope thinks of remonetizing
silver, or adopting a double standard, or
doing anything which would tend to raise
the value of silver, or retard its decline.
Ifin our present condition a drain of gold
sets in, there is no way by which we can
avoid the degradation of our currency to
the silver basis. A prompt repeal of the
Bland-Allison bill is the only preventive
available, and it is too Much to hope that
Congress willsee the danger clearly enough
to adopt this remedy while there is, time.

A RUSSIAN EXPLANATION.
Itis gravely stated that the Czar's Gov-

ernment, in order to aasist the cause of
Bulgarian reform, has permitted the
Prince of that territory to enlist 5,000
Russian subjects in the Bulgarian army.
The true explanation of thia no doubt is
that 5,000 Russian troops have been in-
corporated with the Bulgarian force?, iv
order to leaven them, and to the end that
the transformation of the whole army into
a Ku.-sian tool may be effected as speedily
and easily as possible. Russia reckons
upon Bulgaria as upon a territory of her
own, in carrying out her future designs
against Turkey, and she wishes to take
Time by the forelock in making her mili-
tary preparations. Should the Bulgarians
desire to maintain neutrality by and by,
they willp:obably find such a course no
long'T practicable.

RECENT NEWS TAILINGS.
The Bodic Free Press says : There are

The late rain3have made the farmers'

fallowed grain is looking tine, and winter
sowing and volunteer promises a fair yield.

There are three distinct species of trout
in the Truckee river and the lakes which
feed it. Two of them are common and
the other rare. They are known as the
silver trout, the salmon trout and the
speckled trout. The silver trout is quite
rare, except at Independence lake.

The C'hico Rrcord says : There willbe
some peaches and cherries, but the almonds
and apricot 3 are killed. Those having
orchards that have escaped the nipping of
the frost should take every care to produce
as large a crop of fruit this year as possi-
ble, as we are confident that certain varie-
ties will fall far short of the demand.

Chico Becord: We understand that it
is the opinion, of those interested in the
black adobe lands of the county, that they
have never presented a better prospect for
a crop thnn at present. These lands are
probably 1c33 afflicted by drouligt tl.au
higher lands with sandy soil, as they are
capable of retaining moisture for a long
period. The prospects for an abundant
harvest in Bntte cuunty were never better,
notwithstanding the backwardness of the
season.

A CHEERY ROOM.

'"We alllove a warm room, a cheery fire,
a comfortable arm-chair, cleanliness and
brightness. Thc3e are the grosser parts
of household comfort which all can enjoy.
But many of us, ?1 says a writer in Good
Word*, "attempt also to surround our-
selves withthingsnotpurelj'utihtarian. We
ornament our walls with paper and piint,
our doors with moldings, our ceilings md
cornices with plaster-work, our floors with
carpets, our fireplaces with marble?, our
chairs vithchintzes. And the consequence
of all this is, that we often spend a good
deal of money in making ourselves less
comfortable than we should have been if
we had spent very little. The motive of
this outlay is not unfrequently a desire to
obtain cheap magnificence, to imitate with
little what richer neighbors have bought
with their plenty. And we certainly suc-
ceed in imitating their gaudiness. Only
we forget one of the essential principles of
all good art, that if a thiug is con-
spicuous it should be able to bear
close examination. Hoy,- much better
it would be if, instead of trying to
produce cheap imitations of thiegs

which properly belong only to grand re-

ception-rooms and stately galleries, we
would contrive a style of decoration which
should be in keeping with the honses in

which we live and iii our manner of life.

The love of show for its own sake is vul-
gar. The desire to create a sensation be-

comes at times such a passion that it is,
blinding to all discrimination between
beaut y "and ugliness. To show a beautiful
thing'because itis beautiful is not vulgar; ;
but to show anything, whether beautiful or j
ualy for the Sake of show— that is vulgar.

There are few men or women who would
not consider that cheap gandiness indress, |
with all its accompaniments of false jew-

elry and what is called
' loudness, was

to the last degree vulgar. But the strange
thing is, Ithat the very men and women
who are really in many ways cultured and
refined |do|not see tbat they, commit the

same faults in the decoration- of their
driwins-rooms tbat they blame with se-
JiriJyWe dressing of their servants."

"purtiest corpse" an admiring co-
terieof frieoda ever gloated over. Mrs. Gil-
Hory threw her hands and eyes up toward
the particular portion of ceiling from which
the shades of General G. are supposed to
look down upon her, and was loit in a
whirl of amazement. The audience greeted
Dundreary with a hurricane of applause,
and shouted and shrieked and whistled
until it seemed as if the top story
of pandemonium had been torn off and
every noise of the nether region had
rushed out through the opening. Lord
Dundreary advanced amid all this ut-
roar, and told the exquisitely funny story
about the dog and the rabbit.

A SCOTCH TIP.

A trifle often has a large purchasing
power.

It13 justifiedinScotland, no doubt,
by the adage that many little make a
mickle. This reminds me of a visit made
to Holyrood. where we were shocked by
what we foolishly supposed to be a case of
infra diij. At the entrance we were sol-
emnly assured by a seneschal in magniti-
cent raiment, st:li with gold embroidery,
that, owing to the presence of the Gov-
ernor-General, the palace would be closed
to visitors for several days ;adding, how-
ever, "But you are American?, traveling,
Isee ;Imust speak to the Lord-Chamber-
lain." Thereupon his magnificence moved
away, kn^o-breeches, statF, and all, and
during his absence we willsuppose he w.is

closeted with the Chamberlain, instead of
chaliir.g in a corridor with his cronies. Iv
due time he returned with the air of a
Roman General fresh from the tield of ccn-
quest, aud with the manner of one gra-
ciously conferring high favor, he announced
that, inconsideration of the circumstances,
we should be admitted to view the palace
without delay. Understanding that the
circumstances included a tip, we handed
over the money, and Bopposed t!ic iinanci.il
part of the business ended. Next we were
turned over to a tall and extremely digni-
fied individual of middle age. faultlessly
attired in an elegant broadcloth suit—a
person who, so far as appearances went
might have been the Governor < General him-
self. His forehead was massive and high,
and hi3bald head had the elegant polish
of a billiardball. It was roomy enough
fora fair-sized handbill, whileitmast have
resembled the cranium of .Ejchylus, upon
which the eagle dropped the tortoise,
thinking ita rock. With solemn aud im-
pressivo dignity this personage led us
through the most interesting portions of
the antique and romantic pKe, indulging
in high historical retrospect, and waxing

In a confused manner we commenced fum-
bling in our pockets, not knowing what to
proffer, thinking, too, that enough had
already been paid for furbishing up the
spot 'on the floor. To end the embarrass-
ment, Idropped into the functionary's
jeweled hand the tirst coins Iejuld come
at, the value of which he computed in a
trico, saying. "Threepence more, if you
please." With fresh blushes the deficit
was made up, and we departed from Holy-
rood, cogitating whether or not the noble
genius after whose head our great Scot had
patterned his own would have deigned to
think of the tip.

IMMORTALIZED BY LAZINESS.

"Who first employed the expansive force
ef steam to do something is not certainly
known. The Marquis of Worcester seems
to have come very near to a practical idea ;
as he did in one or two of his hundred
notions ; and after him Savery, Papin and
Xcwcomen successively invented new mod-
ifications which brought the steam engine
almost to its present form, and paved the
way for the grand final improvements of
Watt. In I'apin's engine the germ of the
present principle is first perceived ; the
steam being made to act upon a piston or
moveable plug, inclosed in a cylinder. AI
littla,water lay at the bottom of the cylin- j
der, beneath the piston ;on fire being ap
plied the water was converted into steam, j
which raised the piston ; then the tire I
being removed, the cylinder cooled, and
the steam condensed into water again, the
piston returned to its plice. This action
was of course too clow to fulfillany prac-
tical purpose ;but Newcomen followed up
the idea, and succeeded in producing a
machine capable of pumpiug water from
mines. In this, however, tho moving
power was not steam, Lut air ;steam was
used only as a secondary agent, to enable
the atmosphere todo the work. A wooden
beam, hung in the middle, was connected
jat ene cud with the pump rod, and at the
other end with the rod attached to the
pi3ton. The pump end of the beam would
fall by its own weight, and in so dying j
woulddrag up the piston to the top of the
cylinder. Steam, generated in a separate
boiler, was then admitted to the space un-
derneath, and drove out what air there
was through a vaive ;thereupon, the steam

\u25a0 being condensed by the sudden cooling of
the cylinders, a vacuum was created, and
the presure of the atmosphere forced the

Ipiston slowly down, raising the pump
j apparatus. With an enormous expendi-
ture of fuel, this engine made only bix or |
eight lumbering strokes per minute ; so I

[ m«ch time was consumed in cooling the
cylinder and condensing steam. At first,
cold water was dashed upon the outside of
the cylinder forthis purpose ;afterwards a
cwing cylinder was employed into which
cold water wa3 alternately admitted sndIdrawn off. Accident at last showed a bet- !
ter way. The piston had been packed
with tow grease, and other material to
keep it air-tight, *nd to make assurance !

doubly sure, .1 layer of water rested on the
top. One day a littleof this water found
its way through while the steam was in,
and condensed it as if by magic. The en-
gine suddenly quickened its speed, made
two or three lively »troke3 and then
stopped. TLe leak was discovered, and
the inventor, taking the hint, contrived
the means for injecting a stream of cold
water at the right moment, and increased
the speed of 1113 engine to liftcen strokes

Iper minute. Amihow occurred that inci-
dent which nobody who describes the•steam eDgine ever fails to relate, of the boy

J who immortalized himself by laziness.
jHis duty was to turn the cock which let
the Bteam in at the bottom of the cylinder,"
and the one which let the cold water in at

\u25a0 the' top, each at its proper nick of time, or
Iotherwise the engine would dash itself to
pieces. It occurred .to him to make the
:valves open and shut themselves by tyinj;
jtheir handles withlengths of string to the

1moving beam overhead, so that he might
play while the engine worked. Thus v,as
invented the seoggan, from the north-
country verb to scog or skulk ;and the
name of Humphrey Potter went down to
posterity with those of Xcwcomen and
Watt.
