The Tammany Society has passed, dur-
ing ninety;years, through five important
epochs of evolution, and 13 now init sixth.
From 1759 to ISOO it was anti-monarchical
and -foreign, with|Federalist . officers j

and American-Indian costumes, customs,
and regalia, cultivating a distaste for Eu-
ropean modes of government by the sedu-
lous substitution of certain fancied abo-
riginal customs. Its;members discussed
politicalquestions, after the Indian tanrrlon,
around council tire?, at which they smoked
the traditional calumet, assisted, perhaps,
by draughts of the traditional fire-water. In
1790 they received the Creek Indiana, on a
visitwhichone of theTammanysachemshad
induced the Creek chiefs to make to New
York, in such perfect imitations of the
native costume, and in such gorgeously
savage feathers, moccasons, .leggings, war-
paint, war-clubs and tomahawks, that
the Creeks set up « a whoop -of joy-
ful recognition, which the Tammany
braves mistook for the Indian mode of
saying grace before human carving and
scattered ina sudden panic. \u25a0 At this :in-
terview Secretary Jefferson, Chief Justice
Jay, Governor George Clinton anIMayor
Dune were present. The Creeks danced
and sang the E-tho song ;the Tammany 1

Grand Sichem a3snred the Creek Grand
Sachems that the spirit of Columbu3 and
Tammany were then promenading arm-in-
arm through the wigwam ;The Sagamore
of Tammany presented the chiefs with the
calumet, who inreturn dubbed him withone

- of those musical Indian appellations^ which
ought to be immortal—Tuliva' Mico, or

Chief of the \\he To*n. In the evening
the entire party attended the theater to-
gether, and before they left the Creeks en-
tered into a treaty with

"
Washington, the

beloved Sachem of the Thirteen Fires."
From.these facts itwillbe easily under-

stood how the Tammany Society came to
callits thirteen Trustees or Directors Sa-
chems, and its chief officer, selected from
among the thirteen, its Grand |Sachem ;

and why it included among its officers a
Sagamore and a "Wiskinskie. But the In-
dian language failing to contain any words
adequate to express either the idea of a
Secretary or of a Treasurer, while the ne-
cessities of the Society repaired' both rec-
ords and money, the Society consented to
use the terms Scribe and Treasurer. In
the records of the Society, the Christian
Era, being an epoch of foreign origin, was
discarded, and the transactions dated from
three events— the discovery of America by
Columbus,' the Declaration of Indepen-
dence and the formation of the Tam-
many Society.

~
The .year was divided,

after the strictly native American
fashion, into the

" seasons of blos-
soms, of fruits, of harvests and of snows.
Nor were imported nones allowed to dese-
crate the months, which appeared on the
records, in supposed Indian style, as first,
second, third, etc., "moons." Thus,' in
respect of language, the Tammany Society,
in its first epoch,

O 'den Hoffman, Melancthon Smith

a formidable opponent of Hamilton

was somewhat torn by conflicts between
the Burrites, Clintonites, and Lewisites.
The society at this time, however, was in
no immediate contact with the voters,
knew nothing of the general and district
committees, and was a mere private politi- [
cal club, one of whose chief occupations
was the collection of a museum of Ameri-
ca! ifid Ia bularly of Revolutionary,
curiosities.

At this period the rulingspirit inTam-
many Hrll was the munificent and gener-
cus WilliamM. Tweed, then in control of
theStrcetDepartment and Chairman of the 1

Board of Supervisors, ever foremost inthe
benevolent and genial workof distributing
the people's money among as many of the
poople as he could reach. He sent wood,
coal and bread to the poo-' ofhis ward, cad
they repaid him to the last with their
votes. He feasted the paupers at Randall's
Island, and the blessings of those who had
seldom tasted turkey or champagne were
ponied upon' him. Ho replenished
the furniture of the engine-houses I
for the "b'hoys," and took care that no |
Democrat whoserved his country faithfully
at the polls on election .day should ever
pine infilthydungeons for lack of "straw"
bail. Had he been a close and
philosophic . student of the decline
and fall of the Roman Empire, he
could not have understood more thoroughly
that when universal suffrage had placed
the control of a great city in the hands of
its paupers, a true and sagacious states- |
manship would consist in stealing from the
rich the means with which to feed the
poor. Throughout all his princely career
of lavish generosity— though those to
whom ha distributed the public money
were numbered by tens of thousands, and
though they included public chari-
ties, pimps, officials, strikers, gamblers,
fancy-women, and "legislators of the |
most unimpeachable integrity"— have
never heard of but one donation from him
being returned. 'A Me list church, to
which he had given$-00, allowed its virtue
to get so much the better of its politeness
us to decline to receive "stolen

CONCERNING CYCLONES.

Every one should know what a cyclone
is, but the general ideas on the subject are
rather vagiie. Take a small butter-pot,
nail set it down on your largest map of the
world at about "20J north latitude, any-
where in the Atlantic between two conti-
nents, cay east of the West Indies. Then,
witha piece of whalebone twice as loug as
rrom the butter-pot to the North Pole,
bent into a parabola, with one end at the
Pole, the other at the butter- pot, mark out
thus the path of the cyclone. The apex of
the bent whalebone willbe somewhere in
the Western United Slates. Imagine
your butter-pot to be revolving on its_own
center in the direction of the har.da'of a
watch, at the rate of a hundred miles an
hour. Its northwestern edge willbe the
dangerous storm-rim, blowing a hurricane,
lashing the seas, and precipitating the
rain ; the other edges willbe breezy, but
not so stormy, as they contain less
moist air. The center willbe the low
barometer and calm area, because here the
air has lets weight, and is flowingupward.
Now, more your pot slowly along the
parabda, stillsupposing it to be turning.
fey the time you reach the center of the
United States, exchange the pot for a
saucer, with the same supposed conditions,
only by this time, if wintry, a snow-storm
willtake the place of the rain. Keep it
moving circularly and northwards also
along the parabola, and about Hudson's
Bay change to a breakfast-plate, and in
Greenland to a dinner-plate, and about the
80th degree north, before the storm reaches
t le size of a buggy-wbx«l, it breaks up.
Thus you see tha space over which the
storm travels enlarges as itpasses north,
the wiads blow around its rim, and the
calm center moves with it. Mariners now
carry what is called a horn-card, a trans-
parent piece of flat cow'shorn, witha circle
on it,inside which are several smaller cir-
cles, with arrows pointing as a watch's
hands travel. Whenever the barometer
changes and clouds scud by, this horn-card
is placed on the chart at the ship's position.
Knowing the wind's direction and the
•weight of the air, the horn-card tells
whereabouts in the cyclone the ship^ is,
and from this is reasoned how to sail to
avoid the cyclone ;or, ifunavoidable, how
to manage in it; or, ifpossible* how to

profit by it.

COFFEE AND TEA.

Many receipts and methods for making
coffee and te* have been given in the
Household column without there having
been presented, as yet, the characteristic*
of these well-knownbeverages. In study-
ing the ultimate or particular crystallizable
substance derived from each of them, we
find in tea theme and in coffee cafeine.
Very strangely in their analysis precisely
the same quantity of carbon, hydrogen,
oxygen and nitrogen arc discovered. The
chemical formula being identical, it seems
as if both the leaf of one plant and the
fruit of another were intended by nature
to have the same actiou on the human sys-
tem. Still, in examining this subject,
chemists seem to have overlooked the fact
that in the final preparation of the leaf or
the bean, the methods were entirely differ-
ent. If theme exists in tea, it can be
brought out, as a crystallizable substance,
by the application of certain fluids, and tl:o
same may be done as to the cafeine, deriv-
able from the raw coffee, but in tea a solu-
tion is mad.-, whiuli is never over 212',
while with cotFee, before it is adaptable to
o'ir use, as it is roasted, the combination
of carbon, hydrogen, etc., are certainly
destroyed, and are burned, and are there-
fore entirely changed. It is very certain
that there are no nutritive elements in
either tea or coffee; they neither make j
blood or brawn, but their usefulness

very great one
—

lies in the fact that they
are both stimulants. Some want which
nature has, and which she calls for, finds a

response in tea and coffee. Both are es-
pecially useful to men and women engaged
in mental, quite as inuA as physical, ef-
forts. Even under the severest strains a

man goe3 through, as in Arctic explora-
tions, the use off tea and coffee has been
asserted to have been found superior toal-
cohol. Careful researches, made as to the
action of tea and coffee on the human sye-
tem, seem to prove that both are fairly
powerful respiratory excitants, but as to

the effects on the skin there is this differ-
ence, while tea promotes perspiration cof-
fee decreases it. Now, all that has been
heretofore stated in regard to coffee and tea
may be found inany of the class-books on
food and drirk,but what isnot so generally
known is the use and abuse of both thsse
beverages. Tea-guaeling with women, if
ithas not its immediate bad effects, is cer-
tain iv time to injure those who use it. A
certain modicum of tea, at a time other
dian at breakfast, may be usefnl, but the
habit some women have of taking at mid-
day the smallest possible quantity of solid
food and overdoses of tea should be in-
veighed against. Save the extra quantity
of sugar and the small modicum of milk
used in tea, as can be shown by analysis,
there is no particle of nutriment in it.
Over-use of tea invariably results, not so

much innervous complications as is gen-
erally believed, but in the loss of digestive
powers. The constancy of dyspeptic symp-
toms among women may often be traced
to the over-swallowing of tea. The use
of coffee in exces3, accompanied by bad
results, strangely enough, does not seem
very prevalent. Europeans drink coffee in
much larger proportion than we do.
Though we may apparently consume a
larger quantity in our decoctions as to
bulk of fluid, the strength of European
coffee may be generally stated to be two
or three times greater than that of ours,
and the particular stimulant more con-
centrated. There seems to be a corrective
quality in coffee which warns us at once
i.ot to abuse it. The over-stimulating
effects of it are immediately perceptible.
The deprivation of sleep shows that for
certain individuals coffee cannot be used.
It is not the yimc with tea, as nervous-
ness and wakcfu'.ness after it are of rarer
occurrence. In the long run, though not
at once appreciable, the results from too
constant a dosage of tea appear to have
more permanent effect on the system than
coffee. A good deal has been written
about the unwholesomeness of using milk
in coffee or tea, as the tannin in the one or
the pyroligneous substances in the other
render the albumen in the milk insoluble.
Such chemical transformation docs cer-

tainly take place, but cannot affect health.
There are innumerable other cases where
the albuminods in food are rendered in-
soluble by chemical or physical action,
and these pass without comment.

A GREEK PARADISE.

Now, this city is wholly buiit of gold,
and the wallwhich encircles it is of em-
erald ;and ithas seven gates, each of them
of cinnamon-wood, made iv one piece.
And the pavement of the cityaud allspace
that is within the walls is of pure ivory.
There are temples to all the gods in it,
these beiug of beryl-stones, and in the
temples very great altars of amethyst, ev-
ery altar beau of one amethyst. On these
altars they otter sacrifice, and every eacri-
lice is of a hundred beasts. And round
about the city there SoWl a river of fra-
L'rant oil, more beautiful than can be con-
ceived, the breadth of which is one hun-

dred royal cubits, and the depth such that
a man can easily swim in it. There are
Laths in the city, great houses of glass,
and these are heated with lires of cin-

namon-wood. But in these baths they

use not water, butdew. The clothes which
they wear are of spider-web, very fine,
and of a purple color. They have no bodies
nor flesh, nor can they be touched ;but
yet, though they have the form and sem-
blance only of men, they can stand and
move and think and speak. Itseemed to
me when Isaw them as ifit were the bare
soul, clothed only with a certain likeness
o' the body, that did these things. But no
man would know that what he sees has
not a bodily substance, unless he sought to
touch it. For these people, though they
are shadows, are yet shadows that stand
upright, and not such as we see
here, cast upon the ground or
upon a wall. In this country none grow
old, but whatever a man's age may be
when he comes hither, at that he remains.
Nor have they in their land any night, nor
yet the day in its full brightness ;but as
the twilight is with us whea it crows very
near to the morning, but the sun has not
yet risen, such is the light that
prevails continually among them. Also,
they have but one season in their
year, for it is always spring-time
with them ;and they have only one wind
that blows, and that is the west wind.
And the whole land is covered with every

of flower and shrub that is, both of
"the wildand of the garden sort. The vines
which they have bear their fruit twelve
times iv the year, so that every month
there is a vintage. As to the pomegranates
and the apples, and allother kinds of fruit,
these, they told me, ripened not twelve,
but thirteen times inthe year, for that in
one mouth, \u25a0which they call the month of
Minos, they ripen twice. As to their
wheat, it does not bear ears such as we
have among us, but loaves at the end of
the stalk, ready-made and baked for eat-
ing. Round about the city there are 365
springs of water, and as many more of
honey, and of perfumes ,r>oo, though these,
indeed, are smaller than the springs of
water and honey ;there are seven rivers of
milk, and of wine eight. — [After the
Greek of Lucian—A.J. Church.
