SacramuNTO, April 1, 1880.
Thp Senate met in regular session at 10 A. M.,
President Mansfield in the chair.
Roll called and a quorum present.
The journal of yesterday was read and approved.
PETITIONS,

Mr. Cnase presented a petition from citizens of
Santa Barbara county, asking that the 30th day of
May be made a legal holiday.

Mr. HitTELL presented a petition from citizens of
C:}hlomia, askiug that an amendment to the Co -
stitation be submitt:d to the people, providing that
the right to vote  hall not be denied on account of
sex. Referred to the Committee on Elections.

REPORTS,

Mr. HirreLy, from the Committee on City and
Tr}wxl Governments, reported back favorably a sub-
stitute for Senate Bill No. 479— An Act to provide
for funding the indebtedness of cities having a pop-
ulation exceeding 7,000 inhabitants.
Mr. Nyg, from the Committee on Judiciary, re-
ported back, amended in accordance with instruc-
tions, Senate Bill No. 289—An Act to amend See-
tion 535 of the Code of Civil Procedure, relative to
writs of attachment. Also, reported back without
recommendation and amended in accordance with
instructions, Senate Bill No. 156—An Act to regu-
late the practice of medicine in the State of Califor-
nia, ete. Also, without recommendation, Senate
Bill No. 103—An Act to amend Sections 245, 248 and
249 of the Political Code, relating to Clerks of the
Senate and Assembly,
Mr. Hupse N reported a substitute for Senate Fill
No. 156, above reported.
Mr. Ny also reported back, amended in accord-
ance with instructions, Senate Bill No. 396—An Act
to amend Section 542 of the Code of Civil Proced-
ure, relating to the levy of sttachments,
Mr. RowgLy, from the Committee on County and
Town Governments, reported back favorably Senate
Bill No. 434—An Act to empower consolidated eities
and counties of over 100,000 inhabitants to pay out
of the General Fund demands for rent «f Court-
rooms and chambers for Superior Courts, and of po-
lice stations, and for salaries of janmitors; and Sen-
ate Bill No. 435—An Act to empower consolidated
cities and counties of over 100,000 inhabitants to
make alterations to county prisons and county jails
for sanitary purposes.

; ASSEMBLY MESSAGES,

_The Senate took up the Assembly messages, and
bills were read and referred to appropriate commit-
tees.

Senate Bill No. 39—amending the Penal Code—
having been amended in the Assembly, was referred
to the Committee on Judiciary. P
Senate Bill No. 309—on education—was referred
to the Committee on Education,

INTRODUCTION OF BILLS.

Bills were introduced, read first time and referred
as follows : i

By Mr. NYE—An Act to rrevent the adulteration
of honey. Committee on Agriculturs,

By Mr. NELSON An Act to provide for the election
of Superintendents of Schools and Assessors, and to
fix their terms of office. Committee on Elections.

SECOND READINGS.

: The Senate took up the second-reading file as fol-
OwS :

Senate Bill No. 550—An Act to provide a contin-
gent fund for the use of the Senate—was ordered en-
grossed.

Senate Bill No. 374—An Act to provide for the
further extension of the water front line of the city
and county of San Francisco, and the construction
of the sea-wall (by Mr. Traylor)—was taken up out
of ordzr and ordered engrossed.

Senate Bills Nos. 134, 303,154 and 343 were passed
on the file.

Senate Bill No. 433—An Act relating to fishing in
the waters of this State (by Mr. Gorman).

Mr. Coxger offered a substitute preventing all
aliens from fishing in the waters of the State, which
created considerable discussion, that covered the
same ground as all of the discussions on the Chinese
question.

The substitute was lost by a vote of 13 ayes to 20
noes.

Mr. GorMAN moved to amend Section 1 by mak-
ing it ‘““all aliens incapable of becoming electors of
this State.”

The amendment was adopted and Section 2 was
stricken out.

Mr. Hirrenl said that the bill would prevent
women from fishing. He moved that the bill be in-
definitely postponed.

Mr. SATTERWHITE opposed the motion, and said
that Mr. Hittell could find more technical excuses
for voting against anti-Chinese bills than any man
he ever saw. |

Mr. HitreuL defended his position. He believed
that the Chinese were entitled to protection here.
They had been invited here just the same as any
other foreigners, and as long as they remained he
would vote to protect them. He had voted for a
joint resolution asking for amodification of the Bur-
lingame treaty,and that was as far as he would go.
Messrs. GORMAN, CoNGErR and KaNe strongly
opposed the motion, and urged the necessity of pro-
tecting the fisheries of the State from the depreda-
tions of the Chinese.

Mr. NeuvMaANNy moved that the bill be passed on the
file for the day to give time to perfect it.

Mr. LANGFORD strongly opposed both motions. He
showed clearly the necessity of protecting the fish-
eries of the State.

Mr. Lickinsox favored the motion of Senator Neu-
mann. 'the bill ought tobe perfected. In its pres-
ent form it was unconstitutional.

The motion was lost by a vote of 15 ayes to 19
noes.

The motion to indefinitely postpone was lost by a
vote of 7 ayes to 23 noes.

Mr. WesT moved that the bill be recommitted to
the author with instructions to report to-morrow
morning, the bill to keep its place on the file.

Mr. ParpEE moved the previous question, and the
muin question was ordered by a vote of 23 ayes to 5
noes (che first time this session).

The motion to recommit prevailed by a vote of 18
ayes to 15 noes.

assembly Bill No. 210—An Act to amend Sections
825 and 860 of the Penal Code, relating to proceed-
ings in er'minal actions prosecuted by indictment
(by Mr. Tyler)—was passed on the file.

Senate Bill No. 356—An Act to impose a license
upon land-owners (by Mr. Johnson)—was read sec-
ond time.

Mr. NyE moved that the bill be indefinitely post-
poned.

A call of the Senate was ordered, Senators Baker,
Enos, Ryan and Davis being absent, the latter hav-
ing leave of absence.

Senator Exos was brought to the bar of the Sen-
ate and excused, and on motion of Mr. GorMmAN, fur-
ther proceedings under the call was dispensed with.

The motion to indefinitely postpone prevailed by
a vote of 23 ayes to 13 noes

Senate Bill No. 516 —An Act to add certain sec-
tions to the Political Code, concerning the State Mil-
itia, and to be known as Sections 1978 and 1979 (by
Mr. D1 kinson)—was read second time.

Mr. Enos spoke against the bill. It was one of
the most novel and monstrous bills that was ever in-
troduced 1nto any legislative body. No such bill
had ever been passed in any State of the Union.

#Mr. DickinsoN said the bill was a copy of the Illi-
nois law.

Mr. GorvAx wanted to know when that law had
been declared unconstitutional.

Mr. DickiNsoy said the law had been declared un-
constitutional in Iliinois,

Mr., CoxgEr opposed the bill. The Constitution of
the United States said that the right of the people to
bear arms shall not be abridged. This bill was not
only monstrous pbut it was infamous. It was
an abridgment of the dearest rights of the citi-
zen. He hoped that gentlemen would halt in
their mad career and not destroy all the precedents.
When had any independent company attempted to
upset the State government. There was no danger
from these companies.

Mr. Dickissox spoke in favor of the bill and Mr.
GORMAN against it.

The bill was rejected by a vote of 16 ayes to 20

oes. .

Mr. DickiNsoN gave notice of a motion to recon-
sider.

Mr. PooL withdrew Senate Bill No. 324—An Act to
provide for the settlement of the ndebtedness
created by the survey of the West Side Irrigation
District, and to make an appropriation to pay the

same.
The Senate took the ugual recess.
AFTERNOON SESSION.

The Senate reassembled at 1:30 p. M., President
Mansfield in the chair.

Roll called and a quorum present.

Mr. HARLAN introduced an Act to amend an Act
to re-incorporate the town of Woodland. Commit-
tee on Judiciary.

Mr. b1l introduced an Act making appropria-
tions for the State Prin ing Office for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1880.  Ordered to the head of the
second reading file.

GENERAL FILE.

The Senate first took up for consideration the mo-
tion of Senator Hittell to reconsider passage of ‘Sen-
ate Bill No. 43—relative to mechanics’ liens.

The motion was lost by a vote of 15 ayes to 19
noes.

Messrs. Ryax and KAxE favored the motion.

Messrs, HitTeLL and NYE opposed it.

The motion prevailed by a vote of 19 ayes to 14

noes.

The bill was read the second time.

Messrs. PARDEE, Zuck, Diwckinsox, Nyz and Row-
ELL opposed the engrossment of the bill.

Messrs, Exos, KaNE and TRavLoR spoke in favor
of it.

The discussion covered the same ground as on the
former consideration of the bill.

The bill was refused engrossment by a vote of.16
ayes to 19 noes.

Senate Bill No. 50—An Act to prevent the accu-
mulation of large landed estates (by Mr. Zack)—was
passed on the file at the request of the author.

BILLS ON PASSAGE.

Senate Bill No.190—An Act to amend Sections
2163 and 2209 of the Civil Code, in reference to
common carriers (by Mr. Johnson —was recom-
mitted to the author with instructions to amend so
that Section 1 shall not apply to telegraph lines of
less than 250 miles in length.

Senate Biill No. 210—An Act to regulate the
chnries upou telegraph lines, and to prevent extor-
tion by owners of telegraph lines by Mr. Johnson)
—was read third time and passed
ayes to 6 noes. -

Senate Bill No. 63—An Act to provide for the
speedy completion of the State Prison at Folsom (by
Mr. Johnson)—was read a third time,

Mr. Sears spoke against the biil. It was better
for the State to lose all that had been spent at Fol-
som than to continue the work there. The climate
was bad, the quarries would not pay, the water
pov;"er was not good and the Iccation was bad gen-
erally.

Mr. Laxrsox would vote for the bill, but woulddo
so under protest. He believed the locatien to be very
unhealthy.

Mr. Exos said if the institution could be moved
he might vote to move it, but®it could net be done.
More State Prison room was needed. The State had
spent $300,000 at Fuisom, and only $10,000 was nec-
essary to finish it. There was an inexhaustible sup-
ply of granite there, and good water power. He
saw at Folsom hundreds of healthy, able-bodied
people, who had lhved there for years. He saw
no one shaking with chills and fever.
No complaint was made by Mr. Sears
agninst the appropriation of $566,000 for the State
Prison at San Quentin, in Marin county. He favored
the passage of the bill.

Mr. Warsox said that at first he was much opposed
to the Folsom location, but after a full examination
of all the circumstances he believed this bill ought
to be passed. 1t was nec to have more room
for prisoners. San Quentin was full and could net
receive the numerous prisoners now in the county
jails. The State could work 350 prisoners in the
quarries, under a contract now existing, at 50 cents
per day. He should vote for the bill, believing it
to be a necessity.

Mr. Kane opposed the bill. He believed that the
Folsom prison was a job from beginning to end.
The laboring people did not want to come 1n compe-
tition with convict labor. Ho had seen the dogs
““shake” in the streets of Folsom.

The roll was called, and the bill passed by a vote
of 29 ayes to 7 noes.

Senate Concurrent Resolution No 15—Relative to
railroad companies and land patents (by Mr. Enos)—
was read a third time, and passed by a vote of 36
ayes to 0 noes.

The Senate took up for consideration the motion

RECOXNSIDERATION.

Mr. Camrox moved to reconsider the vote where-
by Assembly Bill No. 331 was passed. He said his
object was for the purpose of giving it a fair hear-
ing. The friends of the bill amended the bill, and
when they had got it per.ected to suit themselves,
they cut off all other amendments by moving the
previous question, thereby debarring members from
expressing their sentiments. He did not believe
members could afford to passa bill through here
that cannot bear to be investigated freely. If the
friends of the bill are legislating in the interest of
the people, let them submit it to the people. He
stood here to work for the people, and not for
Moneybags. It is not right to railroad a bill through
under the previcus question,

Mr. May said Camron Block had been heard
from. This bill, he said, had been fought inch by
mch for two whole days, and yet they say it has
been crammed down their throats. He was going
to stand by the bill, for his party, as well as all
other parties, is pledged to such a measure as this,
He read from the various platforms to show that
all platforms bhad a pledze with reference to this
matter. The Workingmen's platform was, he said,
mest explicit of all in reference to this very matter.

Mr, SPENCER said the gentleman had misquoted
the Democratic platform. He had voted against
the bill. He read from the platform to show where
his party stood. >

Mr. BRUNER said he had voted for the bill bacause
this was the last echance. He would now move for a
reconsideration in order to have the bill amended to
suit the people. So far as the platform of the Re-
publ can party was concerned, it never said that the
State should be taxed for the benefit of a few swamp
land owners, and reclaim their lands for them. The
opponents of the bill had been cut o7 from perfect-
ing the substitute. The friends of the iil had vio-
lated their pledge. He would propose amendments
to cut out all in reference to reclaiming swamp
lands.

Mr. HarrsoN—This was but an opening wedge
into the treasury. It will be followed next session.
How can we follow this large appropriation by oune
for the Normal Schools. One or the other will be
rejected. The appropriations this year will be enor-
mous. It is reasonable to suppose that the General
Government will appropriate £250,000 for the rivers
of this State, and with the State and districts 1t will
be enormous. He wanted the miners to pay a larger
proportion of this expense. The tax placed on the
miners in this bil is Jittle more than what they have
to pay in litigation to defend themselves.

Mr. Carr of Yuba said hé had voted for the bill
under a protest. He had done all in his power to
keep this swamp land incubus from the bill, but it
had been forced on the House. He would rather
have the bill than nothing, but he called on all
hone:t men to snatch that rider from the bill. If it
is not done the rezction will set in and swamp the
whole scheme. He was in favor of reconsideration,
in order to amend the bill. The State h s no right
to reclaim these swamp lands.

Mr. MaveeiL said Dr. May stood on three plat-
forms, while he himself stood on one and on the
Constitution of the State. He could find nothing in
h s platform in relation to the reclamation of swamo
lands belonging to private land-grabbers. If what
the friends of the bill say is true—that thisis a just
bill—why need they fear to submit it to the people ?
He did not fina anything in his platform about
slickens and swamp lands.

Mr. 8ixox favored reconsideration, because this
bill had been railroaded through under the previous
q-estion. The platforms of all the parties have de-
elared in favor of redueing taxation, and here we are
rolling up taxes by the millions. The people will
remember the votes cast here.

Mr. AxTHONY said he had favored electing the Di-
rectors by the people after the first term. The bill
now before the house is almost identical with the
original Brown bill, and is full of iniquity. He
wanted it reconsidered in order to strike out these
district clauses. The Constitution is the platiorm
on which members stand. That is what governs.
He considered this unconstitutional. Let such
measures as this go before the people. He did not
blf]ie\'e the people at large favored such a bill as
this,

Mr. Carr of Sacramento said he wanted his voice
heard in defense of the people against the machina-
tions of this lot of swamp land owners. The object
of the district feature in the bill is to reclaim swamp
lands in the hands of private individuals. There
have been many petitions against the Parks bill,
and yet this is the same bill over again. Mr, Young
had favored the Parks bill, and then the Sweetland
bill, and finally the present bill, always voting
against the proposition to submit it to a vote of the
people. His constituents are notin favor of this
district scheme. He was in favor of State aid to
clean out the rivers and stop the debris, but he
would never give consent to this scheme for re-
claiming swamp lands.

Mr. McDape said the tactics pursued by the
friends of theé*bill were beneath the dignity of an
honorable body. There are members who voted for
the bill who azre not satisfied with it. They have
been forced to do it. He wanted this corrupt swamp
land scheme cut out. He protested against the
putting of this tax upon San Francisco, and was as.
tonished at the action of the San Francisco repre-
sentatives in voting to levy this tax upon their con-
stituents.

Mr. Frurox said he voted for the bill, believing
that it was that or nothing. He would be in favor
of the substitute offered by Mr. Bennett, if it could
be passed, but he did not behieve it had any earthly
show. This is a great question, and there is an
emergency at hand. There is no time for delay—
there is no time to submit it to the people. He had
visited the scene, and when he had to look up ten
feet to see the river which once was below the level
of the country, he realized that there was dan-
ger and that romething must be done at once. He
had not consulted his people, but they are a people
with big hearts, and he knew that they would will-
ingly pay the tax, and say to the people of these
counties, you shall not be destroyed. He himself
paid considerable tax, and he should submit to this
tax willingly. It was this bill or nothing, and he
should vote against reconsideration.

Mr. La~e said the State could not afford to stop
mining. It is a great interest, and has been a great
interest, They are willing to be taxed. The farm-
ers are willing to be taxed The State is willing to
taxed. He wis not afraid to go home to his con-
stituents. The State must come to the rescue, and he
believed in starting in now. Ifit is not right, the
people can instruct the next Legislature to repeal it.

Mr. SWEETLAND said Mr. Felton's argument was
unanswerable. He had seen the danger, and was in
favor of doing something at once. He was astoa-
ished at the men who wanted to tax the miners
alone, when the finest properties in the valleys are
owned by the men who have caused the damage.
He hoped the vote would not be reconsidered.

Mr. SuereUrN was in favor of recoasideration.
He protested agamnst the passage of any such bill as
this,

Mr. BravsuArT had no apology for his course.
Something has got to be done. The substitute of
Mr. Bennett proposes that the district which is
most benefited shall be exempt from a portion of the
tax. The members have seen the disaster. They
have seen the fairest parts of the State ruined, and
yet they come here and say that San Francisco
has no interest in it, and should pay nothing toward
aremedy. San Franeisco has derived an immense
revenue from the mwines and the agricultural lands
of the State, and ghe is entitled to stand by when
these sources of wealth are to be protected. He
voted against submitting this to the people because
it was only a trick to beat the bill.

Mr. GorLey supported the bill after having visited
the scenes where mountains are being washed down
over the valleys and destroying pleasant homes. In
regard to the swamp lands, any other country but
this would have had them reclaimed long ago. They
ought to be reclhimed, both in a sanitary and mon-
etary point of view. He was opposed to recorsider-
ation.

Mr. CHANDLER said he was opposed to reconsider-
ation. He had opposed any swamp land steal, was
against any boad steal, first and all the time. He
was in favor of State aid. He wanted something
aone, and he would not ran the risk of defeatingall
measures. The childven are now born that will see
the Bay of San Francisco destroyed if this is not
stopped. He was bound to stand up in the interest
of his constituents. He did not believe any-
body would be hurt by this experiment. Let it be
tried. Something most be done, and done quickly.

Mr. McCARTY said he had opposed the bill. He
was willing for the State to pay a portion, but by
far the larger portion should come out of the swamp
lands, because they reap the benefits.

Mr. Youxe said when the subject was firt
breached all the ideas were crude. The first bills
had been found full of objections. He had been
the first to dispense with bonds upon the districts,
He refused to support the Brown bill because it
proposed to tax the districts alone. He had sup-
ported the Chamberlain bill, and the Carr bill, but
they were beaten. Then he had prepared this com-
promise bill, trying to meet the objections urged.

If this bill is killed he did not believe 30 votes could
be had for the Chamberlain bill.

Mr. STANLEY said there had been a good many
agrobatic perforinances on this question  There
had been a good many somersaults turned on this
question. He was opposed to the bill all the time
There had been so much backing and filling and
swapping that it would prejudice the best bill in the
world.

Mr. WasoN of Ventura said he had voted on all
ocasions to improve the bill. He had worked to
kick out the swamp land scheme, but failed. If
that is done, he would be willing to vote for the
bill. If these swamp land owners bad stayed away
there would have been no trouble in arriving at a
conclusion.

Mr. Hersny said he had voted against the bill.
He did not like the bill, though, personally, it
would do him good in reclaiming his swamp lasnd,
but his constituents would never consent to be
taxed for that purpose. He was opposed to a dis-
trict tax.

Mr MerryY said he represented a district which
pays three-fifths of all the taxes paid in San Fran-
cisco. The district contains all the banks, all the
insurance companies, most of thc wholesale mer-
chants. These men were anxious that something
should be done in this matter, and he should set his
own feelings aside and represent their wishes. The
bill was not in every respect what he wanted, but it
will be a beginning, and by next winter the mistakes
can be seen and represen:atives will come here in-

structed by the peoule in the matter. He would
vote against reconsideration. :
Mr. Wasox said that would be argument if

the State owns the land, but they are in the bhands
of individuals. That goes to build up a landed aris-
tocracy: That is where the objections comein.

Mr. McCarLLiON opposed the reconsideration. This
is the Jnly real workingman’s measure that has yet
passed this House. ek

Mr. MorsE sad the bill tained a most iniq
ous feature, and that was his objection to it. He
would vote for a bill granting State aid to stop the
debris and rectify the river channels, but. be wousld
never vote for such a clause as this. All the way
the frienos of the bill have clung to this one thing—
the reclamation scheme. He would never vote for
it. He did not know what these swamp Jand buz-
zards were hovering around for. : -

Mr. York said he had noticed a spirit cropping
out in the shape of a menace in relation to the Nor-
mal School. He scorned any such thing. The Nor-
mal School measure must rest upon its own merits,
and so must this bill. Reconsiderations are good
things, but what is this reconsideration for? It is
simply to beat the bill. Debate has not been cut
off, for the measures have been discussed for weeks.
Members ece as to the method, but all are

that something must be done. There has
been no new :acts developed to justify a reconsider-
ation. If there had been, he would have voied for
it, but such is not the case, The object is to kill
the bill, as every man knows. And if it is recon-
sidered, vhat means that notbing is to be done this
session. -

Mr, CaAMRoN said he was not preparcd to promise
to support the bill until it is made to suit him. He
acknowledged that there was a necessity, but mem-
bers cannot afford to vote for one bad clause in order
to get something that is He believed it im-
practicable to impound the debns in the mountains.
Thi- is but an entering wedge that will at last bauk-
rupt the State. The miners are as able to take care
of the debris as the starvirg farmers on the “eﬁ
Side, to whom the State h’a.;erelcnd mglv:fi::: ;et.
for irrigat urposes. 'y are poor m
nothing ; %)nugtthen it comes to taking care of the
debris of Moneybags, the entire State, including
those poor farmers, i3 to be taxed.

The roll was called, and the motion to reconsider
was lost by a vote of 34 ayes to 43 noes.

NORMAL SCHOOL- BUILDINGS.

The Assembly proceeded to the consideration of
the special order, which waas the State Normal
School buildings, as follows :

Sznate Bill No. 836 —An Act to provide for the
erection of a building for the mse of the Nor="'
School (by Mr. Baker).

Mr. FELTON moved to amend so as to make the sp-
propriation $100,000 instead of $150,000.

Mr. ANTHONY movad to further amend by making
the appropriation $50,000.

Mr. Leacw favored the latter amendment. He
said 250,000 with the $50,000 insurance would make
a fund ample for the purposes designed.

Mr. Maveeus thought $50,000 was too small a sum
for Santa Clara. San Francisco and Santa Clara
Fand more money into the school fund and received
ess for it thar any other counties in the State.

Mr. WassoN of Ventura said he had been in-
formed that £100,600 would accommodate the pupils
of the school building burned down, and also be
ample provision for all that was needed..

Mr. Matuews was opposed to Normal Schools on
general principles. He was opposet to the whole
bill, and did not see why the State should educate
its teachers any mere than it should lawyers or
doctors.

Mr. TYLER eaid the land on which the Normal
School building stood belonged to the State, and
unquestionably some sort of building should be
erected. It was better to make a good one. Three
hundred and sixty thousand dollars had been ex-
pended for a branch prison and the State sbould not
begrudge the sum of $200,000 to educate teachers
to trian her children. It was not good policy to divide
the appropriation up and make more than one
school,

Mr. BruNer said the sum of $150,000 had been
unanimously recommended by the committee. With
the insurance money this would make the sort of
a building required. In San Jose there were over
500 pupils, There was needed one assembly room
for general instruction, sixteen class rooms large
enough for classes of fifty, a laboratory, a physical
room, a museum, and rooms for a traicing school.
He opposed auy reduc-ion in the sum asked for.

Mr. May held that the normal schools were a
necessary part of the educational system oi the
State. He was in favor of giving liberally to San
Jose, and then giving something to other portions
of the State.

Mr. SreXCER said San Jose had given to the State
a fine site for the Normal Schiool. There had ae-
cumulated vested rights; under the original con-
tract the building cost nearly one-quarter of a mill-
1on of dollars. Nothing had been shown to demon-
strate that a necessary building could be erected for
Jess than an §150,000 appropriation. ‘i here should
be a unity of some sort in the education of the
teachers of this State. A substantial safe building
worthy of the State could not be constructed for
less than $150,000. ;

Mr. GoriLey favored the proposition to ereet a
building at San Jose worthy of the State. This
great interest, like all business in life, to be success-
ful must be consolidated. The Normal School
should not be divided. San Jose was a beautiful
city, and in every way adapted for the location of
the school, particularly as the Lick University would
be placed there. The sum of §150,600 should be
given to erect the institution.

Mr. Wassox of Ventura said the Principal of the
State Normal School had stated that a good building
could be put up for §100,000. Let a portion of the
sum asked for go to other sections of the State.

Mr. Haroy looked upon the Normal School some-
what in the character of a high school, with the ad-
ditional instruction in the art of teaching. He
thought 250,000, with the £50,000 insurance, was
ample. He was also in favor of giving assistance to
the northern and southern portions of the State.

Mr. HarRiS said the question was simply whether
the State should have a normal school or not. Mem-
bers talked of this money as though it was squander-
ed. The question was not whether there should be
a hali-dozen State normal schools, but whether there
should be ove in San Jose. The school had not been
destroved in San Jose, but was still in existence,
and should be given a house for its 500 pupils.

Mr. BRAUNHART favored the amendment, but
could not see why there should not be at least three
normal schools in this State. The southern portion
of the State, particularly, was entitled to some con-
sideration,

Mr. Besxerr thought $£100,000 would build a
structure that would answer all purposes. The
time bad not come yet when California required
more than one nosmal school.

Mr. Murno!LAND favored the amendment and
thought §100,000 would erect such a building as was
needed.

Mr. McCoymAs opposed the amendment.

Mr. McDape favored liberal assistance to normal
schools, not only in San Jose, but other portious of
the State.

Mr. DuBrutz was wil'ing to give $100,000 to San
Jose, but would faver the establishment of two or
three other normal schools in the State.

Mr. McINTosn was in favor of only one normal
school at present.

Mr. Fox did not favor cutting down the appropria-
tion to $50,000 ; neither did he believe in putting
$159,000 into any school building in the State. We
ought 10 be re sonably economical. He thought
$100,000, in add tion to the $50,000 insurance, was
an ample appropriation.

Mr. »1xoN fuvored the appropriation of a liberal
sum for the sckool building at San Jose. He thought
the bill should be corsidered on its merita.

Mr. CArg of Yuba favored the amendment of Mr.
Felton, but he thought the enacting clanse of the
bill should be stricken out. There should be nor-
mal schools in other sections of the State as well as
San Jose.

" Mr, CHANDLER hoped the amendment offered by
Mr. Felton would prevail. He thought £100,000
would erect the building, and the $50,000 insurance
wou'd supply the farniture. He did not think it
right to build three or four more normal school
buildings in other portions of the State before the
one at San Jose was provided for.

Mr. SWeBTLAND said normal schools should be es-
tablished for the education and convenience of the
people.

Mr. MERRY favored the amendment of Mr. Felton,
and thought under it a building could be erected
that wonld meet the requirements of the case. He
also favored the estabiishment of normal schools
wherever required.

Mr. Anthony’s amendment to appropriate $50,000
was lost—avyes, 26 ; noes, 51. .

Mr. Felton's amendment to appropriate $100,000
was carried—ayes, 62 ; noes, 14.

Mr. SweeTLAND moved to indefinitely postpone
the hill. He said this was the same amount placed
in another bill. Withdrawn.

he Clerk finished reading the bill.

Mr. BrAvNHART offered an amendment to Section
2, to add that no building shall be erected until a
deed in fee simple for the land be made to the State.

Mr. Tyuer opposed this. He said the ground upon
which the State Capitol stood was held by the sume
title that the nroperty was now held in San Jose. It
was the manner in which Boston Common was held,
and public property everywhere.

Mr. DuBRruTz said a deed in fee simple from the
city of San Jose was nothing more than just.

Mr. McCarry of Lake favored the amendment.
Other sections offered a deed in fee simple. Let the
city of San Jose do the same.

Mr. May did not feel sure but that if the State Capi-
tol burned down the city of Sacramento might collect
the insurance. The State should own the ground
upon which public buildings stood as well as the
baildings themselves.

Mr. MAYBELL opposed the amendment. The dona-
tion of land was given upon free grouads for educa-
tional purposes, and should be held by the State
ouly so long as it was used for the objects desig-
nated.

Mr. Fox said there were conflicting reports as to
the title. The Committee on Education were in-
formed that the deed was a conditional one, but he
was informed by the Mayor of the city of San Jose
that it was a clear deed. The only consideration ex-
pressed was the erecting of Normal School buildings.
Whichever way it is, the State has accepted the
deed as a donation from the city of San Jose, and it
is not honest to put an additional condition to the
maintenance of a Normal School.

The am:ndment of Mr. Braunhart was favored by
Messrs. Axtioxy, DuBRrurz, CaMroN and HARDY,
and oppe sed by Messrs. FELTON, McInTosH, HaRRIS,
TyLER and YouNe.

Mr. LEvee (Mr. Fraser in the chair) offered an
amendment to the amendment, providing for a deed
in fee simple of at jeast four acres of land. Ac-
cepted.

Mr. Braunbart's amendment as amended by Mr.
Levee was lost—ayes 24, noes 50,

Mr. Feuroy offered an amendment by which the
policies of insurance procured should be made pay-
able to the State Treasurer for the beuefit of the
people of the State. Adopted.

Mr. Brows of Sonowa offered a subsiitute oppro-
priating §205,000 to Normal Schools of the State—
¥100,000 for San Jose, £50,000 to Los Angeles, £5,000
to Santa Rosa, £25,000 for Readicg and $25,000 for
Nevada City.

Mr. Apays moved that the substitute be adopted.

Mr. MaveeLL moved that it be laid on the table.

Mr. TyLER moved the previous guestion on the
whole bill.

MANHATTANISMS.

ABSURD BEHAVIOR OF THE BRITISH
SOUL-SAVERS.

An Exceptional Blue-Stocking—Wives De
clined at Five Cents Each—Interior
View of Russia—Notes,

New Yeork, March 25; 1880.
You have seen how very indignant some
of the theologic warriors of the Salvation
Army, as it modestly styles itself, have
grown because they have not been allowed
to preach in the streets here without a
license. They have even menaced Mayor
Cooper, through Commissioner Railton,
with the awful responsibility of leaving the
town evangelically unexhorted, and Mayor
Cooper, like the American savage that
he is, has totally disregarded the menace.
It is plain, inasmuch as he declined to set
aside a municipal ordinance, that heis a
rank atheist and bitterly hostile to the
saving of souls. The Commissioner has
not said so, but he doubtless thinks so. If
he does mot he differs from most of his
tribe. Orthodoxy seems genera'ly to have
an unfortunate effect on those who believe
in it. It may improve their morals, but it
hurts their manners. It certainly injures
their temper ; for they can seldom meet
anybody who possesses different opinions
from them without getting angry and
showing anger at every pore. Professing
to be followers of the meek and lowly
Jesus, they bristle with wrath whenever
they meet with any opposition. They de-
nounce bitterly all liberal-minded persons
who have the courage of their convictions,
ranking liberty of a theological sort as the
sum of all iniquities. The Salvation Army
appears to be of
THE REGULAR ORTHODOX STRIPE.
Its officers have so conducted themselves in
this city as naturally to excite prejudice
against them. I make no Jquestion but
that they are honest, reputable, well-in-
tentioned ; but they are extremely nar-
row, and as a conmsequence extremely in-
tolerant. While they are so bent on
prayer, they might pray a little for the
mending of their own manners, which
would be desirable, for manners have a
close relation to ethics—are indeed a sort
of social religion. Perhaps if orthodoxists
should have less faith and better behavior
they would commend themselves and their
cause to a larger and more thoughtful
class of the community. That the Salva-
tion Army should cross the sea for the pur-
pose of converting people in this country
seems absurd enough. Presuming ortho-
doxy to be a great gain, special exhorta-
tions, prayers and the like, offered as emo-
tional stimulants sre, seldom do any per-
manent bevefit. Such conversion is very
apt to be followed by reaction, as the his-
tory of all revivals shows. It is a
species of spiritual dram-drinking, which
in the end produces more harm than good.
The army has a more promising field at
home than abroad. London needs its ex-
ertions more than New York, bad as New
York may be; for if ever there was a
Sodom and Gomorrah combined, it is there.
The salvation soldiers expect to benefit the
poor and ignorant, and poorer and more
ignorant people cannot be found in all civ-
ilization. The lower classes there, as well
as here, do not need to be preached to and
prayed for. They need nourishing food,
wholesome habitations, comfortable cloth-
ing, habits of self-restraint. When they
have these they may be in a condition to
hear spiritnal truths, but not till then. To
talk of religion, of Christianity, to people
who are ill clad, ill fed, wretched from
mere physical causes, is a waste of breath ;
nay more, it is an impertinence—almost an
affront. The poor of London and New
York need to have their bodies looked af-
ter far more than their souls. The Salva-
tion Army, like most associations of the
sort, are on the wrong track ; they are
daily blundering ; they are wasting their
ammunition. If they care to benefit human-
ity, let them practice benevolence instead
of preaching theology.

MRS. HARRIET PRESCOTT SPOFFORD

James Russell
Lowell, who was then editor of the month-
ly, read it and founmd it so admirable thal
he could not believe it original. Imagin-
ing it te be a translasion from the French,
he held it over two numbers to learn
whether his suspicior was correet. When
published it attracted wide attention and
made her known. Shechose literature as
a means of earning money, for she then had
her father’s family depeadent on her, and
she has worked most faithfully in their be-
half.

than their acts. Wives are cheap enough,.
but matrimony is very apt to be dear. It
is remarkable, and anfortunate, too, that
it i1s so easy to get married. Men and
women are connubially given away, and
yet they are often found very expensive.
An instance of this was furnished here the-
other day, in the Market Police Court,
where it was shown that John Bumberhad
offered to sell his wife to another German,
Frederic Benyer, for five cents, cash down.
The money was paid in a beer shop, and
they ratified the trade over a glass of lager,
each settling for his own. In less than a
week Benyer sought out Bumber, and, de-
claring that he had given an extravagant
price, asked for the return of the five
cents, and wanted ta give back the uxorial
property. The husband reftised peremp-
torily to undo what had been dore.. He
would neither surrender the nickel nor
receive his spouse again.
She has since caused his arrest for aban-
donment, and he charges her as a set-off
with abandoning him, The Justice refused
to interfere with this domestic complication,
and so the matter stands.

When an or~
dinary man is computed at $5,000, why
should an ordinary woman go for five cents,
and be reckoned dear at that?

RUSSIA AND AMERICA,

Most of us like to know how foreigners
live, and wherein their habits differ from
ourown. An educated Russian (we are
much interested just now in Russia), who

has just come to these shores and this city,
describes the ways of his compatriots in a
clear, succinct manner. He says that chil-
dren are not always gent to school there as
soon as they are old enough to go, asis the
custom here. They often stay at home
and study something, especially languages.
In most families, not peasints, boys and
girls learn to read one or two forei
tongues, and frequently to speak English,
French and German. Nobody is considered
educated there who is not acquainted with
at least one foreign language, commonly
French. English is studied more every
year. Twenty Russians speak it now
where only one could speak it thirty years
ago. The upper classes pass their time
very much as they do here, except that
they are less occupied and they seldom
travel, The wealth of the country is in
land and such property as cannot readily
be turned into money, of which the Rus~
sians have very little. Their houses are
generally large, and made to resist the
cold; are much plainer, less convenient,
less expensive than American houses. Be-
fore the scerfs had been emancipated,
landed proprietors looked closely after
their affaire, but now they intrust
these to their steward or manager,
which leads to financial looseness and
loads the farms with mortgages. The
steward steals from the proprietor,
and by connivance with the peasant fails
to collect rents. Tillers of the soil live in
villages made up of long rows of huts,
almost the only other structures being
churches, built in style nearly as old as the
Renaissance. The peasants are extremely
superstitious ; the priests exercise great
power over them, making them do what-
ever they choose. Women work as hard
as the men, carrying heavy burdens and
toiling equally in the fields. The regunlar
life of 75,000,000 Russians is the life of
simple, industrious farmers, contending
against a very rigorous climate. The boys
begin when very young to work with their
fathers. The people believe that the land
and forests belong to them in common, and
though they do mnot possess these, their
conviction remains unchanged. The Rus-
sian roads, albeit much improved of late,
are still very poor. The general condition
of the country is the reverse of favorable.
Most of the people are very poor ; discon-
tent is steadily increasing, along with of-
ficial corruption, and everything portends
marked and speedy change. Nearly all
thoughtful Russiaps, whether in or out of
office, believe that the present form of gov-
ernment must ere long give way before
rapidly-growing opposition.

Private letters from Rome say that Miss
Julia Fletcher, the novelist, who was re-
cently jilted by Lord Wentworth, Byron’s

grandson, has been so much affected by
the broken engagement that she is still con-
fined to her room, and that her physicians
fear she may not recover. When she re-
ceived the intelligence of her desertion, she
fell to the floor in a swoon, and has not
risen since from the bed to which she was
carried. She is a brilliant American
woman, and he is spoken of as an English
brute.

Now that Dr. John Hall’s salary has
been raised from $10,000 to $15,000 by his
Fifth avenue congregation against his will,
other fashionable clergymen do not see
why their salaries should not be advanced
in compliance with their will.

But, then, New York
is not a very bad rival of hell, after all,
Edwin Booth is to appear at what was
once his own theater the coming week in a
round of favorite characters, Henry E.
Abbey, of the Park, having enga ed him
for the purpose. Booth has not on
that stage since his financial failare, and
his return to it will natorally be welcomed
by a host of his admirers. It is said that
he has made some $300,0600 since he waa
forced to surrender his hopes of establish-
ing a high-art play-house. Abbey will
probably reap a handsome reward for his
happy enterprise. :
