AND NOW FOR THE SENATE.

A last desperate effort was made in the
Assembly yesterday to defeat all legisla-
tion on the debris question, but the ob-
structionists were beaten, and the motion
to reconsider was rejected. The bill now |
goes to the Senate, and we desire to |
bespeak for it the favorable consideration {
of that body. We hope that Senators
have followed the discussion of this mo-
mentous question closely enough to render
unnecessary a reopening of it from the
beginning, and that they have already
recognized the necessity of action, and
have examined the Young bill sufficiently
to satisfy themselves that it is the best
solution the situation admits of. A better
measure couid undoubtedly have been
framed if it had been possible to obtain
for it unbiased, dispassionate, and intelli-
gent consideration. But the force of
ignorance, prejudice, stupidity, blind
selfishness and demagogism, proved
too strong for any merely rational
and statesmanlike scheme, and it was
found necessary to make concessions here
and there which gradually changed the
entire character of the proposition, and
made it the hybrid arrangement it is to-
day. Throughout the stormy contest,
however, the main remedial plan has been
resolutely retained, and this is after ali
the life of the bill. It provides for dams
and levees; dams in the mountains, to
hold the coarse debris; levees in the val-
leys, to confine the rivers and so increase
their velocity that they will carry down
the lighter debris. Fortunately this
groundwork has come scathless out of the
fierce fight, and the virtue of this lies in
the fact that it is in strict accordance with
the conclusions of theengineers. The bat-
tle raged most fiercely on the question of
raising the revenue, and after failing in
every other method agreement has been
reached on the composite compromise
plan now embodied in the bill It
has been sought to make all who are
to contribute to the work pay in propor-
tion to benefits and responsibilities. No
fairer mode of assigning assessments can
be devised. It makes those who have
produced the mischief, and those who are
to reap indirect but large benefits from
the remedies, pay the most. And it ren-
ders it possible for these classes to bear
their just share of the burden by distrib-
uting the remainder of the charges over the
whole of the community. Experience has
shown that no other arrangement could
command the approval of the majority,
while this undoubtedly does so. It is the
only chance of eifectual relief now remain-
ing to the residents of the Sacrameato
valley. They both solicit and demand its
enactment, and the Senate can therefore
commend itself to the people in no surer
way than by passing the bill as quickly as
possible, and transmitting it to the Gov-
ernor for signature.

regard to the legality of the ballots used
by the Citizens’ Committee at the late San
Francisco election is one which the Cud;s
0
Chapter 8, Title IL of the Political Code,
Section 1191, it is provided that *No
“ ticket must be used at any election, or
“circulated on the day of election, unless
“(1.) Tt is written or printed on paper
“furnished by the Secretary of State, or
““upon paper in every respect precisely
¢t like such paper.” Section 1198 provides
that the ** Secretary of State must provide
“‘and keep constantly on hand a sufficient
“quantity of paper, uniform in color,
“ weight, texture and appearance.” Sec-
tion 1208 provides that ‘‘when a ballot
¢ found in any ballot-box does not conform
““to the requirements of Section 1191, it
““must, with all its contents, be rejected.”
In the present case it is asserted that the
ballots furnished by the Citizens’ Commit-
tee were printed upon paper which was
not uniform in color, weight and texture
with the paper used by the Sandlotters,
and that the latter procured their
paper directly from the Secretary of State.
As the latter official states that he sold
no paper save to the Workingmen’s agent,
for use at the late election, it may be
assumed without further argament that
the paper of the Citizens’ Committee was
procured of other dealers. The fact ofa
plainly distinguishable difference between
the two kinds of tickets appears to be ad-
mitted on both sides, and if there was no
such uniformity as the law expressly re-
quires, it follows that the ballots of the
(itizens’ Committee did not fulfill the
statutory requirements, and ought to have
been rejeeted by the Boards of Election.
The Boards of Election, however, did not
reject them, but accepted and counted
them, and therefore a new question arises
here upon the effect of this action. A
matter-of-fact construction of the Code
provisions appears to justify the conclu-
sion that the absence of uniformity in the
Citizens’ ballots rendered them technically
illegal. This, however, is by no means the
end of the case, for if this construction |
were followed out it would obviously de-
mand the rejection ot the entire
Citizens’ wvote. That no doubt is
what the Sandlotters would like, but it has
been decided by the Supreme Court of
this State that it is not permissible to
disfranchise citizens by wkholesale for tech-
nical irregularities, and therefore there is
no ground for supposing that the Sandlot-
ters can take anything by their protests at
this time. But though there is no danger
that the vote of the majority can be nulli-
fied on any such showing, it is none the
less apparent that the Citizens’ Committee
made a gross and inexcusable blunder in
neglecting to make assurance doubly sure
as regarded the legality of their ballots.
It is not likely that politicians would have
made such a mistake as this, but the prob-
ability is that some merchant in San I'ran-
cisco had a quantity of ballot paper on |
hand, and that it was thought better to
give the profit of the transaction to him
than to go direct to the Secretary of State.

The case, however, is full of complica-
tions, and some of its aspects tend to show |
how difficult it is to carry out the provi-
sions of such a law as obtains here. Thus
it is said that there have been at least
three distinct qualities and shades of paper |
purchased at different times by th2 Secre-
tary of State. Now, while perhaps there
might be very litile apparent difference be-
tween the first and the second lot, or be-

whose specialty cannot be supplied by new
hands, will often, if well supported by the
parent organization, prove successful;
but all general strikes defeat their own
purpose, and go to pieces in a very short
time by their own cumbrousness. They
appear at the outset to be very formidable,
and they make a great deal of noise, but
they have not the stability to gain their
end, and they always result in the defeat
of the strikers, and in the absolute de-
struction of their accumulated earnings for
some months or years. The history of
strikes shows that the losses occasioned by
them have been enormously greater than
the gains, and that unless workingmen
can obtain sounder and wiser guidance
than they have ever had yet, they would do
well to abandon that mode of attempting to

enforce their demands altogether.

THE CHINESE FISHERMEN,

The Senate is having a good deal of un-
necessary trouble over the bill to prohibit
Chinese fishermen from plying their voca-
tion in the waters of the State. Senators
scarcely attempt to conceal their realiza-
tion of its utter unconstitutionality, and
yet they caunot bring themselves to take a
manly and dignified position upon it. It
has been proposed to get over the objection
of unconstitutionality by making the pro-
visions of the bill apply to all aliens, As
the principal rivals of the Chinese fisher-
men are Greeks, Italians, Portugucse, and
other forcigners, a large percentage of
whom are unnaturalized, it will be seen
that such an adjustment of the difficulty
would develop more trouble than it cured.
Moreover, the right of a State to pass laws

i with regard to any aliens which contra-

vene the provisions of United States
treaties, is a question which Senators
would do well to ponder seriously before
they attempt anything of the kind.
The presumption is that this bill is really
sought in the interests of the foreign fish-
ermen referred to, however, and if that
is the case it is clear that the change
proposed would effectually defeat its origi-
nal purpose, besides extending the area
of Know-Nothing legislation indefinitely.
The Senate is, perhaps, anxious to show its
anti-Chinese sentiment as emphatically as
possible, but it ought to be able to perceive
that this cannot be done by the passage of
statutes which are sure to be declared null
and void as soon as they are taken into the
Courts. Such a prohibition as is here pro-
posed is simnly impracticable, and it is a
waste of time to debate it seriously. So
long as the Burlingame treaty stands, it
will be useless to attempt any kind of in-
vidious discrimination against the Chinese,
Probably it is not necessary to enlarge
upon the reasons which render it inexpe-
dient to include all other aliens in these
prohibitions, but they are sufficiently
strong to compel the abandonment of any
such ideas by all who wish to avoid be-

{ coming laughing-stocks for the rest of the

couniry.
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HILL AND KELLOGG.
Senator Hill has not appeared to ad-
vantage in the Kellogg affair. He has
displayed a trickiness which is somewhat

Again, it must be realized that tinted |
paper is very apt to undergo a change of |
color by keeping, or by exposure to the |
light, so that between an old lot of paper
and a new lot, both of which were orig-
inally the same color, there might be a per-
ceptible difference. It is also quite con-
ceivable that difference of color-perception
between two Secretaries of State might
lead to the unconscious changing of the
tint of the ballot-paper. Thus a color-
blind Secretary of State might produce
the most astonishing discords of tint, and
in all good faith sow the seed for innumer-
able protests and proceedings. The em-
ployment of any coloring matter in_the
paper used for ballots is probably a
mistake. If the law provided the use
of white paper alone, merely stip-
ulating for uniformity in  weight
and texture, no such confusion as the
late election gave rise to could
occur. Secretary Barns is said to have
expressed an intention to procure paper of
some odd tint, but we believe any tint
whatever is objectionable, and provocative
of just such embarrassments as this case
presents. The affair does not seem to bear
a very important aspect, since it is evident
that the difference in the paper was acci-
dental, and very probable that it grew out
of an inadvertence on the part of the late
Secretary of State. The Sandlotters have
nothing to hope for from this attempt to
invalidate the election, and the only lesson
to be derived from the incident is the im-
portance of framing laws so that their very
elaborateness does not render their defeat
at times unavoidable.

A SEASON OF STRIKES.

A season of labor strikes has set in, and
there are indications that the coming spring
and summer will witness a far more nu-
merous array than usual of these disas-
trous follies. Both east and west the
tendency is visible, and it would seem that
the only result of the organization of
labor up te the present time had been to
enable it to waste greater amounts of its
earnings than it could do previously.
Modern strikes, sustained as they are by
organization, and distributed over a large
area, perhaps seem easier than of old, but
they are certainly not more successful as a
rule, and they consume a frightful propor-
tion cf the earnings of labor. Organiza-
tion, indeed, has apparently increased the
difficulty of making strikes successful, by
strengthening the temptation to indulge in
them unseasonably. Strikes are rarely
justified by the circumstances, and they
can never succeed but when they are made
upon a rising marke® Yet strikers quite
as frequently choose periods of depression
for their demounstrations, and their em-
pioyers are generally more willing to shut
down their works than to accede to de-
mands which the condition of commerce
renders unreasonable. Extensive strikes,
again, are suicidal, for since the suc-
cess of any strike depends on the
ability of the strilers to hold out, and since
that depends upon the amount of the wages
fund from which they derive their support,
1t follows that no great strike can ever be

that the establishment of such a precedent
as the expulsion of a Senator by a majority
vote could only be safe so long as the
majority was with the party establishing
it. The cases of Kellogz and Butler are
indeed so similar that it would be impossi-
ble to expel one without making the other
shake in his seat. And if the Democrats
turn Kellogg out merely because they have
a present majority, it may be regarded as
certain that the Republicans would turn
Butler out the instant they obtained a nu-
merical superiority. In fact the applica-
tion of Hill's principle is so full of
danger, and so incapable of being re-
stricted, that no party can afford to adoptit,
We do not believe that the Democrats in
the Senate can be brought to vote with
strict reference to party lines upon the
question. Itis indeed already intimated
that some six of them refuse to do so, and
that more may follow. It is of course clear
enough that pressure is being brought to
bear upon them from outside, in the inter-
est of future political schemes. They are
being urged to unseat Kellogg in view of
the Presidential election. Had it not
been for that the proposition would never
have been ventured upon, and even as it is
the dangers of the course are so obvious
that prudent politicians regard them as
counterbalancing any possible gain to be de-
rived from the stratagem. The Republi-
cans can far better afford to lose this seat
than their ofponents can to gain a seat on
such terms, 1n fact, and this consideration
is evidently present to the cooler hcads
among the Democrats.

SAN FRANCISCO ITEMS.

[From San Francisco exchanges of April 1st.}

The total treasure shipped from this port
in March was 54,604,374 09.

During the month of March the police
made 1,750 arrests.

The County Clerk, during March, issued
164 marriage licenses, which nctted a rev-
enue of $328 to the county.

Daring the month of March the Mint
in this city coined 25,000 double eagles,
71,000 eagles, 131,000 half-cagles and
470,000 standard dollars—in all 627,000
pieces, of the value of $2,265,000.

Three hundred and eight actions were
brought in the Superior Court last month,
an average of about twelve a day. The
County Clerk collected $1 from each com-
plaint for the benefit of the Law Library.

The United States Grand Jury has made
its final report and been discharged, after
having presented 183 indictments, chiefly
for trifling violations of the internal reve-
pue laws. The most serious were two for
perjury.

Tke military camp, which was estab-
lished and kept up at the old City Hall for
over a month, was broken up yesterday
afterncon. The Gatling battery and the
arms were returned to the armories of the
various companies having charge of the
same.

Two invoices of tea, which arrived in
port a few days ago from China on the
steamship Belgte, and consigned to Chinese
firms, ‘consisting of 106 chests, have been
seizedfb{ Custom-l;:nse ofgc;rs for viola-
tion of the revenue laws. uanti
of tobacco and boxes of silk rg:og.s wetrz
found secreted in the tea.

The British bark Oriente, which arrived
recently in Liverpool from San Francisco,
was struck by a whale on the 25th of De-
cember, while eff Cape Horn. The whale
struck the ship on the port bow, between
the S and 19 feet marks, broke two Leams
of the’tween-forecastle deck, and also broke
the deck and bilged in the bulkhead. After
that the vessel made about sixty buckets
of water per day in the fore compartment.
Whether the whale suffered from the en-
counter is not known.

Secretary Sherman at Home—Iis Speech
at Mansficld, Ohio.

MANSFIELD, April Ist.—Secretary Sher-
man wes received with much demonstration
along the line of road hither. A vast crowd
met kim here with bands, and formed a pro-
cession of escort along the gaily decorated
streets. The Secretary only made brief re-
marks to his friends, reserving his speech for
Miller Hall in the evening, when, referiing
to his previous innocent remark that he haa
come home last fall **to repair his fences,”
he said that, thanks to his }riend Mzr. Nigh,
those fences were now in repair, and he had
come home because he wanted to ; because bis
heart turned towards home. He continued :

What I say to you will be read by many who do
not sympathize with you in your generous partiality,
but 1t is due to them, as well as to you, that what [
say shall be frank, manly and truthiul. By the
course of recent events, aud not by my seif seeking,
my name is mentioned amoug those irom whom the
Republican party will select one to carry its banner
in the approaching Presidential contest. -It is not
egotism to state this fact, and it is not manly to
shrink from the criticism and gerutiny which such a
course necessarily invites and provokes. I accepted
the position without a pretense of mock modesty,
because I did not think it right to aliow my friends
to put themselves to trouble on my aceount without
a frank avowal. 1 was willing to accept, and that
without delaying until certain of success lapplause] ;
but with afirm determination not to detiact from the
merits or services of others, nor to seck this lofty
elevation by dishonorable means or lying evasions,
or pretense. [Applanse.] In this way, and in this
way only, am I a candidate ; but with a great dsubt
whether, if nominated, I would meet the expecta-
tions of friends, and resolved in case of failure
that 1 will abide cheerfully and kindly
by the voice of the Convention. [Applause.!
There s one condition, scarcely necessary to state,
upon which my candidacy depends, and that is, if
the Republicans of Ohio do not fairly and fully in
their Convention express a preference for me, and
support it with sabstantial unanimity in the Na-
tional Convention, my name will nut be presented
to that Convention with my consent. [Applause.]
This, fellow-citizens, is about all, and 1s perhaps
more than I ought to say about personal matters,
for in the great contest in which we are about to
engage the hopes and ambitions, and even the lives,
of men are of but little aceount, compared with the
issues involved. Whea American politics are so
tranquil that a mere choice «f men, and not great
principles, is the bone of contention between
parties, then it is a matter of comparative
indifference who is nominated. But the contest
this fall between the Republican and Democratic
par ies will present for decision questions of the
gravest importance. The candidates chosen for the
Republicaa party must be those who will not only
fairly represent our side of these great issues, but
who will probably be most certain of election. The
Republican party is the party of principle, and the
Democratic party is the party of opposition. The
Republican party wins upon its bold leadership on
questions of public policy. It proposes now to
maintain the policy of resumption and refunding
which has been so successiuliy executed thus far,
but must be supported Lereafter Ly the friendly
action of the Guverument. It proposes to main-
tain and enforce the constitutional amendments
with a'l the powers of the National Govern-
ment, to the ead that c¢very man, poor or rich,
white or black, may be secure in the fuli
enjoyment of civil and political rights. [Applause. ]
It proposes to foster and extend the system of free
common publie schools, both by State and National
Government, to the end that every child of proper
age may receive instruction in the primary braucies
of education, and thus give to the poor
as well as the rich a fair chance in life, so
that the opportunities to win an honcrable
pesition in life may not be confined to any
favored o~ fortuuate class. [Enthusiastic applause.]
i believe the Republican party is the only party in
tius country that has the courage and ability to
carry out these great objects of naticnal desire, and
thut the controlling elements of the Democratic

i party cannot and ought not to be trusted to secure

cither of these prumary conditions of good govern-
ment. Though there are many men in that party
whose friendship I hizhly prize, yet I never con-
cealed from them, or from you, my profound dis
trust of the priuciples and the tendencies and the
aims of that pariy, and now, more than ever, 1
would regard i's success in gainivg control of the
executive and judicial branches of the Government
as an unmixed calamity.

The Secretary then referred to the great
changes that have taken place since 1877,
when the Democrats elected Senators from
the great central States, whose control passed
from the hands of the Republicans, and even
Tllinois sent an Independent. He vindicated
the President’s Southern policy, and said he
had been more criticised for that than for any
act of his admiunistration, but he believed

it was the sober judgment to-day that
it was wise .and for the best in-
terests of both whites and blacks. Re-

ferring to the desperate and dangerous
condition of the finances three years ago,
when the hard times deprived men of worl,
encouraged tramps, riot and violence, he said:

thriftlessness were uppermost, and the 4} per
cent. bonds were wish difficulty sold at par.
Now the before idle men are busy ; money is
at par and credit universal ; capital no longer
hoarded ; new industries are springing up ;
the public debt is rapidly decreasing, this
month’s decrease being greater than ever be-
fore—$14,000,000. [Great applause,] Hun-
dreds of willions of our bonds are sold above
par and at a large premium, and bonds at a
still lower rate may perhaps be negotiated.
The Republicans last fall carried by a
majority or plurality every North-
ern State where elections were held.
It is confidently believed that Oregon and
Indiana would have gone Republican if they
had had elections, and that in a fair election
five Southern States would give Republican
majorities, There are changed conditions
under which this campaign is entered. Ie
did not attribute it all to the policy of the
Republican party, for Providence, giving
bounteous crops, and a willingness to work
aided their policy, without which the Repub-
lican party could not have succceded. If
Democratic ideas had prevailed, our credit
would be languid, industry flagzing and cur-
rency depreciated. The question now is,
whether tne Democratic policy shall supplant
the Republican.

He proceeds to charge that for a long time,
and especially during the past eighteen or
twenty wonths, there has been in eonnection
with the FPacific coast mail service the most
reckless and unnecessary expenditure of pub-
lic funds that can be imugined. He informs
Representative Blackburn that he notified
the Postmaster- General of the state of
affairs as early as November, 1878, and that
in Jauuary, 1879, he wrote again to him, and
also to Representative Waddell, Chairman of
the House Postal Committee, He refers
Blackburn to these letters for ticulars,
saying : *‘ These letters were written when
the facts were fresh in my memory. T have
none of the dates now before me that I had
when I wrote them, but nothing has siuce
changed my views.” He continues: **I was
much disappointed when Judge Key wrote
to me in reply, thanking me for the informa-
tion I had given him, but at the same time
declining to make any changes or to investi-
gate the matter, because the changes had
been made by General Bradley in Lis absence,
and as he (Judge Key) thought, upon good
and sufficient evidence.” He goes on to say
that when he was in Washington in 1878,
bidding on mail contracts, Key told him and
others that they should bid at what they
expected to do the service for, and that there
would be no more shortening up of schedules
and increase of service, he (Key) being
determined to put a stop to such business.
Carr bid $217,000 for the route from Fort
Worth to Fort Yuma, expecting that the
service would be shortened, and that he would
receive perhaps $50,000 more. But another
party took the contract for $134,000, and in
less than five weeks had it increased to $299,-
000. Carr says that he and other old cou-
tractors on the Pacific coast complain of be-
ing deceived by the head of the ostoffice
Departicent in this way, and althouzh he
does not doubt Judge Key’s integrity, he as-
serts that Key has been overreached and
managed by bad men, Carr, in this letter,
specifies only one other route, namely, that
from Redding to Yreka, which he says has
been worked up from $4,000 to $22 000,
“without any earthly necessity for short-
ening the schedule,” but says, in general
terms, that all the routes he wrote
about to Key and Waddell ought to
be put back to the original contract, except
the Yuma and ¥ort Worth route, on which
the service was properly shortened, although
too much money was paid for it.” He says
the Department, when it advertised for ser-
vice on these Pacific coast routes, knew what
was required, and in most instances adver-
tised for just what was needed, but after they
had been awarded to a few favorites, they
were suddenly worked up beyond all reason-
able expectation, all of which leads him to
remark: It does look to me as though there
was something rotten somewhere along the
line, but it will be many a long day before
you can saddle the wrong upon any one ex-
cept by surmise.

Charges Against Uniled States Consml
Bawson,

WaASHINGTON, April 1st. — Representative
Horace Davis has received, and will to-day
file at the State Department, an elaborate
communication addressed to Secretary Evarts
by Theodore A. Lord, of San Francisco,
making very serious charges against Thoinas
T. Dawson, formerly of Oaklaud and now
United States Consul at Apia. Lord’s truth-
tulness and reliability are vouched for to
Congressman Davis by a number of most
respectable citizens and business firms of San
Franci-co interested in the Samoan Islands,
who write to him that Lord was selected by
them to go to Samoa and advise them of the
true state of affairs there on account of his
well-known integrity. Lord charges Consul
Dawson with working in the interests of the
German Government and German business
houses against the interests of the American
‘Government and American citizeus. He
says that he is a man of bad character, in
fact, infamous wherever hLe is known, person-
ally dishonest and corrupt, and nothing
less than ‘‘a petty thief.,” Lord also criti-
cises the convention entered into by Coensul
Dawson and German and English representa-
tives, with the new King Maleatoa, by which
it is proposed to create Apia into a munici-
pality under the control of foreign consuls,
with authority to levy a tax of five per cent.
per year upon American residents, and he
and his San Francisco friends ask Secretary
Evarts to disapprove this convention. Davis
correspondent in _a note inclosing these
charges says: ‘ Until some_ decent, reliable
man is appointed to succeed Dawson, there
will be no safety for American iuterests in
Samoa, and no encouragement for Americans
to con®nd for a portion of its trade. If there
were a reputable Consul there, a company
would be formed here at once to operate the
sugar plantations of these islands ; but parties
are waiting for a change of Consul to be made

before doing anything.”

TIRTED PAPER FOR BALLOIS—A SCRAP
OF HISTORY.

Eps. Recorp-Uxtox : The people of thig
State have been kept in a state of useless fer-
ment and subjected to a vast deal of vexa-
tious annoyance because of the fact thata
Secretary of State some six or seven years
ago allowed either his stupidity or his cupidity
to be overreached by a paper merchant in the
selection of a paper to be used for ballote.
Under the law the Secretary of State is re-
quired to designate a paper *‘ uniform as to
texture, weight and color,” to be used for
tickets. The object of the law was to secure
perfect uniformity in the outward appearance

of the ballotswhen folded in order to protect the
secrecy of the ballot. If the Secretary had
at once designated clear white book paper,
say 44 pounds to the ream, every dealer would
have been able to supply the demand. He
himself could have found that description of
paper always in the market, and could have
ordered it as needed.
color refers only to she shade, becanse a dii-
ferent shade as between tickets reveals their
contents. White was as much a color as pink
or blue, within the meaning of the law, and
manufacturers do succeed in producirg an

undistingnishable uniformity in white.
But in coloring the pulp for a pink
or blue tint it is simply impossible

to produce the same shading of tint between
any two lots of paper worked at different
times. The Secretary who acted first under
the law went to a dealer, and that party went
East and engaged a manufacturer to make a
pale pink-tinted paper, as unlike any paper
in the general market as possible. The re-
quirement of the law was that the paper
should be procured of the Secretary of
State, or paper *‘in all respects like that des-
ignated” by the Secretary. When this
dealer brought back the stock of specially-
manufactured paper he also brought a large
private stock, and thus enjoyed a monopoly
as to sale of ballot paper, except as to that
furnished by the State Secretary. The paper
was in **flat cap ” form, and the first stock
was sold out at the very high price of $7 a
ream. Later, other dealers sent samples
East, and, as the paper appeared in general
stocks, its price declined until the stock on
hand at the office of the Secretary was under-
sold and dealers did 2ll the business. The
tint then established has held its place as
ballot paper ever since, chiefly because dealers
kept it in stock, and it is—as it was orginaliy
intended to be—almost useless for any other
purpose. The first lot imported was good
paper, but latterly the paper is thin and
worthless. The stock on hand now in the
Secretary’s office is so flimsy and thin that a
prioted ballot may be read on the back. In
the late city elections held in this city the
names of candidates could be read on a
freshly-printed ticket. It is folly to longer
perpetuate the gross blunder of the Secretary
who procured this paper and foisted it on the
State. It was a most silly transaction, with
all the appearance of a job. The common-
sense thing to do i3 to designate a standard
brand or description of paper found in all
