 LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

Tue Dowp Case.—The application of
Jack Dowd for a second writ of habeas
corpus was argued before Judge Clark yes-
terday morning by defendant’s attorney, I
S. Brown, and District Attorney Buckley.
The defense claimed that, as he had once
been arrested and discharged on o writ of
habeas corpus, he should not have been re-

arrested ; that the warrant was defective and
the complaint insufficient. Judge Clark,
however, refused to release kim, and instruct-
ed the officers to take him to Justice Haines
for examination. That magistrate, like
Justice Gilmer, asserted that jurisdiction
could not be conferred, and refused to hear
the case. Each Justice admitted thas were
he to hear the case the defendant would be
discharged. Judge Henry, of the Police
Court, having once heard the evidence,
expressed a decided opinion, which
he still entertains,. He does not,
therefore, desire to again act, and
the defense strongly object to such a
course. The prosecution, on the other hand,
does not desire to have a hearing before a
Justice who for the ocecasion might be ap-
pointed Police Judge, because the amgis-
trates have expressed the opinion that Dowd
cannot be held. The only way out of the
difficulty now seems to be to continue the
case until the Legislature passes a bill en-
abling the District Attorney to present a bill
of indictment to the Superior Court. The
bill has passed the Senate, been slichtly
amended by the Assembly, and has been
sent to the Senate, and on its coucurrence
it is understood 1t will be promptly
signed by the Governor and become a
law. The case will thus come to trial in the
Superior Court and be disposed of much
sooner than it could be by waiting for the ac
tions of a Grand Jury. 'The District Attor-
ney yesterday consented to a reduction of
the bail to $100, which Dowd gave and was
released. This was done because of his ina-
bility to furnish a larger amount, and becaunse
he has already been confined several weeks
on account of the law’s delay. The officers
have an abiding faith in his affection for the
city where he enjoys such notoriety and where
luck seems to run in his favor ; yet they con-
fidently assert that he will yet be convicted
and placed where he can engage in no bunko
games and sharp practices.

COAST NEWS FLASHES.

A street-cleaning reform has been inau-
gurated at Oregon City with highly grati-
fying results.

Since last September seventy-nine ves-
sels cleared from Portland, Oregon, for
European ports. The aggregate value of
their cargoes was $4,770,109.

Lower Lake Bulletin: The season for
stock and crops still continue to be all that
could be desired. The last plentiful warm
rains this week more than assure us of big
€rops.

During last week 720 dozen eggs were
shipped from Downey to San Francisco by
rail, and one firm in Downey have 2,500
dozen yet on hand. Large quantities are
shipped weekly to Los Angeles.

A hen belonging to J. S, Miles, of this
place, hatched out a chicken, having a per-
fect body and two wings, but the happy
possessor of three legs, one of the legs
having eight claws. This little natural
curiosity is still chirping its advent into
this ‘‘breathing world” as we pen this
item.—[Lower Lake Bulletin.

The California Fish Commissioners have
this year put into the Yuba river 5,000
Eastern trout, hatched at San Leandro;
15,000 into the Yosemite, 5,000 into the
Little Truckee and Independence lake,
6,000 into the Feather river and 14,000
into the mountain streams, making in all
50,000 young Kastern trout planted this

year.

Palouse. Business is livening up slowly.
Farmers are all busy arranging for the
spring campaig.

The Olympia Courier says : Six full sets
of engineers’ surveying and traveling in-
struments have arrived at New Tacoma,
and the managers of the Northern Pacific
Railroad intend to put that number of
companies in the field as soon as the
weather will permit, with orders to make
thorough surveys of any and all passes of
the Cascades range that may seem at all
practicable to them for a railroad route.

Swane and George Heisser, on last St. Pat-
rick’s Day, in Silver District, about six-
miles below Mariposa, says the Mariposa
Gazette, struck what they think is the main
chimney of the lead, which is only two
inches wide on the surface and eighteen
inches at a depth of seven feet. The rock
is pronounced rich in silver, with a certain
percentage of gold. The discoverers are
much elated with their prospect.

Alady onthe West-bound train yesterday
morning asked Conductor Hopkins, when
the train reached here, how long it waited
for breakfast, and on being informed that
twenty-five minutes was the allotted time,
remarked that that was ample for her to
masticate what food she required, but
thought it might hardly be sufficient to
accommodate her mother,who accompanied
her. The speaker, although 70 years of
age, evidently regarded herself as still
quite a young thing, but the mention of
her mother as being present caused
““Hop.” to open his eyes in astonishment,
and sure enough, here came the mother of
the 70-year-old lass, who accompanied her
danghter to breakfast. The age of the
elder lady was ascertained to be 103
years.—[ Elko Independent.

The St. Helena Star says that Miss Pris-
cilla Harrison, a visitor at the house of her
sister, Mrs. Cook, went out for a walk on
the 11th of March and did not return.
Search was instituted and maintained for
eight days, when the missing woman was
found. The searching party was attracted
to her by the barking of two dogs, which
had accompanied her and kept with her all
the time. It is thought that these dogs
saved her life by keeping her warm nights,
one sleeping on her feet and the other by
her side. When it is remembered that it
was freezing every night *during that
period, the fact of her surviving the ex-
posure at all is remarkable. She was
asleep ona rock when found. Her gaiters
and the bottom of her skirts were worn off
with the struggles through the brush, and
she had taken parts of her clothing and
wound them round her feet for protection.
Her legs were covered with bruises, cuts
and scratches from the brush, and her face
and hands were also badly cut up. She
had followed off a little stream, it appears,
too far to retrace her steps, and was unable
to find her way out. The mountain is de-
seribed as of the wildest and most impass-
able character. Miss Harrison thought
she had eaten nothing during her absence,
and Mrs. Cook thinksit likely that she
really did not eat during all that time, as
it has been her habit when feeling badly to
refrain from eating for days together as a
hygienic measure. The lost lady is getting
along well, and a2pparently suffers little ill
effects.

Flour
for local and adjacent markets is in active re-
quest, and dealers are succeeding in working
off full stocks, so that the surplus carried
over to the next harvest year will not be un-
usually large. Leading brands are quoted at
$5 75@6 per barrel.

The movement of the wool clip has not
been of important quantities, though both
buyers and growers are investigating the mar-
ket, and inquiries are general. Offers at
30@35¢ for fair to choice lots are inducing
some growers to shear in advance of the sea-
son, but the actual transactions have not
been of sufficient magnitude to fully establish
opening prices.
