SENATE.

SACRAMENTO, April 6, 1880.
in regular session at 10 A. M.,
in the chair.

Roll called and a quorum present.

The journal of yesterday was read and approved.

REPORTS.

Mr. Jouxsoy, from the Committee on Irrization,
Water Rights and Drainage, reported back favorably
as amended Assembly Bill No. 354—An Act to pro-
vide for the protection of lands from overflow, other
than swamp lands.

It was ordered second on the second reading file,
to follow Assembly Bill No. 334.

Mr. Jonxsox, from the Comnmittee on Chinese and
Chinese Immigration, reported back without recom-
mendation Se ate Bills Nos. 346, 347, 348, 412, 420,
529 and 455,

Mr. Jousstox, from the Committee on Agricult-
ure, reported back favorably Senate Bill No. 532—
An Aci to prevent the adulteration of honey.

Mr. SgARs, from the Committee on Corporations,
reported back without recommendation Assembly
Bill No. 19—An Act to compel banks, ete., to pub-
lish sworn statements,

The CuaAir handed to the Secretary and had read
from the desk a telegram from the Board of Super-
visors of Mono county remonstrating against the
passage of the bill to provide another Superior
Judge for that county.

Mr. Nyg, fromn the Committee on Judiciary, reported
back favorably as a= ended Assembly Bill No. 557—
An Actto provide anadditional Judge for the Superior
Court of Mono county; also, adversely, Assembly
Bill No. 554 —An Act Lo incorporate the town cf
Woodland ; also, favorably, Assembly Bill No. 2490—
An Act for the protection of stock-holders in cor-
porations; also, adversely, Assembly Concurrent
Resolution No. 21—Rclative to adjournment sine
die of the twenty-third session of the Legislature.

Mr. JouxsoN, froma majority of the Committee
on Judiciary, reported favorably Aszembly Concur-
rent Resolution No. 21, relative to the adjournment
sine die of the twenty-third session of the California
Legislature. The report held that in the adoption
of the new Constitution the people had determined
that they did not desire the services of the Legisla-
ture for more than 100 days. If those services were
desired for a longer time 1t should be expressed by
the Governor by calling an extra gession. The re-
port was signed by Messrs. Moreland, Johnson,
Enos, Cheney and Sarterwhite.

On motion of Mr. SaTTerwHITE the resolution was
made the special order for Thursday directly after
the reading of the journal.

Mr. Nevomany, from the Committee on Mines
and Mining, reported back favorably as amended
Assembly Bill No. 472—An Act to cocourage the
mining industry and tosuppress stock gambling.

Mr. SATTERWHITE moved that the bill be placed
third on the second reading file for to-morrow.

After cousiderable discussion the roli was called,
and resulted in 21 ayes to 14 noes.

Mr. SEaRs raised the point of order that it re-
quired a two-thirds vete to place the Lill on the file
in advance of other bills.

The Cnair ruled that the point of order was not
well taken and that the motion had prevailed, hold-
ing that the bill was before the Senate and could be
disposed of by a majority vote.

Mr. Seans appealed from the decision of the Chair
and spoke in favor of his position.

Mr. JoussoN held that the ruling of the Chair
was in accordance with all the ralings heretofore
made during the session. He held that when the
report of a committee was made on a bill or resolu-
tion, that bill or resolution was before the Senate
and could be placed wherever desired by a majority
vote. This ruling was simply following all ihe pre-
cedentd set this session.

Messrs. WesT, Criase and SATTERWHITE took the
same ground.

Mr. SEARs] poke against that position,fholding that
when bills came from the committees they go vpon
the file in their regular order, and it would take a
two-third vote to plaee them in any other position
on the file

The roll was called, and the decision of the Chair
was sustained by a vote of 27 ayes to 9 noes.

Mr. Jouxeox offered a resolution giving the Secre-
tary and his assistants £100 for preparing the weekly
history of bills. Referred to the Committee on
Contingent Expenses,

BILLS ON PASSAGE.

On motion of Mr. MoreLAND, Senate Bill No. 533—
An Act to amend Section 456 of the Civil Code—was
taken up out of order and passed by a vote of 28
ayes to 4 noes.

The Senate then took up the general file as fol-
lows :

Assembly Bull No. 334 —An Act to amend an Act
entitled un Act to provide for the building of a
schonl-house 1 Modesto School District, in the
county of Stanislaus, in the State of California, ap-
proved January 9, 1874 (by Mr. Spencer)—was read
third time and passed by a vote of 27 ayes to 5 noes.

Mr. CHASE moved to reconsider the vote dy which
Assembly Bill No. 337—To encourage the calture of
jute—failed to pass.

The motion prevailed, and the bill passed by a
vote of 81 ayes to 4 noes.

Mr. Hirtell moved to reconsider he vote by
which the Senate on yesteriay refused to pass Sen-
ate Bill No. 526—An Act to pay the Society of Cali-
fornia Pioneers rent for rcoms for the Hastings Col-
lege of Law.

Messrs. Dickixsox, Hrrrenl and Sears spoke in
favor of the motion. The managers of the institu-
tion had found it necessary to rent these rooms for
the purpose of carrying out the provisions of the
law, and it ought to be paid by the State.

Messrs. HiLL and RowzLL made inquiries as to the
management of the institution, and wanted to know
what became of the §7,000 per annum paid to it.

Mr. HitreLl replied that it was paid out for the
salary of the Law Prefessor and expenses of the
College.

Mr. Jousstox held that the bill was unconstitu-
tional. It was not an institution exclusively under
the control of the State. It was a San Francisco
institution, and the State ought not to be called
upon to pay for it.

The ayes and nees were demanded, and the mo-
tion to reconsider =revailed by a vote of 23 ayes to

13 noes,
The bifl was thex passed by a vote of 24 ayes to

Mr. Ex. -apposed the motion. i
give these wvommissioners power to go into any
wan's vineyard or orchard and destroy his vines or
trees.

The roll was ealled and the bill was passed by a
vote of 23 ayes to 10 noes.

Assembly Bill No. 143—An Act to amend an Act
entitled an Act relating to apprentices and masters,
approved April 3, 1876 (by Mr. Fox)—was read third
time.

Mr. Coxeer hoped the bill would be defeated. It
was a re-enactment of the old apprentice law, and
provided a system of slavery.

Mr. Exos also opposed the bill, It gave parents
the right to bind out their children,

Mr. NevmasN said the bill was exactly the present
law, except that it made the citation in the Superior
Court instead of the Probate Court.

The bill was passed by a vote of 28 ayes to 5 noes.
Assembly BiilNo.377—Au Act to empower theDirect-
ors of Levee District No 1, of Sutter county, to
issue bonds for the payment or funding of the un-
funded indebtedness of said levee district, and to
provide for the redemption of such bonds by taxing
the property in the district ¢(by Mr. Chandler)—was
read third time.

Mr. Davis explained the nature and objects of the
bill and urged its passage.

The bill passed by a vote of
Hill and Rowell.

Senate Bill No. 276—An Act to amend Section 3644
of the Political Code, relating to the assessment of
vessels (by Mr. Wendell)—was read a third time.

Mr. DickiNsoy opposed the passage of the bill. It
would impose a great deal ¢f unnecessarv work
upon Assessors.

Mr. Nye favored the bill. It simply provided
that the property should be assessed where the
owner resides. Heretofore the San Francisco dele-
gation had been sirong enough to defeat the idea of
this bill.

Mr. Covakr gaid the bill was simply to take out
of San Francisco taxes that belonged there. All
vessels were registered in San Francisco and ought
to be taxed there. They might be owned in New
York, but if they were rezistered in San Francisco,
they ought to be taxed there.

Mr. kyAX held that vessels should be taxed where
they arz owned. There were vessels partly owned
and used entirely in Humboldt county, and yet they
were taxed in San Francisco because they were reg-
istered there. That was not fair. ’

Mr. HirreLl thought the bill would be very difii-
cult to enforce. Ii 1t was passed much of this class
of property would escape taxation altogether. If a
vessel was owned in San Bernardino, under this bill
it could not be taxed at all.

Mr. Jonxsox held that the bill was not open to
the criticisms of Mr. Hittell. He held that the bill
was a just and properone, The vessels paid enough
to San Francisco. The vessels owned in this county
by the farmers ought not to be taxed in San Fran-
ciseo.

The bill was passed by a vote of 24 ayes to 13
noes,

On motion of Mr. TRAYLOR the Senate took up out
of order Senate Bill No. 374—An Act to provide for
the further extenston of the water front line of the
city and county of San Francisco, and the construe-
tion of the sea-wall (by Mr. Traylor).

The bill was read third time and passed by a vote
of 37 ayes to 0 noes.

THE DEBRIS BILL.

The Cenate resumed consideration of Assembly
Bill No. 334-—An Act to promote drainage.

The question was on the amendment to Section 21,
offered by Mr. Nye.

Mr. Davis again spoke against the amendment,
He could see no merit in the amendment, and looked
upon it with suspicion, because he knew the author
of 1t to be unalierably opposed to the bill in any
form. The amendment would allow the whole State
to be included in one dra nage district. The bill
was not solely to benefit one interest. 1t was a
question of the preservation of the rivers of the
State and of the Bay of San Francisco. The tax
imposed upon the State by this bill was insignifi-
canr. It wasonly § on $10,000. This bill had been
thoroughly discussed in the Assembly and in the
State for the past two months. If these amend-
ments were adopted the bill would never be passed.

Mr. Laxarorp favored the amendment. The
bill was simply to tax the State to take care of the
tailings of the mines.

The amendment was lost by the following vote :

Ayes—Anderson, Cha e, Glascock, Gorman, Har-
lan, Hudson, Kane, Langford, Nye, Pardee, Rowell
Zuck—12.

Noes—-Baker, Burt, Carlock, Cheney, Conger,
Davis, Dickinson, Enos, George, Hill, Hittell, John-
son, Johuston, Kelly, Moreland, Nelson, Pool, Ryan,
Sears, Traylor, Watson, West— 22,

Mr. Satterwhite (aye), paired with Mr. Neumann
(no).

Mr. Spars moved to strike out of Section 1 the
word “several.” 5

The section as it stood was asfollows : * Section 1.
The Governor, Surveyor-General and State Enginecer
shall be ex officio members of and constitute a Board
of Drainage Commissioners to divide the State into
several drainage districts and orzanize the same s
hereinafter provided. The Governor shall be Presi-
dent of the Board, and the office of the Board shall
be in the State Enpgineer’s offce at the State Capi-
tol. The Secretary to the State Engineer shall be
Secretary of the Board.”

Messrs. Jounsox and Davis opposed the amend-
ment. It could do no good, and would ounly delay
the bill and make troub.e in the Assembly.

Mr. Sears said the word ‘“several” meant more
than two or three. It means ‘“many.” He offered
the amendment in good faith,

Mr. DicgiNsoN opposed the amendment. It was
necessary to leave some discretion in the Board of
Drainage Commissioners. That was absolutely
necesssary under the Constitution. The bill must be
a general one. He was opposed to mutilating a bill
by making unnecessary amendments.

Mr. ParpeEE hoped the amendment would be
adoped. The Commissioners ought to be tied up
as closely as possible, and this would do it. The
Conunissioners, no matter who they were, would
take all the liberties they could.

Mr. CoNeeEr opposed the amendment. The word
“geveral ” meant “separate” or **distinet.,” ‘The
bill simply meant that the Commissioners should
divide into separate and distinet districts.

The amendament was lost by a vote of 17 ayes to 20
noes.

The Secretary read Section 2, as follows :

¢t Section 2. Within thirty days after the prssage
of this Act, or as soon thereafter as may be prac-
ticable, the State Engineer sball submit to said

Joard a report or reports containing the results of
his investigations as to drainzge, having in view the
control of debris from mining and other operations,
the improvement and rectification of river ch nnels,
the erection of embankments or dy«es necessary for
the protection of lands, towns, or ecities from inun-
dation. He shall also make special examinations
with reference to the division of the State into sev-
eral drainsge districts, each of which shall include a
territory drained by one natural system of drainage,
and shall report to the Board of Drainage Commis-
gicners the results of his examinations, and shall
from time to time propose boundaries for such dis-
tricts and recommend their formation.”

Mr. RoweLL moved to amend Section 2, by strik-
ing out of line 4 the words ‘““and other,” and insert
the word **and” between the words *‘ operations”
and **the ” in line 5 ; also, striking cut ail after the
werd *“ channels ” in line 5, and all of line 6 to the

word ‘““he.” He held that this was only to strike
out the reclamation provisions.

Mr. Jouxsox oppesed the amendment. It was
unnecessary ard improper. The author of the
amendment would not vote for the bill even if the
amendment was ad-pted.

Mr. Grascock favored the amendment, and un-
derstood that the godfather of the bill hud no ob-
jection to it.

Mr. Rowent held that the bill ought to be re-
stricted to the improvement of the river channels
and restraining of the debris. Under this clause
the Commissioners might attempt the drainage of
Tulare lake or any other place.

Mr. Jouxsoy wanted no amendments to the bill.
He ¢il not want the bill jeopardized. He was
credibly informed that a caucus was held last even-
ing by the oppounents of the bill, at which it was de-
cided to mzke certain opposition to the biil. He
called on the friends of the bill to vote down any
and all amendments proposed by the enemies of the
bill.

Mr. WaTeoN opposed the amendment. He was
surprised that there was still so much ignorance
upon this subject. It had been before the Legisia-
ture for years, and had been thoroughly discussed
in all its bearings. The last Legislature had pro-
vided for an Engineering Commission to examine
into the question, and this bill was simply to carry
out the recommendation of the State Engineer. He
read from the Engineer's report in support of his
position, and urged the passage of the bill as it
stood. It was of no use to amend it farther. If the
State made some effort the United States Govern-
ment would come in and assist.

Mr. SaTTERWHITE said the subject was not thor-
oughly investizated two years ago. The State En-
gineer's Department was created for the purpose
of looking after this subject of debris and also the
subject of irrigation. They had done nothing in
regard to irrigation. They had speut all their time
on the other gquestions entirely.

Mr. NeuMasy said this amendment was offered in
the committee and rejected. It could make no im-
provement in the bill. The section did not provide
for the building of any dyke or embankment. It
simply directed the State kEngiunecr to report the re-
sult of his investigations.

Mr. WesT wished it understood that the votes he
should give on : mendments would not indicate his
action on the of the bill He should vote
with the friends of the bill on its second reading,
and then decide how to vote on its passage.

Mr. Cuase thought this bill the worst piece of leg-
islation ever introduced in the Legislature. He fa-
vorad the amendment, and would favor every other
amen ment that would impair or destroy the bill.

Mr. NEUMANKN again spoke in favor of the bill.

The State snubbed
the State Geologist, Mr. Whitney, who in turn
snubbed the State, by taking away all that was val-
uable of the survey and minerals. No ioformation
can be obtained as to what became of the maps and
reports pertaining to the minerals. The question
now ig, how to remedy the failure of the geologi al
survey. This bill, No. 415, proposis to es-
tablish in San Francisco an office, the
State Mineralogist to collect the necessary data.
In the Berkeley University the College of Mines per-
tains to the teaching of some knowledge of mining,
but that can have no perceptible bearingz upon the
wants of the great mass of people who come and go
from San ancisco—-rroepectou, miners and capi.
telists. This, if established, would supplement the
Berkelay ins itution, round it out and make the
subject of leading importance. The funds to be
used are drawn from the license tax imposed by the
law of 1878 upen ceriificates of mining stocks. The
first year the proceeds from this tax were about
$30,000, but judging from the sales now the funds
will not amount to more than $10,000 annually. It

18, 1879, and was recorded March 30th.

Jail Belivery at Colusa—A Prisoncr Under

sentence of Death Makes His Escape.

Corusa, April 6th.—Charles Redinger, un-
der sentence of death, and George Carter,
charged with burglary, broke jail last night,
and are now at large. The Sheriff offers a re-
ward of £500 for the former and $100 for the
latter. Description of Charles Redinger :
Age, about 40 ; hair, dark ; eyes, gray, large
and full; hight, 5 feet 8 inches; weight,
about 175 pounds ; thin mustache ; no whisk-
ers ; a portion of the right ear cut off ; light-
colored clothes ; Alexis shoes, new. Descrip-
tion of George Carter : Age, about 30 ; rather
spare made ; about 5 feet 7 inches in hight ;
thin in the face; no whiskers or mustache ;
rather sharp features ; hair thin on top of the
bead ; sandy hair. Redinger has been subject
to fits, and on Saturday last he requested that
some one of the prisoners might be put in the
cell with him. He was then put in Carter’s
cell. The heads of the rivets in the cell were
sawed off. They then pried up the inside
iron door so as to unbolt it, and sawed off one
of the outside bars. 1t is the impression that
Carter did the work. ;

Another Defaleation in Merced County
Discovered.

MEerceDp, April 6:sh.—Another defalcation,
amounting to about $4,000, by ex-Treasurer
Turner, was discovered on Saturday. It ap-
pears that the money belonging to the several
school districts of the county had been
counted and turned over by the ex-Treasurer
to his successor to make good the deficiency
in the funds of the county, and that the
Auditor had no account with the Treasurer of
moneys apportioned to the school districts ;
hence the failure of the Superior Judge and
Auditor to disgpver the delinquency when
they counted the money in the treasury on
the first Monday of March last. The people
are much excited in consequence of this dis-
covery.

School Matters In Mereed County—The

WASIHINGTON TERRITORY.

The Recent Mysterious Murders—Addi-
tional FParticulars — Reward Offered—
Suspected Parties Described.

WarLna WaLca, April 5th.—A further re-
ward of $800 is offered by Colfax county and
citizens for the arrest of the murderers of the
woman found dead. This is in addition to
the $500 offered by Walla Walla county, but
both will go together, as it is positively cer-
tain that both murders were committed by
the same parties. They have been traced up
from the day they arrived here, on 28th of
January, down to the date, Monday, March
14th, when they left Wallula, buying tickets
for Portland under the name of Fox. They
registered their names here at the Columbia
Hotel as Brumfield and Thomas, and the
murdered parties told the uight watchman
there that they came from Kansas City. The
watchman came from there also, and is cer-
tain now that the man who was brought in
murdered some weeks since was Thomas,
and several parties have identified the
portrait of the womar iuore recently
kiiled as his wife. The party of four left here
on the Saturday following their advent,
They bought a team ard left with the avowed
intention of going north of Snake river to
hunt land. Both men and women arrived
there and left the women at a ranch and
went land-hunting. After a few days Brum-
field returned and told around that Thomas
wouid meet them at Deep ereek, and the two
women, with him, went to meet himm. Then
Brumfield pretended that he had received a
letter from Thomas, stating that he had gone
to Colfax to enter his claim, and the party
returned back. That night Thomeas’ wife was
killed, and Brumfield sold his team to Bas-
sett, who brought them to this city, and
without stopping took them to the railroad
depot, and that is the last of them, so far.
The greatest indignation prevails here, and
any amount of money will be given if the
murderers are captured. The parties when
they arrived here represented themselves as
uncle and nephew.

{(SECOND DISPATCH.)]

Warnra Warrna, April 6th.—Following is
the description of John Brumfield and wife,
the supposed murderers of the woman re-
cently found four miles south of Big Lake,
in Whitman county: Brumfield is 5 feet 7
or 8 inches in hight, very slim, will weigh
about 135 or 140 pounds ; small mustache,
light and slightly sandy ; 25 or 26 years of
age ; has dark-brown hair, very thin ; long
scar in center of forehead, pink birth-mark
around it; left ear clipped; dark scar on
right side of head, well up and back—no hair
on it; when he is sitting he holds his head
down and chews his mustache ; when last
seen was dressed in a dark suit of yellowish-
brown color; wore striped blue and brown
shirt, and answers to the name of John
Brumfield. His wife’s deseription: Hight,
5 feet 3 or four inches; very straight and
slender ; medium-waisted ; a brunette ; dark
hazel eyes, and rather small teeth, short and
clese together; wears about a number 1%
shoe ; instep very high; natural dent in
forehead, weil up ; brown hair of medium
length, banged ; claims to have come from
Kansas City.

The murdered woman’s age was between
20 and 25 years; dark hair, rather short;
very small hands; right arm tattooed with
India ink, the characters being a spatula
with the letters M. K, directly under, and a
line still under them that could not be dis-
tinguished ; auswered to the name of Lizzie
Thomas. Her father’s namne was Ware. He
lives near Kansas City. She claimed to have
come from there six or seven months ago,

A reward of $1,300 will be paid for the
arrest ana conviction n.f_ the guilty parties.
