CHEAP HOUSES.

The San Francisco fSuUctin has deserved
the thanks of its readers by procuring and
publishing a series of carefully drawn ar-
chitect's plans for cheap houses. la a re-

cent issue itgave the fullspecifications and
plans for a very ucat and even ornamental
cottage of four rooms, to cost $500 when
completed. Itis evident that this is a class
of houses more urgently needed than any
other. There is no difficultyabout houses
of a more pretentious style, but a really
convenient and at the NK&e time artistic
poor man's ho.ise is among the wauts of the
age. Wheu it is possible for a poor man

to build such a house as the one whose
plans we refer to, for a littleover §500, it
is moreover apparent that a very large

number of thrifty workingmen who live
in hired houses would do much bet-
ter for themselves by building, and
could build,on this scale, without embar-
rassing themselves. The Kaal Estate As-
sociates of San Francisco have built and
said several bandied houses on the instal-
ment plan, but we believe that they have
dealt only in the comparatively costly
kind of residences. We should have

thought that investment in cottages of
three, four and live rooms, would hove
presented even more certain return?, and
we are surprised, seeing what can be done
inthi3 way with a very little money, that
so far the field i3practically unoccupied.
The preparation of plans tur these cheap
honses by a. skilled architect is a particu-
larlygood idea, for it insures an effort to
infuse some grace of outline and arrange-
ment into the plans, and this is by no
means an unimportant consideration. It

is one of the misfortunes of poverty that it
should so generally briug men into contact
withall that is ugliest ivlife. Ifsomething
of the grace and beauty which reallyare

so easy of attainment were connected with
humble residences, both inside and out,

the change would inaugurate a distinct
upward movement in civilization. Art
indeed, as applied to everyday life, is in its
infancy as yet. The fact that Deiuty of
form and colorare tobo oought and availed
of everywhere, and not to be put on pinna-
cles or locked away in museums, has been
borne inupon the popular perception very
elowly. It is, however, becoming recog-
nized quite generally now, and we hope
that one of its first fruiU will be the ap-
plication of artistic skill as well to the
cottage of the laborer as to the palace of
the millionaire. Cheap houses arc much to
seenre, but houses both cheap a.; Igraceful
are a positive aid to moral a3 \v..I as social
advancement.

THE UNIVERSITY.

A correspondent in our last issue de-
fended the University from some appa-
rently uncandid criticism, but at the same
time acknowledged somewhat of a decline
in the attendance at that institution, and
seemed to regret the impracticability of
making the College of Agriculture what
the public expected it to be. Precisely
what the public have expected from the
College of Agriculture it would probably
be hard to say, but ifour correspondent is
correctly informed the main difficultyhas
been due to the disinclination of students
to take up that line of study. Farmers,
he says, do not wish their sons
to be educated for the occupation
they follow, and where parental
wishes are not expressed, young men
seldom select agriculture spontaneously,
chiefly because it does not seem to hold
out the opportunities which other pursuits
aflord for acquiring wealth. In fact the
general deduction to be drawn is that the
agricultural experiment languishes, and
that it languishes mainly because there is
no class in California emulous of being
scientific farmers. It seen: 3to us that the
Grangers ought to take this state of things
under consideration, for ifit is as repre-
sented it would be merely throwing good
money after bad to extend the agricultural
course at the University, since no elabora-
tionof educational machinery can compen-
sate for the absence of a desire to learn on
the part of those for whose special use all
the preparations hare been made.

THE MINING BILL.

It is said th»t the Senate committee
have so amended the Braunhart-Tuttle
mining billas to rcuder it worthless. If
this is true a serious wrong has been com-

mitted, and one which is certain to bring
its own penalty in dus time. While the
Gorley billwas too crude and unintelligent
to be of any use, the acquiescence of think-
ingmen inits defeat did not indicate the
existence of any disinclination to reform
the abuse 3whichhive so long marked the
business of stock-dealing. On the con-

trary, the demand for such reform has
for years been most emphatic and unmis-
takable, and the feeling caused by the

defeat of the Tuttle billat the last session
cf the Legislature ought to have convinced
politicians that the public would not much
longer tolerate inaction or bad faithinthis
connection. The billnow before the Sen-
ate is in principle the Tuttle bill, with
some modilications calculated to give it

greater force and cogency. It docs not
impose any mischievous or impracticable
restrictions upon s>tock-dealing, but it
guards the public against those de-
vices by which a few unscrupu-
lous conspirators have hitherto been
able to fleece the market and rob in-
nocent investors. • There is no possibility
of disputing the assertion that the stock
business has in the past bee:i littlemore
than a systematic swindling machinery.

Ithas not merely been an agency for gam-
Wing, for allstock exchanges are that, and
the speculative spirit which belongs so
largely to mercantile transactions of every

kind cannot be eliminated from dealings in
which unforeseen contingencies are neces-
sarily part of the calculations. But the
stock exchange in California ha3been a

cheating game, in which, to use gambling
phrases, the cards have be<;n stocked on

the public, and in which the so-called
smartness of the operators has too com-
monly consisted ina shameless defiance of
honesty, truth and fair play. If the inef-
fable meannesses, the base lies, the mon-
strous frauds, the audacious scoundrelisms,
which have constituted the leading charac-
teristics of that peculiar section, could have
been so guarded as to take effect only upon

the men who devised and executed them,
the public interest might not have required
any special protection, for in that case the

swindlers would in a short time have
wrought out their own perdition, and the
worldwould have been ridof them. But
all their rascally tricks have had for ulti-
mate end and aim the entrapment and
plundering of the people at large, whose

ignorance and credulity render them help-
less and easy victims to the conscienceless
rogues that prey upon thtir weakness.
And while it is useless to expect that pop-
ular gullibilitycan be prevented by legis-
lation, the robbery of sillydupesi3amatter

of which the State must take cogniziuce,
and against whichit is bound toadopt pre-
cautions.

There is no doubt in the minds of ob-
servers that the stock business can be made
much safer and more honest. There are

certain abuses which are plainlycapable of
being removed, and the removal of which
would render robbery difficult. The pro-
hibition of

instance?. The improvement of the pro-

visions for managing mining corporations i3
another. If the "freezing-out" of stock-
holders by levying unnecessary assess-
ments, the conspiring of manipulators to

conceal the actual condition of mines, the
monopolizing of valuable discoveries inthe
special interest of a few insiders, and simi-

lar common evils, were effectually guarded
against and prevented, it is very certain
th.it though the public might not be any

wiser in their investments than before,
they could no longer be lured to ruin by
knaves so easily as at present. The
demoralization which the flagrant in-
iquities of the stock business as prac-

ticed has engendered, has more than is

generally realized to do with the tendency
to crazy agitations witnessed in San Fran-
cisco, moreover. Abelief in the prevalence
of inhuman greed and rapacity and dishon-
esty has been bora of the thousand notori-
ous exhibition*of those evilqualities which
stock manipulations have furnished. The
common people aren ever more moral than
the intelligent classes who assume superi-
ority over them, and when rich men arc

unscrupulous and addicted to swindling
one another, it is natural and even inevit-
able that poor men should be prone tocom-
munistic delusions. Wise and far-seeing
politicians ought to see inthe stock-market
abuses potent factors in that chronic dis-
turbance of the public mind which in San
Francisco renders the condition of society
so unstable, and which checks progress so
seriously. And recognizing the broader
signilicancc of this evil, they should per-

ceive the importance of curbing it by just
legislation, and of thus reducing its
capacity for mischief. The Tuttle-Braun-
hart billis a measure which is demanded
in the public interest, and the public will
neither forget nor forgive a refusal on the
part of the Legislature to deal with this
question. Nor can it be imagined that
killingthe bill ia committee by amend-
ments willblind the lookers-on. The
agenda*: which are at work to defeat all
remedial legislation on this subject are not
so wellconcealed as seems be believed,
and if nothing is done at this session there
will be sharp dissatisfaction with the
outcome, and there willat a future time
bo an inevitable demand for the punish-
ment of those who have betrayed their
trust.

MR. SATTERWHITE'S MISTAKE.

Mr. Satterwhite made a minority report
on the debris billin which he expressed
the opinion that the only measure de-
manded in this connection was a bill
enabling all the miners to be joined in
Action, so that the question could be set-
tled by litigation. Itis but too evident
that Mr.Satterwhite lacks understanding
of the case upon which nevertheless he so
confidently dogmatizes. If his idea waa
carried out, and the whole question was
left to litigation, the most that the farmers
could obtain would be an injunction to
suspend or permanently stop hydraulic
mining. But (and here is the point at
which Mr. Satterwhite 's ignorance of the
subject becomes conspicuous) if the hy-
draulic mining was stopped to-n:orrow the
debris problem would not be solved, nor

would itbe solved if the miners were com-
pelled to impound every ounce of debris
now in the mining region. For the fact is
that an enormous mass of debris has
already been carried ont of the mountains,
beyond the reach of dams or other retain-
ing devices, and that no stoppage of
mining can prevent this enormous
mass from being washed down into
the rivers. There is enough of it
now outside the mining region to
bury Marysville, to destroy all the lands
on the Bear and Yuba and Feather rivers,
to make the Sacramento river unnavi-
gable, and endanger the city of Sacra-
mento. And itis because no relief scheme
which does not take this into account can

bs of any practical use, that the billwhich

has been introduced is the only effectual
means cf solving the problem. Two thing3
are necessary. First, to prevent any more
debris from leaving the mining region.
Second, to provide for this safe transporta-
tionof the debris now in the mines, to the
sea. The first requirement can be met by
buildinguams inthe mountains. The sec-
ond can only be met by buildinglevees on

the banks of the riven, aud so increasing
the velocity and carrying capacity of the
currents. The rivers must be helped to
carry off the debris now intheir beds, and
this could not possibly be done ifMr.Sat-
terwhite's crude aud superficial idea was
adopted. Itis a pity that he did not take
the trouble to inform himself on the sub-
ject before committing himself to an opin-
ion so totally at variance with allthe facts
in the case.

THE STATE AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY.

A billhas passed the Senate and is be-
fore the Assembly, which, if it becomes a
law, willplace the State Agricultural So-
ciety under ths exclusive control of the
State. The wisdom of tlii3 proposition is
sufficiently obvious. The bill provides
that the State Board of Agriculture shall
be appointed by the Governor instead of
elected by the members of the society, as
has hitherto been done. No better plan
can be devised to delocalize both the an-
nual exhibitions of the society aud its
management generally. The objects of
the society arc as broad as the State,
and its management should have equal
breadth and scope. The purpose of the
billunder consideration is to make the
society a distinctively S'.ate institution,
and its provisions arc admirably adapted
to accomplish that end.

THE SPRINGER AFFAIR.

The attempt to injure Springer incon-

nection withthe Donnelly-Washburn affair
has failed conspicuously, and infact his en-

emies have come out of the encounter very
badly used up. There seems no doubt that
a deliberate plot was laid to entrap him
into an ugly mess, and the circumstance
that the principal agent in this dirty con-
spiracy is a confidential friend of Tilden,
added to the significance of the scandal.
Where Tilden's fingers are, there some-
thing corrupt or sneaking is tolerably sure
to be developed sooner or later. This in-
cident shows that the old man of Cipher
Alleyhas many enemies among the Demo-
crats in Congress, however, and indirectly
itmay be regarded as telling against his
prospects.

Pendleton went over ilie hist of the various

negotiations with the Utes, and stated his belief
that wrongs were committed on both sides, and a
feeling of irritation existed up to the time of the
massacre. To-day 45,000 enterprising settlers are
pressing upon these 4,000 Indians. The Govern-
ment has either to make war upon the Indians in
the interest of the settlers oron the settlers. The only
alternative is tomake an arrangement advantageous
to both Indians and settlers, as is attempted in this
agreement. It observed treaty rights and in-
augurated what is now required, namely, a new
Indian pol eg. The oldpolicy of large reservations
and the recognition of tribal organizations w.'S »uit-
able to the time when vast arena oi land lay unoccu-
pied and teemed not likely to be needed forsettle-
meat in at least a century. Pendletoii showed that
a large appropriation was made in the bill for
schools, but after ail be thought the most powerful
and effective mode of education was to grant prop-
erty rights.

Morgan asked the Senator whether the Committee
on Indian Affairs thought there was any reason for
malting the treatment of the Utes an exception from
the general Indian policy.

Pendleton thought he could properly state that
the committee was likelyto present a bill,and might
hereafter do so, to extend the principle of this mil
to all Indians, at d thus obviate the necessity for
further le;,'is)a:iun|on the Indian question, Hut there
was an urgent necessity forimmediate action in re-
gard to this particular tribe.

Teller made some remarks, in which ho took jt
different view from that of Teller concerning the
treatment of the I'tes by the whites, and claimed
that they were not maltreated by trie p ople of Colo-
rado. lie reiterated that the trouble was due to
maladministration on the part of the Interior De-
partment, and alleged thai the Secretary had not
scut all the information to Ii.c Senate that had been
called f r.
IJill said the bill was not claimed by any one to

be perfect, but \v:is the best settlement of the L'te
question that w.is thought practicable. He denied
ths Statement of Teller ihat the Interior Depart-
ment had concealed the fact concerning the treat-
ment of the captive women witha view to treating
sympathy for the Indians, and aaid the information
was withheld at the urgent request of the women,
and for their benefit, and no other course could
honorably have been followed. The policy of edu-
cating the Indians was a goud one, but it required
time. This bill was to meet a sudden emergency.

The Chinese Commission— Secretary Everts
and the I'l< .hi,nt.

Washington-, April Oth.—During the ex-

ecutive session of the Senate to-day, the nom-
inations of Messrs. Swift and Trescott, as
Commissioners to negotiate a treaty withChina, were reported back from the Foreign
Relations Committee and placed on the cal-
endar, with a recommendation that they be
confirmed. There willlie no opposition to
their confirmation, and it may therefore be
expected at an early day.
Itis learned in diplomatic circles that Sec-

retary Evarts has gotten into a difficultywith
Sir Edward Thornton, and has also greatly
strained his relations with President Hayes,
on account of certain curious circumstances
growing out of his holding views antagonistic
to the general sentiment of the country on the
interoceanic canal question. Itappears that
he took itforgranted that he wouldshape the
policy of the Administrationon this question,
and that he assured the British Minister on a
number of occasions that nothing of any im-
portance orin the least way obnoxious to the
British Government should be said in the
President's messages to Congress on this sub-
ject. When, therefore, the President sur-
prised him one day by reading the very em-
phatic Monroe doctrine which he (the
President) had himself prepared, and
which, in spite of Evan's persua-
sion and protestation, he refused to
modify, the Secretary's amazement, mor-
tification ami chagrin were unbounded,
and when itwas sent to Congress he had to
explain matters to Sir Edward as best he
could. Itis quite generally understood that
a breach has already been opened between
the President and Secretary Evartß by the
latter's ill-disguised contempt forthe abilities
of most of his official associates, including
the President, and there is no doabt what-
ever that the occurrences above noted have
widened the breach very materially.

homestead entry shall immediately subject
the land to a claim under the homestead or
pre-emption laws, of the first person who has
settled, or may thereafter settle upon it.
