THE NEW POLICE MANAGEMENT.

At 2 o'clock yesterday afternoon all the
regular and special police officers assembled
at the Chief’s office for an assignment to
duty.

After calling. the roll, Chief Karcher ad-
dressed the officers upon the subject of their
duty, urging them to be diligent, considerate,
fearless, and always courteous in their ac-
tions. He referred them especially to Sec-
tion 1 of the rules and regulations established
by him eight years ago, when he first became
Chief of Police.

It reads as follows: *‘ Members of the
department must be civil and respectful to
the public, and upon all occasions perform
their duties with good temper, discretion and
firmness. Forbearance under provocation,
and a temperate though firm deportment will
insure a policeman support in the discharge
of his duty, while a violent and excited man-
ner or indiscreet altercation will destroy his
individual influence, and may draw down
yublic odiuma on the whole department.
}ivery policeman must recollect that in mak-
ing an arrest he is not justified in using
more force than is actually necessary for
the safe custody of the parties until he con-
veys them to the station house. It is the
duty of a policeman to keep prisoners safely,
but he has no right to punish them, and
must not use language calculated to offend
or provoke them, A policeman must be cau-
tious never to interfere unnecessarily, but
when required to act should do so with dis-
cretion and boldness, and may arrest any one
who opposes him in the discharge of his
duty.”

He also called attention to Section 8, which
reads : *‘ Bach and every officer and Captain
shall report to the Chief in writing each and
every fact and circumstance and information
of which they may become possessed in any
manner whatever, which might reflect dis-
credit on the department or any member of
it. All members of the department are pro-
hibited from making assertions or using lan-
guage tending to the discredit or reflecting on
the integrity of police cfficers, until the facts
have been reported in writing to the Chief
and action taken thereon by the (‘ommission-
ers. An indulgence in the practice of
scandal and the repetition of rumors af-
fecting the character of another offi-
cer tends to lower the department
in public estimation, and to create and foster
ill-feeling and animosity among the men, and
as it tends directly to subvert good discipline,
will render the offending party liable to dis-
missal. All reports made in obedience to
is order must be delivered personally to the

The hours of the day and the night and
day watch will remain as heretofore estab-
lished. Four regular officers will be on street
duty in the day and four at night, chang-
inz each week, so that officers may do
both day and night duty alternately. The
respective beats will remain the same as in
the past. The following detail has been made
and will be observed urless changes are nec-

essary :

Beat 1—North of the alley between J and
K streets. and west of Sixth street—Frank
Rider and J. M. Woods.

Beat 2—South of the same alley and west
of Sixth —R. F. Frazee and 0. C. Jackson.

Beat 3—North of the alley and east of
Sixth street—dJ. J. Carroll and Frank Smith.

Beat 4—South of the alley and east of
Sixth street.

Tim Lee will be Bailiff of the Police Court,
Walter B. Ferral day keeper of the prison,
and Frank Fredericks keeper at night.

GOV. PERKINS RECEPTION.

A BRILLIANT ARRAY OF CITIZENS OF
THE STATE,

The Pavilion and Its Elaborate Decora-
tions—Distinguished Guests from
Abroad—The Collation.
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Governor and Mrs. Geo. C. Perkins,
will receive their friends
Wednesday Evening, April 7, 1880.

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Such was the form of invitation that
was prefatory of the fact that Gover-
nor Perkins and wife held a reception
at the Pavilion last evening. Very few peo-
ple, without personal inspection, would sup-
pose it possible for the old Pavilion to be capa-
ble of transformation into anything resembling
grace and beauty ; but it was accomplished
last night in a large degree. Indeed, the
great halls were made exceedingly present-
able, On the occasion of the first reception
by Governor Perkins, Mr, Boyne decorated
the Pavilion, and with limited resources suc-
ceeded in breaking its.angular lines and re-
ducing greatly its chilling and barnlike
character. But last night he did more. With
ampler resources, more assistants, and profit-
ing by his former experience, he succeeded in
imparting to the vast structure a great de-
gree of warmth of feeling in rounding it into
proportions of no little beauty, and in cover-
ing its rough walls until they resembled those
of some gorgeous tapestried hall in a baron-
ial castle of the olden time. Compared
with the dressings of the hall at the
first reception, the decorations of last night
eclipsed them completely. The desigus were
better, the arrangement of colors more har-
monious, and the drapings of a character to
create the impression of soft and curving
lines in an architecture otherwise rude, cold
and more than severe, The main hall was
the reception and ball-room. The floor was
completely covered with white cloth, from
the edges of which arcse on three sides four
terraces of seats also clothed in white, Above
these the walls were thickly hung and fairly
covered over with banners, bearing the coats
of arms of the States and Territories, and
with shields, flags, streamers, scrolls, ban-
nerets, drooping evergreen festoons with
Hlowers, heavy bunting, national flags, and
border dressings rising clear to the ceiling.
Near the head of the hall, and on its central
line, was a- great canvas, bearing a design
prepared for the occasion, and being the most
attractive decorative effect in the room. It
embraced a composite pediment resting on
half columns. On its face ran the words,
*“ Defense not Defiance.” Jeneath hung
a great golden star, above rose the shield and
initials of the Union, and on the apex an
eagle with outspread wings seemed floating
out of a golden sun-burst. Below the shield
in a wreath of bays were the letters *‘N. G.
Cal.,” Flanking either side of the whole de-
sign were graceful groups of flags, and flank-
ing these were other banners and streamers,
while beneath the whole ran a deep blue-
cloth border, with ewmbreidered and orna-
mental edge, entirely across the hall, over-
hung with dark red lines of bunting gathered
into short festoon-like folds. Beneath and
beyond this arrangement of colors, drapery
and painted design, and placed upon the
north wall was an arrangement of theflags car-
ried by the California volunteers in the late
war, all mounted on staffs, and so grouped as
to produce a very pleasant effect. The oppo-
site end of the hall was partitioned off be-
neath the gallery, so as to give a passage-way
to the dressing-rooms, and this partition con-
sisted of a white base, above which arose en-
tirely across the hall the painted design of a
battlemented wall, with two great barbicans
for the main entrances to the hall from the
dressing.rooms and the stairway. Upon this
wall military arms were grouped, and the
whole was dressed in banners and festoons, |
aud hung with shields aund serolls and like |
designs, Above the battlements de-
pended, row upon row, flags, baxn-
nerets and banners. From the hall ceiling
on diagonal lines, and also along the lines
of the parallelogram cut by the diagonals,
were rows of barners with the coats-of-arms
and colors of all nations, interspersed here
and there with long banners. From three
central points on the ceiling ran in long,
graceful, drooping lines great numbers of
streawmers of various colors, which swept down
to the chandeliers and had their ends caught {
up here and there upon the distant walls,
All the gas hangings were dressed with ever-
greens, and beneath hung numerous cages
with feathered songsters. T'he decorations
were so arranged, and the mottoes so chosen,
and the designs so drawn, as, with the inter-
mingling of the arms of war, to give to the
whole a semi-military tone and character
sufficiently prominent to arrest the atten-
tion of even the most careless and
least artistically inclined observer. On
some of the bauners ran these
words: ‘‘Company A, Light Battery,”
“Union Guard, Company A, Gatling Bat-
tery,” *‘Fifth Infantry Battalion,” *‘Union
is Scrength,” ** Second Infantry Regiment,”
*“ Liberty and Union Forever,” ** First Artil-
lery Regiment, Fourth Brigade,” ** First Cav-
alry Battalion,” **Third Infantry Regiment,”
‘(. A. R., Department of Calitornia,” ** First
Infantry Regiment,” etc. One of the best
features of the plan of decoration was the
placing of the music stage on one side of the
hall, instead of building it around the foun-
tain. This left the fountain standing out
alone, with its graceful outlines but partly
concealed by drooping plants, and its white
marble brought into strong contrast with the
vivid green of palms and ferns, and choice
plants placed in urps here and there
about the margin and upon the cen-
tral upper basin, The smaller hall,
though less elaborately decorated, was
still dressed to a degree in keeping
with the main hall, and the arches
opening into the latter were partly filled with
false pillars bearing broad ornaments, cor-
nices and deep lawbrequins. In the small
hall were spread four long tables by W, F.
Peterson, the caterer, who, while he has
made more elaborate showings of his art, has
not exhibited greater taste than that shown
last evening in the dressing of the tables al-
luded to. The pieces, while not greatly nu-
merous, were all of chaste design and admir-
able execution, and the dishes were ample
and of the choicest. The military character
was preserved here in the ornamentation of
the confections and other center pieces.
The chief of these were pyramids of liberty
and the figure of Washington mounted on his
war horse, a soldier of the national guard in
full uniform, a sailor of the United States
navy and miniature pieces of artiilery. All
these figures were skillfully made, and at-
tracted much deserved attention. The sup-
per, laid for such a great assemblage, while
it testified to the bounteous hospitality of the
hosts of the evening, reflected credit upon his
caterer, and did the judgment of both justice.
The wine and smoking-rooms were located at
the south end of the supper-room, and were cut
off from it by a light three-quarter partition of
white cloth, and these were also under the
charge and direction of thecatererof the even-
ing. The dishes forthe collation presented this
variety, and were served by a small armyp of
colored waiters: Roast turkey stutfed with
teuffles, roast chicken, roast spring chicken a
la Cressen, decorated ham, smoked tongue,
assorted relishes, chicken and lobster salad,
assorted sandwiches, assorted fancy small
cakes, assorted large decorated cake: and
tarts, assorted pyramids, Charlotte russe
montoes, jellies in varicty, rice vanilla, as-
sorted candies, assorted fruits, hot tea, coffee
and chocolate, orange ice, Roman punch,
jce cream. Ia addition the caterer had
a stand at the north end of the
main hall, where the thoughtfulness of the
hosts provided lemonade and like light bever
ages for the ladies. This stand was dressed
in white and hung about with long lace cur-
tains. The ladies’ rooms were on this occa-
sion provided with racks for the deposit and
numbering of the hats and wraps of the
ladies—an improvement over all former ar-
rangements at the Pavilion on occasions of
this character. The gentlemen’s hat-room
was on the lower floor, and was large and
better provided with racks than ever before.
In addition it was prcg\erly attended by com-
petent employes, and the confusion of the
last occasion did not arise.

The hall and rooms were arranged under the
superintendence of 0. P, Dodge, who in
that capacity, remained in charge of the hall
last evening and of the battalion of employees
necessary to the management of such a large
undertaking. Such were the arrangements
for the reception, the effects for the eye and
the preparations for the entertainment of the
guests, who began to arrive as early as 8 P.
M. By 9 the great hall was well filled, and
Governor Perkins and wife bezan to receive
their guests. They were assisted by Lieuten-
ant-Governor Mansfield, and Mrs.. Hutch-
ings of San Francisco, and for a time by.T.
J. Clunie and wife, and by the following
members of the Governor’s staff, in uniform :
Adjutant-General Backus, Captain Goodall,
Colonel Harney, Colonel Dodge, Colonel Den-
son, Lient.-Cog{ Spreckles, Colonel Graniss,
Lieutenan Flood and Lieutenant-
Colonel Dimond. The first received, except
a few ladies and gentlemen who were early in

were the military officers who

glittering uniforms they marched into the
hall.

When these had been presented, the other
guests followed in long lines for an hour. It
was a brilliant array. Representative citi-
zens from Red Bluff, Chico, Marysville,
Auburn, Truckee, Reno, Virginia, Carson,
San Francisco, Vallejo, Stockton, Galt, Lodi,
Visalia, Oakland, San Jose, Santa Clara,
Gilroy, Santa Cruz, Berkeley, Alameda, San
Mateo, Folsom, Ione, Sutter Creek, Moke-
lumne Hill, Sonora, Suisun, Petaluma, So-
noma, Napa, Healdsburg and other towns
and cities were in the line, many accompa-
nied by their wives and daughters. In addi-
tion were the Senators and Assemblymen of
the Legislature, all the State cfficers and a
large number of attaches and numbers of the
privates and subordinate officers of compa-
nies of the National Guard of California,

The costumes of the ladies, contrary
Fto expectation, excelled those of the
first reception, and while full half
were preseat in plain dress, the

remainder were attired with an elaborateness
which brought the gathering up to the rank
of a full dress ball. It was noticeable, how-
ever, that this contrast in dress in no wise
embarrassed any, and that the social charac-
ter of the reception was not thereby marred
in the least, nor was the freedom of any
under restrain by reason of simplicity of at-
tire. At 10 p. . Church, Jones & Beebe's
full orchestra struck up the grand march, and
a large part of the company, then numbering
fully 2,500 persons, formed in the line, led by
the Governor and wife. The scene from the
gallery or elevated seats at this time was
brilliant, and surpassed that of any similar
gathering here, save only the late inaugura-
tion ball, which has few equals on record for
elaborateness of toilettes or brilliancy of
effect. Dancing continued until 11 o’clock,
when the supper-roomsyvas thrown open and
the guests accommodated in such numbers as
the tables would receive from time to time,
Meanwhile dancing went on, the numbers of
the programme being fourteen. During the
intermission between parts 1 and 2 the Gat-
ling Band, present in full uniform, played
choice selections, which added greatly to the
pleasure of the guests. The city of Sacra-
mento was represented at this reception by
areat pumbers of her leading citizens, and by
the youth, beauty and wealth of the com-
munity, and as well by the leading citizens
representing the mechanic arts, the manu-
facturing and mercantile lines, and the bar,
bench and pulpit.

The ball was under the floor direction of
Director D. B. Jackson. Floor Managers—

Discussion on the Ponca question ensued. Kirk-
wood declared that the reports about the sufferings
of the Poncas were greatly exaggeerated.

After the morning hour Saulsbury said to-morrow
he would call up the Kellogg-Spofford case as a
privileged question.

Kirkwood moved to strike out the words ‘“‘or
until the President shall be convinced every possible
effort to effect such surrender has been made, so
that no money shall be puid the Utes until the
murderers shall be given up.” Kirkwood would
vote for no bill that did not provide for the surren-
der of the murderers and outragers.

_Whyte thought some policy of treating the In-
dians should be adopted that would not change with
every discovery of a mine,

Beck opposed treaties with the Indians. We
could never have peace with the Indians while the
Interior Department managed them. We must treat
them fairly and punish them properly. He feared
the bill would encourage the Indians to commit
more crimes. He would vote for Kirkwood's amend-
ment.

Ingalls thought it unadvisable to risk a Ute war
by nsisting on their surrender. The bill was not
perfect, but the best that could be done under the
circamstances,

McMullan advocated Kirkwood’s amendment, lest
the Indians be impressed with the weakness of
the Government and be encouraged to commit more
crimes,

Kirkwood was willing to modify his amendmer t
S0 as to provide that the agreement shall not take
effect until the guilty men are shown to be dead or
left ua. He thought the clause should be amended
80 a8 to include the men who committed the out-
rages after the massacre.

Vest wished the criminals given up, but asked
under what law they could be punished. The Su-
prememe Court has decided that when we treat with
tribes as independent nations we have no jurisdic-
tion over crimes committed on their reservation,

Kirkwood said that was a disputed point, and so
long as it was he preferred not to believe that there
was no law to punish an Indian.
