Crty JUSTICES OF THE PEACE.—Senate
Bill No. 118, which has passed and become a

law, provides that in each city of more than
20,000 and less than 30,000 inhabitants there

shall be elected two Justices of the Peace, |

who shall pay all fees which they receive into
the city treasury.
Justice of the Peace shall receive a salary of
$2,000 per annum, and also an allowance for
office rent, and that all such officers already
elected shall hold, office for one year after the
1st of Jannary next succeeding their election.
According to this law Sacramento will be en-
titled to only two such officers after this
year, though there are now three. It is
claimed by some attorneys that each of them
will be entitled to a salary this year, and by
others that no salaries can be paid to them this
year, or until there are but two officers.
Another attorney expresses an opinion that
the Justices must turn over fees to the city
treasury, but that the law does not say that
the salaries mentioned are to be paid by the
city. In order to settle the matter, Justice
P. H. Coggins recently made a demand
upon the Board of Trustees for an allowance
for office rent. The matter was referred to
Mayor Turner, and he yesterday reported
that attorneys disagreed in opinions as to
whether the city would have to pay the sal-
aries this year. The bill for office rent was
unanimonsly rejected. Justice (loggins then
asked the Board to make a test case, involv-
ing all the points, so it could be decided upon
by the Superior Court. The Board, how-
ever, refused to do this, and the Justices
will not draw any pay unless they can sue
the city and get a decision in their favor.

POPULATION OF AFRICA.

Accurate statistics of the population of
Africa, and especially of the interior por-
tions of the continent, are, of course, not
yet obtainable, and it will probably be
many years before several of the populous
districts now known will be sufficiently ac-
cessible for a thorough census ; but much
important information has been gathered
about the distribution of the inhabitants
and the density of the population in the
different parts of the country. In the re-
gion of the great lakes, for example, there
are countries as thickly settled as many of
the States of Europe — relatively small
areas, which, according to Stanley, possess
millions of inhabitants. Behna states that
the negro regions are by far the most pop-
ulous, while the desert parts represent the
other extreme. M. A, Rabaud, in a paper
published in the ‘‘Bulletin of the Mar-
seilles Geographical Society,” gives the fol-
lowing as the population of the different
subdivisions of the continent : In the Sou.
dan, the population is estimated at 80,000,-
000, or about fifty-three per square mile ;
the town of Bida, on the Niger, contains
80,000 inhabitants. The population of
East Africa is estimated at 30,000,000, and
that of Equatorial Africa at about 40,000,-
000. Oune of the latest authorities divides
the population as follows among the great
families into which ethnologists have sepa-
rated the peoples: Negroes, 130,000,000 ;
Hamites, 20,000,000 ; Bantus, 13,000,000 ;
Foolahs, 8,000,000 ; Nubians, 1,500,000 ;
Hottentots, 50,000. This would give a
total population of 172,550,000. These
figures are, of course, only approximate,
and both German and English geographers
think them too low, the former estimating
the population at 200,000,000.—[Popular
Science Monthly.
