SacRAMENTO, April 14, 1880, »

The Senate met pursvant 10 adjournment, Presi-
dent Mansfield in the chair.

Roll called and a quorum present.

The reading of the journal of yesterday was, on
motion of Mr. NyE, ‘pos.poned, the work having
heen so heavy that the Clerks were unable to get
them written up.

ASSEMBLY BILLS,

Mesers. Exos, Parpee and GormAN wished to he
recorded as desiring to have the whole matter per-
taining to the St» ~ Prison witness mileage fees
tabied.

Mr. Jonxsoxs n. hat Mr. Leach’s Revenue bill
be declired a case o - _gency and reaq a second time.

Carried unanimousiy, and the bill ordered toa
third reading.

Mr. Jonxsox moved that the Senate recede from
its amendment to Sevaie Bill No. 163--the anti-
pedro bill.

Mr. CoxgERr opposed this, and characterized it as
absurd and ridiculous. The Senate had made it ap-
plicable only to minors and should not recede.

The motion to recede was lost—ayes 15, noes 20.

Tae Judiciary Committee recommended that the
Senate concur in the Assembly amendments to Sen-
ate Bill No. 131—the Insolvency bill.

Mr. JonxsoN did not fayor this report. Under
the bill as it bad been amended, a creditor who re-
sided in Australia or Hindostan could throw a man
mto bankraptey.

Mr. Dickixsox thought the amendment a proper
one. There was no reason why it should not pre-
vail. It was on the whole more [avorable to the
debtor than the creditor.

Mr. Jonxsox thought it was yot for a petitioner in
New York to be able to prepare a petition thers and
throw a man into bankruptey here. No matter
how wealthy a man might be he might be thrown
into bankruptey by five residents of Australia or
Hongkong. It was a dangerous precedent, and
should not be tolerated.

Mr. DickiNgoN said an amendment required the
petitioners to give a bond, and this would be ample
protection.

Mr. CoNGER favored the concurrence with the As-
sembly.

Mr. NeuMaxN thought men outside the Siate
should not be allowed to take pari in summary le.al
proceedings of law., The bill should be confined to
residents of the State.

Mr. NyE thought the amendment a just one, For-
eign debts should be just as sacred as home ones,
and both classes of debtors should be ¢qua.ly pro-
tected.

Mr. NEuMANN explained that the bond would cover
the point he had made, so that he could now vote
for the bill.

Mr. Jouxsox said the man living outside the State
had the advantage of the United Staies Cour.s.

Mr. DickiNsON said the jurisdiction of the United
States Courts amounted 10 nothing in the ma.ter.

On the question of concurring in the amendmeut
of the Assembly the Senate refused to concar—ayes
12, noes 18. Also, refused to concur ia an amend-
ment of the same character—ayes 11, noes 20.  Sen-
ate refused to concuar in Assemb'y amendment, rela-
tive to an'e-dating the time of filing a pecition.
Other Assembly amendments to the bill were con-
curred in, with the exception of the one placing no
limit to the time in which a crediior could come in
for his share cof thedividend ; also, refused to concur
in striking oug the words, * prima facia.” Amend-
ment to Section 65 was no.-concurred in; also,
amendment to Section 67.

A section known as 63, which was not in the Sec-
retary’s ¢opy, but was in the printed bill, pro-
viding that this bill should not apply to any person
insolvent at the time the Act is passed, was non-
concurred in by a vote of 2 to 27,

Two reports were presented from the Judiciary
Committee, relative to Assembly Bill No. 425, and
ordered to be printed in the journal.

THE SECOND-READING FILE

Was taken up as follows: Assembly Bill No. 463
An Act concerning roads and highways in this State
(by Mr. McComas).

Mr. Grascock offered an amendment providing
that when the location of roads on county lines
takes place, the expense shall be shared equally by
the two counties. Adopted.

Mr. WesT offered an amendment to Section 16,
restricting the right of way regarding private roads.
Adopted.

Mr. West offered a substitute for Section 21,
authorizinz the Bcard of Supervisors to establish
such road distric s as micht be necessary.

Mr. Exos m_ved that the bill be indetinitely post-
poned. His reason for this was that the present
rozd laws would still continue in operation.

Mr. JonxsoN entertained the same view, ands

thouzht the old laws would remain in force and no
harm could result.

The motion to indefinitely postpone was carried—
ayes 18, noes 8.

MINING BILL DEFEATED.

Assembly Biil No. 472—An Act ‘o encourage the
micing industry and to suppress stock gambling (by
Mr. Braunhard).

Mr., CoxeER looked upon=this bi'l as moustrous.
It gave the Commissioner uoiimited power to in-
vesdzace mines, and was absurd in the auvhority it
gave to him. He could at any time step into any
of these mines and remove ofiicers, if in his judg-
went they were not doiey Jheir duty. Mines valued
at mi'lions of dollars were placed at the mercy ol
one man, and this was not wise legislation. He
could employ exper.s, and if the Commissioner was
not- honesc it would entail evil resulis that could
scarcely be estimated. It was claimed that it would
suppress stock-gambling, but it did not reach the
princely minz-owners. It was full of incovsisten-
cies, and all that was good in it. was contained in
bills already passed by the Le islature.

Mr. GEorag® said there were some good features
in the bill, and had it been prope:ly amended he
would have supported it. Under the circumsiances
he would oppose it. The bill was also pronounced
unconstitutional by good anthority.

Mr. Hirrenl said vhe bill created a new office for
which there was no necessity. The e was no limit
~placed as to the expenditures he could put the State

to.

Mr. Zock caid the bill was the same introduced
wwo years ago ard indorsed by Governor Irwin, as
_he had been reliably informed. It limited the ex-
penditures to the approval of the Examiners, the
same as other State officers. It was claimed to be
in opposi . iof to business interests. The xame arvn-
ments had been used against the hill establishing
the Baoking Commission, and the Insurance Com-
mission and the.Railroad Commission, and was
shown to have no foundation. The object of
this bill was to prevent fictitious stock transactions,
and if stock gambling should be suppressed it would
be of great benefit to the legitimate mining interests
of the State.

Mr. SEARS said it had not been demonstrated that
the bill contained a single meritorious clause. The
bill, unde~ the Constitution, was class legislation,
and was clearly unconstitutional. It made the Com-
missioner the Czar of the mining corpor:tions, and
gave him powers greater than those exercised by the
Autocrat of Russia over his subjects. 1If it became
a law no capitaiist 1n this State would risk hismoney
in mines here. It was a corrupt and infamous meas-
ure, or such severe penaliies of enforcement would
not b2 made. The Commissioner must have the first
information, ansl was the autocrat of the business.
Mr. SATTERWHITE said the Crmmissioner ought t»

ave great power, and should be ruled with an iron
hand. It was better that stock gambling should be
taken from the State than w0 have it managed as it
had been in the past. The objection of unconstitu-
tionality amounted to nothing. The bill might not
be entirely compiete, but immediate action was nec-

-

cssary.

Mr. Coxaer would hke to inqu're whether Gov-
ernor Irwin was a mining expert. The public could
understand the reports of the Bank Commissioners,
but not those of mining experts. This bill did not
stop stock-gambling. It simply gave the Commis-
sioner the power to levy blackmail. What was there
in it to encourage legitimate mining. The Gorley
bill reached the evils of the business, but this did
not.

Mr. PARDER moved a call of the Senate. Lost.

Mr. Smars stated the bill gmvided that the Diree-
tors or Trustees could be held respousible for errors
made by experts. It also empowered the stock-
brokers to miake and collect taxes. The broker
eould be prosecuted upon a bond which he had
failed to give, or refused to give. This shewed the
great brain of the author. In salaries alone $7,100
was ulg ven to this Commissioner, and the expense
would be 825,000 annually .

Mr. Zuck said the mining broker was required to
file a bond for $10,000 within ten days after netifica-
tion by the Cou missioner.

Mr. Nsvmaxs said he mever before saw a law
which required a person to give a bond for the per-
formance of a vate duty. One amendment re-
quired the corporation to make a ‘‘ weekly report
every month.” If this was not done the Direstors
were to be sued on the bond which they gave. This
bill, h= thought, was not demanded by the people.
A bill on the file met the requirements of the case,
:udhehopedthilono&whichm unsound and un-
constitutional, woul i be voted down.

The Clerk called the roll and the bi'l was lost—
ayes 17, noes 16—less than the requisite number
voting in the affirma ive.

Mr. RYAN moved to amend by striking out Section
7, and ¢laimed that the section would work gn injary
to foreigners regarding naturalization.

Mr. Baker thought that the law wounld work no
injustice, and it was highly necessary that some
eleciion law should pass, and by amendment 18
pas=age would be je pardized.

Mr. Exos opposed the section. and said that a
natwalized voter would have io name the Court in
which he was naturalized. This wou'd disiranchise
citizens who had been voters for years. It would
do an injustice to many an honest elector of this
State. It was an innovation that was unjust. The
amendment should be adopted.

EVENING SESSION.

The Senate reassembled at 7:30 p. M., President
pro tem. Baker in the chair.

Mr. TrRAYLOR offered a resolution petitioning Con-
gress not to allow the Postoffice Department to pro-
hibit Wells, Fargo & Co. from continuing their
postal service, and asked a suspension of the rules
to permit of its passage. The Senate refused to
suspend the rules.

Tne amendment by Mr. Ryan (in Committee of
the Whole), striléng out Section 7 trom the eleciion
law was withdrawn and one substituted striking the
words ““and Court” from it. This amendment was
advocated by Mr. Exos and adopted.

Mr. RyaN moved to sirike out the proviso requir-
ing a voter to declare that he intended to be an
elector at the next election. Adopted.

Mr. SATTERWHITE moved to strike out Section 19
of the bill, requiring the production of naturaliza-
tion papers. Adopted.

Mr. Hiul offered an amendment, making the no-
tice of election by the Supervisors substantially the
same as under the c¢ld law —ten days’ notice,
Adopted.

Mr. JouxsoN said the Governor only gave ten
days’ notige, and how zould the Supervisors give
more than five. He would move to reconsider.

Mr. Hint said he proposed to amend so as to extend
the notice to twenty or thirty days.

Mr. JoussoN said this only applied to vacancies
in Assembly or Senatorial Districts, and if a va-
cancy occarred the Governor could not more than
issue his proclamation and the election be held be-
fore the session would be «ver.

Mr. Browx =aid the bill as drawn was simply the
old law made to conform to the Constitution.

Mr. JonnsoN moved to reconsider the amendment.

agricalture, mechanic arts, manufactures and do-
mesiic industries ; no part to be used in any event
for the payment of purses or stakes for horse racing
in any form.

M. Fox called attention of the members to the fact
that they were appropriating money for something
not yet formed. He admonished them to go slow
and not appropriate the money of the people in th's
manner. The State Board of Equalization would
probably levy the tax for the coming year based
upon this appropriation bill.

Mr. Apays warned the members and friends of
the Agricuitural bills not to push this appropria-
tion. He thought it was toomuch; he had favored the
organization of district fairs, but could not vote for
the amount intended to be appropriated by this
amendment. Would not dare to face his constitu-
ents if be did.

Nir. Ts LER compared thisamendmentto the “riders”
that are sometimes placed on similar bilis in Con-
gress te prevent the President from using appropri-
ations.

Mr. CoANDLER favored the State running the State
Agricultural Society as a State institution, and
would favor giving districts a legitimate amount.

Mr. Yorg thought it necessary that they should re-
ceive help from the State for all societies, and was
not afraid to face his constituents on such a record.

Mr, CAMRON was in favor of appropriating money
for these purposes. He demonstrated the benefits
which scerue to the State by a wise policy in foster-
ing the growing industries of the country.

Mr. CARR of Sacramento {avored $5,000 for the
State Society, and also reasonable amouuts for the
districts.

Mr. CorcorAN did not think the State was pre-
pared to give $33,000 for purses for horse races.
There never was a fair in this State that promoted

iculture in the least. It is a plain violation of
the Constitution. The societies should give their
own.money as premiums, instead of donating it for
horse races. ¢

Mr. Cook was not in favor of cutting down, but he
wanted the thing equalized, so that the small dis-
tricts may be benefited in some degree. He was in
favor of raising it to $100,000.

Mr. Bexserr said he knew what the purpose was

“all along, when it was attempted to make State in-
“stitutions out of the socie*ies. The whole thing is

wrong, and he was opposed to the appropriation.

Mr. Youna said appropriations had been made in
the past, and they should be made again. They can
be made safely, and the Xeople will justify it. There
are some men who would vote against all appropria-
tions. These men consider every dollar spent for
educational purposes as thrown away. This is one
of the greatest educators in the State. Some men
are so small that it would take a powerful micro-
scope to discover any vestige of a soul. Some of
these statesmen would bite a two-bit piece till the
eagle squeals, and these are the men who are op
ing the appropriatien. He was opposed to the re-
duction.

PoRTLAND, April 24th.—The weather is
cool and cloudy.

The Oregon Railway and Steam Navigation
Company propose to build the present season
thirty miles of rai'road, commencing at Texas
ferry, on Snake river, and exvtending up the
Palouse valley. The contract for furnishing
ties is already let, and the work of grading is
soon to commence. It is the purpose of the
company to have thirty miles completed this
year, in time to handle the grain crop. The
new road will be of the standard gauge, and
will, ultimately be continued down on this
side of Snake river until a junction is
effected with the other line, either at Wallula
or Walla Walla. The extension will tap an
immense wheat-producing region, furnishing
a safe and speedy transportation of all the
surplus grain raised, and thus conferring great
commercial advantages on a rich and fertile
section of the northwest coast.
