SACRAMENTO, April 15, 1880,

The Senate met pursuant to adjournmenpt, Presi-
dent Mansfield in the chair,
Roll called and & quorum present.
On motion of Mr. Jomssox the reading of the
Jjournal was postponed until to-morrow morning.

The Commuttee on County Governments reported
several bills back without recommendation.
The Committee on Claims also presented a similar
report.
Assembly messages were taken up and read.
The Senate concurred in the Assembly amend-
ments to Senate Bill No. 418, relative to regulating
the gale of drugs and poiso ous substances, except
as to the provision which required a schedule.

THE APPROPRIATION BILL.

Assembly Bill No. 574 was taken up and read, and
Mr. JonxsoN moved that the bill be declared a case
of urgency, read a second time and acted apon.

MANHATTANISMS.

PRIVATE RIGHTS AND THE LATEST
MONOPOLY,

A Story About Criticism with a Moral—A
Clerical Coxcomb—Reminiscences of
Caleb Cushing—Notes.

New Yorg, April 8, 1880.

The decision of the General Term of the
Superior Court, just made here, that the
elevated railways should be required to
pay damages to property-holders, where
private rights can be clearly shown to have
been invaded, has been earnestly welcomed
by hundreds of property-owners on and
near the route of the roads, as well as by
lovers of justice thronghout the city. It
is a pleasant surprise to most persons, as it
is a reversal of a former decision, and in-
asmuch as there sgemed to be no hope of
obtaining justice against this

COLOSSAL MONOPOLY

And aggressive corporation, for the roads
are now, as you know, consolidated into
one company. I fear that injured prop-
erty-holders are unduly elated by this
decision, which will not, in all probability,

do them any good, because the case will,
of course, be carried to another Court, and,
in the event of decisions adverse to the
roads, to another and another Court, with
the special intent to exhaust the patience
and means of the plaintiffs. There is very
little doubt, however, that if the question
of their rights should ever come before the
Supreme Court of the United States, their
rights will be sustained. The ablest dis-
interested lawyers say that the State
Legislature has no constitutional right to
grant any such charter as it has granted to
the roads, and that neither has the city
any right to give them the privilege of
making themselves a nuisance, as they as-
suredly have done. Right of way and occu-
pation of the streets is one thing, depriva-
tion of light, vile odors, blinding, begrim-
ing smoke, con}iuuous deafening noise, are
another ; and all these the roads constantly
create. The Metropolitan Railway, against
which the decision mentioned has been
obtained, has injured property far more
than the New York Railway, as the former
runs through Sixth avenue and one of the
best quarters, while the latter runs through
Third avenue, occupied mainly by beer and
liquor saloons, and the German and poorer
population, naturally less sensitive to
odors, din and other annoyances, than are
people of a different class. The roads have
done

MORE THAX $50,000,000 DAMAGE,
It is estimated, in the entire city, and to
prevent citizens from recovering anything
at law, they have mortgaged their prop-
erty beyond it full value. They have, on
the other hand, been of great benefit to the

city at large, especially to the upper part,
and have made fortunes for the originators
of the enterprise. Such men as Cyrus W.
Field, Samuel J, Tilden, Jose F. Navarro,
David Dows, George M. Pullman, David
Dudley Field, 8. L. M. Barlow, General
Horace Porter, Wm. H. Vanderbilt, Moses
Taylor, Robert L. Stuart are reported to
have made new fortunes from the roads.
Most of them have sold out their stock for
six or seven times its cost, so as to avoid
all danger of prospective damages. The
general publict—hat is, the people doing
basiness and living away from the line of
the roads—like them ; but all those who
have been hurt by them detest them, and
cannot understand why they should be
made heavy losers without a dollar of com-
pensation for their losses,
ART CRITICISM.

It is never entirely safe to find fault with
a picture in an exhibition when you have
a wide acquaintance among artists, unless

yvou know who has painted it. Prudence

in this particular is taught by a late inci-

dent at an up-town exhibition, where a
number of amateurs were represented. A
critic happened to be going about the
rooms in company with an acquaintance,
and they were freely offering comments on
the different canvases. After awhile the
companion of the critic—a very polite per-
son, by the by—took him by the arm and
led him to a pictare, which he said he
wished the critic to see. ‘“What do you
think of this?” was the inquiry, as they
stood in front of what purported to be an
ideal head. *Think of it?” replied Aris-
tarchus ; I think it very bad. It has
nothing to recommend it. It is stiff, ugly,
unnatural ; a perversion of the first prin-
ciples of art. It is an abomination——"
and he was going on with his denunciation
when he caught a glimpse of his compan-
ion’s face, which had more colors than the
ideal head. Then the critic happened to
remember hearing that his comrade’s wife
painted occasionally, and the remembrance
made the interest of his many-hued ac-
quaintance suddenly clear. He altered his
tone at once, as courtesy demanded.
Having changed his position, he con-

tinued, after a pause: “But I've
been too fast. The picture is not
so bad. Indeed, now that I have come

to see it in a jtrue light, I rather like it.
Oh, yes,” after a long gaze ; ““it is not the
same thing. The painting needs study,
and above all, a good light. It is peculiar.
There is something original in the treat-
ment. Not a vestige of conventionality in
it. It lacks a certain finish ; it wants
technique ; but it is bold ; it shows large,
free handling, and will be sure to attract
attention from people who know what
serious painting 1s.” His comrade’s coun-
tenance now assumed its natural aspect,
and his lips, no longer tied, uttered:
“I'm really glad that you like it. It is
something my wife did last summer in the
country.” ‘‘Indeed; I had no.idea that
she was an artist. She should be encour-
aged, and the asses who hang pictures in
the way hers is hung ought to be ex-
pelled from the society. What idiots
some men are!” He forbore to mention
any names.
. A¥ INDISCREET CLERGYMAN.
Clerical troubles, just now, are many
and diversified throughout the country.
Some of them are sad enough—deeply
tragical, indeed ; others are trivial and ri-
diculous. Among the latter may be in-
cluded the petty woes of Rev. W. M.
Trumbower, of West Hoboken, who stands
in peculiar and not wholly pleasant rela-
tions to certain members of his congrega-
tion, worshipingin a tiny Methodist church
on top of a hill. He announces that Mag-
gie Dubois, the young daughter of one of
his parishioners, has been making despe-
rate love to him, intending to capture him
for a husband, and that, as he does not re-
ciprocate her ardent affection, she and her
parents have set afloat scandalous stories
concerning him. The fair Maggie naturally
denies the clerical allegation, and her papa
and mamma sustain her denial, of course.
The girl says she really dislikes the
preacher, and always has disliked him;
that she never thought of marrying him;
and would not marry him, if he were
made of gold. There is an air of prob-
ability in her statement, inasmuch
as he has only $300 a year, and we do not
believe that any normal woman, however
romantic, would want or accept a husband
with such a pittance. - West Hoboken be-
inga suburb of New York, we are confi-
dent that the girls there are too much in-
fluenced by the monetarily matrimonial
influences of the metropolis to threw

themselves away on ministers with so
slender an income. Rev. Trumbower is
very young, and evidently as inexperienced
as he 1s young. He has begun indiscreetly ;
he has needlessly got himself into hot wa-
ter. Evenif the yonng women of his congre-
gation have made love to him, he should
not tell of it. It is not good sense. Men
of the world, though not over-nice in mor-
als, do not talk in that way, and clergy-
men surely should not be more communi-
cative on so delicate a subject. Rev.
Trumbower should learn to bridle his
tongue. He never can expect any peace
if he keeps up such a babbling, even in
the Arcadian circles of West Hoboken.
While the whole affair seems to be a storm
in a saucer, it has created a tumult in the
church, which is so very small, and so
rched upon a hill that it might be upset
y so slight a cause as the wagging of its
pastor’s tongue.
CALEB CUSHING.

George Loring, of Boston, delivered
lately at Newburyport, Mass., an address
commemorative of the late Caleb Cushing,
who was born near that quaint old town
(Salisbury was his native place),in January
of the present century. Cushing was a
very peculiar man, and as a study is very
interesting. He had many defects ; but
as an individual he was curious, and at-
tractive through his very defects, which
were unlike the defects of most people.
His associates have differed much as to his
degree of talent ; but they have all agreed
about his marvelous industry and memory,
which allowed very little that he had ever
read to escape him. His application was
prodigious. For near thirty years he spent
sixteen hours out of twenty-four on an
average in study and work, and retained
perfect health all the while. He was wont
to say that all the opinions and theories
concerning the necessity of outdoor life
and exercise were unfounded, and gave
himself as an illustration to the contrary.
He certainly was an exception—perhaps
one of the exceptions that prove the rule.
He spent most of his long life within
walls ; he toiled continuously and untir-
ingly, and yet he kept extraordinary vigor
and the appearance of comparative youth
up to almost 80. Probably no American
of his time had done more miscellaneous
reading, and what he had read 20 or 30
years before was nearly as fresh in his mind
as what he had read a few days previous.
Persons not wellacquainted with him often
thought that he had been cramming for a
particular subject, so completely informed
was he on it. They would be surprised to
learn that he had not consulted any au-
thority on that topic for many years.

Although he had filled various important
public offices, he was greatly disappointed
politically, thinking that his political tal-
ents and knowledge had not been appre-
ciated. He frequently said that he had
spent twenty-five years in equippirg him-
self for public service, and that most of
the time so spent had been wasted. An
analysis of Caleb Cushing’s character by
some one who knew him, and several New
Englanders still living knew him thor-
oughly, would be a valuable contribution
to a magazine, and would possess ample
charm as a revelation of the inconsistencies
and even contradictions of human nature.

VARIETIES,

The death, just announced, of Mrs.
George F. Deutsch, Martin Van Buren’s
niece, by taking opium to end her troubles,
is a sad close to alife which opened happily
and brilliantly. She was the daughter of

Dr. Peter Van Buren of this city, had been
very handsome, was finely educated, and
had been prominentin the most fashionable
and refined circles. She had carried on a
flirtation from the back windows of her
father’s house in Twenty-second street with
a man twenty years her senior, and had
been married to him afterherfather’s death.
The union was wretched ; her hushand left
her ; she became a mental wreck from using
opium, and finally committed suicide. This
is another of the numberless tragedies con-
tinually arising from inharmonious mar-
riage.

The opening of spring at an earlier date
than usual is announced by Colonel De
Lancey Kane, who will begin to drive his
Tally Ho coach next week between here
and New Rochelle, and make regular trips
during the season. Playing coachman is
not a very dignified employment, but it is
better than the vulgar dissipation of
many of our men of fashion. Kane'smother
is an Astor, grand-daughter of old John
Jacob, the German immigrant who landed
here with half-a-dozen flntes, all his
property, and died worth $25,000,000.

Thus far this has been a most typical
April.

The Presidential Question.

New York, April 15th.—The Sun, oddly
enough, comments on recent political events
as follows - Stalwart Iowa, whose Republi-
can majorities are on as big ascale as her
other crops, sends a solid Blaine delegation
to Chicago. That is her answer to the Third-
Termers and their twaddle about *a strong
Government.” In Kentucky, on the other
hand, where Republicans are as rare as
whisky is plenty, the Republican Conven-
tion has been successfully packed for Grant.

The latest story, that Tilden would decline
the candidacy for President, was shown to
that gentleman at his residence last evening,
when he promptly declared he had never
seen the original document.

SPRINGFIELD (Mass.), April 15th.— The
Republican has the best authority for saying
that Edmunds has not withdrawn from the
field, and will not shirk any responsibility.
Massachusetts KRepublican State Conven-

tion.

‘WoRCESTER, April 15th.—The Republican
State Convention met to-day.

United States Senator Dawes was chosen
permanent Chairman.

After the usual committees were appointed,
Senator Dawes made an effective speech.

Three hundred and eighteen cities and
towns were represented by 1,115 delegates.
Twenty-eight towns were not represented.

Colonel W. B. Hopkins said he believed a
great majority of the Convevrtion favored
Edmunds., [Applause.]

Delegates were put in nomination, consist-
ing of George F. Horace, Julius H. Zeely.
Charles R. Codman and John E. Sanford,
with alternates,

Parker Chandler said at the request of
Sherman’s friends he seconded these nomina-
tions, for whomsoever would be nominated at
Chicago the friends of both Edmunds and
Sherman would support.

General N. P. Banks nominated the follow-
ing delegates at large : Aleck H. Rice, C. R.
Mudge, Charles A. Stoll, L. L. Brown—a
Grant ticket.

Boutwell seconded the nominations, and
said : There are two gentlemen more promi-
nently mentioned for the Chief Magistracy
than any others. They are General Grant
[applause] and Senator Blaine. [Subdued
applause.| Three-fourths of the delegates
who assemble at Chicago. Senator Hoar had
said in a letter, will be in favor of General
Grant or Senator Blaine. The only thing
remaining to Massachusetts is a choice be-
tween these two. [Cries of *“ Doubted ” after
a loud cry of * Blaine.”]

Boutwell closed by expressing a belief that
all our interests are bound up in the nomina-
tion of General Grant.

Rev. Freeman Clark paid a tribute to
President Hayes which created much ap-
plause. He said the influence of Massachu-
setts killed Senator Blaine. He had no
doubt that Grant would receive the nomina-
tion from the South, but he doubted very
m-ich if they could elect him. New York
must be carried, and that would be impossi-
ble with Grant as a candidate. Grant went
in with a tremendous majority the first term,
and left with scarcely any following. He
feared no revolution, and the nations abroad
which purchase our bonds above par do not
fear it. [[mmense applause.]

Resolutions were offered pledging the sup-
port of Massachusetts to the nominee of the
Chicago Convention and denouncing the
Democratic doctrine that to the victors be-
long the spoils, and promising a firm support
to a civil service reform candidate ; also de-
manding a candidate of stainless public rec-
ord, who will not put the party on the de-
fensive.

A ballot for delegates was then taken, and
the result announced immediately after recess
as follows : Whole number of votes, 1,060 ;
necessary for a choice, 531 ; George T'. Hoar,
709 ; Charles R. Codman, 656 ; John E. San-
ford, 672 ; Julins H. Seely, 581. The re-
maining votes were distributed among ten
candidates.

The following were unanimously chosen
alternates: Eben T. Stone, James M. Bar-
ker, Charles Allen and Robert D. Bishop.

The platform was unanimously adopted,
on motion of Boutwell. It is as follows:
First, steadfast adherence to the distinetive
principles of the Republican party ; second,
honest currency, congratulating the country
and Administration upon the success of re-
sumption and the restoration of confidence
under the able management of Secretary
Sherman ; third, the inviolable sovereignty
of the nation over States; fourth, free and
honest elections ; the crime of fraud at the
polls or in counting votes is intolerable ;
fifth, gratitude to President Hayes forimprov-
ing the tone and method of civil service ; in-
voking Congress to complete the work by
necessary enactments to prevent the misuse
of public service for political or personal pur-
poses ; sixth, deploring sectional animosity,
earnestly desiring that the resources of all
sections of the South, as well as the North,
be developed, and to that end the recognition
of the equal rights of all; past controversies
should not be revived for political effect ; sev-
enth,all Republicansshouldloyally support the
party candidates ; demanding that the Mas-
sachusetts delegates use all proper efforts for
the nomination of a candidate, with the
requisite qualifications, who will have the ap-
proval of all Republicans, and inviting the
support of all patriotic citizens ; while not
instructing delegates, recommending that
George T. Edmunds is such patriot and states-
man,

Adjourned.

The Proposed Extension of Time for the

Committee on Railroads to-day heard fur-
ther arguments on the bill to extend the time
for the completion of the Texas Pacific Rail-
road, and adjourned until Saturday, when
action is expected. Davis aud ex Congress-
man Jeremiah M. Wilson, representing the
Southern Pacific Company of California,
were heard in opposition to the bill, and
Governor Brown, of Tennnessee, briefly re-
joined.

Escape of Convicts,
St. PETERSBURG, April 15th,— A large

Students Tried and Sentenced-—-Seareity
of Food.

OpEssa. April 15th.—Nineteen persons,
mostly students, have been tried by Court~
martial for various political offenses. Two
were acquitted, and the others were sene
tenced to hard labor.

In the Government of Orenburg, Russia,
thousands of families can neither obtain food
nor means to earn it, and there is a scarcity
of work as well as food.

Steamer Scuttled.
Loxpox, April 15th,—Hamburg news-
papers state that on Saturday last the British
steamer Abneck Castle, bound for Venezuela,
entered the river Elbe. The vessel, from the
nature of her cargo, attracted the attention
of the Peruvian Consul. She had a large
quantity of war material, and intended to
take in one hundred tons of powder at Ham-
burg, and then proceed to Valparaiso. While
at anchor she took fire, and was scuttled to
prevent an explosion. The ship and cargo,
which included a number of Krupp guns,
were insured in London and Hamburg for
£137,000. The Peruvian Consul is about to
proceed against the owners of the vessel.
