THE DEFEAT OF THE MINING BILL.

j The defeat of the Braunhart-Tuttle min-
ingbillmay be accepted as indicating the
failure of allattempts toregulate the stock
___k and the mines thus far. The need
for some regulation of this kind isundenicd
and undeniable. Itis true that the oppo-
nents of legislation have been strengthened
by the foolish attempts of ignorant persons
to deal with the subject, and that Gorley's
billdid more toprevent the passage of any
remedial measure than all the argu-
ments of the brokers. But the history of
mining management on this coast and in
this State is so consistent and striking aa
record of fraud and conspiracy, swindling
and perjury, usurpation and trickery, that
those who resist all measures for the pro-
tection of the public lay themselves open
to the sharpest suspicion. We are, how

-
ever, less disposed to regret the failure of
legislation on this subject because it seems
to us that the matter is rapidly approach-
iug a point at which it must work its
own relief. The public faith and public
credulity have at last been worn out. The
concentration of the principal mining
properties in the hands of a few men has
made it evident to the dullest capacity
that the outside operators cannot have the
least prospect of success. There is no
longer any clement of chance inthe game,
and though plenty of people willgo on
gambling all their lives if there is the
faintest prospect of winning, very few are
so infatuated as to stake their money per-
petually where the dealer takes everything
of necessity. The brokers and mining
speculators who have opposed the Tuttle
billdo not understand their own interests.
There is really but one way to revive the
stock market, and that is by restoring
public confidence through .the agency
of protective legislation. Until that
is effected it may be safely pre-
dicted that there willbe no considerable
restoration of business, and the failure of
this bill therefore renders it certain that

the approaching season will bring no re-
covery to stocks. The truth is that the
insiders have been running a "hogging
"game" too selfishly and persistently.
They have depended too much upon public
gullibility. There is a point at which that
elastic element ceases to be capable of
further stretching, and such a point has
now been reached. And sine, the public
know the mining fraternity far too well to
'believe that they will return to

'

honest
\u25a0ways withoutbeing compelled to do so, it
followsthat the brokers and their backers
have committed a suicidal piece of folly in
defeating the only measure which could
have put them on their feet again. They
willrealize this before six months have
passed.

CONGRESS AND THE WHITTAKER CASE.

We are not surprised that a feeling is
manifested in Congress on behalf of fair
play for the colored West Point cadet
Whittaker, for ithas been made disgrace-
fully plain that the academy authorities
have from the outset been endeavoring to
find him guilty. General Schofield, with
most indecent haste, expressed the opinion
.that he had mutilated himself, before any

inquiry had been made, and the academy
surgeon appears to have jumped to the
same conclusion upon equally fragile found-
ations. Infact it has been apparent that
the academy authorities generally would
eagerly embrace an opportunity to expel
this lad, and they have conducted the ex-
amination throughout precisely as though
they were trying him upon a specific
charge, and not at allas if they admitted
,the possibility th.it his story might be true.
The animus of the inquiry has been brought
into stillstronger relief bythe utter failure
of all the attempts to fasten the deed upon
Whittaker. Every L fresh development
makes it more improbable or impossible
that ke should have arranged the situation
inwhich he was found. There is, however,
growing reason to suspect that West Point
'needs a more thorough investigation thin
;it willever get at the hands of its own offi-
cers, and Congress might do worse than to
take measures for such an inquiry.

THE ADJOURNMENT OF THE LEGIS-
LATURE.

:.The twenty-third session of the State
Legislature will end at noon to-day, and
the members willreturn to < their constitu-
ents to findout what impression their con-
duct has made upon those on whom they
depend for political advancement. The
session about to expire has been remark-
able in at least one respect. Ithas been
attended with more turbulence, disorder
and ungentlemanlj behavior on the part
of members than any previous session has
exhibited. It is only just to state that
this disgraceful conduct has been almost
confined to the Assembly, but if the man-
ners of that body were taken as a fair il-
lustration of California civilization, the
conclusion that the State was retrograding
towards barbarism would we fear be un-
avoidable. An attempt was made at an
early stage of the session to put down the
more disorderly members, and to preserve
some semblance of dignity and decorum,
but it was a failure, and towards the close
the scenes of violence and uproar occurring
daily have been simply outrageous. No
Legislature that ever convened in this
State had before it heavier work
than the adoption of the new Con-
stitution imposed upon this one, but
it very soon became apparent that the
body was illfitted todeal with the weighty
task intrusted to it. It would be hardly
an exaggeration to say that the conserva-
tive and intelligent element has been com-
pelled to devote almost all its time and
energy to the defeat of the crude and
vicious measures which have been literally
showered downthroughout the session. It
is unquestionably true that the best work
of the session has consisted in the defeat
of such bad legislation. Atintervals the
Legislature has appeared to lose its bead
completely over absurd and preposterous
anti-Chinese propositions, and despite
their notorious unconstitutionality, enough
of them have passed to keep the Supreme
Court employed for some time inexposing
their invalidity. Of the bills necessitated
by the new Constitution enough have been
enacted to secure the proper exploita-
tion of the principles of that instrument,
and some other useful and valuable
laws have been introduced. First in im-
portance must be ranked the so-called
debris bill, which, though altered in
some respects for the worse through the
conflict of interests which delayed its pas-
sage, has at length been enacted in a shape
which willfor the first time make itpos-
sible to put in operation the remedies
which science indicates for the great dan-
ger so longimpending over the Sacramento
valley, the rivers of California, and the
harbor of San Francisco. This most im-
portant measure received no intelligent
support or even analysis from the press of
San Francisco, but the press and people of
the interior have been compelled to bear
the whole burden of the controversy, and
at the eleventh hour the San Francisco
journals, which had not taken the trouble
to inform themselves on the subject, of-
fered an opposition as mean and stupid as
it was futile. The passage of this billmay
hereafter be held to cover a multitude of
sins of omission and commission on the
part of the present Legislature, but it
must be acknowledged that the need for
vicarious atonement of some sort is very
great.

Of good bills which have failed to be-
come laws there are unfortunately not a
few. Among them the amended Tuttle
billto regulate mining stock transactions
and the management ofmines takes a first
place. As to the demand for this bill
there can be no doubt, nor can it be im-
agined that the influences which defeated
itwere inharmony with the public interest.
Of course the Legislature cannot be held
responsible for the effects of any laws ren-
dered necessary by the new Constitution.
If those laws prove bad in practice the
fault must be laid at the doors of those
who made and voted for the Constitution.
The Legislature could only obey the man-
datory previsions of that instrument. It
didthis in framing the new revenue bill,
which undoubtedly contains principles
whollyat variance with equity and sound
policy, and which is certain to produce evil
results and cause widespread dissatisfaction.
That, however, is no concern of the Legisla-
ture. It could not have avoided doing
what itdid without flatlydisregarding the
Constitution, and itwould have been alike
disloyal and unreasonable to expect itto do
anything of that kind. Itis somewhat re-
markable that although all parties were
pledged to do something for the removal
of the evilof land monopoly, no measure
looking to that end has become a law.
Several land bills were introduced, and
some discussion of them was had, but they
seemed toburnmembers' ringers, and some-
how the arguments against land monopoly
whichrolledout so roundly on the stump,
had no force in the Legislature, or were
apparently forgotten. Perhaps it is as

•well that nothing should 'be done on
this momentous question until public
opinion has been educated to a fuller com-

prehension of all that it involves. That
education is proceeding to-day more

rapidly and effectually than ever before,
and in a few years the people may be ripe
for a change in the land laws which will
produce far more beneficial results than
could have been expected from any of the
bills of this session. In regard to general
legislation it will be necessary to wait
some time before the full effect of
the session's work can be grasped,
but it is quite competent to any
careful observer to reach the conclusion
that the session about to expire has been
hampered by phenomenal incapacity and
crudity, and that ithas for the most part

been a struggle to prevent disastrous legis-
lation, rather than a harmonious effort to
pass good laws.

STATE CONVENTIONS.
i

State Conventions are beginning to be
held, and the prospects of the various Pres-
idential candidates willhenceforth be more
capable of estimate. Kentucky and Mis-
souri have chosen Grant delegations, and
lowahas gone as solidly forBlame. Massa-
chusetts is about to speak, and it seems to

be believed that her delegation willbe1in-

structed forEdmunds. Itis to be noted
that the results thus far are not as fa-
vorable to Blame as his friends had ex-

pected. Inone of the latest circulars pub-
lished at his headquarters an estimate is
given of the vote likelyto be cast in the
National Convention, and ho is there given
five votes from Kentucky, none of which
he willget, as it now appears, while Mis-
souri, which has gone solid for Grant, is
put down as doubtful. He expects 10 out

of 26 in the Massachusetts delegation, hav-
ing given Edmunds S, but itseems possible
that Edmunds may get them all. The
boast of the Grant men that he would
carry the entire Southern delegations is in
a fair way to fulfillment, and the fact,
should it prove to be so, will give
special emphasis to the non-representative
character of these Southern delegations.
They do not stand for any Republican
strength in their States. Itis a foregone
conclusion that every Southern State will
elect Democratic Electors.

-
Yet the

machine Republicans of these impotent
States willenter the National Republican
Convention with almost power enough
to dictate the nominee of the party

against the rest of the country. Evidently
this is a very precarious condition of
things, seeing that the rank and file are
Republicans, and not Democrats. The
latter in such a case would vote unhesi-
tatingly for the party choice, and never
pause to inquire how it came to be made,
but Republicans have an awkward habit of
bolting when they are dissatisfied with
the party management, and the activityof

the Independent movement at the East
appears to bode illfor the success of any
scheme to steal the nomination bythe votes
of non-representative delegations.

THE INDIANS AND THE WAR DEPART-
MENT.

Aproposition has just been made inCon-
gress to transfer the control of the Indians
to the War Department. It is amazing
that any Congressman should propose such
a measure at this time, for the expedient
has already been tried, and ithas been a
calamitous failure. Mr. Hooper does not
know, or he forgets, that the War Depart-
ment had control of the Indians for some-
thing likethirty-five years, and that dur-
ing that period they were worse man-
aged than ever before. The fact has been
made plain repeatedly that the army is
utterly unfit for such a function. Its
present heads are notoriouslyhostile to the
Indians, and have been identified withthe
most barbarous treatment of them. From
the 1_egan and Fort Grant massacres to
the recent and most hideous massacre at
Fort Kobinson, the heads of the army
have approved every act of brutality and
inhumanity towards the Indians. There is

no doubt as to the sentiments of Generals
Sherman and Sheridan on this subject,
and therefore it would be most improper
to place the Indians under their control.
The United States Government has done
enough evil in this direction.' Itis timeit
endeavored to cancel some of its black and
bloody Indian record, and to act with honor
and humanity towards these its poor wards.

TROOPS AT THE POLLS.

The Democrats in Congress have carried
their rider to the appropriation billrelating
to the use of troops at the polls, and of
course expended the usual amount of cheap
rhetoric on the occasion. They are terribly
shocked at the idea ofFederal troops being
placed near the polls, because they know
perfectly well that there never can be any
use for troops save for the purpose of pre-
venting Democrats from intimidating col-
ored voters. Democratic Congressmen have
no feeling of horror and disgust for the
presence of Southern White Leaguers or

Red Shirt Brigadiers at the polls,however,
even though they are aware that these
latter are armed and drilled, and that they
are organized for the purposeof suppressing
the votes of their fellow citizens. Of all
the impudent hypocrisy politicianspractice,
the Democratic cant about the danger to
republican institutions of troops at the
polls is by far the most disgusting and pre-
posterous.

Three Chinamen Burned to Death at San

The Severance _Iyster_-B__.y of the Miss-
ing Man Found.

San Rafael, April 15th.— At last the
mournful mystery which overhung the fate
of Charles W. Severance has been dispelled
and the shocking details of his murder are
revealed. For the past three or four days
detectives Lees and Avan have been

investigating THE case,
Their only guide in unveiling the mystery
being the statement of the Chinaman, Ah
Lung. During the process of their examina-
tion of the scene of the murder they pre-
served the utmost secrecy, and until 3 o'clock
this evening, at whichhour the body of Sev-
erance was discovered, nothing was known of
the conditionof the case by the outside world.
The detectives, remembering the storm and
darkness of the night on which Severance was
murdered, attached much importance to the
statement made by 'A T Lung to C. C. P.
Severance, that he thought the Portuguese
had buried the body inthe woodshed. This
woodshed is partitioned off from the stable,
and is located some thirty feet in the rear of
the farm-house. Here the traces of blood
were found which have been previously re-
ferred to. Near here the bloody ax was
lying. The farmers who spent last week
in looking for the body, not attaching
due weight to that portion of the China-
man's story relative to the woodshed,
neglected to explore it withmuch care. The
result of the researches of the detectives led
them to dig up the ground in the northeast
corner of the woodshed, and

THE REMAINS 01' SEVERANCE
Were found four feet beneath the surface.
He lay on his side, with his face toward the
south. His body was in a fair state of
preservation. Around his neck was a rope,
withwhichhe evidently had been dragged to
his grave. A deep cut and two bullet wounds
were found in the back of the head, one of
which penetrated through the left eye. A
bullet wound was found just above the left
nipple, and a jagged bullet wound perforat-
ing each wristshowed the brutally barbarous
wayin which he met his death. The gash in
the back of the head was in allprobability
inflictedby the ax, stained with blood, which
has been described in previous dispatches.
On the body of the murdered man was found
$101 50. Buried beside him was his saddle
and.a pair of rubber pantaloons, probably
put there to cause the belief that he had ab-
sconded. The earth had been firmlypacked
over his body, so that the ground was harder
there than inany other part of the shed.

THE PREVAILING THEORY
Here now is that the Chinaman murdered his
master without assistance. It is probable
that while Severance was milking the cow
Ah Lung stole behind him with the ax inhis
hand, and after dealing him a murderous
blow on the head, inflicted the other wounds
with a revolver. The fact that five wounds
were found on the body of the murdered man
server to explain the statement of the China-
man that he heard the Portuguese fire four or
five gun shots.. He evidently thought that
this story might explain, the condition of his
master's remains in the event of their discov-
ery. AhLung was a crack shot, and spent
most cf his leisure time in hunting about the
ranch. The finding of the body throws

A FLOOD OF LIGHT

On the hitherto rather obscure incidents con-
nected with the tragedy the disappearance
of the Chinaman's working clothes ;the find-
ing of his shoes, stained with blood, in the
_.._ ;the hair on the ax. Allthese cir-
cumstances become doubly significant, when
viewed inconnection with tc-Jay's mournful
denouement of the terrible tragedy. After
the first sad shock occasioned by the finding
of the body of the murdered man had par-
tially subsided, the decomposing corpse was
wrapped from sight and conveyed hither in a
wagon. When the news of the horrible dis-
covery reached this place, the great excite-
ment of last week seemed to vanish in com-
parison. Trom every point friends of the
murdered man came to view his mutilated
corpse, and made many fervid expressions of
sorrow, coupled withvehement threats against
the murderer when his identity should be re-
vealed. The body was given in charge of the
Coroner. Sheriff Mason and the detectives
from San Francisco refuse to state the means
by which they gained their
INFOBMATION AS TO THE WHEREABOUTS OF

THE BODY

And the circumstances of the tragedy. This
is believed to be to prevent a possible dem-
onstration cgaicst the Chinaman, who at
present is in solitary confinement. While
everything indicates Ah Lung as the slayer
of Severance, itis claimed by some that the
officials are makicg every effort to divert sus-
picion and accusation from him. For nearly
a week ithas been an open secret that a care-
fully planned attempt was being made to get
a confession from the Chinaman. There are

at present two Chinamen in jailawaiting trial
for murder. Itwas understood that one of
them tad been induced, by promise ofExecu-
tive clemency in case .of success, to
seek to persuade a confidential con-
fession from Ah Lung while confined in
the same cell. Itis believed that this course

was followed, and that after continual tor-
turous working on the fears of AhLung, his
confidante and betrayer succeeded in gaining
an admission of his crime. The detectives
deny this, but couple their denials with the
strongly inferential remark, . "Ifwe tellhow
we got it itwillwarn other?, and the same
plan might not again succeed." The belief
in tho innocence of Joe Peters is strength-
ened, but an effortmay be made to implicate
him. He remains in jail, to the great indig-,
nation of his countrymen, who threaten most
terrible vengeance on the Chinaman if oppor-
tunity offers....
REMARKABLEPHASES OF THE CASE PROMISED.

The Sheriff states that to-morrow some
remarkable phases of the case will be re-
vealed, but refuses to indicate in which direc-
tion.

INTERESTING TO SACRAMENTO.
The Project of the California Mining and

Water Company.

The followingextract is from the American
Exchange (New York)for March 12th. Sac-
ramentans will find interest initfrom two
points of view. First, the bringing in of
water across the American so as to reach a
point near Newcastle, and its conduct thence
downthe foothills,willopen a vast acreage to
cultivation, and give place and inducement
for a large population, which willnaturally
make Sacramento its market town. Second,
the introduction of mountain water into this
city by the exten ion of the canals of the
company some twenty miles. The Exchange
says:

The California Water and MillingCom-
pany ou Monday offered 200,000 shares of its
capital stock to subscribers in this city, and
already nearly the entire amount, itis stated,
has been taken. As soon as all their stock
has been sold the subscription books willbeclosed, as the remaining 300,000 of the total
capital stock willnot be offered on the mar-
ket, 200,000 shares having been retained by
the former owners of the property, ami the
other 100,000 shares placed inthe treasury of
the company. The company has been organ-
ized under the laws of this State, with a capi-
tal of 810,000,000, the stock being fully paid
and non-assessable. Among the stockholders
are many very prominent men, of national as
wellas local celebrity. As the title of the
company suggests, ithas been organized not
only for the purpose of mining, but also for
supplying water to various enterprises.

The property of the company is located be-
tween the south fork and the middle fork of
the American river, in El Dorado county,California, and comprises exclusive water
rights on the divide, covering an area of more
than 700 square miles. The company has
now in operation canals and ditches having a
total length of 257 miles, which supply water
toa number of mines and ranches for mining
and irrigating purposes. Itowns an interest
in eighteen mines, many of which are re-
ported to have proved rich in gold, and a
large area of timber land with three saw-
mills, which are kept actively at work to fill
orders for lumber. As the company owns
exclusively all the water rights in that sec-
tion of the country, it practically owns all
the placer mines in that region.
