look for the growing crops. A practical farmer
.rilingfrom Gonzales, in the lower Salinas valley—* section in which nothing of consequence was

raised last year—says: "We have magnificent
prospects. There is a large acreage sown. -Itis
very early, too. | A great deal is nearly ready to
head. Barley is already in head some.'. Another
reliable authority fromStockton writes: "Reports
from all sections are favorable to crops. The West
Side is doing excellently well. Accounts from
Stanislaus, Merced an1 Tulare counties are to the
effect that the crops willprove perfect bonanzas to
the farmers in those sections." Those who less than
a month ago took a gloomy view of the situation,
for want of rain, have now reason to change their
opinion. /Already the fall for less than half of the
present month is grc .ter than for the whole month
of Aprilin soy season since 1849, with one excep-
tion—that of 1853— when the total for April was
5.37 inches. The Signal Service gives the fall this
month to noon to-day a. 5.12 inches, with no pros-
pect of a let up inthe prevailing storm. The aver-
age rainfall for the month of April since 1850 is
computed at less than 3 inches, so that if the pros-
perity of the State is to be gauged by the amount of
rain likely to fall in jthe opening spring month of
April we have ctuse for abundant gratification.
