The Legislature Concludes its Labors and
Adjourns Sine Die.

The Assembly adjourned Thursday night
about half-past 12, after a session devoted
to presentations and energetic attempts to
indulge in wit and mirth, the most of which
were elephantine gambols, and nearly as ef-
fective as to grace and nimbleness. Yester-
day its session was devoid of active work,
and maiuly given up to frivolous and gen-
erally shallow attempts to have something
funny done and said.  Now and then a mes-
sage from the Senate gave the House an op-
portunity to be serious, and for a few mo-
meats devote itself to business, but in the
lengthened intermissions between these legis-
lative interruptions the Assemblymen were
sadly at a loss for something to do and say.
They had had their regular, set, cut-and-dried
play spell the night before, and had gone

through

Usnally preceding the final dis olution of the
body—the nsual fizz and hiss and flash of the

morning, and for a while threatened to re-
peat the copious performance of the day be-
fore, but only light showers fell in the morn-
ing, though it is yet partially cloudy. 'The
Sacramento river rose steadily all day, and at
midnight marked 20 feet 11 inches, a rise of 6
inches in 24 hours. The water back of
Washington, on the other side of the river,

backing up from the tules, still covers the
dirt road for some distance to the depth of
three feet. : ;

A number of men were at work all day try-
ing to build up Todhunter’s ranch levee, a
mile and a half up the river from Washing-
ton, to prevent an overflow, but it seemed an
almost useless task, and a break was expected
during the night, which wounld submerge the
grain fields and allow the water to run into
the tules. At the ** point” in the main levee
just above Washington the levee has been
giving way and falling into the river, until
but half of the bank remains, and if a current
was rununing against it, it would soon be de-
molished.

The American river at Folsom was falling
yesterday, and will probably be lower here
to-day. The rains from up the Sacramento
valley reaching here to-day will probably
prevent any falling of the river, but as it is
not raining on the snow at any place, no
greater rise need be expected at present.

The snow-storm on the mountains con-
tinued all of Wednesday night and has not
vet,ceased, though it has somewhat abated,
with indications of a cessation. Wednesday
night, when the west-bound emigrant train
was about three miles east of Emigrant Gap
in the sheds a slide nearly three hundred
fest in width came tumbling down the
mountain side, and crushing through the shed
roofs, struck seven freight cars, which were
nearest the engine, and threw them from
the track, but did not injure any of the
passengers or employes. It was a narrow
escape, however, for had the slide struck the
coaches serious jojury might have been in-
flicted. The train, of course, was blockaded—
could not go forward or return—and there it
staged. all day and last night. Provisions
and supplies were sent to the passengers as
soon as possible and their interests looked
after, esterday morning, as a train of
eight engines were pushing a plow down
from Summit to Cisco, at full speed
through the sheds with eighty men on board,
the engines left the rails and ran some dis-
tance on the snow and ice, throwing the
plow entirely out of the shed. Strange to
say, no one was injured, and the engines were
soon run back upon the rails and put to ser-
vice. The snow-fall for twenty-four hours
ending at 12 o’clock last night was: at
Truckee 4} feet, Summit 5 feet, Cisco 4
feet 2 inches, Emigrant Gap 5 feet 6 inches,
Blue Canyon 2 feet 8 inches, Alta 2 feet.
The road is clear from Clisco to Truckee, and
from Sacramento to Emigrant Gap, leaving
but about four miles where there is trouble.
Superintendent Pratt and” Master Mechanic
Cooley are just east of Emigrant Gap,
where the blockade is, and expected, if noth-
ing serious occurred during the night, fo
have the road entirely clear at 5 o’clock this
morning. The trains bound west have
stopped at Truckee. The trains west of Alta
have been running to and from that point
from Sacramento on regular time. If the
road was cleared by this morning the over-
land trains from the East will probably ar-
rive this evening.

The vew firm, backed by
ample capital and commanding a fine and well
established trade, has taken Mr. Hopkins’
old store-room, Nos, 311 and 313 J street, and
apened out there the completest line of
wooden and willow-ware ever puf into stock
in the interior of California. The store room !
is the largest and one of the finest in the city. |
The main floor is 40 by 100 feet, and the
lower or basement story is of like size. In
the center of the main room stand the offices.
On either side of the wareroom run—the en-
tire length—galleries, one being five and the
other eight feet in width. These galleries
amount literally to second floors, and largely
increase the storage capacity of the roomwm.
One of the galleries alone will hold easily
500 dozen brooms. In front and on either
side are spacious show-windows, in which are
constantly exhibited samvles of goods in
stock, The stock embraces every and all
kinds of brooms, mops, sponges and brushes,
for every conceivable use to which such ar-
ticles are adapted. Also woodenware of
every kind known to the trade, and willow-

factory. The firm confines itself to whole-
saleing, and commands a large trade, com-
peting with the bay and Eastern markets,
and selling to better advantage than rivals
abroad, because of the advantages afforded
by the centrality of Sacramento’s situaticn
and the economy with which business may
here be conducted., The firm manufactures
willow-ware and brooms, and is the agent for
the San Francisco and Pacific Glass Works,
keeping bottles and demijohns in full line,
and is agent also for the Sacramento Wood-
enware Factory, the largest establishwent in
that line on the coast.
