THE GIANT POWDER EXPLOSION.

The recent destructive explosion of giant
powder at the works near Berkeley has, as
is usual in such cases, left no trace by
which the cause of the accident can be as-
certained, but there are some reports
abroad which justify a suspicion that the
supposed fatal carelessness of some of the
ill-fated workmen may have resnlted from
an attempt to earn more wages by quicker
work. It is said that the piece-work prin-
ciple had recently been introduced at the

works, and that the men, finding it impos- |

sible to earn as much this way as on regu-
lar wages, while exercising the customary

precautions, had abandoned many of the |

" latter. Incredible as it might appear at
first sight that men engaged in so danger-
ous a business should be willing to forego
the checks and safeguards upon the due
observance of which their lives depended,
there can be no doubt that recklessness
quite equal to this is frequently exhibited.
The truth is that no matter how dangerous
an occupation may be, use deprives it of
all terrors for those who are engaged in it,
and even in time renders them careless.
It is of ceurse impossible to collect statis-
tics in regard to the causes of explosions in
powder works, but we do not think
it is at all doubtful that nine-tenths
of such casualties are caused by the
wanton violation of rules or the neglect of
stated precautions. One account of the
Giant Powder case is to the effect that
though the rule was to use only wooden
mallets in packing the cartridges, some of
the men had taken to use iron ones, be-
cause they could do mere work with them.
It is perfectly useless to moralize over ac-
cidents of this kind. Human nature can-
not be kept on the strain perpetunally, in
any circumstances, and even when the
penalty of relaxation may be sudden death
the loss of sensibility regarding the ever
present danger is only a question of time,
Some day the safeguards are sure to be
neglected ; the forbidden nails creep into
the shoes: the forbidden iron hammer re-
places the harmless wooden one ; impunity
brings increase of hardihood, until at

length the fatal conjunction cccurs, and

Nature enacts the fullest penalty for her

broken laws.

A TFORTUNATE FAILURE.

The attempt to transfer the control of
Indian affairs to the War Department has
fortunately failed, and it is not believed
that it can be revived this session of Con-
gress. The vacillation and infirmity of

purpose which seem to be inseparable from |

congressional action in regard to the Indians
generally have perhaps tended in this case
to produce better results than usual. It
would certa‘nly bave been a most deplora-
ble policy to adopt, and those who think
otherwise would do well to read the work
which we reviewed on Saturday, entitled
“Qur Indian Wards.” The army has in
the past had ample opportunities to dem-
onstrate its capacity for dealing with

~the Indians, and it has failed in
every instance. There is no ground for be-
lieving that it has learned anything recent-
ly, and the only conclusion justified by
past experience is, that if it had control of
the Indians again there would be even more
wars with them than at present, and that
such advances toward civilization as any
of them are making would be stopped. We
have done so little for them hitherte, that
we cannot in justice adopt a policy which
would be sure to result in depriving them
of even the feeble growth they have suc-
ceeded in attaining despite the obstructions
with which they are surrounded.

Tue Prize StorY.—In response to inquiries
concerning the New Year's prize story for
the Recorp-UNION, it may be stated that
thirteen manuscripts have been submitted—
each one a book in itself.

turned to San Francisco, congratulating
themselves upon the success that has at-
tended their efforts to defeat all legislation
looking to the protection of the public
against fraud in the management of min-
ing property. It will not be long before
they discover that the victory they have
won in the lobby is a disaster for them-
selves. The Legislative session just ended
offered them a final opportunity to restore
tone and strength to the market, but their
insatiable greed blinded them to their own
interests. They assumed the position that
stock dealing should not be carried on at
all unless it could be carried on dishonestly,
and the public will take them at their
word. To every man capable of analyzing
the stock situation it must have been evi-
dent for some time past that the conscience-
less rapacity of the manipulators had at last
produced its logical results, and destroyed
all confidence in the business. The public
who deal in stocks are not over bright,
but the experience they have bought so
dearly must at length have opened the
eyes of even the stupidest. It had be-
come patent beyond a doubt that every-
thing in the form of genuine speculation had
been eliminated from the business. The
leading mines had fallen into a few hands.
Their condition and prospects had been
surrounded with an impenetrable wall of
secrecy. The outside buyers ywere forced
to realize that every ‘‘boom” and every
depression was carefully arranged before-
hand by the only men who possessed accu-
rate knowledge of the sitnation, and that
the single aim of all such operations was
to capture the money of the ignorant
masses. No confidence could be placed
upon reports, official or otherwise. The
game had been one in which all the per-
centage was with the dealer, and the only
possible result of investment was loss. In
the management of mining properties gen-
erally the controlling spirit was frand. The
one object of those who held possession of
the property was to prevent the sharehold-
ers and the public from finding out its act-
ual condition. Enormous and constant as-
sessments were levied, and all adequate
exhibits of their application were withheld.
Milling rings, wood rings, water rings, rings
of every conceivable kind, were formed for
the purpose of increasing the draft upon
the public purse. The few men who had
the inside track grew rich, but all
the thousands who dabbled in stocks grew
poor. The audacity and unscrupulousness
of the manipulators waxed greater as time
went on, and they could not bring them-
selves to surrender even so much of their
plunder as might serve for bait. They had
obtained everything in sight, but they
were not satisfied. They wanted a mort-
zage on the future earnings of the entire
Pacific Slope. They believed that because
the public had been so easily fooled in the
past, they would be still more easily fooled
in the future. They could not perceive
that they had already over-abused their
opportunities, and that public credulity
and patience were exhausted. Yet this,
as we long ago pointed out, was the true
cause of that decline in stock speculation
which the managers mistook for a mere
passing depression. It was in fact the be-
ginning of the end; an end which was
sure to arrive speedily unless a new de-
parture was made in the stock business.

We have no doubt that if some measure
like the Braunhart-Tuttle bill had been
enacted at the late session of the Legisla-
ture, it would have produced a marked re-
vival in the stock market. It would have
cut off most of the old-fashioned frandu-
lent devices, but not before they had been
rendered useless by the withdrawal of
public confidence. The manipulators, had
they been wise, would have made a virtue
of necessity in this regard, and have thus
imitated the people who get religion when
advancing age and infirmity preclude them
from enjoying worldly pleasures as of old.
A bill enforcing honesty and publicity in
mining management, and prohibiting the
arrangement of sham ““booms” by fictitious
sales of stock, would in effect have been
little more than a recognition of existing
facts. To-day the practice of the old
tricks is impossible, simply because the
gulls have all been plucked bare, and
the breed has ceased to propagate itself.
Under these circumstances the manipula-
tors had their option between abandoning
the business, and conducting it honestly.
Thev certainly did not intend to choose the
first of these alternatives, but practically
they have done so, for the market cannot
revive under the old disabilities, and those
who expect to live by it have defeated the
only legislation which could have restored
it to activity. The attempt to establish a
new Mining Stock Board at New York is
merely an experiment to ascertain whether
the people of the Eastern States can be in-
duced to take the place of the California
public which has been stripped so naked.
Should it succeed, no doubt there will be
an exodus of manipulators from Pine street,
and then the experiences of this coast will
be repeated on the Atlantic seaboard. But
here the old state of things can never be
restored, and the one condition of business
revival here is precisely that which our too
astute mining sharks have been work-
ing so industriously to exclude. With
honest and open management, and the rig-
orous suppression of fraud, there mighthave
been a future for the stock business in
California. Without these reforms and
guarantees there will be an increase and
intensification of the languor and deadness
which have characterized the market dur-
ing the past year. The outside public will
play no more at the old ‘‘hogging” game.
They will keep their spare cash for invest-
ments which at least afford some show of
profitable return. The value of stocks will
continue to decline until they are com-
pletely divested of all speculative worth.
Paying mines will of course hold their
own, but the few paying mines can no

{ longer be employed to bolster up a long
': line of worthless ones. The days of wild-
| cat mining are in fact over for California,
f and those who have lived by them hitherto
{ will soon be compelled to seek more tangi-
} ble means of subsistence.

EEARNEY'S SENTENCE CONFIRMED.

{ The validity of Judge Rix’s sentence
upon Kearney has been affirmed by the
Superior Court, and it only remains to be
seen whether the defendant can take his
case to the Supreme Court on a writ of
kabeas corpus. There does not appear to
be any doubt that the original sentence
will be confirmed in any event, and it isto
be hoped that the enforcement of it may
be delayed as little as possible. It is very
desirable for many reasons that he should
not escape the full penalty of his offense,
but that he should be made toserve out his
term in the House of Correction like any
other law-breaker. In a case of this kind
the class which is controlled by men of
Kearney's stamp never draw distinctions.
If their champion goes unpunished they
at once claim the fact as a defeat of the
law, which they regard as an enemy, and

for the moment, but permanent order can
only be restored by an unflinching and
thoroughgoing vindication of the law in
regard to the ringleaders. We notice that
at least one San Francisco journal expresses
a hope that Kearney may not wait to be
imprisoned, but that he may run away.
This, however, would not be a satisfactory
conclusion of the affair. It is necessary to
the production of the desired effect that he
should be compelled to serve out his sen-
tence, and nothing else will suffice. Should
he be suffered to escape now, his followers
would say that after all he had proved too
smart for his enemies, and instead of losing
ground in their estimation he would gain ;
and should he return at some future time
his influence would very probably begreater
than ever. It isa part of the necessary
disillusionizing called for in this connection,
to demonstrate the actnal impotence of this
agitator. It must be made clear to the
meanest apprehension that the Ilaw
is powerful and insistent; that it
falls with due severity upon those
who disturb the peace of the peo-
ple; and that it is able and determined to
deal out to the most arrogant and boastful
demagogue the same stern punishment
it metes to the common violator of its pro-
visions, Kearney in jail is a picture
which cannot therefore be dispensed with.
His imprisonment is demanded from the
highest standpoint of public policy.
Wkatever glamor he has succeeded in cast-
ing over the minds of hisignorant followers
can be dispelled in no other way so effect-
ually. There can be no doubt that a great
part of his influence is attributable to the
extraordinary immunity from punishment
he has so leng enjoyed. His followers
have come to believe that he possesses
some special means of paralyzing the arm
of Justice. This delusion must be swept
away, and it can only be dissipated by
making it plain that he is to suffer the pen-
alties he has earned so fully.

INDIAN ARCHZEOLOGY.

Professor Baird asks Congress for an
appropriation of $50,000, for the purpose
of continuing the ethnological researches
among the North American Indians now
being prosecuted under the direction of
the Smithsonian Institution. We hope that
Congress will make this appropriation. It
is not often that it is asked to contribute
anything in aid of scientific researches, and
this is a matter which concerns national
pride as well as science. A great and
powerful and wealthy nation, established
upon a continent abounding in the most
valuable and interesting relics of antiquity,
and having in charge the remnant of many
indigenous peoples, whose customs and
habits are full of importance for the stu-
dent of ethnology, the United States ought
long ago to have taken measures for the
gathering and preservation of these pre-
civus data, and should have thus demon-
strated to the world its appreciation of the
special advantages it has enjoyed, and its
obligations to science. Professor Baird
states that the country is being rapidly
stripped of its most valuable archaological
remains by the agents of foreign govern-
ments, whose national museums are en-
riched by the spoils of our Indian mounds
There can be no doubt that
these things should as far as possible be re-
tained in the country. By this time there
ought to have been established at Wash-
ington a splendid national museum, which
could have been filled with the richest and
most important ethnological and archao-
logical material to be found anywhere in
the world. It would be a national dis-
grace if hereafter American scholars de-
sirous of studying the past history of their
native land, were compelled to depend
upon European collections for the informa-
tion which ought to have been preserved
at their own doors. The Smithsonian In-
stitution has accomplished a noble and n-
valuable work in this connection, but its
means are limited, and it is not able to do
justice to the subject.

It must be remem-
bered also that the Smithsonian Institution
is supported by a fund bequeathed for that
purpose by an Englishman, and that there-
fore it can scarcely be regarded as a strictly
national undertaking. The amount asked
for by Professor Baird is a small one, and
Congress can well afford to make the ap-
propriation, while the country cannot afford
to let foreigners carry off all the honors and
all the interesting relics which are here
concerned.

SAN FRANCISCO ITEMS.

[From San Francisco exchanges of April 18th.]

There are a dozen United States steam-
ers in port and at Mare Island.

The duties paid at the Custom-house for
the past week were $96,305, making a total
since January lIst of $1,622,215,

The deaths for the week ending yester-
day, recorded in this city, numbered 97, or
11 more than in the corresponding week of
1879.

Rev. Dr. Stone, the venerable pastor of
the First Congregational Church, has been
granted one year’s leave of absence, on ac-
count of his health.

The money in the City Treasury has been
counted by the Auditor and Mayor. The
entire amount 1s $1,667,388 37, inclading
an excess of $1 71 over the amount called
for by the books, which are all right.

The authorities of the Custom-house are
waiting for the Treasury Department at
Washington to send the necessary instruc-
tions authorizing the fitting out of the cut-
ter Thomas Corwin, for the relief of the
imprisoned vessels in the Arctic.

A silk factory is at present in successful
operation at South San Francisco, employ-
ing a few men and over a hundred women
Tre raw material of Chinese
silk 1s converted into sewing silk. The
works contain a fifty horse-power engine,
and the men do the coloring, washing and
packing, the girls being employed in wind-
ing, packing and making up. The latter
earn from $3 to $10 per week. The capital
invested amounts to over 100,000, and
though complete, the machinery is very
simple and run at comparatively small ex-
pense.

In the case of the Georgia fugitive, S. R,
Hoyle, in the United States District Court
yesterday afternoon, after closely listening
to the argument Judge Hoffman reviewed
beth the issues of jurisdiction and formality
raised and finally decided to remand the
prisoner to the custody of the Sheriff to be
taken before the Superior Court at Los
Angeles, on the ground that, even if it
were right to take and capture the prisoner
under a Government warrant, he had not
been so taken and captured. The Superior
Court had a competent and prior jurisdic-
tion in the case.

The Inyo Independent waxes wroth over
the proposition to deprive Wells, Fargo &
Co. of letter-carrying, and says the breasts
of Californians warm to the company, but
for which for years they would have had
no letters from home, and which has ever
been more efficient than the postal depart-
ment. It declares that to cut off the Ex-
press Company’s letter privilege would be
a serious disaster to business, and adds:
*“ Cannot that Commission understand that
owing to the very efficiency they complain
of, especially in the last-mentioned particu-
lar, thousands and tens of thousands of
stamps or stamped envelopes have been
used which but for that would not have
been sold or used ¥’

WasHINGPON, April 18th.—VYesterday’s
Baltimore Sun contains the following inter-
esting editorial, based upon a statemsent re-
ceived from its San Francisco correspondent
that a full cargo of California wine has been
shipped to Germany : *‘*California wines are
said to be exported at present to Europe in
considerable quantities. Ouly a short time
ago the delicate palates of European wine-
tasters revelted at the earthy flavor, the defi-
cient bouquet and the heavy body of these
wines, and they did not find much favor at
either the Vienna or Paris Exposition. The
managing committees of the London clubs,
however, have discovered that Califor-
nia wines are as much better as they
are purer than the spurious compounds with
which the London, St. Petersburg and
New York markets are flooded, and they do
not contain near so much brandy as either
port or sherry. In consequence of this a good
many orders are coming out from London
dealers and clubs, and several well stocked
wine cellars have been bought out by English
agents A bark has jnst sailed for Germany
laden to the gunwale with California wines
for the German market, and it is believed
that under French and German labels a great
deal of California wine will hereafter be sold
to European consumers. By and by, as has
been the case with American beef, those con-
sumers will find out what they are buying,
and will prefer cheap, pure wines from Amer-
ican vineyards to the manufactured stuffs
‘blended’ in the Rhine and Garonne for
people to drink who do not know what genu-
ine wine is.”

The Forest Fires in Virginia—Immense

Damage Faflicted.

PETERSBURG (Va.), April 18th,—The forest
fires which bave been raging in this vicinity
the past week have become uncontrollable.
The flames are plainly visible here. Barns
and stables in large numbers have been de-
stroyeq, and in many instances farmers have
lost all their crops, horses and farming im-
plements. A number of cabins have been
burned, the occupants barely escaping with
their lives. The destruction of cordwood
and lumber is immense. In Prince George
county the fire has been very destructive, in-
vading orchards and destroying hundreds of
fruit trees. It is feared that unless an early
rain occurs the fire will destroy railroad
bridges and relegraph poles.

NorroLg, April 18th.—Passengers report
destructive fires along the line of railroad
from Lyunchburg to Norfolk. Several dwell-
ings have been burned in Appomattox
county, and two houses at Nottaway Court
House. Xxtensive fires are raging in Dismal
Swamp, with a great destruction of timber,
cut wood and lumber.

Excitement in a Pennsylvania Town—
Officers Skot by an Gutlaw.

BranrorDp (Pa.), April 18th.—A special
from Emporium says: Intenss excitement
prevails at Caledonia, Elk county, Pennsyl-
vania, over a murder committed there yester-
day morning by a noted forger and outlaw,
Harry English.

The Attempt (o Kill the King of Spain -
Otero’s Confession.
Maprip, April 18th.—The Diario Espanol

-publishes what purports to be a confession

made by Otero to the Grand Chamberlain.
In substance Otero says he does not wish to
compromise anybody. He was deceived, led
astray, and entered an unknown Association.

He was taken before a meeting of
masked men at Toledo, who decided
that he should kill Senor Canovas

del Castello. After receiving 130 francs and
a pistol, he returned to Madrid. Soon after-
ward the order was revoked, and he was di-
rected to kill the King. Otero declared that
if he had not made the attempt he would
have been assassinated. Two associates accom-
panied him to the gate of the palace and re-
mained near him.
French Minister at Vienna.

Paris, April 18th.—The appointment of
Count De Chatel to be Minister at Vienna,
in place of Teisserenc de Bort, resigned, is
gazetted.

Several cases of measles among the little
folks of Jacksonville, Or., are reported.

The grain in the vicinity of Marysville
is getting so stout that there is danger of
rust.

There are twenty prisoners in the Nevada
County Jail, including three Chinamen,
Monday there were twenty-one.

An unusval number of mining men and
speculators, from San Francisco and the
East, are at present at Cerro Gordo, Inyo
county.

The cold spring has greatly retarded the
progress of sheep-shearing in Yolo county,
and it will be quite late before the season
is closed.

The Alameda creek overflowed its banks
about a mile above Alvarado on the 2d in-
stant, and flooded the lands of many of
the farmers.

The Antioch farmers are beginning to
complain now of too much rain, something
unusual for them, as they seldom get
enough in that part of the country.

Not a railway train enters or leaves L3s
Angeles now that does not carry at least
double the number of passengers who were
similarly recorded this time last year.

Trains of wagons pass through Bakers-
field daily, loaded with wool from the
ranch of Haggin & Carr. They will ship
about 300,000 pounds from their spring
clip.

The Los Angeles Erpress is urgent for
the establishment of a Government build-
ing there, and wants Uncle Sam to buy
the present County Court-house for that
purpose.

The Olympia and Tenino Railroad, in
Oregon, was sold by the Sheriff recently
for taxes. As no bidders appeared the
county took it at $1,558 11. Trains are
runn’ng as usual.

In Roop county, Nevada, a man named
Harris has discovered an excellent well of
saline water. Out of a gallon of water
which was boiled down he extracted over
three pounds of fine salt.

There are ten prisoners in the Mendo-
cino County Jail awaiting trial on the
charze of murder, viz : Mrs. Schrum, Jesse
Anthouny, Wheeler, Linsley, Keller, John-
son, Mortier, Lame Dave, Carr and Ham-
malan.

A company has been incorperated at
Tucson under the name of the *‘Southern
Arizona Railroad Company,” to build and
operate a railroad from the crossing of the
San Pedro by the Southern Pacitic road to
Tombstone.

It is proposed to extend the Narrow-
gauge Southern Pacific Railroad from
Pajaro to Hollister, the connection to be
completed in time to carry the present sea-
son’s crop at rates 50 per cent. less than
the present.

The two salmon canneries at Collinsville
and that of Chipps Island have jointly a
daily canning capacity of 4,500 fish. The
company has arranged with the fishermen
to take fifty tish trom each boat, at 32}
cents apiece.

One day recently over seven and a half
tons of mushrooms were shipped to San
Francisco from Stockton. 7These mush-
rooms are gathered by Chinaman on the
banks of the San Joaquin river and on the
reclaimed tule lands,

Trout are plenty in the Humboldt river
at the present time, and the Indians bring
dozens of them from ten to twenty inches
long to Winnemucca. Trout do not go to
the sink in winter, and the dams on the
Lower Humboldt do not interfers with
them.

Daring the week ending with Tuesday,
April 13th, 27,693 pounds of quicksilver
were shipped from Calistoga by rail to
San Francisco—all coming from the Great
Western and Sulphur Bank mines, the
latter producing more than two-thirds of
the amount.

Bogus dollars are in circalation and have
made their way into Stockton. This coin
has a neat appearance and preduces a ring
similar to that of the new American dollar.
The only difference in the two is in the
weight, the begus dollar weighing thirty
cents less than the other.

John Harris, working over in the Nevada
district, fell down a shaft on Friday night,
which was between 60 and 70 feet in depth,
and sustained a fracture of the small bone
of the left leg, near the ankle joint, and
also received a number of cuts and bruises
about the head.

The Pioche (Nev.) Record drops this

The repert is that a man named Thomas
Martin, and another named Richards or
Richardson, quarreled about water rights,
and that Martin had killed Richards with
an ax, sinking the blade of the ax into the
head of Richards, and also nearly severing
one of his legs.

Richards
was a man of some 60 years, and is reported
to have had the prior right to the water
that gave rise to the murder.

At Sawyer’s Tannery, Napa, they have a
very novel and pleasant custom, especially
to the employes. At the end of each year
the profits of the business over $5,000 are
divided among the hands who have been
steadily at work for one year, at the rate
of 25 cents a day. This year the sum of
$3,500 remained to be thus divided, and
the returns from last year having been all
received and footed up, this week the sum
above mentioned was distributed among
the delighted workingmen. One man, the
night watchman, who had never missed a
day for one year, got $91 as his share.
Another received $71, and so on, according
to the time each had worked.

We learn from Victor Amy, says the
Kern county Californian, who has recently
returned from Delano, that that place,
from one of the deadest and dullest in the
southern part of the State, under the in-
fluence of a favorable season that has de-
veloped the pastoral wealth of the vast
plains around it, now can only be likened,
in its prevailing appearance of excitement
and business activity, to an exceptionally
prosperous mining camp. This results from
the countless bands of sheep that are
ranging in the vicinity, the sheep-shearing,
the shipments of wool, and the presence of
buyers, speculators, drummers, ete., and
the money that is profusely scattered by
the shearers, herders and others,
