‘ THE NEW ASSESSMENT LIST,

Statements Required of Taxpayers— In-
structions to Assessors.

The State Board of Equalization has pre-
pared blank assessment lists, which have been
furnished to County Assessors. County As-
sessor Houston has received a supply and his
deputies are now engagedin the work of dis-
tributing them and taking the statements of
taxpayers. On the blank the following in-
structions are printed : *‘ All property must

be assessed at its ‘ full cash value.” The terms
‘value’ and ‘full cash value’ mean the
amount at which property would be taken if
taken in payment of a just debt due from a
solvent debtor. If any person, after demand
made by the Assessor, neglect or refuse to
give, under oath, the statement herein pro-
vided for, or to comply with the other re-
quirements of this title, the Assessor must
make an estimate of the value of the prop-
erty of such person ; and the value so fixed by
the Assessor must not be reduced by the
Board of Supervisors.”

On one side of the blank is printed the
following: ‘‘ All taxpayers are required by
the Coustitution to annually make and de-
liver to the Assessor a statemeut, under
oath, setting forth specifically all the real and
personal property owned by such person, or
in his vossession, or under his control, at 12
M, on the first Monday in March. Accord-
ingly you are required by law to fill up this
assessment blank and deliver the same at the
office of the Assessor immediately, making
oath thereto. Any desired information, re-
lating {0 assessments, will be furnished upon
application at the Assessor’s office, Sacra-
mento:”

The oatis attached to each asseszment list is
as follows: ** 1, ——, do swear that I am
a resident of the county of Sacramento ; that
the above list contains a full and correct
statement of all property subject to taxation
which I, or any firm of which I am a mem-
ber, or any corporation, association or com-
pany of which [ am President, Cashier, Sec-
retary or Managing Agent, owned, claimed,
possessed or controlled, at 12 o’clock i, onthe
first Monday in March last, and which is not
already assessed this year ; and that I have
not in any manner whatsoever transferred or
disposed of any property, or placed any prop-
erty out of said county, or my possession, for
the purpose of avoiding any assessment upon
the same, or of making this statement; and
that the debts therein stated as owing by me,
are owing to bona fide residents of this State,
or to firms or corporations doing business in
this State.”

The list enumerates the following classes
and articles of property. with blauks opposite
for the filling in of numbers and values :
““Money on hand or special deposit, where
and with whom; gold dust or bullion on
hand or deposit, where and with whom ;
mortgages, deeds of trust, contracts or other
obligations by which a debt is secured, and
the property in the county affected thereby ;
State, county, city, muaicipal, or other taxa-
ble bonds of any person, firm or corporation :
unsecured ‘credits and solvent debts due from
others, including deposits in any bank or
with any banking firm or association ; unse-
cured debts due to bona fide residents of this
State, deducted from above, balance ; shares
of stock in corporations, associations, joint
stock companies, indetail ; franchises (descrive
them in detail) ; special description of personal
property ; goods, wares and merchandise, and
of what generai kindj; coasigned s
fixtures of saloons, stores, offices and other
business places ; farming utensils; machinery;
wagons and other vehicles; harness, robes,
gaddles, blankets, etc.; description of all ani-
mals; farm products of all kinds; wines,
brandies or other liquors; lumber; wood;
property held by you in trust, separate list;
separate property of your wife, separate list;
property of minor children, separate list;
steamers, vessels, water craft; migratory
stock, separate list; have you any property
in any other county which has not been as-.
sessed this year? if you have, describe it; all
lands owned ; also railroads wholly in county;
depots, station gronnds, shops, buildings and
grfucl beds, in county, of all railroads;
wagon or turnpike toil-roads, value of in
county; telegraph lines, miles of and value
of in county; mining, manufacturing or irri-
gation ditches, value of in couuty; bridges or
ferries wholly within the county; bridges or
ferries connecting with another county one-
half.
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CONSCIENTIOUS ASSEMBLYMEN,—Saturday
Assemblyman Anthony paid into the State
Treasury for the benefit of the school fund
the sum of 812 26, which he did not believe
he was entitled te. The Assembly held that
its members were entitled to 15 cents per
mile for mileage, but Mr. Anthony contended
that the Counstitution allowed but 10 cents
per The $12 26 is his
mileage in excess of 10 cents. Assemblyman
Felton paidin $15 to the State, he having
used but 310 of the 825 allowed members for
stationery, postage, ete. In order to make
the payment of proper entry Mr. Felton’s
warrant was canceled by the Controller.
Mr. Felton’s payment went into the con-
tingeut fund of the Assembly.

THE YOLO BREAK—A BUNGLING JOB A!’D
ITS RESULT.

News came Saturday evening that a break
had occurred in the Yolo levee opposite the
city about 3 P, M. of that day. It proved
true and not true, for while the water began
to run over into the Yolo basin at a point
about half a mile above the bridge cross-
ing the Sacramento river at this place, it can
hardly be said to have been a break, inas-
much as the hight or force of the river has

not been such as to break what really is the |

Yolo levee, though it has washed the em-
bankment considerably at two or three
glaces just above the bridge, and these will

e repaired to-day without much trouble,
Twa years ago, or more, just below Tod-
hunter’s farm-house, and on the Todhunter
ranch, at the point where the water of the
Sacramento river is now running over into
the Yolo basin, there occurred a break in the
old levee, and something like two hundred
feet of it went away with the torrent. For
some reason this old break has never been
repaired, though it is said an offer
was made to do it fer 8$700. Had
the levee been rebuilt the overflow of Satur-
day could not possibly -have taken place.
But the parties immediately interested con-
cluded that a small outer levee would protect
them. KEven this was not built so as to
amount to much until lately, as is evident
from the freshness of the embankment. This
new levee is but little more than half the
hight of the old levee. It is built outside the
old levee, ana its general form covers the old
break like a crescent. This lesser, narrow
and soft embankment washed away Saturday
opposite the old break for about 65 feet, and
for a lesser width at another point further up.
The water is nowrunning through these breaks
into the old one in the old levee, and thence
into the basin. Of the many hundreds of
people who crossed the bridge and visited the
scene yesterday, not one familiar with levees
and river embankments but felt called upon
to make expression of the belief that the
building of such an embankment as has now
given way must have cost far more than it
would to have repaired the old levee, and that
to dare the river with such a handful of earth
thrown up in a long thin line was simply to
invite disaster. The truth is that the erection
of the embankment described, and which in
part washed away Saturday, was a broad
burlesque on levee building, and has excited
the ire of all who have visited it. Its con-
ception was foolish, and its construction a
stupendous piece of folly.

There never was, as matter of fact, a more
striking example of the unwisdom of the
system of allowing Tom, Dick and Harry
districts to build levees to suit individual
notions, and in defiance of the necessity for
uniform system and uniform strength of
superstructure, and everybody who thinks
differently ought to visit the Yolo break to-
day and be convinced, by observation. The
water does rot ren into the town of Wash-
ington from this break, but passes back of
it. The current is neither deep nor angry,
and boats were easily pulled across it yester-
day. The river is not at extraordinary
hight, and the menace to the old levees is
not great. The break can be easily stepped,
and at no great expense, but it is understood
the land-owner is indifferent as to it now,
because the back water from the tule is upon
his land aayhow.

CHINA AND JAPAN.

Arrival of the City of Peking—Hongkong
and Yokohama Advices.

[TELLGRAPHED FROM SAN FRANCISCO.]

San Fraxcrsco, April 18th.—The steam-
ship City of Peking arrived this evening from
China aud Japan, bri.ing the following ad-
vices :

HoxGgoxG, March 231.

The case of Chung How now seems serious, though
many Chinese of high sta jon express a disbelief
that the sentence of death will be carried out. No
eatisfactory clue to the mystery of the procee. ings.
The best attainable evidence indicates that General
Tso was the prime mover in the recent evenis. It
is now certain that Likung} bang was unacquainted
with Chung’s impending disgrace until the latter
bad nearly reached Pekin. L.kung was preparing
congratulatory demonstrations when the rews of
Chung’s downfall reached him. Since then a tide of
hostility has set in too strong for any Yiceroy to
withstand.

Tseung To Yamen affects to believe that no cause
of offcuse was given to Russia, and intimates a be-
lief that Tsung, now in England, and newly ap-
pointed to St. Petersburg, will remove all difficulty.
All advances are coldly met by the Russian repre-
sentative at Pekin, who is in constant and business
communication with the home Government. Mes-
sengers are leaving daily for Kiachta, from which
frontier post the telegraph starts.

It is noteworthy that Kwong, late Envoy to Eng-
land and France, who showed strong pro-foreign
feelings, is now kept in retirement, while the Envoy
to Berlin, notoriously anti-foreign, is in high favor.

Apprehension is frequently expressed that the
foreigners in Pekin will be sacrificed in some sudden
ouibreak, but there is no proof in support of such
an idea.

The question of Chinese in America appears en-
tirely swept aside by the more mmportant European
compiications.

Rumors prevailed in the northern ports not long
since that if Chinese subjects are unjustly treated
in San Francisco, the Pekin authorities would order
a seizure of Americun residents as hostages. All
reports on this topic have now ceased. In any event
there is no probability of a violation of Awmerican
treaty rights here, whatever outrages are attempted
in Califernia.

War preparations continue on all sides. Heavy
purchases of munit.ons of war are being made, a
hurried drilling of troops prevails. A reorganiza-
tion of the navy is noticed. Trade is affected by the
uncertainty of the prospects.

It is reported that the King of Siam proposes to
visit Hongkong, China, and possibly Japan.

A ridiculous story is told that Chung How marrie 1
a Russian lady while in Europe, hence his persecu-
tion.

There is a concentration of foreign ships-of-war at
Tien-tsin to await developments in the Chung How
case.

The United States flag-ship Richmond, with Ad-
miral Pattersou, has left Hongkong e¢a route for a
summer sojeurn in Japan.

Miss Lai Sun, a Chinese lady educated in America,
daughter of a Tien-tsin official, bas been married to
Capiain Anderson, of the Chinese gunboat Kwash-
ing. The ceremony was performed at Shanghai by
the Dean of the Euglish Cathedral.

Yoronama, April 2d.

The recent redistribution of Government
offices requires further explanation. Upon
the restoration of the imperial rule in 1368

the number of first-class statesmen belunging to the
new party was very limited. Consequently the
membecs of the Privy Council, called Sangi, under-
took also tne subordinate duties of heads of depart-
ments. The project has been under cousideration
for many years of confiding the depariments to
fresh men, and leaving the Sangis unburdened with
any funcdors except these of general admin-
iscration.  Circumstances prevented the exe-
cufion of this plan until February last.
Now the Ssngis, with twy  exceptions,
devote themselves chiefly to the broad conduct of
national affairs. They may, however, and in some
cases do, give supervisory attention to the depart-
ments wivch which they were formerly associated.
‘This is especially the case of Okuma, late Minister
of Finance, Ito, ex-Minisier of the Interior, Saigo
and Kawamura, War and Navy. The two exceptions
mertioned are Inonye and Kuroda, who retain the
Foreign Office and Colonies. The former cannot
leave his post until the negotiatious now progress-
ing terminate. The lattcr remains because the
Colonial Department will soon be abolished, and no
appoiantment of a successor is desirable. The new
chiefs of the departinents are mostly men of dis-
tinction, but hold no rank comparable to the Sangi.

The Goveroment's policy remaing unchanged in
every pardvcular.- Chronic agitators, eonsisiing of
small bodies of Samurai, the former military class,
took advantage of the recent reorganization to cir-
culate reports of great radical reforms, proclaiming
that the Emperor had declared himself favorable to
an immediate parliamen.ary system. This is totally
untrue. The Emperor and Miuisters are steadily
working toward the fulfitlment of the constitutional
reforms promised by the speech from the throne,
but there is 1o intention of sanctioning a popular
legislature untii there is a large diffusion of educa-
tion and growth of experience. To this end schools
have been multiplied everywhere, and local suffrage
assemblies established throughout the Empire, to
familiarize the people with parliamentary meth.ds ;
but there :8 no likelihood of representative Govern-
ment for several years. The experiment would in-
vite anarchy, as the best informed among the com-
munity frankly admit. The only demand for such
exireme progiess comes from irresponsible parties,
who have no interests at stake either way.

Tne threaiened distribution of seditious docu-
ments on a large scale, reciting the disappointment
of demagogues and calling for mob demouostrations,
commnels the Government 10 issue relu tantly a new
precauiionary order to printers and publishers. At
the same time arrangements have been made for an
augmentation of school facilities and the in-
creased development of political eapacity of the
populace. In the dsscussions of this question
in high quarters there is frequent reference to and
much reliance placed on Grant's opinions, expressed
in an interview with the Mikado in August, t) the
effect that while representative institutions form
the true object of government endeavors, great care
is necessary to avoid precipitation, as an over-hasty
siep once taken is irretrievable.

The report is current (not fully substantiated)
that Samesima, Envoy to Frence, presently returns
to take contro! of the Depariment of Foreign
Affairs. T that event Shioda, former sub-Commis-
sione- to Russia, goes to France. YaninZawara a
member oi the ancient Kiow nobility, or Kuge, will
be appointed to Russia and Sweden. He was once
Envey to China, later an officer of Genro In, or
Consultative Senate. Nabesimi, the new Euvoy to
Italy, is 2 member of a comparatively modern order
of nobiiity, or Daimo. It is noticeable that several
recent diplomaticappointents have beeu conferred
on young noblemen.,

A superb plot of ground was offered as a froe gilt
to the United States for the Legation. It is one of
the finest sites in the Capital, but was declined with
thanks.

Trade increases between Japan and Corea. The
new Corean port of Gensan 1s visited every two
months by a Japanese commercial steamer.

A Legzation will be sent this summer to the Cogean
capital,

The horse presented by General Grant to the
Mikado excites admiration by its beauty and splen-
did action. Thae horses purchased for the Govern-
ment from Washington also arrived safe, and are
warmly commended.

The Emperor is preparing for a journey to the
ceniral and some of the southern provinces. He
will pass some days in the old palace at Kiota.

Japanese trade Commissioners have been ap-
pointed to visit Persia, with a view of opening com-
mercial commuuications.
