THE GREAT STORM.

An Unprecedented Fall of Rain
in this City.

HIGH WATTES TO BE LOOKED FOE.

The Condition of the Rivers and the
Levees at 1 o'clock this Morning;

—The Yolo Situation—Etc.

Aheavy storm set in here early Monday
morning. Ever since ithas steadily increased
inintensity. By our telegraphic dispatches
it will be seen that the storm is general
throughout the valleys and on the mountains,
and that rain and snow on the latter, and
rain in the former, is playing sad havoc with
property. The rain began to come down most
heavily about 9 a. m. yesterday, and gradu-
ally increased involume untilnoon, when the
heaviest fall of water set ivwhich has been
known in this valley fur very many years.
The rain literally

CAME DOWN IX A SHEET,

And being driven by a strong southeast gale,
the appearance was that of a wallof water.
This heavy fall continued until 2 p. m., when
itabated somewhat, and by half-past 2 the
rain had dwindled to very fine proportions,
and at times was but a mere mist. At 3 P. if.
iibegan to rain harder, slackening again at
4:30, setting inagain at 5, and at 0o'clock at-
taining a stage equal to that which was so
fearful from 12 to 2.

THE WISH AND CLOUDS.
During the day the wind blew hard, rising

at times to a hard gale and then lulling to a
stiff breeze. Itcame from a general south-
east course. At11 A.M.itwas quite in the
southwest, and during the noon storm was
due south. At 3:30 p. m.it held from the
south, butat 0 P. M. set steady in from the
southeast and began to increase in intensity.
At its greatest hight the wind blew at the
rate of 32 miles an hour, by measurement.
Atthis writingitstillholds in jthat quarter.
During the day the sky had a general over-
cast of dark gray clouds. Beneath this back-
ground during the heavy fall of water de-
scribed, there swept across the sky great masses
of darker tinted clouds. These covered nearly
the whole firmament, leaving only a fringe of
light about the horizon. From these clouds
were discharged the sheet of water. This
discharge, from 12 noon to 2 p. it., measured
1.99 inches, being but

ONE ONE-HI'NDREDTn

Less than two inches of waterfall inside of
two hours. During the storm a hay barn on
the railroad, between Eleventh and Twelfth
streets, blew down. The Third street sewer
failed to discharge the waters fast enough,
and they backed up through side drains. One
of these burst and Hooded the basement floors
of the grocery house of Hall, Luhrs k Co.,
corner of Third and X street, and of the
hardware house of Huntington, Hopkins &
Co., next west on X street. The water was
discharged so suddenly into these basements
that but littletime was available iv which to
move goods, and the damage cannot but be
great. At 4p. ii. a steam fire-engine was
brought into requisition to pump the water
out sufficiently to enable the most perishable
goods to be removed. AtFifthand J streets
the bulkhead of the sidewalk area gave way,
and the basement of Lipman &Co.'s fine dry
goods store was flooded, but most of the
goods had been removed in time

The water flooded the sidewalk area at
Scriber's stables, Fourth street, and of the
Mansion House, Seventh street. The station-
house floor being below all surrounding
grades, the waters ran in there and
drenched the entire floor space of the institu-
tion. On all sides there came accounts of
flooded cellars and basements. On all the
low grade streets the water had risen from
the gutters half way to the crown of the
grade at 0 p. M., most of the sewers and
drains being choked. Mstreet, from Seventh
to Tenth, was at one time a sheet of water,
as was also C street, from Twelfth to Twen-
tieth streets. Here and there sidewalk? on
low-grades were afloat, and wooden cross-
walks generally were much demoralized, and
still are.

HARDLY A SKREET-LEVEL HOCSE

On the low grades in all the city but reports
yards and cellars flooded. Nearly all the al-
leys which are generally below grade are full
of water. Alllow lots are nowlakes, and the
low grades between high-grade streets are
simply huge reservoirs, with from six inches
to two feet of water in them. So general is
the drenching of lots, cellars and open areas,
that any enumeration of them is useless.
On the open parks the water stands as in
lakes, and at Agricultural Park many horses
have been removed because of the stall floors
being flooded. The dome of the Capitol buile'-
ing was leaking, and a small flood descended
into the rotunda. The water beat inthrough
the upper portionof the State Printing Office,
necessitating the discontinuance of work in
the press-room below, and also in a portion of
the composing-room.

THE INCHES THAT TELL.

The fall of rain from 8 P. M. Monday
night to 8 P. M. last night, meas-
ured by the Signal Service gauge, was
five inches and twenty-eight one hundredths
of an inch, or ">} inches plus. This is be-
lieved to be the heaviest rainfall here in any
twenty-four hours on record. The rainfall
for the season, up to 8 P. M. yesterday, aggre-
gated 22 20 inches ;up to the same date and
hour in1879 the fa'l was 15.98. The fall for
the present month has been, up to 8 P. M.
yesterday, 10.75 inches. This makes Aprilthe
"boss month for wet weather. During all day
yesterday and especially last night there was
consilerable uneasiness manifest among citi-
zens relative to the probable high water in
the rivers, and it was universally conceded

ns relative to the probable high water in
c rivers, and it was universally conceded

that the American river levees would be
thoroughly tested. Areporter of the RECORfa-
Union made a trip over most ot the line of
levees between 3 and 6P. M.yesterday. Be-
low the city the waters were not threatening
the embankments greatly at Merkley's or
Flint's, but some uneasiness was felt as to the

1 capacity of the works at Lovedale's to with-
stand high water in the Sacramento. On
the north of the city the levees were found
at Twelfth street to be just washed at the
base by the back-water of the American
river, and the information derived was that
the river had risen during the afternoon, after
3 P. U., at the rate of one foot an hour at
l.isle's bridge. At 4 v. M. the water was
running from six inches to one foot deep over
the flats between the riverchannel and the

!levee. AtSmith's Gardens the water reached
the levee base as early as 11A.M.. and jit4

jp. m. was up some two feet on the levee side
iand rising rapidly.

THE LATEST OF THE STORM.

Areporter of the Record-Union took foot
;and walker's line at 10 o'clock last night, and
!traversed the north levee between Twelfth
!and Eighteenth streets, going up and back to

iIstreet by 12o'clock. The whole north part
:of the city along D,E, F and G streets is a

sheet of water. In many "places fences were
down and garden trellises and trees wrecked.
The American river showed no material rise.
The back-water touches the base of the levee

INDICATIONS FROM THE MOUNTAINS. -.
j On the mountains it has stormed inces-
santly for two days and nights, say advices
to 1 o'clock this morning. ;:Such a severe
storm has not been known there inApril
since the buildingof the railroad. Superin-
tendent Pratt and Master Mechanic Cooley
have been hard at work since Monday, work-
ing withthe men day and night inefforts to
keep the road open. Yesterday small elides
were occurring all during the day. ~At10
o'clock last night itwas snowing and blowing
hard at theSummit, withthe barometer regis-
tering 22.08. At 5:30 yesterday evening it
began raining very hard at Blue Canyon, and
also began at Emigrant Gap about 10 o'clock
last night, and at 12 o'clock ithad turned
warm and was raining at Ci«co, and still
continues at all three places. Cisco is within
a few miles of the Summit, and there was
much snow on the ground when the rain
began. This willserve to swell the rivers
greatly by to-night.

At points beyond those

stations it is still snowing. Alltrains have
been stopped that are west of Emigrant Gap,
leaving the road clear for the four plows that
are constantly toiling.

SLIDES AND DRIFTS

Were occurring all day. All the laborers
who couldbe procured along the route have
been sent up there to work At 2p.m. an
immense slide occurred 2.J miles east of Emi-
grant Gap, and 250 men went to work to re-
move it. At9 o'clock, while so engaged, an-
other Blile came down upon the laborers,
completely burying a gang of

THIRTY-SIXCHINAMEN. -A'-A
Thirty-three were soon rescued and at 11
o'clock one was found dead and two are yet
buried. Superintendent Pratt, who was
present, then ordered the men to cease work
until after breakfast this morning inorder to
give the heroic toilers a much -needed
rest. Work on the big drift will then
be renewed. Itis expected that by morning
all the open places in the sheds will fillwith
snow totheir tops, as the snow is very wet
and heavy, and consequently sliding.

THE TRAINS.'
The overland train which left here yester-

day is at Alta, where it willremain until all
danger is past. The lightning train, which
should have arrived here yesterday afternoon,
is laid up at Cisco. All other west-bound
trains, including the overland, are at Truckee,
where they have been held for fifteen hours,
and no trains are left out on the track. The
lightning train which left for Virginia last
night went to Alta, transferred passengers to
the East-bound overland, and willreturn this
morning on the regular overland time. The
average depth of the snow-fall at the Summit
for the thirty-six hours preceding midnight
wa3 four feet.

AT TWO O'CLOCK
This morning the storm stillrages, and gives
no indication of ceasing..
