ITS BACKBONE BELIEVED TO BE BROKEN.

Condition of the Elvers and Levees—

of Interest— On the Mount-
ains—Trains.

The Record-Union's detailed report of the
great storm closed at 2A. M.yesterday. The
rain fellheavilyuntil 3 A.M., whenitlessened
considerably, and from that time until 9 am.
fell without violence. At 10 it ceased, the
wind, whichhad been fluctuating from east to
west, finally settled steadily inthe southwest.
The solemn dark gray of the sky was at this
hour relieved by a line of light along the
nerthwestern horizon, and presently, as the
murky curtain broke into a whitening fringe
and began to lift,losing its leaden hue as it
was driven up the vaulted firmament, a long,
blue streak of sky appeared, the first bitof
sky-blue whichhad been visible for more than
two days. Presently it broadened and
lengthened, and then, as it widened, blue
patches were teen here and there between the
riftsin the defeated clouds, and directly the
sun struggled through the gloom and put to
rapid flight the breaking masses of storm-
clouds. Meanwhile, far down the southeast-
ern horizon a long, low frowning line of dense
rain-clouds were seen sweeping off to the east
and around to the north, and these diminished
not at allfor four or fivehours, but inlong
trooping lines rolledalong freighted withrain
and snow, and finally massed and hung over
the distant Sierra tops, upon which they
could be seen discharging their wrath. Thus
it was that we had

SUNSHINE AND CLEAR SKIES

Over the valley and rain and snow upon the
mountains, and the beholder had but to half
turn his head to witness the anger of the latter
fir bask in the smiles of the former. Atnoon
itwas very evident that the backbone of the
great storm had been broken, and men on all
hands congratulated each other on this tri-
umph of nature over herself. The barometer
steadily and slowly rose

—
a gratifying fact,

for a sudden change either way isnot a pleas-
ant indication on the part of

"
the machine

that cannot lie." The slow and agreeable
change went on, the instrument showing, for
instance, at 2 P. m. 29.78, and at 8 P. M. 29.89.
At the same time the thermometer rose, the
temperature being very plainly marked as
much warmer. This was not so pleasant, as it
was the general wish that cool weather
should continue, tothe end that the mountain
snows should not be melted rapidly and swell
the streams disagreeably.* Accommodating
nature responded to the wish of man, and at
4 p. ji.the thermometer began to fall, and
kept up its descent until 8 p. St., when
it registered 49°, and after that there was
no interest in watching it, except to
Sergeant Sickler of the Signal Service, who
moves, breathes and exists in the midst of a
perfect armory of meteorological apparatus,
and whose tastes incline to the study of
scales, registers and fractions of inches of

RAINFALL.

He estimates by the Smithsonian gauge in
use in his office that the rainfall for the
twenty-four hours ending at 8 o'clock and two
minutes last evening and that two minutes
is a regulation division of time that Uncle
Sam insists upon

—
was 3.09 inches. This

would give from 8:02 P. at, on Monday to the
close of the storm 8.37 inches of rainfall, and
forthe month rf April13.84 inches, and tor
the season 25.35 inches.

According to the gauge kept by S. H.
Gerrish, a somewhat different record is made
up, but the Signal Service pluviometer is
fixed upon a high roof, while that of Mr.
Gerrish rests upon the ground. The latter
gives the rainfall for Monday at .472 inches,
Tuesday 5.106, Wednesday 1.784 (the even
days being given, itwill be observed. ) This
makes a total for the month of 11.590, and
for the season 22.535. In1579 to date, by
the same record, wehad 1C.012 ;IS7B, 22.802 ;
1877,8.160; 1876, 25.580 inches. InApril,
1850, there fell 4.330 inches, and in April,
1854, 4.250 inches. These were the heaviest
rainfalls in the "month of showers" ever
known inCalifornia since the American oc-
cupation until the present year.

At10 o'clock last night there were some in-
dications of more rain, as the sky became in
part overcast, and heavy rain-clouds were
banked in the far southeast ;but in the west
itwas a clear sky, and over all a bright moon
shone.

THE RIVERS.

The Sacramento river, by the K-street
gauge, at 9 A. .ii. yesterday stood 22 feet 9
inches; at 10:30, 22:11; at 12, noon. 23:2; at
IP. M.,23:3 ; at 3 P. 31., 23:4; at 7P. Jl.,
23:9 ;at 10 i".M., 24 feet even, and at mid-
night itstood 24:1. The indications point to
still higher water, and it is entirely probable
that the high water of 1878 willbe reached

—
25:lli—which occurred February 20th of
that year, at 8 p. n. Drift wood came
down the river all day freely, indicating
that much of the water was from far up the
stream and that itwas supplied largely also
from overflow waters, and that the basins up-
stream had filledand reached the river level
probably on the east side of the river mainly.

From the lower islands no definite reports
are at hand

—only general statements of
passers-by on steamers that the levees are
holding well. Those here well posted on
island levees are divided in opinion as to the
capacity of Grand Island defenses to resist
present high water, but it is certain swamp
land men are very uneasy about the situa-
tion. ;,;

Rumors were rifeat noon that the levees
at Merkley's, Lovedall's and Flint's ranches
were indanger. About that hour Mr. Merk-
leycame up tothe city toprocure levee sacks,
and said the levees held well,but confessed
that he felt uneasy about them and was mak-
ing preparations to sack the levee on the
slightest indication of weakness or overtop-
ping. At11:30 P. 11. a rumor was afl-iat that
the Merkley levee had given way,. but it
could not be traced to any reliable source.
Should any of the river levees belo-v the city
go, back water would probably come up to
the V street levee but could not otherwise
affect this cityin any way.

TOE AMERICAN*.

The interest of the people in the American
river levee all day yesterday and during last
evening was a striking illustration of the
eagerness and willingness of the majority of
citizens, that any possible threat or menace
in that direction shall be removed utterly by-
making that levee impregnable, and so strong
and high as to give confidence to the most
timorous, and call on no one to found his
faith in the opinion of any one as to the ca-
pacity of that defense to resist high waters.
These ideas were common on street, in store,
shop and factory, all over the city yesterday,
and comments oh the subject formed the
current topic of conversation wherever one
went. A reporter of the Record-Union
went over the north and east levees between
12 noon and 3:30 P. 51., from above the old
beet-sugar works down to the city front, and
also went out to the river channel at Twelfth
street. Allalong the line he found that the
Levee Commissioners have watchmen sta-
tioned, provided with shovels to ii- tut and
till in any gopher holes that may develop.
Over the whole line he found the back-water
of the river touching the levee, but in no
place was ithigh, and the whole inspection
developed the fact that the American,
up to 3:30, was not as high as at
one time in 1878. At the lowest point
on the levee

—
Isabel's tannery, the

old ! sore spot
—

the water was seven t

feet below the levee top by vertical measure-
ment. The river was rising quite rapidly.
Smith's Gardens were under water, and op-
posite Hooker's ranch the fields were over-
flowed outside the levee, while the current

—
a quarter of a mile away

—
was angry and

crowned with white caps. The water on the
flat lands outside the levee in that vicinity
was from four to five feet deep. He met ex-
Trustee Knox, who expressed the opinion
that the river wonld have to rise seven feet
more to endanger the levee at all. Above the
old beet-sugar works several gopher-holes
were seen near the top ot the levee on the
outer slope. . On the levee above Smith's
Gardens and out to far beyond the beet-sugar
factory no watchmen were seen during the
ride;but below that point there were fullya
dozen men looking after the levees. The
country road crossing from Twelfth street to
Lisle's bridge was washed overby back water,
and a gully was wearing steadily down into
the grade. Atthe north end ofLisle's bridge
the river had left its banks and was run-
ning Iover the grade furiously. On this
side it had not, at 3 o'clock P. . M.,
reached the bridge approaches. The party
residing on the grade at this end of the bridge
was busy leveeing in his place to keep out
any water consequent upon a greater rise of
the river. The observation along the whole
line showed the levees unharmed by water,
no currents cutting them, the body of the
river running in its channel, the rise being
of no great proportions, and no cause for ap-
prehension could be found. ;\u25a0 The river was
steadily coming up and the outlook was for
plenty of high water. The impression given
one by a ride over the levee is that there
are few finer structures and that itis equal
tovery severe strains and trials on the part

of both currents and high water?, but that it
has lowpoints that need raising, and that a
general raising would meet with popular ap-

Union went

over the north levee last night between 10 and
11o'clock, from Seventh street tothe railroad
bridge, and out on the trestle to the bridge,
and thence *back over the levees ItoIFront

street. • At Twelfth street the river showed
evidences fof jsteady rising, :the back-water
being still and allowing close measurement.
Further up there was jnoticed a jcurrent in
the back-water which was not observable in
the afternoon. .At the junction of the trestle-
work and the levee a much stronger body of
water was running than in, the afternoon.
The waters showed a rise of about two feet
ten * inches from 3:30 P.M. to 11 P. M.
From 10 to 12 o'clock set marks at different
points registered a rise of nearly four inches.
At Sixteenth street some low outside levees
about Chinese gardens were overtopped and
swept away, which at 3;30 were fullyone foot
out of water. The rise from Bto 10 o'clock
was judged to have been more rapid than be-

re or since. |Under the railroad trestle and
bridge the current is Very strong and angry.
While the river is thus recorded as still on
the upward path at midnight, dispatches from
Folsom say that at 7 P. M. at that place the
American stood at twenty-four feet six inches
and was falling. This will probably be re-
flected by a fall of the river here at about 9
o'clock this morning, but may be followed by
an equally sudden rise, as the headwaters are
known to be very copious and all the moun-
tain streams gorged. At this writing the
American may be said to be, below Twenty-
second street, ten feet below the levee top.

No watchmen were met on the levee last
night on the trip up to the railroad bridge
and back.

DRAINAGEMATTERS.
The unparalleled fallof rain the past three

days has been too much for the city sewers,
and they have not been equal to the task of
carrying off the drainage as fast as itaccumu-
lated. The result has been a general delug-
ingof a number of low-grade streets and the
flooding of many yards and cellars. While
the north part of the city has had much of
this trouble, thesoutherly section has suffered
most. From Ninth street toNineteenth, on
O and P streets, the whole section
has been more or less flooded by
the shed of water from! the lands
east of the city. This was occasioned by the
inabilityof Burns' slough to carry off the
water. Itpasses through the railroad grade
between Eighteenth and Nineteenth streets
by a 32-inch pipe. After much discussion
the grade was cut last evening and the sur-
plus waters of the drain allowed to flow
through. This, it is believed, willprevent
further deposition of drainage below
Eighteenth street and allow that already in
yards and basements to run off, as the sewers
and drains are all free and are doing full
duty, and if Burns' slough is compelled to
carry its burden through the grade theresidents
below willbe protected by the local sewers.
Residents beyond R street and above Six-
teenth street last evening petitioned Superin-
tendent Davis to cut the Y-street levee and
let the waters off that way, as be had done
the R-street grade. The R and Eighteenth
street work was done under his personal su-
pervision, and the sides of the cut were
banked up with sand-bags furnished by the
railroad company. The cut was made
directly over the cement pipe of the
drain. Mayor Turner objected to the cut-
ting, whileSuperintendent Davis was in favor
of it. The railroad grade at Sixth street
was cut Tuesday night over the sewer,
to give greater outlet for drainage
water, and last night itwas enlarged. Inno
city situated similar to this, on a plain, could
a like rainfall occur and not result inthe
street and yard floods above mentioned. As
it is, many nice gardens willhave to be re-
made, many cellars cleaned and some base-
ment stories refurnished

—
that in the resi-

dence of Superintendent Davis himself is
one. Outside of Thirty-first street are 2,000
acres of land, higher than the city grades.
All this land received upon itMonday and
Tuesday nearly five and one-half inches ofrain, and all this fall, by our present system
of drainage, flows downinto the city. This
fact accounts for the flooding of streets and
yards in certain sections. Burns' slough is
supposed to receive this drainage, but when
it is overtaxed the result can only be as re-
corded.

THE WASHINGTON LEVEE,
'

Some of the residents of Washington, on
the other side of the Sacramento, worked
nobly yesterday, and piled a wallof sacks
and dirton the outer side of the levee, where
it was ina most dangerous condition. But
for this the town would have been flooded.
At midnight the sacks were protecting the
levee, though a strong current setting across
from the American was washing against
thera. The levee evidently was strong
enough to last until to-day, when it is un-
derstood it willbe faced with stone.

ON THE MOUNTAINS.
The rain whichset in Wednesday evening

at Cisco, Emigrant Gap and Blue Canyon,
continued until 8 o'clock yesterday morning,
when snow began again at allpoints where it
had been snowing. The rain fell at Blue
Canyon during thirteen hours, eiglit hours at
Emigrant Gap, and but littleat Cisco. Last
night at 12 o'clock all the telegraph wires east
ofSummit were down. By means of a tele-
phone line it is learned that there were seven
or eight slides yesterday between Summit
and Truckee, and that sheds were
down in many places, though to what
extent it was not known. It is supposed
that a force of men are working their way
through the slides. The road is free from
snow west of Cisco, but between that point
and Summit there are several bad slides,
though two plows are working at them and
they willbe cleared away by 4 o'clock this
morning. At1o'clock itis snowing hard at
Cisco, with the barometer registering 22.60;
at Emigrant Gap a light snow, mingled with
rain, is falling, and at points west itiscloudy,
with a south breeze.

P. F. Scott, Superintendent of all the sheds
west of Summit, last night completed a care-
ful examination of those not fallen, and re-
ports them entirely safe, provided no heavy
slides descend or the weather becomes more
severe. He.has a large number of men em-
ployed shoveling the snow from off them.

AN IMMENSE LAND SLIDE

Came down from the mountain side at 1P. M.
yesterday, about one-quarter of a mile east
of Emigrant Gap, hurling along with it
bowlders weighing many tons. Where it
descended the track is above an immense
gome, and the roadway dug in the side of the
mountain. The debris buried the track for a
distance of 300 feet and tothe average depth
of twenty feet. Men at once began shovel-
ing to clear awaythe mass of stone and earth,
but cannot finish the work in four days.
Miners residing thereabouts say that the
easiest method of accomplishing the task is
by means of sluices, water-power being near
by. E. C. Fellows, Assistant General Su-
perintendent, and L.M. Clements, Assistant
Chief Engineer, went up fromSan Francisco
by
'special car last night to judge of the

feasibility of the undertaking. Ifnothing
occurs east of Alta the road is expected
to be open to-day, - except at
the land-slide, and eastern trains
will come down to that place and
passengers, express and mails be transferred
from one overland train to another until the
route is clear. If the sluicing operation
proves successful, the obstacle may be re-
moved and the entire injury repaired to-day,
though littlecan be determined upon until
daylight. Superintendent Pratt, with his
hundreds of assistants, are laboring manfully
between Cisco and Truckee.

TRAINS AND FREIGHT.

The overland train from San Francisco
came up by Tracy and Stockton yesterday,
owing to the high waters in the tules
making it possibly dangerous for a heavy
train to come.across the marshes. Itdid not
arrive here until nearly C o'clock. The
lightning train, however, arrived on time last
evening, having come by the Benicia route.
The track is slightly under water and
sinking a little at some places, conse-
quently no freights were sent out by
that route during the night. iThe regu-
lar Oregon train didinot

'
arrive here

yesterday. It stopped at Wheatland, and
the mails, express and passengers were trans-
ferred on handcars across Bear river, which
for one mile was running over the track,
having badly injured the trestle-work. They
were then brought down by a freight engine,
arriving here at 5 o'clock last evening. Pas-
sengers will be thus transferred until the
waters go down, but no freight trains willbe
sent out.

NOTES.
Superintendent Wright, of the Sacramento

and Placerville Railroad, yesterday strength-
ened the railroad grade at Eighteenth and R
streets, where drainage-water was washing a
new-made fillina trestle. 7

General Superintendent Towne has notified
Resident Engineer Wilkinson, of the Central
Pacific Railroad, to render all assistance
needed by our Levee Commissioners in pro-
tecting the city defenses, and to furnish men
and material if needed. There willprobably
be no necessity for a serious callupon the
company under ithis offer, as everything is
now sound and tight, and willremain so un-
less a renewal of the storm or unexpected de-
scent of water inthe rivers makes a new situ-

As a consequence gardens aro destroyed,
cottage- dwellers driven out, basements flood-
ed, streets drenched and much damage done.
People all through the south part of the
city constantly ask now, "Is this always to
be ?"

Shall that slough, a mere drain, al-

ways menace us '!" The answer has not yet
been given. Burn's slough drains 2,000
acres of land ami more outside the city lim-
its, but within the levee boundaries. There
is no reason in the world why that drain-.
age should be poured upon the people's
houses within the city limits, as hap-'
pens every time there is a heavy rain.
One season that slough in part cost the city
thousands of dollars for pumping of drainage'
water over the R-street grade. The senti-
ment of all the people in the south end is in
favor of turning that slough beyond and east
of Poverty Ridge, by changing its channel
and raising a street grade sufficiently to force
the waters from the catchment described into
the slough.
