WIDESPREAD DAMAGE INFLICTED

Railroad Washouts and Broken
Levees and Bridges.

IMMENSE TRAOTS SUBMERGED.

Resistless Power of - Avalanches in
the Mountains.

SACRAMENTO AND MARYSYILLE UNINJURED.

The ““Oldest Inhabitant”

Himself Beaten.

Confesses

[SPECIAL BY TELEGRAPH TO THE RECORD-UNION. ]

The Situation at Colusa and Vicinity.

CoLusa, April 22d.—Twenty - five hun-
dredths of an inch of rain fell from noon yes-’
terday to noon to-day. We have had several
showers since. The wind is southeast. The
river reached a point last night three inches
above the high water of December, which
was four inches higher than any previous
water. It fell this morning about two inches,
on account, it is supposed, of the break above,
and has been on a stand all day. We cannot
get any reliable data as to the breaks above.
The river is running out at Princeton, and is
eight inches there above any past high water.
It is impossible to approximate the damage

to crops.
Trifling Damage.

WiNDsor.—Since the dispatch of the 20th
instant .64 of an inch of rain has fallen, and
it is still showering. The damage to roads is
trifling. A‘few small bridges are gone, and
unless the hot sun should come too soon but
little damage will be done to small grain, but
will delay the putting in of corn crops.

Yuba and Feather Rivers.

MAarysvILLE.—The Yuba reached its high-
est mark at 11 o'clock last night, standing
that night at 15 feet 10 inches—one inch less
than last year. At 9 A. M. it had receded to
14 feet 4 inches, and is still falling. Rain
fell during the night and ceased at 8 . ». It
is still cloudy. All the levees are intact, and
apprehensions of a flood are vanishing, Ow-
ing to breaks reported, we are not likely to
have train communication to-day.

The Climax Reached—Levees Broken.

NewHOPE.—The climax is reached. At
4 A, M. 200 feet of the levee gave way at the
old Mokelumne City break, and the water
rushed through with terrible velocity. At 7
A, M. the levee near the Newhope Landing
gave way in two places. At this time (9 a.
M.) over 200 yards has gone, and the water is
pouring through the breaks and in many
places over the standing levee. A squad of
men working on the levee had a narrow
escape, fifty feet of the embankment giving
way with fearful force within ten feet of
them, the water flying forty feet high in the
air. They were with difficulty rescued with
boats. The country is fast becoming sub-
merged, and ranchers are running their stock
out of the bottom land. It is raining again
this morning, and more breaks are expected
above. Great fear is felt for the islands.
The Mokelumne is still rising.,

Report and Denial,

CourTLAND.—Taylor and Andrus Islands
were in a dangerous position, but owing to a
break in the Staten Island levee this morn-
ing the pressure on the levees is relieved and
no danger is anticipated,

Later.—The authenticity of the report
that the Staten Island levee has broken is
denied, The report is probably false.

Streams Booming.,

Suasta.—It commenced raining about 2
o’clock this morning, and is ?xtiniug heavily
at this hour (11 A. M.). It snowed on the
mouuntains last night. The streams are all
very high. The river is booming. No rail-
road train or mail last night on account of
breaks in the road and bridges.

Vast Lake Stadded with Islands.

CALISTOGA.—A very heavy rain-storm com-
menced here Monday morning, and continued

without much cessation until yesterday even- |
A great deal of damage has resulted |

ing.
from the same in destruction of bridges, cul-
verts, fences, and other property, besides
flooding fields and vineyards. The storm
was at its greatest hight Tuesday morning.
Water is standing for miles below in the val-
ley at a depth of three and four feet. Farm-
ers residing in that portion could be seen
making their way out on hastily constructed
rafts. Chicken-houses, culverts, fentes, trees
and other debris went floating along, and in
fact wherever the eye rested the country had
the appearance of & freshet along the Missis-
sippi. The eastern portion of Napa valley,
secen from Howell mountain, was so com-
pletely inundated that it presented the ap-
pearance of a vast lake studded with islands.
The railroad track between this place and
St. Helena was submerged #o a depth of
three feet, and in places the road-bed was
washed away for a distance of 100 yards.
There has been no communication either by
mail or travel with this place since Monday,
and there will probably be none earlier than
Sunday. Travel between this place and
Sonoma and Lake counties is suspended, and
will be for some days, owing to the condi-
tion of the roads. Telegraph communica-
tion was resumed this morning.
Damage Everywhere.

Nara.—Reports of damage done by the
late flood reach here from every part ot the
county. Many bridges were swept away,
and roads are in many places impassable.
The railroad track both above and below this
place is washed away in many places. No
trains have reached here from Vallejo since
Monday evening, and none are expected be-
fore Sunday. The storm in the mountains
was especially severe. Much grain was
washed out and destroyed. No stock is re-
ported drowned. The water remained high
a longer time than for twenty years or more.
The damage done in the county will amount
to thousands of dollars,

Resistless Power of Avalanches.

DownNIEVILLE.—The snow on the moun-
tains is deeper than ever known before since
1849. From all quarters come accounts of
snow-slides, Every little ravine is the path
of a slip, and where there is a cabin, flume or
ranch the destruction is complete. Many ra-
vines are full of heavy timber, carried down
by the resistless power of the avalanches.
Trees five feet in diameter were broken off,
or torn up and hurled forward with tremen-
dous force. On one ranch the dwelling, gar-
den and orchard are covered forty feet deep
with almost solid ice. On the East
Fork of the Yuba, below the third
divide an immense slide came thundering
down the mountain side beyond, filling the
river canyon to a depth of 150 feet, complete-
ly damming the stream for awhile at that
point. A charcoal ranch on the South Fork
was buried by the slide, shoving one house
into the raging torrent and covering the gar-

dry for a time, The obstructed waters then
rose until they overflowed the bridge and cut
a new channel over and around the debris.
Several deep slides are reported at the Sierra
Buttes quartz mine, above Sierra City.
Goodspear’s Hill is one immense slide, in
places the road being covered with snow over
forty feet deep. Firewood is becoming fear-
fully scarce, and our provision supplies are
not over abundant. At this time last year
freicht was being hauled into Downieville
and all the adjacent mining camps.
Altogether Unnecessary Rain.

SAN BUENAVENTURA.—Thestorm justclosed
gave a little over half an inch of altogether
unnecessary rain, flooding the rivers and
stopping stages from both north and south.
Except that some of the early barley is hope-
lessly broken down, no harm has yet been
done to the crops. More rain, however, of
which there is now no indication, will en-
danger the entire wheat crop of the county.
Sheep-shearing, which was in full blast, can-
not be resumed for a week, as the wool will
not be dry enough to clip.

Highest Water of the Season.

SaNTA Pavra.—It commenced raining here
on the night of the 20th, raining unceasingly
till midnight last night. The streams are
higher than ever before this year. Stagesare
delayed. The barley that was headed out is
injured to some extent.

The *‘ Oldest Inhabitant” Gives it Up.

Durca Frar.—It ceased raining at 5 P. A1,
yesterday, and more fell heavily during the
night. The snow is still silently falling, about
three inches now remaining on the ground
unabsorbed. Barometer, 29.10. The oldest
inhabitant gives it up. He never before ex-
perienced so furious and long-continued a
storm at this time of the year as the last ten
days has lavished upon us. At the land-
slide above Alta, it is reported that the rail
road track and ties were moved about sixty
feet and the roadbed covered by the slide to
a depth of about thirty feet in places. A
force of 150 men are at work repairing the
break. They have taken up a lot of hydrau-
lic pipe an¢ a giant from Dutch Flat, and
are rigging up a hydraulic to work away the
slide from the roadbed, obtaining water for
the purpose from one of the mining ditches
which crosses the hill above. They will
probably have the rails in place to-morrow.

Bridges Swept Cut to Sea.

SaLivas.—The Southern Pacific Railroad
bridge across the Salinas river between Cas-
troville and Monterey went out last night
and lodged against the new county bridge,
about one hundred yards below. About
11:30 o’clock this forenoon the county bridge
succumbed to the pressure, and was swept
out to sea. The river is falling rapidly this
afternoon. The train that should have
reached Salinas from San Francisco at 4 P, M.
yesterday did not arrive till near 11 o’clock
at night, on account of the washing away of
the track between Gilroy and Sargent’s. It
is on time to-day. Up to 7 o’clock this
morning 3.37 inches of rain has fallen here
this month. Total for the season, 12.59
inches. No damage to speak of has been
done to grain in Salinas valley, and the crop
prospect is all that could be desired.

Down the River.

CourtrLAND.—The Sacramento river at this
place has done no serious damage, excepting
to Sutter and Schoolcraft Islands. The crops
on them will suffer considerably. The An-
derson levee, between the plains and the
river, has broker, and will flood all the low
back lands between Richland and Freeport,
The Pearson levee is 8 feet above the water.
The river is higher to-night than at any pre-
vious time this season, and is rising very
slowly. The roads in this vicinity are under
water, and the stages have stopped running.

Another Report about Staten Esiand.

Rio VistA.—The rainfall since Monday
evening has been very heavy, amounting to
It is reported that Staten
Island is flooded, and other localities are
threatened by the high water. There are
now indications of better weather. The
total fall of rain to date is 14.35 inches,

Thirty Feet Above Low-Water Mark,

VacaviLLe.—The rainfall for the season is
34.93 inches ; for the month of April, 15.74
inches. Putah creek was thirty feet above
low-water mark yesterday at Winters, but
the railroad bridge was not injured in the
least. The trestles at the railroad bridge at
Vacaville had two beuts washed out by two
county bridges lodging against it. Other-
wise the road was not damaged.

Farmers €rying Enough,

MercEp.—The weather to-day has alter-
nated with sunshine and heavy showers of
rain, aggregating for the day, since 5 p. m.
y-sterday, .40 of an 'inch, making 11.38
inches for the season. The prospect is favor-
able for a continuance of the showers all
night. The farmers now cry enough, though
but little grain has yet fallen down,

Latest from Marysville,

MarysvILLE.—Several showers fell here
throughout the day. The river has fallen
over two feet. Work on the washouts is pro-
gressing, Trains are not likely to run before
Saturday. The road north of Marysville is
in good order. A construction engine with
one car left for Redding this afternoon with
express matter ooly. The steamer D, E.
Kuight leaves Friday morning for Sacra-
mento, and will return in the evening with
delayed mails, express and freight. The
Oroville track is submerged only—no wash-
outs on the road. Trains will probably run
to-morrow. The weatheris unsettled,

Oroville and Vicinity.

OroviLLE.—The weather is nearly clear,
and no rain has fallen to-day. Thermometer
53°. The river has fallen about two feet
since yesterday. There is no communication
with the lower country yet. No mails since
Tuesday. The railroad at Honcut, and also
outside of the levee at Marysville, is still sub-
merged. It is snowing in the mountains and
low down on the foothills this morning. The
water was higher yesterday in the small
streams near here than ever before known.
It has fallen quite rapidly since. The cars
are not expected to be able to reach Marys-
ville before Monday. Many say this is the
heaviest storm ever kunown here, The
weather still unsettled and the wind south.
The grand Odd Fellows’ celebration set for
the 26th is postponed sine die. The winter
woodpiles are exhausted, the roads are im-
passable and old lumber and fences are in
demand.

No Fears at Stockton.

StockToN.—The water is now higher than
at any previous period during the season.
There is an extensive overflow on the plains

east of the city. About a mile of the Stock-
ton and Copperopolis Railroad is submerged,
but little damage has occurred. The Levee
Committee took a ride around the eastern
portion of the city to-day, and found nothing
to justify the slightest fear of damage to
property. The levee constructed under the
law of 1873-4 is ample for the protection of
the city from overflow by the waters of the
Calaveras, The water in the Stockton chan-
nel rose 20 inches in seven hours to-day, and
in the evening rose at the rate of an inch per
hour. The waters in the Calaveras and in
Mormon channel are subsiding, but the San
Joaquin is rising slowly. Not only has there
been no damage from high water, but the
most timid can rest perfectly free from any
fear whatever. There is no later news from
the reclaimed tule islands.

Ratilroad Bridge Swept Away.
CasrroyILLE.—The Southern Pacific Kail-
road bridge across the Salinas river was
swept away about 3 o'clock this morning.

TULARE LAND TROUBLES

Settlers Determined to Resist the De-
mands of the Railroad Company.

KEARNEY IN HIS NEW QUARTERS.

CALIFORNIA.

Official Visit to the House of Correction—
Kearney in His Cell,

SaN Francisco, April 22d.—The Board of
Supervisors visited the House of Correction
to-day, accomﬁanied by a number of repre-
sentatives of the press. During their tour of
the building they collectively interviewed
Kearney in his cell. The ex-agitator pre-
sented quite a nobby appearance in his new
suit of a stunning pattern, and received his
visitors affably. He expressed himself well
satisfied with his hotel, saying that the grub
was much better than he had been accus-
tomed to on board ship, and had no complaint
to make of his treatment, except that he
found his situation somewhat confining, and
was anxious for the storm to clear up so that
he could get out on the county road now be-
ing constructed and take a little gentle exer-
cise,

Kuklux in Tulare Ceunty —-Fresh Out-
break of the Land Troubles.

HaxrorD, April 22d.—The Kuklux are at
it again. Last night Mr. Parkhurst was
called out of bed at the Freeman House.
One of the Leaguers stood on one side of the
door with a double-barreled shotgun, and on
the other side stood one with a pistol cocked,
and a spokesman in front, while twenty or
thirty horsemen, all fully disguised, sur-
rounded the hotel. The proprietor answered
their call. He asked them not to make
any demonstration that would frighten
the wife or child of Mr. Parkhurst.
He then wakened Mr. Parkhurst and told
him to come down. Parkhurst did not wish
to do this, but being advised that no harm
would follow he went down to the door,
closely followed by his wife. Mr. Parkhurst
had been sent here by the railroad company
for the purpose of leasing the lands to set-
tlers which are now occupied by them. He
was asked when he intended to leave. He
told them he intended to leave in the morning
train at 8 o’clock. They said that was all
right. They also called for Clark, the grader,
but he was not in town. Mr. Parkhurst,
finding that they would not lease of him, had
prepared to leave without any intimation of
their midnight visit. The settlers consider a
leasesigned by themselvesand placed on record
would operate against them in their claim
for the land. Out of two or three hurdred
cases they have been able to appeal to the
Supreme Court of the United States but
three. The railroad company are deter-
mined to have possession or rent. The set-
tlers, on the other hand, are determined to
hold possession, by mob force if necessary,
till the cases are decided upon by the Su-
preme Court. The hoped-for compromise, it
seems, has fallen through, and the settlers
are red-hot.

Fatal Shooting Affray.

Saninas, April 22d.—Charley Imes shot
and fatally wounded George Mattart at
Wiliiam Logwood’s ranch, about three miles
from Salinas City, this morning. T'he shoot-
ing was done with a pistol, two bullets enter-
ing Mattart’s abdomen and one penetrating
his side. Imes came to town and surrendered
himself to the authorities. It is said that an
old grudce existéd between the two men,
both of whom are young and unmarried.

THE NEW OPERETTA.

Across the Bay in the Rain—Church Notes
—Retiracy from the Pulpit
—Marriage—Ete,

Sax Fraxcisco, April 21, 1880.
Looking out of the window I wonder if
there could possibly have been rain any-
where else, for it seems as though the

‘| heavens couldn’t have held more than we

have had here. In spite of it all, how-
ever, I can’t see that the bay has risen
beyond flood-tide. In two kinds of
weather I love to take the trip to Oakland
and back : On a bright, sunshiny, spark-
ling day (it makes me smack my lips to
think of a sunny day again), when the air
hangs over the water with the milky fire
of an opal, and then again when the rain
falls in sheets and the boat snorts and rolls

like a porpoise on its unmarked path.

Did anyone, I wonder, ever see a neat boot
leg? Saturday morning winked as it
waked, half teary, half laughing, some-
where between a smile and a cry, but
everybody said it had cleared off just be-

cause they wanted it to, and the person |

who ventured to remark that the moon had
changed ‘‘watery” that morning was

| frowned down at once. We were all going

to sde Emelie Melville as the ‘‘Royal
Middy,” and it was a lovely sight to see us
in our new bonnets get out of the car just
as it rained as if the day was made up for
a steady pour. We had plenty of company
though, and I saw one woman in what I
knew must be her spring suit, because it
was helictrope, looking piteously out from
a door-step which had given her refuge,
and she was the image of despair. But
the theater was all crowd and bustle, and
funny little messenger boys showed us our
seats.

To save herself
from being discarded as Lamberto’s sweet-
heart by the suspicious Queen, Fanchette
emerges as a Royal Middy, and is accepted
everywhere as a boy, being taken on board

LIVELY SCENE IN COURT.

Rough and Tumble Fight Between Two
Witnesses,
|Stockton Herald, April 21st.]

Yesterday the trial of W. W. Waite,
‘¢ Arizona Bill,” charged with battery com-
mitted on John Shepherd about two weeks
ago, was held at Linden. The trial was by
jury. Whenever a jury trial is held at
Linden the Justice of the Peace has to hire
a hall to accommodate the spectators, his
{ Court being altogether too small. Jury
| trials are about the only public entertain-
| ments that the Linden people have, and
| they turn out en masse to them. Yester-
| day Linden Hall was cbhartered, and about
| two hundred spectators gathered to witness
| the proceedings and to be witnesses. Quite
| a large number of witnesses had been ex-
iamined, when a man named Murphy was
| put on the stand. Murphy testified that
i “¢ Arizona Bill,” after pushing John Shep-
| herd off the porch on the 6th inst., grabbed
Shepherd’s lame leg and re-broke it where
it had before been broken. McCarty,
another witness, spoke up and demed it.
Murphy called McCarty a liar, and Mec-
Carty returned the compliment and nfade
a serious reflection on Murphy’s maternal
ancestor. Then the fight commenced,
Murphy and McCarty clinching and
punching at each other’s heads and faces
and rolling. over the floor, until Murphy
“went down into his pocket ” after a six-
shooter. The fun, that had a deep and
absorbing interest for the spectators, pos-
sessed attractions no longer, and they
stampeded for the doors. It was a regular
panic, but the Court, the attending _Con-
stable, the jury and the lawyers remained.
