10 o'clock Professor A. E. Briesen, of the
Cosmopolitan School, located inthe basement

-of the M.E. Church South, was found dead,
sitting at a table in the school-room. The
pupils fannd theschool-room locked, and soon
after Mr.Briesen's mother-in-law arrived and
directed one of the boys, who saw Mr.
Briesen inside. to go and awaken
iiim, as itwas supposed he had fallen asleep.

.Entering, they found him dead. On the
:Moor at his feet lay a pistol, and examination

found that he had shot himself in the mouth,
the bullet having passed upward into the
brain. An inquest was held this after-
noon. A letter to his wife asked her
forgiveness for the rash act, and stated
that under the circumstances she could not
do otherwise. Mr.Briesen was a genial, so-- cial gentleman, and splendidly educated.
His father was a General in the Prussian
army. Itis not known that the rash act was
premeditated. Last evening be attended the
meeting of the San Jose latum, United
Order of Red Men, of which society
he was Secretary. After the meeting he
visited Erie's saloon, accompanied by a num-
ber of friends. They spent the night in social
conversation, and nothing was said by Mr.
Briesen that would lead his comrades to be-
lieve that he intended to take his own life.
He appeared jolly, and left the saloon
about 2- o'clock this morning in good
spirits and perfectly sober. Deceased
had a sick wife and two children, and was
financially embarrassed. The jury found
that he was a native of Germany, 39 years of
age, and that he died by his own hand, finan-
cial depression and sickness in his family
being the cause. The tragic manner of his
death has been concealed from his wife. The
funeral willtake place to-morrow.
