Itis a very attractive work, and is marked
by good execution in every part. The paper
is heavy anil of excellent surface ;the litho-
graphs tine and soft, and free from the black
aim blotchy work (to frequently seen ;the
typography is decidedly superior and the
binding neat and substantial. In appearance
itis pleading to the eye, ornamental, and a
credit to the publishers, lithographers and
printers. Coming to the examination 6f the
book

—
which is a large quarto extended

—in
another respect, it U found to contain 294
pages of reading matter and 230 pages of
full-page illustrations. The frontispieces give
a view cf Suiter's Fort with a portiait of
General Sutler, and a view of .Slitter's Mill,
of Sacramento in 1849 and J street in
the flood of 1858. There are given also
vi> wh of the camp at Dormer Lake
and of the arrival of the relief party. The
other illustrations are the Capitol, the Court
House, the County Hospital, leading business
blocks ai.d hotels, and views of many tine
residences in the city and in the county out-
side of the city. These views are along the
rivers, in the interior, in the mining regions,
and in towns and settlements, are selected
from every township, save one, in thecounty,
and present glimpses of very many of the
best farms, orchards, vineyards andresidences
iithe county. The text matter embraces a
chronological table from UU9 to January Ist,
1880, a great quantity of statistical matter, a
history of early California, of the aborigines,
of the Minions, of the agricultural advances,
of the mining progress, of the squatter riots in
Sacramento, the cholera epidemic, the jour-
nals of Sacramento, the railroad?, swamp
laud history, land titles, educational feat-
ures, societies, churches manufactures,
batmen, and .i history and descrip-
tion of every township. All these
historical reviews are replete withdates, and
concise, pointed and apparently accurate

—
the publishers challenging criticism in that
respect, and averring that their record is in
accord with the best authorities attainable
and the best evidence procurable. In addi-
tion are tables showing who have been officer*
cf the county government from the date of
its organization, and an excellent Bectionized
and township map of the county done in
colors. This map is a most desirable publi-
cation, and supplies a long felt want. A di-
vision of the book is devoted tosketches of
the immediate patrons of the work, the busi-
ness men who guaranteed the publishers fi-
nancial success in their undertaking. * The
"History" willprove a desirable addition to
works on the State, and for people of this
county willba a reference volume of decided
value. Ina few years more it willbe of even
greater value than now.

AROUSED !

What Property
-

holders Propose to Do

Down the River.

Notice is given this morning of a meeting

to be held by the residents of Levee District

No. I—the district situate next south of this
city—at Nick Dole's, Wednesday, at 2r. M.

The call for this meeting is made to have
levee matters discussed, and it springs irom

motives which are as commendable as they

are wise and high-spirited. The district,

from defective levees, was two years ago

placed under water, and thousands of dollars
of immediate damage done, and tens of thou-
sands of dollars damage consequent upon the
weak spot which so practically demonstrated
the philosophic epigram, that nothing is
stronger tlian its weakest part. This year
the river levees of the district have
had another test, and fortunately with-
stood the pressure brought to bear upon
them. Lut the residents of that dis-
trictrealize the fact that last week the pos-
sibility of the embankments giving way was
altogether too near. They reason and ex-
press themselves thus

—and their expression
is closely adhered to in the recital

—"
We

live in a district unequaled in the world for
fertile soil ;itis blessed by a climate with the
vigor of the north and the softness of the
Bouth ; our lands are fruitful beyond all
others ;our children were born here, our dead
are buried here ;here are our homes ;here
have we put forth our best life efforts ; here
are we content to live, content to die when
the summon* comes. We seek no fairer
place ;no more bmutiful spot on the bosom
of mother earth d> we dream of; no other
wouldbetter sati-tfyus for our homes. Now
there is hut one shadow on all this fair pic-
ture. Production, market, climate, laud?,
society, schools and all the advantages of an
advanced civilization we have ; but there
is one drawback, and tiiat is the
apprehension of river overflow

—
in

apprebensiuu which has been once
nii.de reality BBoently, and if we re-
main in our present condition, is likely to be
a fact a^-ain. We have no tornados destroy-
inir life and property in an hour. TboH
afflicted with them would, if they cauld,
gladly find security inany preventive or pro-
tective measures they could take

—
they can-

not levee against tornados. Those who live
in apprehension of being swallowed up by
earthquakes would dub themselves fools if
they didnot prevent the evil if thej could

—
they cannot levee against earthquake--.. The
people whodins to homes beneath the foot
of the avalanche would avert its descent if
they could —they cannot levee against the
avalanche and glacier. The community
which dwells under the shadow of the danger
that is cast from the reservoirs that cluster at
the head of canyons and sometimes burst and
sweep lifeand all itsgainstodestruetion, would
joyfullylevee against the danger ifthey could.
Those who live in fear of the lava torrent
would gladly avert its course if they could

—
they cannot levee against the volcano. The
people afflicted with other ills and dangers in
which nature asserts her superiority over art,
would resist her ifthey could. ''Now, we in
District No. 1," Ray the long-headed residents—for they have been thinking and consulting
and have already spoken

—
and this is the echo

of their words, "We have but one over-
hanging danger. It is not the fear of burst-
ing reservoir, of earthquake, of famine, of
descending ashes or molten lava, of tornado
or avalanche, or encroachment of the sea ;
none of these, but simply of river overflow.
A.rain~t this we. be'.ieve we may levee bo as
to remove all doubt as to the safety of the
hiiiies we have founded. Some of us believe
our levee defenses quite safe now, but realize
that itis not certainty, and those who think
deeply agree that permanency cannot be
assured until we have leveed in such
,i manner that no man will entertain a
doubt about it; to build to such
an extent, indeed, that in midst of highest
waters and fiercest tales we may rest and
\u25a0Imp in security. We therefore propose to
raise, widen and strengthen our levees. We
do not piopow t'l dabble in the matter, but
to do whatever we do thoroughly. We will
endeavor to so boild our levees that they
shall neither be overtopped, washed away hit

broken through. One of us who owns but 10
acres says he will pay ST>OO as his share
rather than endure another season of anxiety.
Another of us will submit to even 10 per
cent, contribution on the basis of his values,
rather than take further chances. Another
of us will sacrifice one-eighth that the other
seven-eighths may remain as steadfast as the
hills." And so throughout the district the
spirit is moving and the belief is that even
those heretofore adverse to the building will
yield now. and that the levees from V itraet
to Freeport will b? made so high, so broad,
of such long ontentopA) and so faced, packed
and protected, that the Sacramento river in
its wildest efforts to baptise the people shall
rollback abashed. The meeting of Wednes-
d"y promises to be. one of much interest, ami
tin»i:wlm attend will Bad by the expression
of the men who thin!; deeply that the report
of the spiiit which prevails no.v among the
people down river is very mildly expressed
in tins report. "

Flight of A Witness. —Xettie Winkel-
plek, the girl who was shot by Mrs. George
Hamilton on the night of March 11th be-
cause of an alleged undue intimacy with the
husband of the latter, has disappeared. After
she had fullyrecovered from the effect of her
wound*, the girl swore toa complaint charg-
ing Mrs. Hamilton with an assault to mur-
der. About the same time the girl's father
came here from the East, and, with George
Hamilton, husband of the defendant, called
Upon the Prosecuting Attorney in reference to j
the case, and assorted that he would not leave
the State or take his daughter away until the
case could be disposed of. The case was ret
for hearing in the Police Court on April14th. j
but was continued until Wednesday, at the i
request of defendant, who was not inCourt
and was said to be ti-'k. Last Wednesday
the case was again continued until next
Wednesday on account of the storm that was
then raging, and because of the occupancy of
the upstairs apartment by prisoners who
had been removed there toescape the water
that ran iuto the cells. But Nett'e and her
father have not been seen recently, and in-
quiry develops the fact that they quietly left
the city some time during the night of Sat-
urday, April17th, and are supposed to be in
Chicago. District Attorney Buckley states
that the prosecution knew nothing of her de-
parture, and that her testimony is not neces-
sary toestablish the facts of the shooting.

Almost Suffocated.
—

About 3 o'clock
Wednesday morning a peculiar accident,
and one which came near being fatal, occur-

red on the mountains. As one ot the snow-

trains of four heavy engines was coming
down the hill, three miles from Summit, they
suddenly ran into a deep snow slide, which
brought them to a stop. In front and on the
sides the xnow was piled to the top of the
sheds, and the roof was also covered thickly.
From this dense snow grave the dense smoke
of the four ciant engines could findno escape,
and the four engineers and four firemen
dropped insensible, overcome by the thick
atmosphere. Fifteen Chinamen, who were
on the nearest flat car, at once rushed to the
rescue, but also dropued as ifdead before
effecting anything. Other men scrambled
out and cut open the roof go the smoke could
issue, and then the injured men, more dead
than alive, were taken out of their perilous
position to where they could receive medical
attention. Itwas at first thought that none
of them could live but they have all entirely
recovered. The railroad officers have until
now withheld the facts from publicity, be-
cause its announcement would have caused
needless alarm to the families of the sufferers,
who could not possibly have reached them or
learned of their condition.

Died En Route.
— Yesterday morning

early the body of Frank Downey, who died

on the train, was brought to this city. lie
had been engaged in shoveling snow for the
railroad . company, and was returning here
withother laborers. Atone of the stations
he -left the .train for a short distance, and

hen itwas ready tomove he became alarmed
and ran rapidly to prevent being left. Di-
rectly after taking his seat in the car he sud-
denly dropped dead. Deceased was a native
of Ireland, aged about CO years. Coroner
Vermilya took clnri;e of th« body, and*a
post mortem examination will:be made to-
day.

THE DE YOUNG TRAGEDY.

|Result of the Autopsy on ths Body

of Deceased.

PERSISTENT EETICEKCE OF KAtLOCH.

Preliminary Examination Postponed Until
1hursday.

[S. F. Call, April 25th.)

The Bbontiii!,' of Charles De Youn?, and the
terrible leaeoo it carries with it, ww the
theme of OOUVeiwtton in every grade of so-
ciety yesterday. Inthe parlor, in the kitchen,
at the work-bench, in restaurants, insaloons,
and on the street corners, the tragedy and
the jirincipals therein were discussed.

AV'itlithe break of day a crowd gathered
aroaad the business office of the Chronicle,

Iattracted there liy a morbid curiosity to view
the scene of the tragedy, and as the day ad-
vanced the crowd iucreaset!, despite the
efforts of a siiuad of officers to keep the
streets and i-idewalks clear. Many, prompted
only by a desire to see the spot where De
Young fell, and examine the effects of the
bullets which missed him, applied for admis-
sion into the office, but they were retused,
aad itwas only those who hud bus-mess with
the parties connected with the oflice who were
permitted tocross the threshold. The Ameri-
can tia;,' floated at half-mast over the build-
in?, and crape hunt; on the knobs of the doors
of entrance, in token of respect to the mem-
ory of him whose thread of lifehad been so
rudely broken.

AT THE MORGUE.

The Morgue, at No. It;OTarrcll street,
was visited by thousands of persons, includ-
ing a great muny women and children, who,
one by one, pressed forward, and begged to
be permitted to see the body of Charles
De Young ;but to every one except those
whose business necessitated their presence in
that public institution, the answer jjivenwas."

We cannot permit any one tosee the body."
Upon refusal, the applicants moved slowly
away, and took up positions on the sidew;ili;.s

on both sides of O'fr'arrell street, from I>u-
pont to Stockton, and many stood there for
hours, waiting and watching, expecting every
moment that the Corona might modify his
order, and permit those who wished to see
the body to enter the Mortjue. The appli-
cants kept up their inquiries until three
o'clock in the afternoon, when the body,
which had been placed ina casktt, was removed
to the De Young residence. No. 317 Eddy
street. After that hour many still applied
for permission to see the body, and turned
:iwaydisappointed when informed that ithad
been removed.

THE AUTCfqr.
Inthe forenoon, City Physician Blach, as-

sisted by Police Surgeon Stivers, in the pres-
ence of Coroner Dorr and Dm, 0. Y.Buck-
ley, Hewitt.S. W. Dennis F. 11. Dennis and
Worshain, made an autopsy to discover the
course of the bullet. This, a round-end one,
of the caliber know as tbirty-eijjht, entered
at a point directly under the light nostril,
passed through the lip, wedged between ths
right canine and the incisor, carrying them
away, and continuing across the arch of the
palate and downward, struck the angle of the
jaw and lodged in the right jugular vein,
where it was found, and from which it was
extracted, itwas found that the bullet had
become jagged in passing through the teeth,
and itis no doubt due to this that the vein
was severed. Itwas the opinion of surgeons
that had the bullet not been damaged, and
been found aud smooth at the end as when it
left the revolver, it would not have pene-
trated the vein, but would have glanced olf
and lodged in the nniseles of the neck. The
cranial and abdominal cavities were examined,
aud itwas found that all the organs were nor-
mal and healthy. The brain was weighed,
and it was ascertained that its weight was
fori.y-four ounce*.

In the forenoon a jury composed of nine
citizens was impai.eled and sworn over the
body of decaaned. and the inquest was post-
poned until Tuesday.

At ei^ht o'clock yesterday morning .Mayor
Kalloeh reacocd the Central Station, when

jhe wasconducted to the cell i;iwhich his son
isconfined, and, on tnteiing, the father and
son shook hands before uttering a word.
They were then left alone, and remained to-
gether undisturbed until Henry K. Highton.
retained a; counsel for the prisoner, came iv
and ensaged them in conversation about the
case* and made arrangements for a postpone-
ment.

IN THE POLICE COUUT.
Long before the opening of the Police

Court the corridors leading to itwere crowded
with people who were anxious to gain admis-
sion into the Court room and watch any pro-
ceedings whichmight be had in the case of
Isaac M. Kalloch. charged with the killing
of Charles Do Young. Those who could
give satisfactory proof that they were prin-
cipals or witnesses in cases, or had business
in Court, were admitted, while others, who
merely wished to become spectator-, were re-
fused admission, and the corridors were
cleared. At -0 minutes past 9 o'clock the
BailiS called down the (tain leading from
the prisoners' dock 1.0 the prison below, and
directed thed"oi-innn to "bring up Khllocli."
la a few minutes afterward Isaac M.Kalloch
ascended the stairs, followed by Mayor Isaac
S. Kalloch, his father, and the two sat on the
back seat in the dock. They remained there
while an officer was giving his testimony
against an individualcharged withdisturbing
tl.e peace. When the officer had concluded,
Henry E. Higbton, the defendant's attorney,
arose and addreaing the Court said :

"
Ifyour

Honor please, Imove
—

the Prosecuting At-
torney consenting —

that the preliminary trial
of Isaac M. Kalloch be set for Thursday
next."

The Prosecuting Attorney. consenting, the
Judge granted the requett, and Kalloch was
returned to his cell.

WHAT THE PRISONER SATS.

In a conversation with a reporter yester-
day, Isaac M.Kalloch said, in answer to a
question as to whether the distribution of the
anonymous pamphlet led to the cause of the
shooting, and whether he had learned that
De Young had the document published :"
Idon't think thai it would be pru-

dent to answer these questions. lam in the
hands of counsel, as you know, and while I
have many friends on the press, it is best to
say nothing at present." When told that it
was rumored that he saw the pamphlet in a
book store onMarket street, and that on the
impulse of the moment he went for De
Young, Jib said :

"
Ihave nothing to say on

that subject ;but you can state that Iprotest
against the case being tried in the news-
paper?, in i* was in the Alta this morning.
Charles De Young was a man to whomjnotli-
ing was sacred, not even the name of my
mother, I protest against any paper
rushing to his defense, as the Altit has done.
He has reviled everything that is holy. Wife,
mother and sister all that we hold dear

—
were objects of his slander. That is all 1
have to say at present. Iprotest against the
matter of this difficultybeing prejudged and
tried by any newspaper."

A DENTIST'S STORT.
Detectives Jones and Coffey were detailed

yesterday to investigate the story of Dr. H.
H. Thrall, a dentist residing at 118 Geary
street. Dr. Thrall related, that lie Raw two
men, one of whom he believes to be Mayor
Kidl'ich.enter a house immediately opposite

115 Geary street— on the evenings of Wednes-
day and Thursday last. On Friday evening,
at about 0 o'clock, his wife told him she saw
Dr. Kail enter the house alone. Thrall,
while sitting inhis front room after 7 o'clock,
saw a man dressed in an ulster and black
slouch hat descend the stairs and walk to-
ward Keamy street. He presumed he was
the Mayor's son, although he had never seen

!him. Shortly before 8 o'clock Thrall left the
ihouse and went to De vine's drug store, on
iKearny street, where he heard of the shoot-
ing, and then returned home. llis wife told
him that soon after he had leftshe saw two
boys enter No. 115. The lights were sud-

jdenly extinguished while they were entering.
