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"HE MISSOURI CALAMITY,

Particulars of the Destruction of
Marshfield by a Tornado.

ADDITIONAL NAMES OF INJURED.

Frightful Loss of Life and Property—
Partial List of the Killed.

[SPECIAL BY TELEGRAPH TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

St. Louis, April 19th.—The first dispatch
direct from Marshfield, received lateito night
by the Globe Democrat, gives the following
description of the storm: This town and
county were visited by one of the most de-
structive cyclones on record last evening.
After passing through severalmiles of country
in Christian, Green and Webster counties,
destroying everything in its pathway, level-
ing houses, barns, mills and timber, it struck
this town about 6:30 o’clock, and eye-wit-
nesses of the approaching storm say it was a
frightful black clond, lined with fleecy white,
funnel-shaped, and moving in the manner of
a screw propeller. It moved with wonderful
velocity, literally destroying and blowing
away everything in its path, which was about
half a mile wide at this point. Large sized
trees were whisked off; telegraph wires
snapped, and bark literally peeled from small
trees ; houses were blown from their founda-
tions ; cattle, hogs, sheep, horses and poultry
were hurled into the air and carried a great
distance. The noise of the storm, the crash
of falling houses, and the cries and screams of
terrified people, made a scene of horror that
beggars description. What was a beautiful,
ouiet town twenty-four hours ago is now a
waste of desolation. Out of two hundred
dwelling-houses not more than twenty are
leit standing, and but few of those remaining
are uninjured. Of business houses around the
public square all but three are utterly demol-
1shed and their contents blown away, burned
or badly damaged.

About 3 o’clock a freight train from Spring-
field brought about 300 people, with provis-
jons and medicine for the wounded. As rap-
idly as the bodies of the dead and wounded
sould be extricated from the ruins, they were
prepared for interment. The wounded were
conveyed to the only available structure left
standing, the public school building, which
was not badly damaged. It was turned into
a hospital, end there are now fifty wounded
*p the building, under the care of noble wo-
men from Lebanon and Springfield, who are
doinz all in their power to alleviate the suf-
ferings of those under their care.

The loss by this terrible calamity is esti-
Every busi-
ness house in the place is in ruins, and stocks
all destroyed, except two. Of the 800 inhab-
itants of Marshfield, who yesterday had
happy, comfortable homes, seven-eighths are
without houses, clothing, food, or means to
procure them. The destitution and suffering
are terrible. A great many bodies are lying
in the Court-house Lere. Of the total num-
ber of killed, which is not far short of 100,
not more than a dozen have been buried.
Nothing like a complete list of the killed and
wounded can be obtained to-night.

Marshfield is the county seat of Webster
county, It is 215 miles from St. Louis, situ-
ated on a platean of the Ozark mountains,
but not of great altitude or particularly ex-
l)(hsﬂ(l.

It is believed that many farmers’ families
are killed, and not yet reported. Sever of
the wounded on James river died this after-
noon and five at Marshfield. At the latter
place all is confusion, and people are in such
an excited state that it is almost impossible
%o get any intelligible report.

A child was found at Marshfield lodged in
the crotch of a tree thirty feet above the
ground, but slightly hurt. Four hundred
lollars were raised to-day at Rolla for the
sufferers at Marshfield, and twelve doctors
and nurges left here for that place to-night.
At Gray’s creek, four miles from Jefferson
City, seven houses were demolished and sev-
eral of their inmates injured. A log house
was blown into a deep cut on the Missouri
Pacific Railroad at that point, and the pas-
senger train from the West raninto it, ditch-
ing the engine, severely wounding engineer
Josegh McCourt, and James Murphy, the
fireman.

A special from Fulton, Calloway county,
to the Republican, says a terrible storm passed
through that county last night, doing an im-
mense amount of damage to farm property,
besides destroying a number of houses. At
Bloomfield Mrs. Martz was killed by falling
houses, and a negro girl killed by lightning.

Another special to the same paper, from
California, Mo., says a terrific storm visited
the southern part of Moniteau county last
nizht, doing great injury to property and
killing and wounding a number of persons.
The storm first struck the littie town of Bar-

rettsville, destroying almost every house in |

the place, then passed down the valley toward
the North Moran, demolishing nearly every
building in its track. Following is a partial
iist of those killed: A. G. Campbell, two
children of Henry McKinnew, Reuben Ru-
ton, Mrs. Schaeffer and two children, Cor-
derian (reen and son, George Hartess and
Jack Wilson. Several others were killed,
but their names are not ascertained. Be-
tween twenty and thirty were wounded, but
their names are not reported.

Several of the above will no donbt die from
severe internal injuries. It will be several
days before an accurate list of the wounded
can be furnished. The number of wounded is
said to be 200, but wany are only slightly
hurt. Muny merchants suffer a total loss of
their stock. Oue hundred and fifty families
are left homeless, and need provisions and
clothing. The neighboring towns respond
nobly. Mayor Osterstoltz and other promi-
nent citizens have telegrams from Marshfield,
stating the urgency of their needs, and ap-
pealing for help. Money, shelter and clothing,
especially are called for. All box cars of the
St. Louis and San Francisco Railroad that
can be spared are on the track for shelter of
families.

7. Lovis, April 20th.— A Republican
special, received at 2 A, M., givesa partial list
of the killed, from which the following are
taken, and which, added to those already
telegraphed, will make as complete a list as
has yet been made up: Wm.

The people of Marshfield seem so excited,
and so little order iz shown in keeping a
record of the dead and wounded, that no ac-
curate list is obtainable ; 83,200 were raised
on ’Change to-day for the sufferers, and all
sorts of supplies will be sent. The storm
appears to have extended over the whole
“xate. 'There has been great destruction and
loss of life within fifty wiles of Jefferson
City. The house of Mr. Baker was destroyed
aud the family severely injured. The house
of George S. Pulir was destroyed. Mrs. John
Zimmerman had a hip crushed. Henry
Eggers had a leg broken. Mrs, Antweiler
was badly hurt.

It is reported that there has been great
damage and loss of life at Russellville, thirty-
five miles east of Jefferson City. The town of
Licking, in Texas county, was badly torn
ep, and nearly half destroyed.

Professor Tice has gone to Marshfield, and
will make a scientific examination of all the
circumstances.

LATEST.

St. Lovrs, April 20th.—Telegrams from
Marshfield announce less excitement prevail-
ing. The dead are being buried, and the car-
casses of dead animals being hauled away.
The best information is that 81 coffins have
been used, and there will be four or more
deaths to-night. Lear Evans, Cord Cripman,
D. D. Smith and his three children died since
last report. The list of wounded embraces
nearly the whole town, and 50 or more are
geriously hurt, many ot whom will die. Many
of the dead children are negroes, whose
names cannot be learned. The State provides
tents, and towns of Missouri and Texas send
provisions enouch for the present. There
are now 62 wounded in the public school
buildirg, receiving the best care possible, but
jt ie thonght they should be taken to some
other pluce, where they can receive better at-
tention.

Sr. Lous, April 21st.—The Times’ Spring-
field dispatch says: The tornado on Sunday
night raged with great fury in the valley of
Jame- river several miles south of here.
Many houses were destroyed and the country
lsid waste. Following is the list of killed
and wounded reported from that section:

About balf the wounded are seriously or dan-
gerously hurt. The hurricane originated
about twelve wiles south of Ozark, about 5
o'clock Sunday evening. Twenty-nine houses
were destroyed in Findlay eighteen or twenty
miles from here, and Samuel Kelly and a boy
pamed Eddings were killed.

Sr. Lovs, April 20th.—Two thousand dol-
lars of the Merchants’ Exchange relief fund
were raised here to-day, and sent to Marsh-
field for the sufferers this evening.

St. Lours, April 21st.—Latest advices from
Texas county, Mo., say that the town of
Licking is entirely destroyed, excepting three
houses, by .unday night's storms. Three
hundred persons are left homeless, one life is
lost, and seventeen persons are wounded, five
of them seriously. The damage is fully $50,-
000. The tornado did immense injury to all
kinds of property in the county.

Rorro (Mo.), April 22d.—The cyclone
which visited Licking, Texas county, Sun-
day night, worked a .-oms:lete destruction of
the place, which consisted of only 69 build-
ings of all descriptions. Only two buildings
were untouched. The only loss of life was
one child killed. The duration of the cyclone
was 50 seconds.
