SAN FRANCISCO ITEMS.

[From our San Francisco exchanges of April 26th.)

Duties paid at the Custom-house Satur-
day were $11,553 12, making a total of
§280,224 50 for the month.

The San Francisco Schuetzen Verein com-
menced its twenty-second annual shooting
festival yesterday at Alameda Schuetzen
Park.

The steamer Alaska, which arrived yes-
terday, twenty-six days from Panama and
way ports, brought 60 cabin passengers
and 57 in the steerage.

In the Police Court to-day, William
Duggan, convicted of having disturbed the
peace, in having called for cheers at the
time of the killing of Charles De Young on
Friday night, was sentenced ‘to pay a tine
of $100.

By the close of this week the 3,000
causes inherited by the eight General De-
partments of the Superior Court will have
been called for trial since the Court was
organized and an opportunity given for the
trial of each case.

George Wedekind has given up the con-
test to retain the clerkship of the Justices’
Court, and turned over the office records
to his successor, W. E. Laumb, who has
appointed William Miller his deputy, and
retained G. B. Mackrelt as Register Clerk.

The Trades Assembly held an adjourned
meetinz at Charter Oak Hall last evening,
J. P. De Camp presiding. William Clack,
from the Committee on the Appeal, which
was directed to be published throughout
the United States in relation to the prin-
ters’ lockout, reported that the appeal was
ready for distribution, but as it refiected
upon Charles De Young, its issuance was
now deemed unwise. Attention was called
to the fact, however, that the main trouble
still existed, and a motion was carried to
amend the appeal and circulateit. J. K.
Phillips announced that the printers’ mass
meeting was postponed until Saturday
evening next,

A few months ago Augusta Fredericka
Hartzell left her husband, Axell G. Hart-
zell, on account of his intemperate habits
and failure to provide for her the neces-
gities of life, and took rooms with her
three infant children in the rear of No. 28
Lewis street. Yesterday morning her hus-
band called upon her and demanded her to
return and live with him. Upon Ler re-
fusing to do so, Hartzell drew a revolver

and threatened to take his life. The threat |

frightened her, and she ran up stairs
screaming to the room where her children
were asleep. He followed, dragged her
down stairs and locked her in the room he
had previcusly feft. He then went up
stairs, crawled into bed with his children,
and shot himself, the ball passing through
his brain. The deceased was a native of
Sweden, 36 years of age, and a frame-
maker by occupation.

The gentlemen connected with the houses
of William T. Coleman & Co. and W. W.
Montague & Co., chartered the tug Her-
cules, Captain Gray, for a short trip up
the river.
