The contest for President of the Conven-

There are 250 delegates entitled to seats,
and it is beliesved a large majority will be
present, and but few proxies offered. There
was a perfect buzz about the leading hotels
last night among the crowds of delegates and
their friends, and all sorts ot rumors were
current. The Grant men developed much more
strength than was anticipated, and were
at work like badgers for their favorite. It
is evident, however, that there will be a clear
majority for Blaine in the Convention, and
that the Grant men will not be given a erumb
of comfort. T'he up-country delegates are
particularly hot for Blaine, and declare that
as they were fooled four years ago they in-
tend to shut the trap in advance this time,
and insist upon the delegation to Chicago
being instructed. The latest understandiag
is that the Blaine men will demand that the
delegation be wunqualifiedly instructed for
him, and it is apparent that there are enough
here now in favor of instructing to carry that
proposition at the first effort.

There are two propositions as to choosing
delegates. First—To select two from each
Congressional district and four at large. Sec-
ond—To select three from each Congressional
district. The first proposition is opposed by
delegates from the remoter counties very ear-
nestly, who declare that the * at large” busi-
ness is
from districts is truly representative.

Some delegates desire at this Convention to
elect a State Central Committee, but the mass
of the delegates oppose it, saying the term of
the present committee has not expired, and to
vote it out would be an unjust and unwar-
rantable act,

It is evidently out
of repair. The water each side of it is now
at a level, To Mr. Klotz, it is ascertained

from other sources, and to some of his neigh-
bors, Sacramento is much indebted for saving
the floodgate from being washed away. They
found its abutments being undermined, and
procuring sacks, they faced the banks and
saved the structure, and kept the back water
from bursting through and rushing up the
canal, Itis the unanimous opinion of people
in the lower section of District No. 1 that the
floodgate needs repairing, and that. its abut-
ments should be better protected. One man
says he probed with a pole and found a space
below the lip of the gate full two feet wide.
1t is either a washout, or else the gate is not
closed down entirely.

| What the Residents Down River Accom-
| o plished Yesterday.

! Theresidentsof Levee District No. 1, which
| district lies next south of Sacramento, met
| at Nick Dole’s, four miles from the city, yes-
| terday at 3 P. M. There was a very large
| meeting and the deepest interest was mani-

i fest.
| R. J. Merkley presided. He stated the

object of the meeting to be to get an expres-
| sion of the residents of the district as to the
| enlargement of the levees along the Sacra-
| mento river, from the city levees to Freeport,
and to -consider, if the meeting resolved on
| improving, how the money should be raised
and what amount.

Mr. De Costa said the district had levees
| gpough. All that needs to ke done is to re-
| pair a few weak places, He opposed raising
| river levees so long as back water came into
| the district. Fix up a back levee to keep
! out Sacrameénto drainage and then he would
| favor the front levee. Otherwise, he pre-
| ferred to be drowned in Sacramento river

Mr. Mesick said his idea was to

SENATOR JOHNSTON

Addressed the meeting, and explained the de-
bris bill and showed that it cut no figure in
the problem before District No, 1. It would
have done so, but he was the instrument in
the Senate of having it amended so that it
would not affect the district. If the district
is reclaimed by the work under the Act, then
people in it will be liable to $3 tax per acre,
but otherwise only to the $1 on $1,000 gen-
eral tax. He had no idea that anything but
impounding debris would be attempted for a
long time under the bill. The Act provides
for a State tax of one-twentieth, a district tax
of one-twentieth and a miner’s tax of one-half
per cent. per inch of water each twenty-four
hours of use.

A voice—What do we pay a general tax
fu!".’

Mr. Johnston—For an effort being made to
prevent debris coming down on us, raising
the rivers and overflowing the valleys.

The voice—Ah, I see.

Mr. Lincoln—7The tax cuts no figure in our
case.

Mr. Lake—This was a large district then.

Surveyor Winn (to a question)—We have
a little less than 10,000 acres in the district
now. The high-water line of 1878 is the
boundary line,

Mr. Lake—What was raised two years ago
on the whole district?

Mr. Merkley—Two thousand general tax.
The levee tax was acreage tax, and in assess-
ing there were three or four grades of land,
paying from $1 to $7 tax, I paid $6 60 on
mine.

The Secretary here read sample assessments
| to show what each grade paid, and a general
| talk over the meeting was indulged in.

Mr. Lake opposed doing a little work each
year. 1f anything is donelet it be done fully
when undertaken and made complete and
material all at once.

Mr. Fern knew of no place needing raising,
but more weak places needed repairing.

A canvass was here had all alonz the line
as to how high the water was in the recent
storm, and it resulted in a conclusion that 2}
feet more of water would have probably swept
over the levee, even at still water, and that
with a north or west wind less might have

Out of 120 acres, I have not 20
out of water now, yet the Riverside defences
of my land are all right. On the other side
they have river levees, some places only two-
feet high, Why? Because the back water
ruins them any how, just as it doesus.” We
get the drainage clear from Brighton. The
water in Beach’s lake is a foot higher than
in onr lake now., Let us make the people out
of the district turn their drainage the other
WAY.

Mr. Merkley—I am 1n favor of doing so, if
we can do it legally.

The meeting here discussed the facts rela-
tive to suits for delinquent levee tax, and was
informed how the district had been beaten in
two cases,

M. Brockway here asked a number of
questions, the answers to all which are em-
bodied in remarks already quoted.

Mr. Mesick asked the ‘‘Pocket” people
to say

never consent to it, nor to any enlargement

country, and the district might take his land,
unless 1t built to protect from back water.

Propositions to raise money on bonds; to
turn Willow creek so as to make it flow the
other way, etc., were discussed at length, the
latter idea finding much favor.

+ Mr. Flint moved that it is the sense of the
meeting that the Trustees ought to levy a tax
to make our levees wider, stronger and higher.

Mr. Lake—That is too indefinite. How
much money do we need ?

Mr. Flint—That is a subsequent matter.

A sharp debate ensued, going over the
whole ground again, and developing a great
unanimity of sentiment as to something being
done, and a great variety of differences also.
Not ouly varied opinions and differences, but
varities of each, dividing the meeting into
“ Pocket” men, Riverside road men, men
back of the pocket, North End and South
End men ; men for front levee anyhow ; men
for no more front levee on the old plan ; men
for a middle back levee ; men for an extreme
back levee ; men for repairs only; men for
enlargement ; men for paising without regard
to enlargement; men for a plumper tax;
men for a series of taxes; men for trusting
to Providence ; men opposed to the drainage
canal, to Willow creek, and to natural drain-
age ; men who saw the necessity for drainage,
and favored the canal, and so on.

Finally Mr. Flint made a speech and told
the meeting he was tired of night and storm
alarms. He related how he sold poor land
before the break of two years ago for $500,
and had to avoid men bidding for bits of his
land at fabulous prices. Now with the fear
about levees, who can reach up to the old
values? Yet the lands are better than ever.
He had confidence in the Trustees. They
would squander no money and do no unueces-
sary work. He wanted to feel safe. Trust-
ing in Providence was all well enongh, but
atter a neglect of sixteen years1it is time todo
something and repay the trust in Providence
by work.

Mr. DeCosta again objected unless the res-
olution included work on a back levee,

Mr. Fern (to Mr, Flint)—Are you willing
to include a back levee in your resolution ?

Mr. Flint—I favor protecting the whole
district.

Mr. Fern—Back as well as front levees?

Mr, Merkley—Yes.

Mr. Fern—We are ready to vote.

Mr. Merkley—Would $5,000 build your
levee ?

Mr, Fern—I think it ought to.

Mr. Klotz—That levee wen’t protect me
that the Pocket men want., Remewber what
I told you.

Mr. Flint—Let us agree that something
ought to be done. If with the danger this
moment before us we cannot agree, then I
want to clear out quickly. Let us leave it to
the Trustees to examine the district with an
engineer’s aid, and report to another meeting
estimates of costs.

Mr. Lake—I move that the Trustees em-
ploying surveyors, if necessary, examine the
district and see what is necessary to protect
the whole district, and estimate the cost, and
report to a called meeting at this place.

Mr. ¥lint—That is good ; that will do.

The Secretary—Shall we employ an en-
gineer.

Mr. Mesick—Yes.

Mr. Klotz—But no levee work without a
back levee, and not one cutting the district
into two pieces.

Voices—All right. Vote, vote.

The question on the motion of Mr. Lake
was put and carried almost unanimously, and
the meeting adjourned.

PRESS EXPRESSION. AT

What Some of the Coast Papers Find to
Talk About.

The Arizona Daily Star calls on the Tuc-
son authorities to at once take sanitary
precautions, or there will be deadly sick-
ness there this summer,

The Truckee Republican talks of an 11-
mile tunnel as a means by which the Cen-
tral Pacific Railroad Company can win the
fight against snow blockades. o

The Los Angeles Herald, referring to
the killing of Charles De Young, thus con-
cludes its article: ‘A great wrong has
been done to the people of California by
this disgraceful incident. There are mul-
titudes of the people of the United States
and of Europe who would as lief think of
emigrating to the Desert of Sahara as’ of
coming to a State where life was not sur-
rounded by the ordinary safeguards.”

The Alameda Argus says one of the
greatest needs of that county is an indus-
trial school, and adds: * With a papu-
lation second only to San Francisco, we
have absolutely no school or establishment
| of any description for the reformation of
the wayward young. Whenever one of
these youthful offenders commits a breach
of the law, he must either be permitted to
go free again, with a simple reprimand by’
a Magistrate, or sent to the County Jail
| for a few days, there to learn more deviltry
| and wickedness from the more experienced
and accomplished villains who are always
to be found serving out terms of imprison-
ment.”

The San Diego News says: ‘That a
division of this State is a necessity, or that
it would be of value to Southern California;
is, it seems to us, as plain as a wagon road.
But the means of securing it is another
thing. General Downey, not a great while
ago, told us that a measure dividing the
State years ago had received attention and
we believe he said lacked only some (on-
gressional enactment to putitinforce. Now,
we can do just as little in that way as we
can do in securing legislation for the sec-
tion, unless a split could be made in the
solid phalanx of the upper portion of the,
State. Some say it might be effected by
the proposition to create three Statesout
of the one, but we do not see that such an
an idea would be the right one.”

The Lower Lake Bullctin still keeps up
its stroke on the railroad question, and
says: ‘“We have repeatedly urged upon
the attention of the people of this county
our necessities in regard to a railroad,-
which shall break down the mountain bar-
riers which surround us and give us speedy,
easy and cheap communication with the
world outside. The supreme importance
of this enterprise to us, the benefits to be
derived therefrom to our material interests,
induce us to again refer toit. * * We
are informed that the only demand thus
far made upon us is a grant of the right of
way, which simply is a grant to the rail-
road corporation of the poor privilege of
building a road to our doors. We say, and
we believe the people of this county will
say, ‘Come on, gentlemen.’”

The Los Angeles Journal warns San ]
Francisco capitalists that Eastern capital-
ists are securing the best mining prospects
in Arizona, and that the rich deposits are
nearer to the Gulf than to San Francisco,
and says of the Southern Pacific owners :
‘‘But with all the characteristic energy
and State pride of the men who have dis-
tinguished themselves in the construction
of this transcontinental thoroughfare, they
will be powerless to force a trade to a
point at which its capitalists have been
content to stand quietly by and witness
the taking up of valuable mining property
| by men who reside thousands of miles
away, and who have no interest in a feel-
{ing for the development of the Pacifie
coast, except what they can make out of it
by a careful and legitimate outlay of coin ;
which, by the way, is an exhibifion of
spirit and liberality, however selfish the
motive that prompts it.”

Referring to the killing of Charles De
Young the Stockton Independent says : ““If
this dreadful example ends unbridled li-
cense of the press in San Francisco and
elsewhere, it will be well. Many a man of
honorable record, and many a shrinking
woman of spoetless life, has had reason to
deprecate the shafts of editorial malice;
repeated and more envenomed if defied.
No honest or decent aim of journalism is:
subserved by such vituperation. It is for-
eign to the legitimate sphere of a news-
paper, a curse to the community, and a
blight to the defenseless objects of Bo-
hemian wrath or cupidity; and when it
ends as in this instance, it is not alone the
mob who hastily collected at the news who
approve the deed ; for many thoughtful
and conservative men will say, or think,
‘it could not well have ended otherwise.”

The Oakland 7'ribune, reviewing an East-
{ ern journalistic opinion that in agriculture

‘ takes issne with the editorial, and says,
