National Capital Neotes, from Our Own

WasHINGTON, April 29th.— The House
Committee on Appropriations to-day agreed
to recommend that the Senate provision in
the consular and diplomatic bill of $4,000, for
the expenses of the Chinese Treaty Com-
missioners, be increased by adding $4,000 for
the salary of a Secretary, $£1,500 for an in-
terpreter, and $4,500 for the incidental ex-
penses of the Commission—thus making the
total appropriation $34,000, including the
salary of $10,000 for each Commissioner.
Secretary Evarts asked the House Committee
for an iucreased grant of at least $£20,000 to
provide for the necessarily heavy expenses of
the Commissioners and their attaches,
such as renting and furnishing a
house in Pekin, and the expenditures in
traveling to and from China, but it is be-
lieved that the deficit will be mada good
through the instrumentality of a committee
of conference before the bill goes to the
President. Secretary Evarts gives a dinner
party to Messrs, Swift and T'rescott to-morrow
evening, to which the Pacific coast Senators
and Representatives, Justice Field and sev-
eral members of the ¥oreign Affairs Com-
mittees of both houses are invited.

During the general debate on the internsl
revenue bill in the House yesterday, Page in-
quired of Carlisle, who has it in charge,
whether or not grape brandy in bonded ware-
houses was specifically included in its pro-
vis'ons for allowances for ‘‘ontage” by
means of regauging the spirits when with-
drawn from bond. Carlisle replied in the
negative, and Horace Davis, after consulta-
tion with his colleague and with the Com-
missioner of Internal Revenue, to-day pre-
pared and offered an amendment, which the
House adopted, explicitly applying the

The Whitiaker Tavestigation,

West Porxt, April 29th.—Adjutant Mich-
elor testified that Whittaker had 89 demerits
since 1876, Cadets were allowed 800 without
being marked deficient. He had been pun-
ished but for four offenses in three and a half
years, namely, carelessness in drill, a dirty
gun, and for being out of bed at the taps.
Not half a dozen cadets in the corps had as
good a record on demerits.

Licutenaut Coffin, commanding Whitta-
ker’s corps, testilied that his character as a
soldier was very good indeed. Had not had
occasion to repory him a single time, because
he always pays strict attention to duty.

Professor Andrews believed the word of
the cadets who, upon their honor, said they
knew nothing of the outrage, was perfectly
reliable. When a cadet is caught lying he is
treated with utter contempt, and suffers so-
cial ostracism. It is the best body for truth
I ever met.

Professor Michie testified the same. Of
2,826 gradaates from 1802 to 1878, only 38
had been expelled from the army, exclusive
of those who joined the rebellion.

Professor Greener, whose pupil Whittaker
was 1 South Carolina, said he was a model
student, the best character out of 200 in the
University, and the best in a class of twenty-
iive. He was sent to West Point on account
of his scholarship. Witness was the first col-
ored student to enter Harvard University ;
was well and courteously treated; was a
member of the college societies ; ate with the
white students, and bad a white room-mate.
It did not speak well for the Academy of
We t Point. when a student of blameless de-
portment attended there thx:ee Fears, _that
only two cadets spoke to him inall that time,
and the instructors did not come near him.

The Coming Wheat Crop.

NEw YORK, April 20th.—The Commercial
Bulletin thinks that the condition of Euro-
pean crops indicates a probability of generally
good harvests, and that the coming wheat
crop in the United States will probably equal
that of 1879, Judging from the average of
the last five good years in Europe, the latter
will require of the United States this year
52,000,000 bushels for absolute consumption,
to say nothing of what might be needed to
replenish reduced stocks. We shall have a
surplus of 133,000,000 bushels for export. It
seews reasonable to estimate that our present
rate of wheat production will be found to ex-
ceed the normal demand for home and foreign
markets by about 100,000,000 bushels. Under
these circumstances it becomes a grave ques-
tion what is to be the result of the current
large influx of emigrants at the West and the
early augmentation of our grain acreage. An
agricultural reaction in that section seems al-
most inevitable,

Hanging to be Made Less Unpleasant.

NEw YoORK, April 29th.—Awmong the ex-
cursionists of sowe note at present in New
York is William Marwood, the pupil and
successor of the late Mr. Caleraft, the re-
nowned London executioner. He visited the
Tombs prison yesterday aud inspected the
gallows, and pronounced the American sys-
tem of hanging barbarons, and explained the
English method. It is probable that the
next hangirgs here will be by the English
method, and Marwood himself will superin-
tend them.

The Financial Flurry in New Yerk.

NEw Yorg, April 29th.—The Express
says : The flurry arising out of the calling
in of loans by the Canadian banks is over. It
is generally believed that these institutions
have withdrawn all, or nearly all, the money
they had out on call in this market., They
have a large amount of time loans outstand-
ing, but most ef these do not mature until
well into the summer. There was nothing
specially new to-day in regard to the taxation
bill. which now awaits the signature or veto
of Governor Cornell.

Mining Share Market in New York.

NEew Yorx, April 29th.—The World says:
On no day during the current year has busi-
ness been so dull on the mining stock ex-
change as it was to-day, ana the record of
sales shows that only 29,870 shares have
changed hands—not quite half so many as
aggregated yesterday. The feeling of dis-
trust and uncertainty prevails to such an ex-
tent that very few outside orders are being
sent. The market for mining shares here is
so much controlled by the San Francisco
market that a boom is not to be expected so
long as the quotations from there show a de-
clining tendency.

Opening of the British Parliament.

Loxpoxn, April 29th. — Parliament was
formally and simply opened to-day by Lord
Selborne, Lord High Chancellor ; the Duke
of Argyll, Earl Granville, Earl Sydney and
Lord Northbroke acting as the Royal Com-
mission. There was a fair attendance of the
Commons, including many new members,
Ouly twenty Tory and fourteen Liberal
Peers, two Bishops and fifteen Peeresses
were present in the House of Lords.

Priests and People.

LoxpoN, April 20th.—The Catholic Arch-
bishop of Dublin, in a pastoral, says: Doc-
trines destructive of mutual confidence are
laid down by some public speakers as the
first principles of morals. Patriotism is in-
voked as the spirit of disunion between
priests and people. The evil genius of com-
munism, which has brought such fearful woes
in various lands, is only watching the oppor-
tunity which that disunion may give it to try
and establish its hideous throne among us.
Our people have yet many wrongs. Our
educational system is imperfect; our land
laws, though reformed, can still be employed
as instruments of great injustice, and “we
must use every means which, with God’s
blessing, can be invoked to redress these
wrongs.

The Montencgro Cession. .

VIENNA, April 29th.—There appears now
to be no doubt that the Turkish officials who
were charged with the surrender of the ceded
territory to Montenegro did not adhere to
he tenor of the convention, and it is rather
questionable whether the Porte, with the
forces at its disposal at Churatari, can carry
out the convention, so the whole question ap-
pears again on the point of being reopened.

PACIFIC COAST ITEMS.

Several families from Michigan passed
through Marysville in the cars Weduesday
evening, who are going to settle in Tehama
county, where they have been able to cb-
tain desirable lands at reasonably low fig-
ures.

enses. Another sheep man sold his wool
clip for $43,000, and, strange to say, can-
not sign his own name, and a few years

ago was not worth a dollar.

STONE PLISTRICT,

TomesToNE, April 15, 1880.

To follow up my lastletter, on the mines
of this district, I will in this letter begin
with the Sunset mine. This mine is situ-
ate about one mile south of the Tough
Nut and about the same distance south-
west of the Contention. It was purchased
only a few months ago by Asa Say and his
associates, of Oil City, Pa., for $60,000,
but is now selling, in stock, at the valua-
tion of $1,200,000. At the time of the
purchase it had but one shaft only about
ten feet deep, but even this disclosed a
vein or body of very rich ore. It has since
been developed by two shafts each now
nearly 100 feet deep, and each into a vein
of ore that ranges from five to fourteen feet
in width. In each shaft they are now in a
vein fully five feet wide of exceedingly rich
ore that 1s being sacked as soon as it comes
from the mine. This ore is chloride, with
plenty of horn-silver mixed through it, be-
sides being liberally

EMBELLISHED WITH EMBOLITES,
It is a beautiful soft ore, the grade of
which is wery high, but just what it will
average I have not been informed. Sam-
ple assays have gone at all figures from
$200 to $20,000. Beeides this rich vein of
five feet in width, there is a greater width
of the second-class ore, that is of itself rich
ore, the width of wnicn varies as the vein
is lenticular. They are now putting up steam
hoisting works, and have secured a mill-
site on the San Pedro river, near the Con-
tention mill, and are preparing to put up a
mill. The ownership of this mine is held
in shares, by Mr. Say and his associates, in
0il City, Pa., and has no stock on the mar-
ket. The formation in which the vein
rests is limestone, but lies near its contact
with the porphery belt, while the adjoin-
ing mines on the west are in granite.

THE MONITOR MINE

Is located at the foot of Adams hLill, in the
western part of the district, and, with the
Merrimae, has at least 2,000 feet of erop-
pings on the surface that give out ore the

whole length. These croppings are irone
stained quartz in a country rock of por-
phyry. Ore is found in these croppings
from the very surface, the assays of which
run even above $1,000, while many samples
run up to $200 and $400 per ton. The
mine is being worked by three shafts, two
of which are now down about fifty feet,
and the third about twenty seet, and all of
them in ore on a vein that ranges from five
to ten feet wide. This Monitor mine is
not spoken of much here, but from present
indications it will soon take position as one
of the most valuable properties in this
camp.
THE AJAX MINE

Is another of the coming mines of the
camp. It is situated in the southern por-
tion of the district, on the brow of Ajax
hill, which is one of the most southern

peaks of the Tombstone mountains, about
two miles south of the Contention mine.
The mine is owned by Colonel Lewis, who
has bonded it to the Boston company that
is now working it, and have opened up a
very large body of rich ore. The extent of
this body of ore is not yet fully disclosed,
but enough is shown to know that the vol-
ume is very large. It has been claimed for
this mine within the past few days that it
indicates a more extensive mine than the
Cont2ntion or Grand Central mines, and
has fully as rich ore.

The
ore is a chloride in a quartz matrix with
native silver and embolites, a beautiful
yellow, soft ore, that will mill freely. It
i1s sometimes called carbonates by miners,
but I think erroneously, as the silver is un-
questionably of the chlorine gronp.
THE RANDOLPH MINE

Isone of a group of six mines, comprising
the Randolph, Junetta No. 2, Clipper,
Sunset No. 2 and Columbia, all of which
are adjoining each other, and are situate

about two and a half miles south of the
city of Tombstone, and the same distance
southwest of Tough Nut and Contention,
and nearly a mile east of the Monitor. The
principal vein of the group crops out the
whole length of the Randolph and into the
Clipper at the southwest, and nearly
throuch the Junetta to the northeast, the
strike of the vein being about north 20
degrees east.

The Owl’s Nest is the prior
location, the greater portion of which claim

was re-located under the name of the
Minerva. The case was tried at the last
term of Court at Tuecson, bat the jury
failed to agree, standing six to six. The
vein on the old Owl’s Nest is on the ex-
treme south end of the claim, and strikes
across the southeast corner in nearly an
eastern course. The Minerva vein lies to
the north of this, and strikes north 28
degrees east toward theflLucky Cuss. The
Owl's Nest vein has been developed'
by ‘a shaft nearlyl fifty feet deep in
limestone, much like the Sunset, that
adjoins it on the east. Itis a good vein
of good ore. The Minerva vein has been
opened in four places, two of the shafts
being 40 feet deep, and all of them on a
good vein of yellow chloride ore of high
grade. The country rock is granite, and
the walls are true and regular, the vein al-
most vertical. Work is now suspended,
owing to the litigation. T will now close
