THE TRAINING-SHIP ATALANTA.

There appears grave iea3on for fearing

that the English naval trjining-ship Ata- |
lanta, which was due some weeks since on

her return from a cruise to the West i
Indies, hva been lost with all hands, num-
bering over three hundred souls. A bottle
has been picked up containing a piece of
paper describing the Atalauta as dismasted
in a hurricane, and rapidly settling down,
off the Lizard. It is never safe to put
over much confidence insuch finds, for the

opportunities for hoaxing are too great to
be overlooked, but the fact that the miss- j
ing vessel was a sister ship to the Eury-
dice, the training-ship which foundered so
suddenly off the Isle of Wight two years
ago, is certainly a very ominous one. j
Thu sinking «f the Eurydice proved that

she was far too heavily masted and I

sparred, aad that she was consequently
unfit to go to sta. She went down under ,
a mere summer squall of no special force, j
and itmight have been thought that her j
fate would have warned the Admiralty ;

The probability that a ves-
sel of such a buildcould weather a severe j
storm in the Channel is very slight. Her !

BARBAROUS LEGISLATION INNEW YORK.

The press of New York has been very \u25a0

ond of animadverting upon the crude and :
mischievous war upon capital which was \
made inthe California Constitutional Con- j
mention. These journals were never tired I

af lamenting the low state of civilizationi

displayed by that crusade, and of course J
they were always prepared to point out

how much injury the community must

BUEtain from the tendency toward Social-
istic and Communistic doctrines. Yet
now it appears that the Legislature of the
Stale of New York, despite the didactic
influence of its powerful and highly civi-
lized press, has been taking a leaf from the
notebook of our demagogues, and has
passed a law the fir3teffect of which is to

drive from ?25,000,000 to §30,000,000 of
foreign capital out of New York city.

This lawi3one of the results of the latest

attempt to reconstruct the tax system of
the State. That system has for many

years beat notoriously defective and inef-
ficient. As far back as IS7O a Com-
mission was appointed, with Hon. David
A. Wells for Chairman, to revise the
code in this connection, and the
report of that Commission remains
the most thorough and able examination
of the whole question of taxation in the
literature of the English language. The
Commission drafted a new scheme of tax-

ation which would have removed all the
old abuses and defects, and would have
made New York the^ model State of the
Union in its fiscal administration. But
the intelligence which controlled legisla-
tion was not then, and has not since been,

equal to a comprehension of the advantages
of the proposed reforms, and so the State
has muddled on, getting into more difficul-
ties from year to year, and occasionally
attempting such imbecile and suicidal ex-

periments as the present raid on fcr:ign

capital. Several years ago the taxation of
mortgages caused a most disastrous depre-

ciation in real property, and seriously
handicapped the State. Now another step

in the same direction is taken, and unless
Governor Cornell has sagacity and courage
enough to veto the new law, the conse-
quences willbe more serious than those of
the mortgage tax. Itis somewhat remark-
able that the New York press should be
so powerless to prevent legislation of
this damaging character, for to read
its comments upon similar legislation had
in other States, it might be thought that
no such danger had ever approached the
business prospects of the Empire City. We

do not know yet upon what crotchet the
new attack upon foreign capital 13 based.
Perhaps it is justified on the pretense of
'•protection to home industry." Possibly
the billwas not at first meant seriously,
but was introduced with the expectation
that the bankers would pay blackmail
rather than suffer expulsion. It may be
that on finding foreign capital indisposed
to make terms of this kind, the Legislature
became angry, and resolved to

"
cinch

"
it

inreality. Of course there is no rational
excuse for the bill,which is in principle as

fatuous as anything our Constitutional
Convention had under discussion.

There is a good deal ot difference be-
tween the attempts at communistic 'egis-
lation here and in Xew York. The worst

measures proposed here have in nearly
every instance been ultimately defeated,

but in New York every year or two some
particularly bad law gets enacted despite
allprotest and resistance. Foreign capital

there is of course willing to contribute
fairly to the State revenues. The bankers
are, it is stated, prepared to pay a tax

either upon capital or revenue. But the
new law appears to be an extension ot the
principle incorporated in our latest revenue

system, and its operation upon the foreign

bankers is discriminating and crushing at

the same time. It is possible that some
of the local banks there may have
taken a Lint from the attempts of
some of our local insurance com-

panies to banish their foreign competitors,
and that they have found their Legislature
more amenable to their representations
than that of California was. Whatever the
true genesis of the bill, however, it is

evidently a most barbarous and retro-
gressive measure, and if euacted must
tend to fetter commerce, and indirectly to

benefit other parts of the country at the
expense of New York. For legislation of
that kind does not necessarily drive for-
eign c:viitalout of the country. It only
compels it to seek investment in States

\u25a0 withmore enlightened and equitable laws,

iThe States whose people and politicallead-
|ers are the first to realize how greatly the
iinterests of the community may be ad-
;vauced by offering free ingress and safe
iemployment to such banished capital, will,

Sin effect, acquire for themselves a large

jpart of the prosperity whicii New
York seeks to thrust away from herself.'
They willprosper at her expense, and thia

process willcontinue until her declining
commerce forces her business men or her
demagognes, or both, to return to rational
methods, and so to restore confidence and
iinvite the return of the capital so prepos-
terously driven away now. Whatever
o immunity makes unjust war upon capital
must suffer for its blindness and stupidity.

Itis remarkable that the very able press of

New York has not succeeded in impressing
i this elementary truth upon the State Lcg-
j islature, but until ithas effected so much
it would perhaps be wise for itto employ
its missionary proclivities at home, and ab-
stain from moralizing upon the blunders of'
other communities.

BIMETALLISM IN GERMANY.

German finance and fiscal science have
' never attained a high reputation, and the
indications are that they willnot for some

i time to curae afford much valuable instruc-
i tion to the world, unless it is from the
standpoint of the

"
shocking example." It

is true that there have been and are emi-
nent Gciman writers on liuance. as, for ex-

ample, Boatbeer, but the best advice of such
men has seldom been followed, and when-
ever fancied political exigencies clashed
Iwith the teachings of science, the latter

!have always been sacrificed. Of late Gcr-
iman scientists have developed several va-
|garies ot a kind which do not occur save

Iin nations whose governmental experience'
is too limited to provide them with th-i
inecessary evidences of the failure of fal-
lacy. Germany is the youngest of Euro-
pean nations inpolitical experience, and it

,is therefore natural that she should go
\u25a0 astray, especially when it is considered

I that she has had no opportunity

of testing great state questions in

| a scientific way. Her latest scientific
;school appears to be in the main a reaction
i against Socialism, and it takes the shape of
;an extravagant laudation ofCentralization,

Iwith a strong leaning toward despotism of
ithe most intolerant character. It is this
;school which has recently been crusading
ipo fiercely against the Jews, and it is prol-
j ably to this school that the new crotchet
|in favor of bimetallism is attributable.
j The German scientists (or sciolists) who
Ihave adopted the new currency craze, hold
1 the exploded notion of apossible equilibri-I

urn between silverand gold. Theydo this,
of necessity, in utter contempt of the ex-
perience of mankind, but they find support
for their disregard of experimental proof I

inthe theory that the abandonment ot the
single standard is somehow necessary to

the empire, and that therefore it willsuc-
ceed. Among people whohave already got
the length of indorsing Centralization and
race persecution, this kind of reasoning is

likelytoappearquitesound. Itisinteresting
toobserve the general resemblance between

the new German school and our own advo-
cates of the "strongman" theory ofgovern-
ment. Prince Bismarck is of course the
German

"
strong man," and his ideas,

which on finance and fiscal science have
alwajs been singularly crude, are accepted
by them as somehow part of the order of
the universe, to be taken for granted, and
not to be questioned or resisted. It is
probable that if the Chancellor should de-
cide upon the revival of bimetallism, his
policy willcarry, and in that event the
United States willbe thrown into a fresh
silver agitation, though the first effect
would be to raise the value of our

"
buz-"

zard
"

dollars, and so at once to stimu-
late and alarm the silver men. However,
things do not proceed so rapidly inGer-
many that there willnot be ample time to
observe the progress of the new movement
in favor of bimetallism, and to judge
what effect it is likely,if successful, to
have upon our own currency. That it can
only produce mischief for Germany is,
however, not at all doubtful.

TRYING TO INVEST AN "ISSUE."

Congressman Davis of West Virginia
appears to have expended a good deal of
the public money and his own time in

hunting for a great fraud in the national
treasury which obstinately baffles his re-

searches. He has, or says lie has, an

abiding conviction that somebody has
stolen several hundreds of millions of
dollars, yet, though he has been hard at
work on the inquiry for two years, ho has
found nothing of a suspicious nature but
sundry erasures and changes inthe books
of the Treasury which other members say
have been explained long ago. Itis possi-
ble that Mr. Davis has a real belief that he
is destined to find a huge fraud, or itmay
l>e that he lias been endeavoring to invent
one of those campaign issues which his
party stands so much in need of just now.

Certainly the time at which his committee
makes its abortive report seems to
strengthen the suspicion that he has been
seeking to manufacture an issue. Had
there existed a real leak in the Treasury,
it would have been scarcely possible for a
hostile partizan committee to search for it
two years without success.

SAN FRANCISCO ITEMS.

The Eastern excursionists bein^ about to

The gath-
ering was particulaily enjoyable onaccount
of the sociability, prevailing, there being a
marked aud pleasing absence of formality
or restraint.

The first annual report of the executors
of the estate of William S. O'Brien was
confirmed by Judge Finn, in the Probate
Division of the Superior Court, yesterday.
He directed the administrator to charge
himself with all the property in the in-
ventory not included in the accounting.
TheJndge declined to disturb the ruling
of his predecessor, Judge Myriek, giviug
Mr. Burke a standing in the case, and also
declined to exact a bond from him, as the
s^tute did not require it.

David Bush, the originator of the idea of
the Golden Gate Park Labor Fund, and the
collector of the fund, announces that all
the amounts subscribed to it have been
paid, and that the total is $13,512. Nine
hundred and seventy-five people applied
for work, for pay for which the fund was
intended, but of that number not more
than six hundred can properly be consid-
ered as tiie needy and unemployed uf San
Francisco alone, and the utter it not a
large number in a city of ;>OO,OOO popula-
tion.

There will shortly he placed inposition
in the cilice of the United States Super-
vising Inspector of tStoam Engines in the
Appraisers' building, on Sansome street, a
new boiler plate testing machine, which
has been (hipped by rail from the Kast.
It is designed for testing the tensile
strength of boiler iron, and has a capacity
of 75,000 pounds. The strain is applied
to the specimen of boiler plate by means
of two scrs-ws and worm gears, worked by
a large gear wheel and a small pinion. Hy
this arrangement of gears a man can apply
a 75,000-pound strain with one hand".
Connected with the testing appliance is a
platform scale, and on the beam is a poise
which moves on roller?, and willmark the
fraction of a pound the specimen endures
l>efore breaking— or rather being pulled
apart —

from one pound to 7">,000 pounds.
The testing machine in use here at the
present time has a capacity of \u25a0ifi.OOO
pounds.

The alleged attempted murder of Mrs.
Paul, of Mountain View, is still the topic
of much conversation. Mrs. Paul has male
another statement which dues not differ
materially from that published in the Her-
aid of Monday. In addition she says that
the assassin made improper proposals to
her before attempting her life, and prom-
ised he would spare htr if she would ac-
company him to Mexico. The great in-
terest taken by the community in the
matter induced ex-Sheriff Harris, Sheriff
Williamsand several detectives to visitthe
scene of the alleged attempted assassina-
tion, tor the purpose of unraveling the
mystery. Mrs. Paul made her statement,
and although cross-examined at leugth,
she did not contradict herself in any par-
ticular. There are circumstances, how-
ever, which throw doubt upon her st>ry.
An examination of the wound, in the flesh y
part of the thigh, where she clain.s to have
been shot, shows that it must have been
made by something other thau a pistnL
Tnere were powder marks upon her cloth-
ing, hut they had the appearance "fhaving
bees put on with the liucers. She states
that she was struck on the head withthe
pistol, but there were no wounds found ex-
cept a slight scratch ; and, also, that three
shots were tired at her witha pistol having
the appearance of an English bulldog. A
careful examination of the premises tailed
to show any trace of bullet marks except
that of one tired from her own pistol, which
was a22 ca'ibre. Her littlumo, ag-;d ten
y>aw titard only one she. The officers
declined to make any further investigation,
which had the effect of throwing doubt
upon the whole story.

H. E. Hiahton repre-
sented the defense.

The complaint having been read, an ex-
amination was waived.

Several witnesses were sworn, but their
evidence didnot differ inthe main from the
statements heretofore published, and on the
close of the case Judge Xix remanded the
prisoner without bail.

Card from Rev. I..11. Kallocu—Courses
of Corruption— Rumor un to Ills De-
fense.

Fair play \u25a0 especially towar 8 a man charged
with murder— is supposed to be a characteristic of
American communities ;but Iexpect no fair play
on or before my trial if the fast men and corrupt
detectives who surround the Chronicle office and as-
sume to run this city can prevent it. Itis infamous
that public officers who are paid by the community
should work illegitimately for private individ-
uals, and convert what ought to be an
honorable prosecution into a malignant per-
secution. The drivel published in the Chronicle
of last Sunday shows how some of our detectives
willinvade private houses and try to frighten Ignor-
antpeople. As for the arrest of Clemetshaw Ihave
this to nay :Ido Dot know the man, and 1make no
Statement as to my version of what transpired. I
do not say whether his testimony was correct or in-
corrtct; but Ido declare that he had nomotive, so
far as 1 can see, to conceal or pervert the truth, and
that there is nothing in his evidence to indicate
perjury. Itlooks to me as ifhis arrest isintended
by the Chronicle a"d the detectives to warn the citi-
zens of San Francisco that they must not testify to
any facts that would even tend towards my exculpa-
tion, Yours, truly, , I.M. KALLOCH.

Yesterday evening the
sad news was brought to town of the death
by drowning of three men, laborers in the
employ of John Crouch, a, farmer on the
Llano Seco ranch, belonging to John Parrots.
Itappears that a large quantity of fish have
been forced up the troughs ami creeks from
the .Sacramento river since tho last high
water, and a number of men were engaged in
fishing near whati3known as Angel slough,
on the above ranch. The three men drowned,
at.d one other, were drawing a seine across
the slough, and were in the wat<r waist deep,
when they suddenly went down into a hole
where tl.e water was ten feet deep. Two of
them grasped each other as they went down
ami never came up, while the other made an
ineffectual struggle to rise, but went down
immediately af;er appearing once. The
names of the men are Henry 1/tinin, 22
years Charles Lippett, 23 ;Joe Wilson (or
Portuguese Jot), aged about 35. The parents
of Leinm reside inChico. Joe Wilson has a
brother in Oakland. Lippett is not known
to have any relations in the State. The
bodies were brought to Chic > this morning
and an inquest held. The brother of Wilson
is expected to arrive inChico from Oakland
this morning.

The interests of
this community suffered severely yesterday
in the total loss of the Toland levee. A force
of men had been working heroically to save
the levee for days, even having their meals
brought to them, that they might not for a
moment be absent from their posts ;but not-
withstanding their efforts, an irreparable
break occurred about 10 o'clock. The flooded
ilisrrict comprises nearly o'.OOO acres, about
half of which was under cultivation and in a
most flourishing condition. The owners of
these ruined crops are hard-working men,
all of whom are closely allied to
the business interests < f this com-
munity. Andrus Island had an almost
miraculous escape from inundation. Yes-
terday about 1 o'clock A. M. between 20 and
30 feet of the levee gave way, and through
this break the water poured with terrific
velocity. The alarm spread rapidly, and
within an hour 200 men had gathered from
different parts of the island. ,By almost
superhuman effort*, working in water up to
ttit-ir waists, they constructed a bulkhead of
sand-bags on the bank o

-
it*idethe levee, and,

sheltered by this, net about repairing the
break. They succeeded so well that itis now
thought to be as strong as any other part of
the levee. The river is falling slowly, and if
the weather remains dry and calm no further
danger is apprehended.

ITEMS OF MINING KEWS.

More copper mines are reported in the
Juniper range, Arizona.

Twenty milliondollars of Eastern capital
have been invested in Western mines dur-
ing the past year.

In the mining districts bordering Wood
river, Idaho, over three hundred locations
are said to have been recorded last summer
and fall.

Inall the quartz camps of Idaho Terri-
tory where work is going on, good reports
come from the mines, and this season will
see a great revival of the mining interests
all over Idaho.

For the past week County Recorder
Crough, of Inyo, has had his hands fullin
recording location notices and deeds to
mining properties in Be.eridge, Deep
Spring, Swansea, and other districts.

Tuscarora, Nev., is excited over a strike
in the Navajo mine. The Times-Review
says a specimen of the ore assayed §I,SOU
per ton, and it is said that there is a well-
defined vein of it. It is considered the
biggest find since the Belle Isle strike of a
year ago.

Silver ore has been discovered at various
points on or near the great Alleghany chain
of mountains in Vermont, Pennsylvania,
Maryland, Virginiaand West Virginia,and
these discoveries, taken in connection with
the gold mines long known to exist inVir-
ginia, North Carolina and Georgia, are
sufficient to indicate that both the precious
metals must abound in those mountain
regions of the Atlantic States to a much
greater extent than has been known or
supposed.

In sinking a well at the proposed town
of Keeler, Inyo county, Cal., an abundance
of water was struck at a depth of 3.'} feet.
The ground toward the bottom of the well
i3a perfect river wash, out of which a fair
"color"of gold can be obtained innearly
every pay ot it. Captain Keeler is firmly
of the opinion that it was the ancient
channel of owen 9river, or some antedilu-
\ian stream which debouched into the
Gulf of California.

W. H. Darling, of Bine Hill,is said to
be the largest individual owner of mining
property in Maine. He has been searching
among the rocks for the past ten or twelve
years, owns acres of them, and is constant-
lybuying more. A few years ago, says the
Jininiirf, of Augusta, he was compara-
tively poor, and was known as

Old Man

Darling ;"' later he betran to talk of copper
and silver as existing in paying quantities
in the rocks at Blue Hill, and he became
known as "OldCrazy Darling ;'' stilllater
he was saluted as "Squire Darling," and
to day he is "Colonel" Darling, the bon-
anza king of Maine, with large wealth and
book-keepers galore.

Alit-
tle lake, giving facilities for sailing and
fishing, a delightful park and a commodi-
ous bath house on the beach, each and all
enhance tho natural and artificialattrac-
tions of the hotel, and promise to realize
the designs of its managers aud make it
the Long Branch of California. The hotel
has also a fine bowling alley and billiard
parlor, and stables where guests can pro-
cure fast and stylish teams for a drive ou
the smooth and excellent beach road, ex-
tending for a distance of 12 miles. From
the tower of the hotel one gets a good view
of a beautiful rolling country, Carmel Bay,
the old Capital of California, Point Lobos,
Point Pitios, the light-house at Moss Beach,
and the vast and mighty ocean. In close
proximity to the hotel is the railroad com-
pany's depot. Tiiesurroundingsof Monterey

The tailings and
black sand will be concentrated at the
mines and then be transported in large
freight wagons to tlje mill, where the gold
willbe extracted by an electrochemical
process. The company does not in-
tend to purchase either tailings or
black satiJ, but will haul them to
the milland work them for a share of the
j:old, free of expense to the parties from
whose mine they are taken. They do not
even expect the miner to save either the
tailings or sand for them, but willmake
their own arrangement for doing so where-
ever the privilege is granted. Mr. Mc-
Laughlin also says:

The company comes

here of its own free will. It has ample
capital to carry out its intentions. Ho-
body is asked to invest in it. Not one
share of the stock is fur sale. It cares
nothing for public opinion, and the gentle-
men who have put their capital into the
scheme are perfectly wiliing to abide the
result of Edison's genius.
