IMPEACHED INPLAIN LANGUAGE.

Demand for a Judicial Inquiry and
Decision.

DECLARED UHWORTHYAUD UNFIT

Legal Proceedings to be Instituted
for His Removal.

Sax Francisco, May 3d.—The Judiciary
Committee of the Board of Supervisors-
Taylor, Eastman and Litchfield—presented
the following

KEPOBT TO THE BOARD
Atits meeting to-night :

Your Judiciary Committee, who were in-
structed uy resolution to take the matter of
the utterances and addresses of Hon. Isaac
S. Kalloch since he has been Mayor of this
city into consideration, and to report what,
ifany, incendiary language has been publicly
used by the said Isaac S. Kalloch, and to re-
port the proper action to be taken
by the Board in the premises, would
respectfully report that during the past

three years there has existed in th:s city
a class of persons who have agitated political
subjects inan unlawful manner. During the
time that Isaac S. Kalloch lias been Mayor of
this city, almost daily large bodies of men,
turbulent and vicious, and in their objects and
purposes insurrectionary, have assembled and
been addressed by persons using language
blasphemous and incendiary ivi;s character.
This discontented and lawless element by
Isaac S. Kalloch, Mayor, has been exhorted
and advised to form processions and parade
the streets. Inconsequence of these riotous
assemblages

THREATENING PARADES AND INCENDIARY
LANGUAGE,

Alltrades have been stagnant and property
values depreciated, industries checked, the
public peace disturbed, the well-being of soci-
ety and the stability ot the government en-
dangered. On many occasions, Isaac S.
Kalloch, both inhis capacity as a citizen and
Mayor, has exerted his ability and influence
and encouraged the lawless and refractory
portion of our population, and has en-

deavored to keep them in Buch a dis-
position and temperament as to commit an

outbreak against the law whenever it
should suit his purposes; that he has
wantonly and maliciously, without cause or
reason, impeached the honesty and integrity
of this whole community, singling it out
from the rest of civilized communities, in his
opinion, for its utter moral obliquity and un-
equaled infamy ;that he has willfully,ma-
liciously and falsely accused various branches
of the city government of dereliction of duty
and corruption in office, thereby weakening
their influence and tending to destroy their
efficiency ; that he has endeavored to
strengthen his power over his followers for
the accomplishment of his own ends and the
securing of \u25a0

\u25a0 .
HIS TRIVATE BEVEKGE ;

That he has tried to engender wicked and
brutal feelings among the poor against the
rich, thereby inciting them to lawlessness ;
that he has threatened mob violence to in-
dividuals and insurrection against the laws
and government of this State and the United
States ;that under pretense of counseling the
turbulent and vicious against mob violence
and to respect the laws, he has insiduously
advised them to be in readiness for blood-
shed, violence- and overthrow of the lawful
authorities.' To report the language used by
Isaac S. Kalloch, Mayor, called for by the
resolution, wouldrender it necessary to em-
body the whole of all his public ad-
dresses, for after a very careful and
critical reading and analysis of the
language used, both in his public
speeches and official communications, we find
abundant reason to express our regret and
indignation at his conduct while filling the
position to which we believe an unfortunate
occurrence elevated him, and in which posi-
tion his example and influence hrvve been,
and are, more heinous and prejudicial and
injurious to this community than those of the
brutal and degraded persons who have been
arrested and convicted for the commission of
unlawful acts which he aided and abetted.
In our opinion, Isaac S. Kalloch, Mayor,
hiis been and is ambitious of ascenjin,' aiid
burning for revenge, apparently

UNscßurn-ors and unprincipled,
And that he ha«, by iusiduous aud insincere
language, endeavored to incite the vicious
and evil-dispoaed, and to stir up their dor-
mant passions to accomplish his objects, at
the expense of the los 3and disgrace of this
community, whichitwas his sworn duty to

prevent and defend, although ingeniously as-
serting, for his own purposes, that he had
both the power and the inclination to re-
strain those whom his language had
arrayed against the lawfully consti-
tuted authorities and the best inter-
ests of the people. In our opinion,
Isaac S. Kalloch, Mayor, is lacking insincer-
ity and public spirit, although professing it;
is devoid of integrity and fidelity to the pub-
licinterests in the discharge of his duties ;is
faithless to the principles of good government—

yet is learned in platitudes which his facile
brain and tongue clothed in language con-
vincing to the susceptible and unthinking,
and that wholly regardless of his duties he
exercised his dangerous proclivities to excite
the masses, warily qualifying

HIB ISCESDIARY LANGUAGE,
So far as possible, that while pandering to
the unruly and evil-disposed, he appears to
have endeavored to save himself from the
consequences of his acts, if the results he
aimed at were not attained, whatever their
effect might be upon others. Disastrous as
the acts and the conduct of Isaac S. Kalloch,
Mayor, have been to San Francisco, by her
fair fame being smirched at home and abroad
her people thwarted and insulted by hid dis-
regard and violationof hi3duties, the period
has arrived when in our opinion itdevolves
upon thisBoard to stamp upon them, inbehal*
of an outraged community, thiß disapproval
and condemnation of these ]>ernicious and
unprincipled acts. This community haa
awakened from its dangerous apathy, and
demands, in our opinion, that the honor,
credit and fair fame of the municipality be
vindicated bj a judicial inquiry and decision
in the manner prescribed by law as to
whether or not the act of the said Mayor, I.
S. Ealloch, should cause his removal from
that high and honorable position. Your com-
mittee believe, considering the premises, and
do not hesitate to say, that JUaac S. Kalloch
has proven

For the Mayoralty, and that itia the duty of
this Board to call for this action and for
prompt and speedy justice on behalf of the
ii;yand county of San Francisco, and how-

ever much we may deprecate; and regret the
occasion that compels us to strongly and, in

our opinion, justly, criticise the acts of the
Mayor, which have been beyond all example
and endurance, yet in the performance of a

public duty, and in justice to the feelings of

au outraged community, we would be recre-
ant to our trusts not to recommend such
afction.

Mr. Stetson moved the adoption of the
report.

ADOPTION OK THE KErOKT.
Mayor Kalloch put the motion, and an-

nounced as the result of the viva voce vote
that it was carried.

Mr. Taylor called for the calling of the
roll, which was ordered, and resulted in a

unanimous vote for its adoption.
Mr. Taylor introduced the following :
Rcsohcd, That in accordance with the re-

port of the Judiciary Committee, said com-
mittee, in conjunction with the Finance
Coiiunitee, are hereby authorized and em-
powered to cause judicial proceedings to be
instituted against I.S. Kalloch, Mayor, and
are hereby further authorized iir.d empowered
to employ counsel and prosecute the matter
at issue to a spe?dy determination.

Adopted.
Throughout the reading of the report and

resolution the Mayor appeared unmoved and
perfectly cool, appearing to consider nothing
but the dignity of his position as presiding
officer of the Board.

FOREIGN SKITS.

Liberties of llaiuliui Threatened.
Berlin, May 3d.—The proceedings inthe

German Reichstag Saturday seem to show
that the rights and liberties "of Hamburg are
seriously threatened. Wolfnohn and other
members interpellated the Government, in-
quiring whether lJrpssia wouldbe alloyed to
include St. Pauls within the Zollveiein with-
out first demanding the consent of the city of
Hamburg, according to the Constitution.
The Government replied . evasively. Herr
Schulz, Under Secretary of State, "aid the
Government was not bound 'to'reply to the
questions embodied in the interpellation, bat
lie had the honor, nevertheless, in the name
and by the permission of Bismarck, toan-
swer that Prussia, had' done prfcisely as was
suspected. She had notpreviously negotiated
with Hamburg on the subject, .nut -he con-
templated the inclusion of St. Pauls in the
Custom sphere, withor without the consent
of Hamburg. These were facts, he said, on
the concealment of which no stress had been
laid, but the Reichskanzler must decline to
enter into discussion of them for the purpose
of justifyingor defending them from a legal
or other point of vi w, since a regard due
from him to the constitutional position of the
Federal Council prevented him from treating
with Parliament at the instance of the inter-
pellant, as to a bill before the Bnndesrath,
which would soon have to be discussed by
that body.

KagUsli train Trade.
London, May 3d.—The Mark Lam Express

says :The temperature during the past week
has been exceedingly low,and vegetation lias
received a sudden check, which is\omewhat
threatening to fruit. Country advices as a
rule continue satisfactory in regard to the
growing cereal crops, though wheat is report-
ed a-- lutingcolor on some heavy lands, and
as thin and by no means promising in a few
districts. Sales of English wheat have again
been limit' and l»u.-imm confined to best
lot?, whichhave g'>n3 quietly into consump-
tion at previous prices. Qualities were but
littleinquired for. and again receded a shil- .
ling per quarter. In foreign wheat opera-
tions of buyers haze been paralyzed by weight
of present and prospective supplies. Business,
consequently, moved within very narrow
limits, and although wheat was only quoted
at a sixpence to a shilling lower than onMon-
day last a further redaction has been more-
prevalent. . It is singular, considering the
light stocks held by millem, that the decline
of prices consequent on the collapse of the
American ring should not have been followed
bymaterially increased demands. The first
rush to tell is now over. A pause has oc-curred, during which it would be well for
both sides to consider the situation. Itis
impossible to say whether the lowest point
has been reached, but itis certain that a few
weeks of unfavorable weather would give a
spur to speculation for which the low prices
now current offer compensating opportur.;.
ties. Maize, in consequence of large ship-
ments from America, declined in five
weeks from 5s Cd to 2a 3d per quar-
ter. Wheat during the beginning of the
week declined until 4s 3d was reached on
Thursday for red winter. Since then there
has been a large demand for the United
Kingdom and the Continent. The closing
quotations show littleor do alteration on the
week. Maize sold steadily at about 24 shil-
lings per quarter, the. decline being at length
arrested. Wheat forfhipment was sparingly
offered, but buyers continued reserved. Sales
of English wheat la-t week were 20,755 quar-
ters at 45s 9d, against 58,437 quarters at 403
9d during the same period last year. Im-
ports into the United Kingdom for the week
ending April 24-h were 1 145,129 cwt. of
wheat and 103,800 cwt. of flour.

French Chamber of I*puller.
Paris, May 83.— the Chamber ofDepu-

ties to-day, Laing, Republican and Catholic,
introduced an interpellation contesting the
validity of the ancient statutes cited by the
Government in support of the decrees against
unauthorized religious congregations. Min-
ister ot Justice Cosat argued that the laws
were perfectly valid, and had not inany
sense fallen into disuse, but hail always been
enforced when the Government of the day
considered it necessary, although various
Governments had from tin. to time allowed
them to remain in abeyance, either through
negligence or culpable connivance. He held
that the republic was perfectly justified in
defending itself, and the Government would
therefore put into operation the existing
laws, as it was their right and duty to do.
Cazot was warmly applauded, and the Re-
publican members who had intended to speak
stated that in view of the declaration of the
Minister they would refrain from debate.
Laing then proposed an order of the day de-
manding that the law relating *•> the right of
association be immediately laid on the table.
The Government moved an order of the day
pure and simple, which was adopted
