
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
Sick and Insane.— Ogden Squires, of

Flacerville, who has been out of health and
apparently dissipating for some time past,
night before last called for a room at the
Western Hotel, in this city, and having been
assigned, the proprietor observed that he
acted strangely, and kept some watch of his
movements. After going to his room lie
builtup a large tire, and, having partially
disrobed himself, sat downtoit withhisback
tothe and his bare feet out of thewindow.
Upon tine of the attaches of the hotel enter-
ing the room and speaking to him, he ex-
pressed himself as probably being entirely
capable of conducting his own attain in rela-
tion to comforts, and pertinently suggested
that the thingmost proper was to allow him
to enjoy them without interference. He soon
after ordered his supper to his room, and
when brought to him, instead of satisfying
the inner wants, be set itabout insmall por-
tions in various parts of the room and said it
was for the gods to eat, and with whom he
claimed tobe inclose relation and communi-
cation. These being a new cUss of boarders
at the Western, and the proprietor consider-
ing ita little unusual method of procedure
tor guests of a first-class house, and the im-
propriety of a California hotel trying toen-
tertain heavenly visitants, ha mentioned the
occurrence to the Chief of Polioe, when the
case was investigated and the man found to
b<:laboring under mental derangement, but as
he was then quiet he was left in his room for
the night. About 4 o'clock in the morning
he wandered out upon the streets, and was
taken to the police station, where he stillre-
mains ina somewhat critical condition from
aberration of mind, and apparently far gone
withconsumption. He was yesterday visited
by the examining physicians as to his sanity,
and will probably be sent to the Insane
Asylum to-day.

Busks' Slouch and Drainage.— lt ap-
pears that the people residing in the Fourth
Ward are not willingto accept as a present
finale to their movement for better drainage
and changing the course of the Burns' slouch
ditch to the east of Poverty Ridge, the state-
ment from the City Fathers that there are no
fends for the purpose, and another meeting
has been held by the citizens of that locality
to further consider the subject. The meet-
ing was largely attended, and upon receiving
from the committee previously appointed a
report as to the City Trustees' reply, and
that no encouragements were obtained as to
early action on the part of the city, another
committee was appointed, consisting of John
Bkelton, J. V. Richardson, E. K. Alsip,
George Lighthardt, A. S. Hopkins and Rob-
ertMiller, to call upon the Trustees at their
next meeting anil submit the proposition
made by M. M.OJell—that he will do the
work of turning the Burns' slough ditch SO
as to carry the flow of that water course east i
of Poverty Kidge, and will wait upon the
city three years for his pay for the same, if
an animal rate of interest at twelve per cent,

be allowed and paid him annually upon the
actual cost of doing the work. The subject
of procuring better drainage for that portion
of the city was also fullyconsidered, and a
committee of three—George Murray, M.M.
Udell and George Lighthardt— was appointed
to co-operate with the citizens of the Third
Ward in securing such early action in this
behalf as shall provide against the difficulties
and overflowof the streets encountered dur-
ing and since the late hea^y storm. The
two committees were also instructed to take
action towards securing from the Fire Com-
missioners a steamer and hose-cart for use in
the eastern portion of the city.

Handsome Work.
—

i'rommelfc & Kern,
artists in fresco, who have an office on

Fourth street in this citj, have about com-

pleted the ornamentation infresco ofPioneer
Hall. The work willbear criticalinspection.
The main hall ceiling is set off in three pan-

els. The central one is abroken circle with
four maroon corners, in which are the imple-
ments representing the mechanical arts, agri-
culture, mining and commerce. Around.the
circle runs a floral border. The prevailing
tint of this and all the ceiling work is a pink-
ish-gray known as French gray, of which
there are many shades, all worked out from
combination of blue and red. The Mile
panels bear each a landscape view.
One is a view of the Golden Gate
from Black Point, the other the halt of an
emigrant train at the crossing of Green river.
Both views are creditable, and are in the
highest style of the frescoing art. Each panel
is in a broad deep blue border, withblack
corners and ornamented with gold. The
cornice of the hall is in the prevailing tint of
the ceiling, withpale blue and deep maroon
trimmings, relieved by gold and bronze color
worked on the stucco ornaments and by deli-
cate straw-colored shading*. Below this is
the wall border, consisting of a series of
miniature lambrequin points in shades of
green. The walls are finished in a darker
tint ofFrench gray. The ceiling is worked
in water colors and the walls inoil. The
two center pieces from which the chan-
deliers depend are touched in gold,
orange and white and maroon. The
wainscot border is green and drab.
The upper and lower halls and stairway
entrance with ante-rooms and Secretary's
office are finished inuniform style with the
main hall, but of course less elaborately. On
the ceiling of the Secretary's room is now
being worked a view of Sutter'd fort in 1849.
The frescoing is claimed to be, and probably
is, the best ever done in this city. Itcer-
tainly is very handsome work, and has been
very faithfully executed. It will be com-
pleted this week, or nearly so, and when the
building is thrown open for inspection it will
be admitted to be the most attractive public
hall in the interior of California, and willre-
flect credit not only upon the Association,
but upon the artists.

In this
connection a correspondent who has an eye
for the harmonious in landscape gardening,
echoes the questions of many as to why the
State gardeners have never supplied the places
of the dead and removed trees, on the north
terraces of the oldpark, with fresh shrubs or
trees from the nursery that lines the outer
beds of the park. The open spaces look bad,
he says, and the cost of transplanting he
places at nothing. Possibly the new gar-
dener will till the blanks at the proper time
for transplanting.

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M. E. GENERAL CONFERENCE.

How Itis Constituted— The Subjects itwill
Consider, and What itIs Likely to Do.

ICorrespondence of the Record-Usios.]

Cincinnati, April 29, ISSO.
The General Conference of the M. E.

Church, which convenes in Pike's Opera
House on Saturday next willbe one of the
most important religious gatherings of the
decade. This Conference meets quadren-
nially and remains in session about a
month. It is composed of delegates
elected bythe Annual Conferences. There
are now iv the Church 89 Annual Confer-
ences. Each of the3e sends to the Gen-
eral Conference one or two lay delegates,
according to its size, and ministerial dele-
gates in the ratio of one to every forty-
rive members of the Annual Conference,
and one also for every fraction of two-
thirds that number. The total

NUMBER OF DELEGATES

Elected to attend the Conference which
convenes on Saturday willreach about 400,
of which, of course, the large majority will
be ministers. The (ieneral Conference has
supreme authority in allmatters of church
polity,and is, indeed, the only body in the
church that can make or mend any law of
the church. It also rests with this Con-
ference to till by election the important
offices of the church, such r.s the Episcopal
office, the editorial chairs, the book agen-
cies, the missionary secretaryships, etc.
Peculiar interest attaches to the approach-
ing Conference, owing to the probability of
its having to elect several new Bishops, as
well as on account of the important
changes it willbe asked to make in several
features of the church's economy. Itis
supposed by many that this Conference
will modify some of the doctrines of the
church, notably that which insists upon
the eternal punishment of those who die
in sin. But the wish is father to the
thought in this case, since the doctrines of
the Methodist Episcopal Church, are, like
the laws of the Medea and Persians, unal-
terable.

THERE IS NO POWXB

In the Church or out of it that can change
the doctrines under any circumstances.
The General Conference, with the concur-

rence of the Annual Conferences, can effect
changes in other directions, but not in this.
Nevertheless, doctrinal matters may with
propriety be discussed by the General Con-
ference,and inview of the widespread laxity
of the times, and especially as heretical views
are said to be entertained by some high in
authority in the Church, such matters
certainly ought to come to the front, and
ought to elicit from the Conference some
decided expression of opinion. As to
whether or not the Conference shall add to
its Episcopal list, that is a matter to be
decided by the Committee on Episcopacy
to be appointed on the opening day of the
Conference. The Church now has nine
Bishops. Of these nine one is already
practically superannuated, and several
others, owing to age and inlirmity, are
rapidly nearing the same point of ineffici-
ency. Three Bishops

—
Janes, Ames and

Havei:—have died since the last General
Conference, and should as many pass away
during the next four years, the coming
Conference iv the meantime having made
no addition to the list, those remaining
would be in danger of being killedby over-
work. So, at least, thiuk those specially
interested.

ALL TIIK PROBABILITIES
Point to the election by this Conference of,
at the lowest, four Bishops. The number
may be as high as six, but itwillnot be
more than that. Some reckless brethren,
who go in on the principle that it is not
possible to have too much of a good tiling,
are clamoring for the election of as many
as twenty-rive new Bishops. But the
prayer and hope of your correspondent are
that the General Conference spare us such
an infliction as this, which it no doubt
will. Of the changes which the Confer-
ence willbe asked to make iv the polity
of the Church, the most important is that
looking toward an extension of the limit
of the pastoral term. The longest period
a Methodist minister can labor in the same
Held is three years. Originally the limit
was six months ;then it was extended to
a year ;then to two years, and finally to
three years, as it now stands. Thus the
Church has always gone slow inthis direc-
tion, and itmay be relied upon to do the
same in the present crisis. Those desiring
an extension say that it takes a minister
the best part of three years to lay his
foundations, and that in large city charges
ministers in that length of time scarcely
get well acquainted with their congrega-
tions. But inopposition these theories are
the facts :first, that many miuisters man-
age in three years to accomplish a great
deal of good ;secondly, that as a rule there
is more life in churches which have fre-
quent changes of pastors than in those
whichkeep one man for many years ; and
thirdly, that most churches are quite
ready for a change at the end of three
years, and frequently sooner. The Con-
ference, should itmake any change at this
time, willhardly extend the limit beyond
rive years, and, even ifit does that, may
make the extension applicable only to large
cities. This Conference willalso be asked

TO MAKE SOME MODIFICATION

In the Presiding Eldership. One proposi-
tion that willcome before it willask for a
reduction in the number of Elders, to be
brought about by the enlargement of the
districts. Another willask that the Pre-
siding Elders be elected by the Conferences
instead of, as now, appointed by the Bish-
ops. This latter proposition is very rea-
sonable. Atpresent, Methodist preachers,
though almost entirely at the mercy of the
Presiding Elders as regards their h'elds of
labor, have still no voice in deciding who
shall fillthat important office. This prop-
osition to make the Eldership elective will
be opposed by the lay class inthe General
Conference, for the reason that under that
arrangement the laity would have less in-
fluence in the making of the appointment.
Presiding Elders are now responsible only
to the Bishops and Churches, whereas,
should they be elected by the annual Con-
ferences, they would then have to defer
more to the wishes of their brethren in the
ministry. What willbe done iv this mat-
ter it i3impossible to foretell with cer-
tainty. Probably, however, to the morti-
fication ofmany who would like a change,
the proposition will be defeated, as it was
four years ago. Another measure to be
submitted to the Conference is one asking
for the introduction of

LAY REPRESENTATION
Into the Annual Conferences. This will
come up in the form of a report from a

committee appointed to consider the mat-

ter. This committee willrecommend the
introduction of lay elements into these
bodies, but will advise the limitationof
their powers there by stipulating that they
be not allowed to vote either on the pas-
sage of the preachers' characters, or inthe
election of ministerial delegates to General
Conference. Another matter of general
interest that willcome before the Confer-
ference willbe a proposition to provide for
the ordination of women. This willcome
up in the form of an appeal from the de-
cision of one of the Bishops. Thi3 Bishop
was presiding in an Annual Conference in
the East when a Church inBrooklyn over
which Miss Oliver is pastor presented a
petition asking that their minister be
granted the privilege of the imposition of

ihands. This petition was in due form, and
!had it asked for the ordination of a person
Iof the male gender would have been sub-
mitted to a vote of the Conference. The
Bishop however, inconformity with a rule
adopted by the Bench of Bishops, refused
to so submit it, thus depriving the Confer-
ence of expressing itself on this interesting
subject The Bishop was willing,and even
anxious, to have an appeal taken from his
decision to the General Conference, and
this was done. How that body of gallant
Igentlemen willdispose of the case Icannot
Iundertake to say ;but to me ithas always
jseemed that when a woman proves herself
to be competent to preach she ought to be
deemed worthy to be ordained.

During the first week of the
Conference a committee, composed of all
branches of Methodism, both here and
abroad, will deliberate on the advisability
of holding a Methodist Evangelical Coun-
cil, whose object it shall be to bring the
dilfercnt churches closer together, and, if
possible, make a unit of them. Ihope
such a council willbe held, and that itwill
a&omplish its object.
