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SAN Fraxctsco, May 6, 1880.

There is no question about there being a gradual
and sure growth of confidence in business circles.
There is no manifest increase in the volume of busi-
ness, nevertheless the better feeling is very strong.
The Herald says that ** a bright day is soon to dawn
upon the Pacific coast. Heretofore experience has
shown thata ‘flood year’in Cdifornia is always
productive of good results., The Grain yield is

. usually abundant ; the various mines produce liber-

ally of the precious metals; the Wool clip good;
the Wine product liberal, while Hay, Feed, Grains
and all the lesser crops yield freely of their abun-
dance. This, then, is the foundation upon which
we, the people of California, rely, and upon which
we base our hopes for the near future. Money is
plentiful. Interest rates rule lower than ever be-
fore, when based on gilt-edged securities. Produe-
tive real estate is eageriy sought after bv capitalists
for investment, while indications point to a revival
of building improvements for stores, dwellings, etc.,
during ‘he summer and fall. Our city is growing
and may be said to be prospering. Our cable rail-
roads are doing much towards building up the sub-
urbs of our city, thereby extending our habitable
domain and adding greatly to the wealth of the
eity.”

Domestic produce is in good tone, except as to
Wheat, Flour and Barley, which rata unusually low.
Holdersof this growth must lose heavily for not
selling when Grain rated high. Wool is not ina
good situation. Current rates do vot induce hold-
ers to scll. They are now 10@12jc per pound below
the opening prices at which the first receipts of the
spring chip were sold.

In financial lines the situation is not changed
much, though there if a little more demand for local
securities and a little easier fecling among both
lenders, investors and borrowers.

The last Wheat charter made public was of the
Glory of the Seas, chartered by George W. McNear
to load Wheat for Liverpool, Dublin or Havre ai £2,
or if tomorders to Cork or Falmouth, £2 2s 6d. Ton-
nage supply promises to be very light in this port
for the coming season. The Herald says:

The fear is that we will not be able to get a sup-
ply suflicient to move the large crop of Wheat, Wool
and Wine that is now promised. Only about 100,-
000 tons now are booked for this port the world
over, against 140,000 for the same time las’ year.
Ship-owuers in all waters wiil do well to keep a
sharp eye Californiaward if they want good frcights
for their vessels,
