The settlers are
banded together for mutual protection, and
express a determination to resist all attempts

at ejectment.

Visalia, May 11th.

League picnic
took place at Hanford to-day, at which about
•200 persons were present.

United States Marshal Toole and W. H.
Clark, the railroad company's land grader,
arrived at Hanford this morning to dispossess
the settlers, and left at half-past 7 o'clock to
serve processes of ejectment on William
Broden and others. The Leaguers col-
lected, followed the Marshal, overtook him
three miles north of Crangeville, and com-
manded him and the grader to surrender,
which they did. Then they commanded
Crow, a purchaser from the railroad com-
pany, and a companion named Hartt, to sur-

render. Instead of surrendering they leaped
from their wagon and fired with a shotgun

'and rifle, killingJames Harris, IverKnutson
and John Henderson, and wounding Arch
McGregor, Wm. Broden, D. Kelly and Hay-
maker

—
all settlers. The settlers returned

the fire, wounding Hartt fatally, and as Crow
retreated at some distance a shot struck him,
killinghim instantly. There is great excite-
ment at Hanford and vicinity,but the leaders
of the League advise prudence.

marshal poole's report.

San Francisco, May 11th.— An interview
with the railroad authorities in this city dis-
closes that M.I).Hartt and W. J. Crow had
purchased, some three years ago, certain
lands from the railroad company, the settlers
on which refused to surrender possession.
Hartt and Crow demanded to be put in pos-
session, and yesterday United States Marshal
Toole went down for that purpose, taking
with him Mr.Clark, an agent of the com-
pany, to point out the pieces of land in dis-
pute, Hartt and Crow accompanying them.
The following was received by the company
fromPoole this afternoon :
Iput Hartt inpossession of one tract. He

and Crow followed Clark and 1 to another
section, where wo met defendant, Storer,
who talked with Crow about compromising.
Storer rode off, saying he wouldsee his part-
ner, and what he thought of it. Soon after
he leftabout fortymounted men made toward
us. 1leftmy buggy withClark and advanced
to meet them. After a brief conversation
with them they suddenly covered me with
rifles and pistols. Some of them rode rapidly
toward the wagon occupied by Crow and
Hartt.

One of the horses struck my leg with

his foot and threw me down. Amnot cer-
tain who tired first; think three, possibly
four, settlers weie killed and one or two
wounded. Hartt was shot in the groin, fatally,
Ithink. Clark and myself are not hurt.

Clark, was in
the vicinity of Hanford for the purpose of
serving writs on the settlers on railroad lands
who had refused to give up possession in those
cases where such had been decided against
them by the United States Courts, iMarshal
Poole had put M. D. Hartt and Walter
Crow in possession of one tract,
and " the four men were proceeding
to another piece of land, when they saw
about forty mounted men riding towards
them. The United States Marshal left his
buggy and advanced to meet them. After a
brief conversation with them they suddenly
covered him withrifles and pistols, and part
of them rode rapidly toward the wagon in the
rear, inwhich Hartt and Crow were seated.
One of the horses struck Marshal Poole,
throwing him down.

STATEMENT OF THE RAILROAD OFFICIALS.

San Francisco, May 11th.—The Southern
Pacific Kailroad Company authorities furnish
the following• version of the Mussel Slough
district affair :

Hartt, W. J. Crow and others made applica-
tion to purchase certain pieces of land, made
part 7 payment, ;and received contracts for
deeds. On showing their papers to the set-
tlers and asking possession their request was
denied. .In1878 suits were commenced, and
last December judgments '-. were rendered in
favor of the railroad company. The settlers
refused still to vacate. Hartt frequently by
letter importuned President Stanford and the
Directors of the company to put him inpos-
session. The company finally decided that
further delay or attempts at compromise
would be productive of no good effect, and
got out writs which were given toUnited
States Marshal Poole for service, with the re-
sult indicated in the dispatches received from
the scene of action.

The railroad authorities claim that in all
cases they have given the settlers a first
chance to purchase, and only on their declin-
ing have given others an

'
opportunity to buy.

They further claim that the rates they have
fixed on their lands are in almost every case
materially lower than those demanded by the
settlers for similar lands.
-ItwillJbe remembered that about a year
ago Perry C. Phillips, one of the lessees of
the railroad lands, put a tenant in possession
of the tract leased to him. A band of
masked and mounted men surrounded his
house in the night, took out the tenant and
his family, burned the house and would not
afterwards allowPhillips to cultivate under
his lease, because he had by that lease recog-
nized the railroad title. The company are
in possession of no intelligence regarding to-
day's tragedy in addition to that already re-
ceived.

The Outlook in Regard to the
Crop Prospects. -

IMMENSE. HARVESTS EXPECTED.

Widely Distributed Rains
—

Very
Little Damage Reported.

losE (Amador county), May 11th.—
and barley are in fine condition yet, but
farmers are uneasy at the present storm,
fearing rust and lodging. The first cutting
of alfalfa for hay willprobably be damaged.
Peaches have been damaged to a considerable
extent by the cold weather. Other varieties
of fruit are allright. Corn isnot yet planted,
owing to the continued cold and wet weather.

Woodland (Yolo county).— have had
withinthe last twenty-four hours .28, of an
inch of rain, making 10.70 inches for the
season. The crops never looked as promising
since the county has been settled as they do
at this time, and this is true of allkinds of
soil, as wellas early and late sown. Some of
the heaviest wheat has been lodged by the
last rain, but it willnot be damaged mate-
riallyif the weather clears up soon. Itis
stillcloudy and threatening, with the wind
south. Thermometer 50". The only dancer
feared now to crops is too much rain. Allit
needs to mature it in this county is dry,
warm weather. Continued rains might do a
serious injury.

Dixon(Solano county). lt has been rain-
ing steadily for about twelvehours. No seri-
ous damage so far, if the weather does not
turn very hot. The crop prospects are the
most promising ever known inthis locality.

are most encouraging for an abundant har-
vest, the grain having sustained no damage,
but was rather benefited from previous rains.
