GLADSTONE'S APOLOGY TO AUSTRIA.

Of course opinions willdiffer inregard
to Mr. Gladstone's apology to Austria.
•The Tory press willsee init nothing but a
beginning of that humiliation which they
are predetermined shall be cast upon the
country by the Liberal Government. Even
some Liberals willregard it as an unneces-

sary concession to continental touchiness.
But ifMr.Gladstone did really say things
about the Emperor of Austria which had
no foundation in fact —

and this is what he
accuses himself of having done

—itis open
to any one to maintain that he cannot be
very far wrong in frankly acknowledging
his fault and tendering a gentlemanly
apology for it. No doubt there are those
\u25a0who hold that everybody has a right to
abuse powers and potentates, and that it
docs not matter whether such abuse is
well or ill-founded. But Mr. Gladstone is
an English gentleman, and there are

still some members of that class who
retain chivalrous ideas of their ;re-
sponsibilities even in debate and on
the stump, and who would not know-
ingly calumniate even their bitterest
enemies. We think Mr. Gladstone's
apology to the Emperor of Austria ought
rather to be regarded as an evidence of
his own high and exacting sense of honor
than as suggestive of any unworthy truck-
ling to a crowned head. Itis possible to
conceive of a state of mind so exalted
that it cannot tolerate the perpetration
of an injustice by itself, and such an ex-
alted mental condition is as likely to be
found in Mr. Gladstone as in any man
alive to-day. Itmust also be remembered
that he is now ina position of very great
responsibility. As the Prime Minister of
England his sayings and doings possess
far greater significance than when he was

office. He cannot afford to risk

THE TULARE LAND CONFLICT.
; The J dispute ,over the Mussel :Slough
lands, in Tulare county, has at last issued
inbloodshed. Inallsuch cases there are
inevitably vehement partisans of;both
sides, and inthe present instance it is as
yet impossible to get at the fulldetails of
the. conflict which has resulted so de-
plorably. So far it is not known which
party fired first,.but it is beyond doubt
that the Mussel Slough settlers organized
to resist the law, and that they did de-
liberately undertake to overpower and
drive away the officers who were deputed
to execute the judgment of the Courts.
The statement made by the Settlers'
League concerning the origin and nature
of the existing difficulty differs radically
from the account given by the railroad
company. The settlers claim that the
corporation sought to make them pay for
the lands they had improved, prices based
on the present value of their improve-
ments, and this they denounce as unjust.
The company on its part asserts that ithas
made repeated , attempts to arrange the

whole matter withthe settlers on an equit-
able basis, but that they willnot agree to

any reasonable terms. Itis further asserted
that the prices demanded for the lands in
dispute were fair, moderate, and innearly
all cases below what were asked for adja-
cent property of similar character and pro-
ductive capacity. The company says it
offered the settlers the first opportunity of
buying or leasing the lands which had been
patented to it,but that they refused to

buy, lease or vacate. Two years or so ago
some of these lands were sold to third par-
ties, among whom were \V. J. Crow and
M. D.Hartt. The men who were holding
the lands, however, refused to recognize
their titles, and consequently suits were
brought by the railroad company, and last

December they were decided in favor of
the company. The settlers then had no

longer any justification for holding out,

and as the purchasers of the lands impor-
tuned the company to put them inposses-
sion, and as there seemed no probability
that the situation would grow any better
by waiting, the services of the United
States Marshal were called into requisi-
tion, and he was proceeding with his
duty when the Settlers' League in-
terfered, with the lamentable consequences
related. Itis really not a material point
whether the settlers or the purchasers of
the lands fired first, for before any firing
was done the settlers had manifested their
intention to resist the authority of the
United States Marshal, and had conse-
quently put themselves outside the law.
To assert, as one journal does, that the
purchasers of the land ought to have with-
drawn quietly when they found that their
claims would not be acknowledged, is a

very one-sided way of looking at the case.
Itis presumably the duty of all citizens to
obey the law and the process of the
Courts. The men Crow and Hartt were
proceeding in the performance of what the
Courts had decided to be their rights. The
settlers, on the other hand, were banded
together to defy the law. Why should
those who were acting lawfullyretire from
the presence of those who were acting un-
lawfully ?

Whatever equities they may have in
other regards, it is perfectly clear that the
Settlers' League was acting in defiance of
the law, and that it had no justification

| for i.3 course. Nor can questions of sen-

timent be allowed to obscure the matter.
No doubt there is a strong tendency in

!many quarters to take sides against a rail-
road company on general principles, and to
believe that whoever resists it must be
entitled to sympathy. But Crow and
Hartt were not railroad men. They were
innocent purchasers who had bought lands
which the Courts had declared to be theiis
lawfully. They very naturally and rea-
sonably desired to be put inpossession of
the lands they had purchased. And when
they went, in company with a United
States Marshal, to take possession, they

were met by an armed band which under-
took to drive them away. Under such

Icircumstances the responsibility for what
followed must be placed upon the heads of
those who deliberately defied the law. It
was their duty to have yielded to the
United States Marshal ; not "the duty of
the United States Marshal to yield to
them. They had appealed to the Courts,
and the Courts had decided against them.
They had no right then to appeal to arms.
The judgment of the Courts is necessarily
the only authoritative guide to opinion in
matters of this kind, and it has been de-
livered against the Mussel Slough settlers.
Their policy has been alike rash and un-
wise. They cannot expect to hold the
country against the entire power of the
United States Government, yet they have

ideclared war against that power. They
Ihave produced this unfortunate and irre-
! trievable disaster, for which there was'
neither necessity nor excuse. Ifmen can-

!not obtain what they think are their rights,
by legitimate methods, in this country,'
there is no other course open to them. By-

;resorting to illegitimate methods they only
:make their situation far worse than it was,
and entail upon themselves far more
!serious responsibilities. These Mussel

Slough settlers have now made outlaws of
! themselves, and however desperately they
". behave, it is certain that they willhave
j eventually to succumb to the arm of the
ilaw.

FRENCH FEAR OF COMMUNISM.

Itis intimated that the French Govern-
ment is seriously apprehensive of trouble
with the Communists, who have recently

been arranging for a great demonstration
at Pere-la-Chaise. The concurrence of a
labor agitation with this movement gives
it a grave aspect, and it is rumored that
the Communistic leaders intend to produce

i extensive strikes simultaneously in many
1!parts of the country, in order to compel
: j such a division of the army as willweaken j
iI the militarypower of the Government, and
i facilitate a general uprising. This is not a'
cheerful programme, but it is quite pos-

sible that the greater part of it has been'
1 evolved by the fears of the Government i'
rather than by the intelligence of the Com- !

i munistic leaders. Such a course as is out-
' lined above could not result in anything
iIbut suffering. Itis very certain that the
i!bulk of the French people are utterly hos-
> i tile to anarchy, no matter under what pre-. ] tense it is invoked. They have not forgot-
' jten the Paris Commune of 1871, and they
!take no stock in any enterprises of. that
i character.

tempt an outbreak. Should such a thing
happen, however, it . would certainly
be made use of by the Monarchists and
Imperialists as a • lever wherewith to
overturn the Republic, and if the country
were seriously frightened, or the insur-
rection attained formidable proportions, it
might drive the conservative elements into
the substitution of a strong centralized
government for the present modified de-
mocracy. The democratic tendencies of
French politics could infact be checked and
turned back inno way so easily and effect-
uallyas by a mad and aimless Communistic
rising. Such an outbreak would also do

much to reconcile allEurope to the central-
izing movement of which German govern-
mental policy affords so conspicuous an

example, and the general result would be
to strengthen the hands of the autocratic
powers, to create prejudice against all
liberal views, and so to postpone reforms
and concessions whichif things were left to
their normal development would be very
sure to arrive before long.-

DR. KALLOCH AND HIS MINISTERIAL
COLLEAGUES.

Our report of the Baptist Convention
being held in this city at present willbe
found quite interesting. JAn attack was
made upon Dr. Kalloch by an Oakland
preacher, who arraigned him inconnection
with a discussion on the Chinese position,
for his course before the sand-lot mob when
an attack on the Chinese quarter was
feared. It had been rumored that a mo-
tion would be introduced to withdraw the
hand of fellowship from Dr. Kalloch, at
this Convention, and this attack upon him
precipitated the conflict, but at the same

time gave him an advantage he was quick
to avail himself of. His speech in defense
was extremely vigorous and adroit, and so
strongly put that it completely carried
away the Convention, which refused to
listen to his accuser any further. It
willbe observed that in the course of his
speech Dr. Kalloch characterized the sand-
lot mob in terms which it is difficult to
imagine him employing elsewhere, and
which may make it necessary for him to
enter upon another explanation hereafter.
His enemies in the Convention however
exploded their mine prematurely, and so
he escaped the discipline which had been
prepared for him, and disarmed his oppo-
nents very effectually. We fear his minis-
terial colleagues are not old enough politi-
cians toenter into a conflict of this kind
with Dr. Kalloch.

THE ILLINOIS FIGHT.

The bitterness engendered by the Illinois
fight among the Grant and Blame men
bodes illfor the success of both these can-
didates. For not only is it evident that
there is, -as regards them, a hopeless split
inIllinois,but itis certain that the intense
feeling now aroused among their supporters
willproduce similar hostilities in several
other States- which have yet to elect dele-
gates to Chicago. In fact the closeness of
the struggle between these two foremost
candidates makes it less probable from day
to day that either of them can secure the
nomination. The Convention willrealize
the necessity of nominating some man who
can unite the party, and itis now quite
doubtful whether either Blame or Grant
can do this.

THE TULARE TROUBLE.

Quiet Eestored and No Further

DETAILED ACCOUNT OF THE AFFAIR.
Visalia, May 12th.— Visalia. Delta

extra, just issued, gives the following account
of the Mussel Slough tragedy :For many
weeks a suppressed apprehension has pre-
vailed inTulare county that we were on the
eve of an outbreak between the settlers and
the railroad company. This fear has with
good reason increased as the time drew near
when in the event of the settlers failing to
comply with certain conditions they wouldbe
dispossessed of their homes by the railroad
company. Whispers that the United States
Marshal was to be sent to take posses-
sion of and hold the disputed lands
for the railroad only made the crisis
more certain in the opinion of those
who knew the stern determination and pur-
pose of the settlers. A grand indignation
meeting ofsettlers was appointed at Hanford
for Tuesday, May llth, at which Judge
Terry was expected to give views on the legal
aspect of the case. On Monday it was re-
ported that several parties, supposed to be in
league with the railroad company or opposed
to the interests of the settlers, had received
anonymous warnings to leave the county.
Among those said to have been forewarned
were M. D.Hartt and Walter J. Crow, who
were looked upon as tools of the railroad com-
pany, and who, in consideration of their
services in dispossessing the settlers and
thereby providing a test case, were to receive
their land. Members of jthe League deny
having sent those warnings to Crow and
others. ,

ARRIVAL OK THE MARSHAL.
United States Marshal Poole and W. H.

Clark, grader of railroad lands in Mussel
Slough, arrived in Hanford Monday night,
took rooms at the hotel, and early in the
morning drove out of town ina buggy. The
settlers' meeting called together alarge con-
course of people from all parts of the Mussel
Slough country, who began to arrive early in
the morning, and when the news went round
that the United States Marshal and W.H.
Clark had atrived the night before, and had
early that morning rode away in company
withHartt and Crow, many of the settlers
gathered for the meeting prepared for prompt
and united action in whatever course they
might pursue in the matter. The Marshal
and Clark drove out to the place occupied by
Win. B.Broden, northeast of town, and dis-
possessed him, and in his absence set his
household goods out in the road and put M.
D.Hartt inpossession. They then proceeded,
in company with Hartt and Walter Crow, to
the place occupied by Brewer and Storer,
three and a half miles north of rangeville,
in Fresno county. Meantime various squads
of mounted men, as the presence and purpose
of the Marshal became known, had followed
the officers and the party from Hanford.
Some of these men were armed, but many of
them had no weapons. They soon learned
the summary measures taken by the officer at
Brodeu's ranch, and hearing that likepro-
ceedings were contemplated atBrewer's, they
rode thence. When about half a mile from
the place they saw the two buggies, the for-
ward one containing Marshal Poole and Clark,
and the other Hartt and Crow, pass through
the yard near the house and intoa fieldsome 200
yards west of the residence, where they
stopped. The settlers passed through the
fence at the south west .corner of the fieldand
rode directly across toward the halted buggies.

THE COLLISION.

When the advance squad of some fifteen'
settlers came up to within 50 or 100 yards
of the Marshal, he alighted and advanced,
meeting them :half-way. He saluted them
ina gentlemanly manner, saying that in his
official capacity as United States Marshal
he was compelled to perform his duties inthe
matter, although against his desire. Aformal
demand to surrender was then made to the
Marshal by the leader. This he did, but re-
fused to give up his pistol, and with the un-
derstanding that he should not use it, was
allowed to retain his revolver. Two men

—
Arch. McGregor and John E. Henderson

—
were told to keep guard over the officer.
While the parley was stillgoing on, one man
rode alongside of Hartt and Crow and com-
menced a conversation

'
with the latter.

They seemed to be watching the ac-
tions of the party around the Marshal, and
once Hartt grasped his gun, when Crow said,"

Don't shoot yet ;it is not time." Whether
Hartt and Crow were at this time ordered to
surrender, according to one account, or
whether a settler drew his revolver on the
latter, as has been reported, we are not able
to state ;but they both at the same time
leaped from the wagon, grasping their weap-
ons, and Crow discharged the contents of his
shotgun into the breast and face of Harris,
who fellto the ground dead. The fight now
commenced in earnest, and

SHOT FOLLOWED SHOT.
Henderson, who was guarding the Marshal,
ran forward, firing as he went, and but for
the inefficiency of his weapon— being a
smallpistol and hanging —

he wouldhave
probably finished Crow and put a stop to the
affair;but before he was killedby Crow one
shot from his pistol wounded Hartt in the
abdomen.

Surgical skill soon came
to hand, and all that was possible was done
to relieve the sufferers. It was the opinion
of the surgeons that the wounds of allwould
prove fatal except those of Haymaker,
slightly wounded in the head by a glancing
buckshot.

DEATH.
On his return the reporter met a squad of

men, who informed him of the discovery of
the lifeless body of Crow, one and a half
miles southeast of the scene of action, in the
alfalfa, lying on his face, dead, with his
loaded double-barreled shotgun by his side.
His face presented a sickening spectacle. The
blood was oozing from his nostrils and month,
and the black discoloration of,his counte-
nance hardly presented the semblance of a
human face. Crow seems to have done the
principal shooting, and itis doubtful whether
Hartt fired a shot. Itis a further question
whether Crow was wounded at all
in the conflict. Subsequent developments
seem to indicate that he pretended to have
been badly wounded only to facilitate his
escape. He left the scene and struck out
through the fields for his home, about two
miles distant. When he had gone about one
and a half miles, followed by an armed party,
he is said to have raised up his gun to tire at
George Haekett, who was passing a few rods
from where he stood. He did not fire, but a
musket report from a near thicket was heard,
and he pitched headlong to the ground, where
he apparently died without a struggle.
EXCITEMENT AT HANFORD— KILLED AND

WOUNDED.
Atthe time of the arrivalof the first mes-

senger Hanford was full of people, and the
excitement knew no bounds. Men hurried
to and fro, women cried, while everywhere
were evidences of the most intense excite-
ment.

Of those killed and wounded, all except
McGregor, of Grangeville, were residents of
the vicinity of Hanford. McGregor and
Kelly are single men ;Harris has a wifeand
one child; Knutson a wife and nine chil-
dren ;Hartt a wife and two children;Crow
a wifeand two children. The wife of Crow
is visiting in Stanislaus county, and the
family of Hartt left on the train the night
before the occurrences herein related.

COMMUNICATION CUT OFF.

The reporter, after telegraphing the first
brief report, was unable to dispatch another
message as the operator had turned the keys
over to an officer and left town, after having
been requested so to do. Alltrains were dis-
continued, and for the time being Hanford
was cut off from the outside world.

The settlers assembled in the afternoon and
passed resolutions, and then dispersed. No
violence was attempted or threatened, and
lifeand property were apparently as safe as
ever.

THE UNITED STATES MARSHAL AND CLARK

Arrived in Kingsburg that afternoon, and a
special train was sent from Goshen to take
them to Fresno, from whence they went, it
is learned, on Wednesday morning direct to
San Francisco. It was their purpose, it is
said, to dispossess the settlers on but three
pieces of land, which had been purchased by
Crow and Hartt. Wm. Broden, Arch Mc-
Gregor and Brewer and Storer were the
settlers on these lands.

In Mussel Slough the feeling over this
lamentable affair, and the causes whichled to
it,is intense, and the undercurrent of public
opinion there seems to be that this'may be
but the commencement of a resistance forced
upon them, and which they are obliged to
make in defense of their homes.

THE FEELING IN SAN FRANCISCO.

San Francisco, May 12th.
—The repre-

sentatives of the Southern Pacific Railway
in this city deplore the collision and assert
that they have done everything to avoid it.
They did not invoke the United States
authorities to place men in possession who
held valid titleto the lands untilthe United
States Circuit Court had rendered a decision
declaring that the settlers were in wrongful
possession. Then no steps were taken until
the time for appeal to the United States Su-
preme Court had expired.

Charles Crocker, President of the South-
ern Pacific, *and Jerome Madden, Land
Agent, assert that there were no claims of
record against the lands when the patents
were received. Inproof of this they submit
the certificate of the Register and Receiver
of the Visalia Land District.
MARSHAL POOLE'S ESCAPE— HIS VERSION Of

THE BLOODY DOINGS. . .;,:;, :.. United States Marshal Poole returned from
Tulare at half-past 12 o'clock to-day, appa-
rently but a little the worse for his exciting
experience yesterday with the armed settlers
at Hanford. The only physical injury lie re-
ceived was a bad bruise in the right ankle,
caused by a kick from a Horse. This kick
knocked Mr.Poole down, and itwas at that
moment that the shots were fired. Had he
not : fallen he would certainly have been
killed,for he says that he heard the bullets
passing over his body. The men were dis-
ciplined, and acted under a leader, who, when

Mr.Poole refused to surrender or deliver his
arms, made a sign with a handkerchief,
which brought out at least thirty pis-
tols, all of them, being pointed at
the Marshal at full cock. Hartt was
shot inthe groin, ar.d on receiving the injury

called out to Mr. Poole, "Ihave got my
dose," and fell. The Marshal says that
Hartt and Crow behaved with great coolness
and courage. Evidently they had made up
their minds for the worst, and determined to
sell their lives dearly. They therefore fired
with fatal effect, every shot, it is believed,
hitting its mark. , After the bloody work
had been concluded no one attempted further

to injure the Marshal, who, seeing that it
would be impossible to carry out the object
of his visit in.opposition to more than one

hundred armed and desperate men, agreed
