The latest sensation in police circles is
the reported mysterious disappearance of
two Sergeants of Police, accompanied by
a pair of 'soiled doves.

During the month of April 335 cars

were loaded with freight from fiveship-
ping points in California, and forwarded
to the East. Over 300 of these cars took
their freight aboard at San Francisco.

The tests of the artesian well at the
New CityHall show its capacity is about
*",000 gallons an hour. Pumping at the
rate of 8,000 gallons exhausted the well
this morning, but with 27 strokes of the
engine a minute itgives a steady and undi-
minished outpour of 6,000 gallons.

During the month of April3,424 persons
arrived here by rail, and 2,762 departed.
The arrivals by sea numbered 1,391, and
the departures 673. The net gain by both
routes was 1,380. Among the arrivals by
sea were 611 from China, of which 196
were for Australia and .the . Hawaiian
Islands. The arrivals by rail are the
largest since November last, and, as a con-
gratulatory fact, the gain from China this
year is only 159, while for the same time
last year the gain was 1,419.
