The Presidential Fizht.
FEELING AT WASHINGTON.

WasHINGTON, May 15th.—Although there
is just now something of a lull in public
political movements, speculation continues to
increase in interest among Washington poli-
ticians as the day for holding the National
Republican Convention draws nearer. The
friends of both Graut and Blaine look for-
ward to next Wednesday’s Illinois Conver-
tion with a good deal of anxiety, because if
the third-termers are worsted re, the can-
vass of General Grant receivé® a hard and
perhaps fatal blow. The Grant men, how-
ever, feel cheerful, and claim that Illinois
will instruct her forty-two votes to be cast
for him. They also claim as the results of
the Conventions to be held next week twenty
votes from Alabama, sixteen from Louisiana
and six from Nebraszka, though the Sherman
men also claim that they will secure some
votes in Alabama and Louisiana. Blaine’s
friends feel generally confident, and, indeed,
are inclined to be boastful. They say that
Grant cannot be nominated on the first bal-
lot, and that two-thirds of the Convention
will vote for Blaine on the second. This,
however, is denied by Sherman’s friends,
who think that with Grant out of the way
Sherman will get the bulk of the Grant
vote, rather than that his friends will be ai-
lowed to go to Blaine.

EX-GOVERNOR STANFORD'S OPINION.

NEew Yorg, May 15th.—The Herald inter-
viewed Leland Stanford here yesterday. In
reply to the question, ‘* Is there any organ-
ized opposition to the third term candidacy?”
he said, ‘‘ None at all. The ex-President is
very popular in California, and if he should
be nominated he would get the whole Repub-
lican vote. The Kearney people would di-
vide in such a case, the Democrats voting for
their man for President, and the Republicans
for theirs. But the Kearneyites have had
their day. The Democratic delegates will
go to Cincinnati uninstructed. I think Tilden
is still a great favorite with the Democrats of
the Pacific coast, but local pride will induce
them to present the name of Field. Indeed,
I believe Field would be the strongest Presi-
dential candidate the Democrats could select
to secure the vote of California. He would
make a better canvass than any man they
could put up. The Republicans are stronger
on the Pacific coast than they were four years
ago.”

JOHN TIGHTENS THE WIRES A LITTLE,

New York, May 15th.—The Bulletin says :
Since Secretary Sherman’s visit to New York
it would appear there has been a very urgeut
demand for Assistant Weighmasters in the
Custom House, No fewer than twenty-five,
we are informed, have been imported from
rural districts at a salary of $1,600 per an-
num each. We learn also that quite a large
number of Custom Honse employes have had
the misfortune to have uuncles, aunts, cousins,
etc., so seriously indisposed *‘out West,”
that they have been constrained, from a sense
of social duty, to ask leave of absence. The
article concludes thus: *“ Civil service re-
form is 2 fine thing in theory, but in practice
it looks like pretty much of a humbug.”

A DIVIDED DELEGATION.

Laramie Ciry (Wy. T.), May 15th.—The
Republican Territorial Convention met here
to-day and elected W. A. Carter and M., C.
Brown delegates to the Chicago Convention.
One is for Blaine and the other is for Graut,
but neither was instructed.

GRANT PROBABLY BEATEN.

Cuicaco, May 15th.—Returns from all
counties but three are now in, and the anti-
Grant combination in Illinois will have a ma-
jority in the State Convention, provided the
rezular Cook county delegation is admitted,
as it probably will be.

NEBRASKA REPUBLICANS DIVIDED,

LixcoLN (Neb.), May 15th.—This county,
the largest Republican county in the State,
held a Convention to-day and selected nine-
teen delegates to the State Convention to be
held at Columbus on the 19th instant. The
delegation is divided between Grant and
‘Washburne, and are uninstructed.

Massacre of Prespectors in the Ute Coun-
try.

Cuicaco, May 15th.—The Times this
morning publishes a story from Leadville,
told by John Allendorf to a reporter in that
city, regarding the terrible massacre of white
prospectors en route to the Ute Reservation.
Allendorf says he left his home in Linn
county, Kansas, seven weeks ago, with seven-
teen others, equipped for an expedition in
search of mineral, which they found on the
head-waters of Gunonison river, in rich
placers, which pielded from $2,000 to $4,000
per day. On May 3d, while the party was
widely scattered, the Indians, mounted and
500 strong, galloped down upon the camp
and massacred the whole party, cutting their
bodies into pieces. Allendorf witnessed the
affair from a mountain, whither he had gone
hunting. The Utes carried off all the gold
and the whole outfit. Allendorf escaped,
and walked for several days until he reached
a settlement. He gives the following as the
names of the murdered men: Charles and
John Andrews, Elias Morlan, James Hen-
derson, John and Isaac Detmore, Martin
Fleming, Peter Amberg, Fred and Louis
Stell, Edward Maron, Philip Jackson, Josiah
Warner, Jesse Jerry, Adam Homer and
Julius Terry. Mr. Allendorf confesses that
his story has been discredited by the settlers,
to whom he told it, and who attributed it to
a disordered brain. Telegrams received at
Leadville yesterday report that men coming
from the reservation to Lake City report a
party of twenty-five prospectors corralled on
the Gunnison, and twelve killed. This is
supposed to be Bradbury’s party, which left
Del Norte three weeks ago.

General McKenzie's column is on the way
to the scene. A letter from Saguache says
that the Utes are reported to have killed
twelve miners, forty miles west of that place,
and troops from Fort Garland are en route to
the scene, All these stories are subject to
doubt, and cannot be verified at present, as
the roads are in terrible condition, but it is
believed the Indians are making preparations
for the war-path, and stirring news is ex-
pected soon.

Invading the Utes.

CHICAGO, May 15.—The Times’ Leadville
special says: A company of 100 men will be
organized here Sunday to go into the Ute
reservation. They will be thoroughly armed
and well equipped for the summer. Major
Kline, formerly of the Buck Tail Regiment
of Pennsylvania Volunteers, is leader.

The Whittaker Case.

‘WesT Point, May 15th.—Joseph E. Paine,
the expert in the Whittaker case, was re-
called and testified that there were striking
similarities in one set of papers with the note
of warning. His testimony was in the main
corroborative of the other experts. The
Court-room was filled with dpeople, it being
stated that Whittaker would undergo a se-
vere examination. Cadet Whittaker was
called. In reply to questions, he said that he
had heard before he came to the Academy of
the way in which colored cadets were treated.
The prospect was not encouraging, but he
had in some respects been treated better than
he had expected. A copy of Lieutenant
Flipper’s book on “The Colored Cadet at
West Point” was shown Whittaker, The
beok contained an extract from a letter from
‘Whittaker, in which he spoke of his treat-
ment as ‘*‘bully.” Whittaker eaid the ex-
tract expressed his sentiments at that time.
He thought some colored cadets had been
treated worse than he. When the wrongs

bad some suspicion of cadets Blake and
McDonald, because of their treatment of
him., He had made Blake very angry
by putting on his cap by accident a few
days before. Answering a question, he said
that although this pique of Blake’s would not
move a sensible man to cut and mutilate an-
other, yet it might have blinded him and pre-
judiced him to such an act. He and McDon-
donald had had a fuss while they were
*“ plebs,” and had not been friendly since.
The Recorder asked Whittaker if the letter
he held in his hand was his i\Vhittaker’s).
Whittaker gaid he could not tell until he read
it, and he reached out for it. 'The Recorder
again sharply asked if it was his writing, and
received the same answer. Finally Mr.
Wright, Whittaker’s counsel, took the letter
from the Recorder, and handed it to Whit-
taker, who read it aloud in a dramatic man-
ner. It was a hitter denunciation of the per-
petrators of the outrage upon him, and re-
ferred to West Point in terms of reproach for
allowing such things to be perpetrated. It
was written to a colored man in New-York
city. The Recorder’s action in this matter
created an unfavorable impression and re-
marks, and he (the Recorder) complained of
this to President Mordicai, who said a re-
petition of the same would cause the ejection
from the room of those making them, Whit-
taker acknowledged the authorship of the
letter, and said he clung tenaciously to the
utterances still. The Recorder asked
if the marks on his ears remain, and
he said they did, but were slight. In
a further cross-examination, he showed only
slight discrepancies with his former state-
ments. He was questioned closely as to his
handkerehiefs, his knife, his doors, pillows,
etc., and answered all questions freely, He
described the third cadet, but said he had no
suspicion who he was. He was taller than
MeDonald and smaller than Blake. The Re-
corder asked how he could justify himself by
bringing the names of McDonald and Blake
into disrepute. Whittaker replied, ‘ You
asked me, ana I have a right to tell you
whom I suspect.” He had never mentioned
them before, and no one had suggested that
he do it, not even his counsel. The Recorder
read the reports of the experts, both ¢f whom
fixed on the hand-writing of Whittaker ae
the writing of the person who wrote the note
of warning. The reports of the experts bore
heavily against Whittaker. Expert South-
worth testifies in his report very circnmstan-
tially, showing that the note of warning was
written on the same paper as that on which
Whittaker wrote to his mother, and in fact
on a part of the same sheet upon which he
had started to write. Southworth, and every
one of the five experts, identified the writing
as Whittaker’s, Three of them were very
positive, The conclusion created a great sen-
sation,

The Milton Fire—A Prosperous Town

Reduced to Ashes.

SuNBURY (Pa.), May 15th.—The scene at
Milton this morning beggars deseription.
Nothing remains except the black and deso-
late ruins of a once prosperous town. People
spent last night in lofts of the nail works and
planing mills. The number of buildings de-
stroyed was 666. The vaults of the banks
are uninjured. The people of the town are
almost entirely destitute. Provisions have
been pouringin from the snrrounding country.
The man burned is identified as Mr. Angey,
eighty-five years old. He was attempting to
save the stable of the Poer House, Mrs.
Sticker died during the night from fright.
The fire originated from sparks from a saw
will attached to the car works. The prin-
cipal losses are: William Raber, tanner,
$135,000; Henry Schrober, $75,000; Academy
of Music, $30,000; car shop, $200,000 (in-
surance, £70,000) ; Huff House, $35,000 (in-
surance, $15,000) ; United States Hotel, $10,-
000; Broadway House, $20,000; Cyrus
Brown, druggist, $30,000; A. L. Wagner,
$80,000 (insurance, $40,000) ; Swartz’s marble
yard, $15,000 ; J. F. Gouger & Son, clothiers,
$20,000 ; P. Brown, butcher, $20,000 (uo in-
surance); ex-Senator Bond, $20,000. Churches
destroyed : Reformed, $18000; Catholic,
$10,000 ; Baptist, $15,000; Methodist $15,-
000 ; Coyenanters’ Evangelican Presbyterian,
$10,000. The insurance companies’ losses are
as follows: American, of Philadelphia,
$100,000 ; Girard, 875,000 ; Pheenix, of Lon-
don, $50,000; Lycoming, $100,000; Fire
Association, of Philadelphia, $29,000 ;
Farmers’, of New York, $25000; Franklin,
840,000 North American, $40,000; Altna,
$125,000, and two Dauville Mechanics’, $13,-
000. The aggregated loss is estimated at
$600,000.

RELIEVING THE DESTITUTE.

Abraham Angeny was killed, and several
persons slightly injured. This place has been
crowded with people all day. At noon hun-
dreds gathered around the planing mill, where
food was distributed by the Relief Commit-
tee. Several car-loads of provisions arrived
during the day. A telegraphic order was re-
ceived from the Treasurer of the Philadelphia
Relief Committee for $5,000, and promising
more, and from Colonel McClure, authorizing
the proper persons to draw on the Times for
$750. Two hundred and fifty tents, for-
warded by Governor Hoyt, were erected in
the fields. Four car-loads of people went to
Watsontown to spend the night. Food was
again distributed at the planing mill this
evening, and persons worth thousands yester-
day accepted the charitable relief this even-
ing. Men have been at work tearing down
the crumbling ruins at the fire,

DASTARDLY DEEDS.

This evening intense excitement was caused
by two attempts to rekindle the fire. A
bundle of rags, saturated with coal oil, was
placad at the back door of the Gresh House,
a wooden hotel, and the only one left in the
town. When discovered it had set fire to the
house. Another attempt was made to fire
the old Catawissa depot, in the southern
part of the town. As soon as these discov-
eries were made the people were in a frenzy.
Much help will be necessary before the peo-
ple can relieve themselves. Huundreds of
people—men, women and children—are
houseless and penniless. Medical supplies
and clothing for males and females of all
ages is much needed. Large contributions of
money are also deemed necessary to aid the
people to re-establish themselves. Contribu-
tions sent there to R. M. Frick, Cashier of
the Milton National Bank, or John M.
Caldwell, of the First National Bank, will
reach the sufferers. All food and clothing
should be sent to the Relief Committee,

FRIGHT OF THE CITIZENS.

Mivton, May 15th.—A reward of 8600 has
been offered for the apprehension of the in-
cendiaries who attempted again to fire the
town. On the news becoming known that
the attempt had been made, much confusion
ensued, and the people seemingly. became
wild from fear and excitement, and many
whose property was saved yesterday packed
up their goods and prepared for flight in case
of another fire. Colonel Head, of Williams-
port, with two companies of militia arrived
to-night, a temporary Postoffice was erected,
and mail deliveries resumed. Some leading
business men have rented rooms, and others
will commence rebuilding on Monday. Dis-
patches received from different sections of the
country offered to lend aid. The local relief
committee’s appeal to the public says : ** The
fire swept with total destruction, in five hours,
over an area of a mile wide, compactly built,
covering the entire business and best builg
portion of the town, iucluding churches,
stores, banks and manufactories, involving a
loss of about $2,000,000 ; insured only to the
extent of $500,000,

FOREIGN NEWN,

Review of the Mistakes of Gladstone’s
Regime,

NEw Yorg, May 15th.—The Tribune’s Lon-
don special says: This has been an unlucky
week for the Government. Three separate
events have considerably impaired its pres-
tige—Sir William Harcourt’s defeat, Mr.
Fawcett’s enforced retraction of his mistaken
charge against the late Ministry, and Mr.
Gladstone’s apology to Austria. Sir William
Harcourt’s defeat is really of little couse-
quence, and was due partly to his personal
unpopularity and partly to the thirstiness of
the Oxford electors and the good quality of
Hall's beer. Nothing is yet settléd respecting
Sir William Harcourt’s future seat, but there
are plenty offering. Mr. Fawcett’s mistake
arose from trusting unofficial information,
though proceeding from the India office. He
spoke needlessly, without acquainting Lord
Hartington of his intention, and rightly as-
serted the existence of a deficiency, but he
wrongfully accused the ministers of having
knowledge of that deficit before the elections.
Harrington immediately informed Fawcett
that he was mistaken, and insisted that he
should publish a letter acknowledging the
error, which Mr. Fawcett did in grudging
terms, making a bad impression.

Mr, Gladstone was vastly surprised on dis-
covering that his letter to Count Karalyi was
regarded as too submissive. He attached
slight importance to the apologetic portion,
especially as it was not telegraphed before he
had extracted the important pledge from
Austria that she would not attempt to go
bevond the limits prescribed in the Berlin
Treaty in the Balkan Peninsula. He still
insists that his excuses to the Emperor only
express his regret for ufterances based on
alleged words which he now finds were
unspoken. He repudiates the notion that he
forgot the dignity of a British Prime Minis-
ter. Nevertheless the Liberal journals defend
their chief only feebly, the general feeling
among Liberals being one ot regret that Mr.,
Gladstone allowed himself to use expressions
capable of a derogatory interpretation. The
Tory journals have been filled all the wesk
with passionate denunciations of Mr. Glad-
stone for bringing abject humiliation on
England. Thesame journals reproduce many
columns of continental comments, mostly un-
favorable to Mr. Gladstone, many asserting
that never before was a similar apology wrung
from the chief of a great nation. Mr. Glad-
stone’s friends say that a better impression
will be produced when Count Karalyi's letter
i3 published, and admit the mistake of not
publishing both together. Meantime the
Austrian semi-official journal is engaged in
endeavoring to prove that the supposed pledge
from Austria was invalid, alleging that this
was a purely private correspondence between
Count Karalyi and Mr. Gladstone, and de-
nying that the Austrian Premier was a party
to the transaction. Still less is Austria her-
self bound by the expression of Count
Karalyi’s opinion. The English Government
will not tolerate this evasion, and is deter-
mined to hold Austria to her Embassador’s
declaration.

The American’s Lost Boats Hesrd From.

Loxpox, May 15th.—Three of the five miss-
ing boats of the mail steamer American,
which foundered on the passage from Cape
Good Hope for South Africa, were picked up
on the 24th and 25th of April by the Ameri-
can bark Emma F. Harriman, Captain Up-
ton, from Accra for Winnebash. in- latitude
three degrees, thirty minutes north, and
longitude nine west. The bark transferred
the people to the steamer Coanza, which
landed them at Grand Bassin. The British
steamer Senegal took them aboard for Grand
Canary Island, on reaching which place the
Senegal strack on a sunken rock, and was
run ashore. All on board were saved, except
John Paterson, who was drowned by the boat
capsizing.

The Tay Bridge Inquiry.

LoxpoN, May 15th.—The ninth of the
fallen girders of the Tay bridge has been
lifted from tke water. There was an expan-
sion joint at the north end of this girder, and
the condition of the iron-work, together with
the fact that part of the permanent roadway
on the adjoining span was torn away, indi-
cates that the bridge first gave way at the
south end.

Havana, May 15th.—The so-called insur-
gent Major-General Maeste and Chief Mar-
tinerez, with four officers, have surrendered
in the jurisdiction of Remedio, and all have
left the island. Ten other individuals sur-
rendered in the same jurisdietion.

The Colored Cadet — Whittaker Inter-
viewed—The Outlook.

West Point, May 16th.—In an interview
to-day Whittaker states that last evening he
was invited to General Schofield’s house, the
latter saying he had sent for him to say that
there was considerable hard feeling against
him, and asked him it he had nothing more
to tay, or wished to make any confession, and
if he did that it would be a good time to do
it. Whittaker replied that he had nothing
turther to say ; that he had told all he knew
and it was the truth, and if he had not told
the truth and desired to confess anything,
General Schofield wounld be the. first man he
would go to, on account of the General’s uni-
form kindness towards him. Whittaker said
the General advi ed him to collect the letters
he had written lately, because in that way
it might be possible to ascertain who it
was that had simulated his handwriting.
He said the General told him he had his best
wishes, and Whittaker judges from that re-
mark that the General believes he is innocent,
or he never would have said it. Whittaker
was asked how he accounted for some of the
discrepancies in his statements, and he said
he could not account for them. He argued
that the presence of discrepancies showed
that he was honest, for, said he, *‘If 1 had
invented the story I would have learned it by
heart, and there would have been no discrep-
ancy.” He was asked how it was that he
never noticed that the writing in the note of
warning was like his own. He said he had
never thought of it, and if he had written it

he would not have exhibited it to
four or five persons. He was asked
what he thought of the expert’s dis-

covery that both of the sheets were of
one paper. He said that did not amonnt to
anything, because the cadets use the same
kind of paper, and that he wanted to say that
he found the note of warning in his chair by
the side of bis table in the evening. He was
in the habit of tearing whole sheets into
halves to write on, and the person who wrote
the note might have come to his room and
taken the piece of his paper, and with many
samples of his handwriting before hign might
have forged the note.

General Schofield says as the report of the
Court is to be presented to him he does not
want to say anything on the subject. Any
reports of fears of disorderly action by the
cadets against Whittaker are premature, as
it is the understanding among them to allow
the Court to take care of the whole case.

Professor Greener still claims that Whit-
taker is innocent, and says he has some im-
portant points which he intends to make
known over his own signature, but not to
the Court.

Advices from Panama.

Panama, May 7th.—The United States
steamer t;I‘ennem.',e arrived at I%x;p(}::{:rﬁll %n
the 4th, bringing as passenger Ern iech-
man, Unitegm gutes Minister Resident in
Colombia. On the 5th instant this gentle-
man, In company with the United States
Consuls at Aspinwall and Panama, paid a
formal visit to the President of the State,
Damass Cervera. Diechman employed the
principal portion of his time in con-
demning the canal project, which was
undertaken by Europeans, and assured
the President that the institntionl&
language and sovereignty of Colombia woul
be destrodyed by the muititudes of French-
men and Englishmen who would flock to
the country with the commencement of work
on the canal. His explanation of the coaling
station matter was unsatisfactory, and the
result of the whole interview, as far as its
effects on the President and Secretaries were
concerned, was exceedingly unfavorable. The
President of the State or agent of the National
Government, by telegraph from Bogota on the
20th of April, received orders to intimate to
commanders of the United States war vessels
Adams and Kearsarge that if they still re-
mained in the territorial waters of Colombia,
to suspend surveys and other operatious in
whieh they are engaged in the Laguns de
Chiriqui and the Golfo Dulce, and from the
latter bay the Adams should retire immedi-
ately, as there are in i no ports which have
been opened to commerce, according to the

customs regulation of the Republic. When
the steamer American

repcrt was currert there that 2,000 men had
left Bogota for the Isthmus, and were
daily expected a2t Barrarquilla. The pur-
pose f their visit was not stated, but it was
supposed to have some relation to the coaling
station business, which the Colombian Gov-
ernment is evidently disposed %o resent in the
form in which it has been attempted. The
occupation of the Laguna de Chiriqvi and
Golfo Dulce by American war vessels was a
theme of general conversation in Carthagena
and neighboring coast towns, as well as the
interior, ~
