THE WHITTAKER DENOUEMENT.
-

The .Whittaker case has taken an en-
tirely new and unexpected turn. The ex-
perts who have been examining the hand-
writing of the cadets have

- unanimously
agreed that the note of warning found in
Whittaker's room was written by himself.
The way in which this conclusion is ledup
to and supported appears to leave no room
for doubt that the alleged outrage was

committed by Whittaker upon himself,

sou the almost inevitable deduction is
that he planned the whole affair in order
to bring disgrace upon the Academy of
West Point, in revenge for the ill-treat-
ment which he had undoubtedly been sub-
jected to. .While this discovery must at

once and forever extinguish all Whit-
taker's hopes of a career, and result inhis
merited expulsion, it does not, how-
ever, affect the significance of the testi-
mony which in the course of this inquiry
has revealed the cruel proscription and
persecution to which colored cadets at

West Point appear to be invariably ex-
posed. Whittaker may be himself unde-
serving of any sympathy. He may be a
false and dishonorable schemer. But the
fact remains that he was impelled to the
folly which has ruined him by a course of
treatment such as no white cadet has ever
had to endure,, and such as migh

demoralize the character of a white
cadet as well as a black one. We
have heretofore expressed the opinion
that it is unreasonable to fly out
against the white cadets for their conduct
towards their colored fellows, since it is
undeniable that no intimacy is as a rule
permitted to exist between white and col-
ored men inthe world. A-d if therefore
itappears impossible to secure for colored
cadets that social equality which is indis-
pensable '\u25a0-. to :the proper development of
their characters, it would seem the most
rational course to abandon the well-meant
but ill-fated endeavor to amalgamate the
races in the military academy. -;No doubt
this is a hardship 'in one sense to the col-
ored people. Perhaps it would afford them
ground for protest on the strength of the"
Constitutional Amendments. But if they
\u25a0were wise and-" self-respecting we do not

think they would care to insist upon their
technical rights in such a case, seeing that
to do so wouldonlyentail upon their repre-
sentatives at West Point a continuance
of X' the ill treatment which all, col-
ored cadets thus far have ;had to bear.
No doubt there are many who will
assert that the illiberal . ideas of
the white cadets ought not to be toler-
ated, ,but that the Government should
compel . the admittance of the colored
cadets to absolute social equality. To any
such

'
argument it may be said that since

j*hitherto no means have been found whereby
the absolute social equality of colored peo-

: ple
'generally :can ;. be secured, it is mere

\u25a0 1 nonsense to imagine that what;has proved
impracticable everywhere else can be com-

• passed by legislative ;enactment at :West
"- Point. It is possible that the prejudice

complained of willbe outgrown, and ifit
is there willno longer exist .any rational
objection .'to the appointment of colored

, cadets. Bat until it disappears from the
V, country outside of West Point it must be

'". expected '. to flourish there, and;since the
forcing of colored cadets into the academy
onlyentails suffering and possible ruin upon
themselves, we cannot see why,thinking

THE RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE TULARE
COUNTY MURDERS.

The Mussel Slough settlers have under-
taken to assert that the Southern Pacific
Railroad Company is 'responsible for the i

murders recently
'

committed in conse- |

[uence of their lawless resistance to the
authority of the United States. They
have passed' impudent resolutions to this
effect, and have had the audacity to send
them

'

to Washington, while at the same
time they repeat their declaration that
they willnot yield to ; the

"
law. It;

-
is

therefore necessary to inform the . public
that the whole responsibility for the mur-
ders rests upon these men ; that they have
no shadow of justification for their high-
handed defiance of the law; \u25a0 that ]they,
possess no title to the name of "set-"tiers," as it is commonly understood ;
that they are, and have been from: the
first, squatters who knowingly went upon
and occupied lands belonging to the
Southern Pacific ,Railroad Company ; and
that they have in fact :had no reason to
complain of the treatment they have re-

eived from the corporation, but on the
contrary have been throughout dealt with
far more moderately than their own con-
duct warranted. These men occupied
the lands they are now holding ille-
gally and by force, with full knowledge
that the territory belonged to the railroad
company. They have ever since refused to
recognize the title of the -company, and
they have organized an armed league for
the express purpose of resisting the lawsof
the land, and defeating the just claims of
the lawful owners of the land. It is a

shame and disgrace to the State that their
.ction . should be,, defended by journals

iwhich pretend to be conducted inthe inter-
ests of society, and that the utter and fla-
grant illegality of

'
their proceedings from

the first should be ignored or condemned,
and the present situation should be dis-
cussed as a subject forcompromise. The
titleof the railroad company tothe Mussel
Slough land is indisputable. Rut the so-
called Settler's League has undertaken to
dictate to the company at what price it
should dispose of its property, and has
forciblyresisted every attempt made to put
the legitimate owners inpossession. Their
contempt for the laws of the country has
even led to the violent death of seven
men, five being members of their law-

less League, and two being men who
had bought land from the com-
pany, and who were about to be put
in possession of it by the United States
Marshal. The truth is that the settlers
have no case whatever, and that the undi-
vided responsibility for these seven homi-
cides rests upon their shoulders. They
had no right to organize for the purpose of
holding the lands in the teeth of the law.
In taking that step they outlawed them-
selves, and proclaimed themselves brigands
and bandits. They had no ri?ht to attack
the United States Marshal with force and
arms, and*if in committing this violation
of the laws they had allbeen killed, their
heirs could not have demanded any re-
dress. They have set out upon a pro-
gramme of violence and illegalitywhich
deprives them of every claim to the sym-
pathy of law-abiding people, and they
have even in their insolent misrepresen-
tation of the facts reaffirmed their deter-
mination to disobey the laws.

We call attention to a letter fromJudge
Delos Lake, in this connection. Judge
Lake is the attorney for the Southern Pa-
cificRailroad, and he has had the direction
of the legal proceedings which have been
interrupted by the late horrible slaughter.
He gives a brief but perfectly clear state-
ment of the case, showing that the assump-
tion of mysterious equities on the part of
the Leaguers is wholly without founda-
tion, and that the position of the so-called
settlers is altogether false and untenable.
He says: /fit is urged by the so-called
"League tnat the railroad company is
"oppressively attempting to drive honest"

settlers from their homes. Itis not true
"that these persons are in any just sense

"entitled to be called 'settlers 'on these
"lands. They took possession in open de-"

fiance of the wellknown fact that the
"lands had been granted to the railroad

company, and it is simply preposterous
"to include them inthe class of persons

"that was invited to settle on the lands
"with a promise that when patents were
"issued they should have the option to
"purchase*' But notwithstanding the
absence of any equitable claim on the part
of these men to the special terms offered
by the company to such settlers as came
on the land recognizing the corporation
title to it,it is in evidence that they have
repeatedly been offered the most reasonable
terms if they would abandon their illegal
attitude and recognize their responsibil-
ities. They have refused all these offers,
however. They have maintained their
right to make the terms, and what they
have proposed was utterly incapable of
being accepted without abandoning the

company's rights altogether. \ It is in fact
a very flagrant case of squatting, and as
such itought to be discussed. Itis an at-

tempt of a number of men who have com-
bined for the purpose to defraud the South-
ern Pacific Railroad Company out of the
just value of lands granted to that com-

pany by the United States Government
longbefore these people occupied it. Be-
cause there are enough of them to combine
they have imagined that they could over-
ride the laws, and itmust not be concealed
that they have been encouraged :in their
lawlessness by a portion of the . press,
which has treated their action as though

ACCIDENTS FROM FOOLHARDINESS.

Within the past fortnight two serious
accidents have occurred indifferent parts
of the country \u25a0 from

foolhardiness. In

both these cases the victims were tamper-
ing with condemned loaded shells, which
exploded with disastrous consequences. It
does not seem that in either case there
was any ground for supposing that the
shells were harmless, but they were never-
theless handled exactly as though theyhad
been known to be .unloaded. In one case

some men undertook to break up loaded
shells by putting them on an anvil and
striking them with a sledge-hammer. , la
the other case a man, having found that a
shell was loaded, deliberately introduced a
lighted match into its cavity. The natural
result followed in;each case. The shells
exploded, and carried death and destruc-
tion all around. :It-is difficultto under-
stand how such supreme idiots as these
men could have livedto the age they had
reached, judging from these evidences of
their imbecility. We should have expect-
ed them to take their departure very early

inlife, froma tendency to regard gunpow-
der and dynamite as eligible fuel, or from
a habit of peering down the barrels of
loaded guns. Evidently they were of tho
kind marked out bynature for elimination,
and it would be absurd to pretend the
least regret for the removal of creatures so
obviously unfitted to live. ""\u25a0' v

KEARNEY'S LAST CHANCE.
'

A dispatch from San Diego appears to
destroy Kearney's last chance of escaping
from the

'
House of Correction. The only

plausible point in his appeal to the Su-
preme Court consisted in the allegation
that the ordinance under whichhis prose-
cution was had was published but four
times, instead of the legal number of five
times, in the American Flag, which was
then the official paper of San Francisco
cityand county. D. 0. McCarthy, now
of San Diego, but formerly the publisher
of the American Flag inSan Francisco, is
now said to have examined the files of the
paper, of which he alone possesses a com-
plete copy, and to have found that the
ordinance in question was published five
times, as required by law. If this state-
ment is correct it would seem that Kear-
ney's counsel had fouud a mare's nest, and
that the Supreme Court would be very
unlikely to reopen the case inhis behalf.

A LAWYER'S STATEMENT OF THE
TULARE TROUBLE.

Eds. Alta:Idesire to correct several
misrepresentations that have gone before
the public in relation to the so-called
Tulare county land troubles. This willbe
best done by a brief narration of facts :

The company paid no attention to these

violent demonstrations, but quietly prose-
cuted their legal remedies to final judg-
ment. In August last the cases were tried
before the United States Circuit Court,
and after full hearing and consideration,
judgment was rendered in favor of the
railroad company for the recovery of the
lands sued for.

The cases were not decided untilDe-
cember, and the judgments were not en-
tered until January of the present year.

Inorder to stay the issuing of execu-
tions on appeal, itwas necessary that the
appeal should be taken, and bonds given
for rents and profits within ten days after
judgment. Inorder to accommodate the
defendants, the time for perfecting appeals
was from time to time extended, and not
untilallintention of applying .was aban-
doned were executions .placed inthe Mar-
shal's hands, and then onlyinsix cases,
being cases in which contracts for sale of
the lands had been made to thirdpersons,
and whom the company was legally
bound to place inpossession.
Itis quite evident that the fact of exe-

cutions having been issued was instantly
communicated to the militaryorganization,
for when the Marshal appeared in the
neighborhood to execute the writs, accom-
panied by two of the purchasers, whom he
was directed to place in possession of three
of the tracts of

*

land
"recovered, he was

confronted and attacked by an organized
body of men, armed with rifles or other
weapons. , While the Marshal's life was
spared, one of his companions (Mr. Crow)
was brutallykilledoutright, and the other
(Mr. Hartt) was mortally wounded, and
has since died.
