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DOMESTIC NEWS. XX
The San Francisco Quarantine Question.
[Special to the Record-Union.]

Washington, May 18th.— Representative
Horace Page has to-day received an interest-
ing letter from the Secretary of War in re-
sponse to one in which he invited the De-
partment's co-operation in his movement to
procure a part of some land inSan Francisco
bay for quarantine purposes. Secretary
Ramsey embodies in his letter, withan ex-
pression of approval, the following telegram
from General McDowell:

"
Isee by to-day's

dispatches that steps are to be taken to set
off some portion of the public lands in San
Francisco bay to be used by the city author-
ities for quarantine puposes, and that
Angel Island is suggested as the most
suitable station. Ibeg leave to rep-
resent that there are several grave objections
to the use of Angel Island, both as effecting
the military service and the city of San
Francisco. Astation can be had on Goat
Island, Peninsular Island, 'or, best of all,
near Lime Point, between that point and
Point Covello, where there is a delightful
shelter, water and old buildings not now used
by the military." Secretary Ramsey con-
tinues :

"
With reference to your inquiry as

to the authority of this Department to grant
the use of a portion of Goat Island or Angel
Island for the purpose indicated, Ibeg to
state that the Attorney-General, inanopinion
May 13,1809. holds that the Secretary of War
cannot convey to any person any interest
in land belonging to the UnitedStates except
inpursuance of an act of Congress expressly
or impliedly authorizing him to do so, and
that under this opinion an act of Congress
willbe necessary to authorize me to grant the
use of any lands of the War Department to
the city of San Francisco for quarantine pur-
poses." In accordance with the above sug-
gestion respecting tbe land near Lime Point
Mr.Davis willhave his billamended by the
House Committee, to whom itwas last week
referred, so as to relate to the main land as
wellas the islands.

The Colorado Water Proposition.
[Special to the llbcord-Union. J

Washington, May 18th.— While the agri-
cultural appropriation billwas under consid-
eration in the House to-day, the Chairman of
the Public Lands Committee, at the instance
of Representative Belford, offered an amend-
ment appropriating $20,000 to enable the
Commissioner of Agriculture to sink two ex-
perimental artesian wells inColorado, east of
the Rocky Mountains. Sparks, of Illinois,
immediately raised a pointof order that it
was not germane tothe bill,but the Chairman
of the Committee of the Whole (Hooker, of
Massachusetts) overruled the point of order.
Belford then took the floor and characterized
Sparks' opposition as

"
a small business." He

said he (Belford) had yesterday supported a
billappropriating $9,000,000 to improve the
Eastern rivers and harbors, and now when
the West came forward and asked an appro-
priation of only $20,000 to demonstrate the
existence of water in its arid regions, that
gentleman rose in his place and objected.
Hutching, of New York, asked Belford where
he found any warrant inthe Constitution for
such an appropriation, whereupon Belford,
walking rapidly down the aisle and crossing
the space in front of the Speaker's table to-
ward the Democratic side, replied with char-
acteristic enthusiasm that he found the war-
rant in the fact that the Government owned
this land, and it was its solemn duty to make
itfitfor human habitation. He immediately
added, good-humoredly, but with great earn-
estness,

"
no honest man can object to such an

appropriation." This elicited laughter and
applause on both sides of the House. Pend-
ing further debate the Committee of the
Whole rose inpursuance of the previous order,
but it is thought the amendment will be
adopted tomorrow.

.Grain Exports—Ruling Prices.
New York,May

—
The Bulletin prints

a table of grain exports from Atlantic ami
Western ports, from which it compiles the
following: For the month of April the total
export of wheat from those port-

—including
flour reduced to wheat was 11,114,885 bush-
els, against 8,083,480 bushels for the same
month in 1870, so that, notwithstanding the
speculative check to shipments, the exports
for the last month exceed those of April,
1879, by 2,131,485 bushels. Including the
Pacific exports, the total export of wheat and
flour from July Ist and to May Ist reaches
151,050,301 bushels, against 124,180,583 bush-
els for the same period of 1878-9— an increase
of 21.6 per cent. During thf>se ten months
Western wheat has averaged 5125 per bushel,
against 81 07 for the same time in81878-9
showing an increase in price of 18 cents per
bushel

—while < California wheat has averaged
81 15, against $1 03 for the preceding year.
Applying the same statistical facts to flour,
we find that Western flour has averaged $5 93
per barrel, against 85 27 the preceding year,
an advance of 67 cents, while the rise
in California .has been only 21 cents.
The total value of the exports of wheat and
flour from the United States for ten months
amounts to the extraordinary figures of
$185,732,596, against $132,250,887. f0r the cor-
responding months of 1878-79. Compared
with last year, which was one of unprece-
dented grain shipments, the value of wheat
and flour exported during the last tenmonths
exhibits an increase of $53,500,000. If we
compare, however, with the average ofprevi-
ous years, the gain is still more important.
Taking ,the five years preceding the last,
which included two years of liberal export,
we find that the' shipments forthe ten months
averaged 82,309,730 bushels, or 12,400,000
bushels less than for the ten months ending
with the 30th ultimo. These facts are highly
suggestive. They indicate the importance of
the shrinkage of the volume ot the national
exports that may be expected to occur in the
event of an averag- harvest in Europe, and
of the very low prices for wheat that would
arise under such

' circumstances, along with
the surplus of over .100,000,000 bushels of
wheat beyond the exportrequirements.'

Tbe Rrported Hie Massacre.
Los Pisos Agency (Col.), May 16th —The

reported massacre by White-river Utes of
Bradbury's party of prospectors from Del
Norte is disbelieved. .. Chief Ouray has no
confirmation. ActingAgent Sherman, under
orders from the Department, and at Ouray's
request, followed the party nine miles up the
north fork of Gunnison to warn them off the
reservation and of the danger they were in-
curring. He found it impossible to overtake
them, ,as

'they were evidently making for
Eagle river. _ Several days previous to his
arrival at their abandoned camp, at the junc-
tion of Water and Gunnison rivers, a parley
of some kind occurred, as the Indians report
that Bradbury's party claimed to be Mor-
mons, bound for Utah,' though traveling in
an opposite direction. Dr.McKenzie's scout,
Gibson, is here, but does not report any for-
ward movement of. troops. The Gunnison
country is now swarming withprospectors.

Politics in Illinois—Prospects Good for a

Harmonious Convention.
Springfield, May 18th.— A caucus was

held to-night by the Grant delegates, and 85
counties responded to the call. Adispatch
from E. B. Washburne was read, urging his
friends to support General Grant.

The State Central Committee held a very
harmonious meeting this evening, with allthe
members present but two. Itwas decided
that A. M.Jones, Chairman of the Commit-
tee, should call the Convention to order to-
morrow, and nominate as temporary Chair-
man Greene- B.Raum, Commissioner of In-
ternal Revenue. Aresolution was then un-
animously adopted that none of the contest-
ing delegations be admittedto the floor of the
hall, but be given tickets to the galleries, and
the tickets for the remaining seating capacity
of the hall be equally divided among mem-
bers of the committee. It was also decided
to depart from the usual programme, on ac-
count of the contest in Cook county. In-
stead of calling the delegates together
at 10 a. m. by Congressional districts,
M slia') to select district delegates
and members of the different committees, all
districts but the First and Third, which lie
partly in Cook county, will meet at 10
o'clock and select only their members of the
Committee on Credentials. This plan gives
satisfaction to everybody, and no business
willbe transacted until the contest in Cook
county is settled. Ifthe usual plan had been
adopted at first, three districts would not
have been represented on the different com-
mittees until their business was transacted.
Under the programme adopted, the Conven-
tion willorganize, districts will report, a
Committee on Credentials be appointed, and
a recess willprobably be taken. When the
report of the committee is presented and dis-
posed of, another recess willbe taken to allow
the districts to meet, so that a two days'
Convention now seems inevitable. The fair-
ness displayed by the Grant majority on the
State Central Committee in making these ar-
rangements indicates that the Convention
willbe a harmonious one.

The Blame delegates and visitors held a
public meeting to-night, which was largely
attended. Itwas decided to unite with the
Washburne men in the Convention, and de-
mand the admission of the FarwellHall dele-
gates from Cook county. A committee was
appointed to confer with a like committee
from the Washburne meeting.

The Washburne delegates met at the same
time, none but delegates and alternates being
admitted. The Washburne men claim to
have had 85 delegates present, and that they
have 110 inall. They decided to act with the
Blame men, and appointed a Committee of
Conference. These committees met, and re-
ported to the meetings that they have agreed
upon a plan for presenting the claims of the
Farwell Hall delegates to the Convention,
and had appointed prominent men from dif-
ferent parts of the State to represent them on
the floor of the Convention.
Alleged Bribery in Connection withTex-

as-Pacilir Kailroad Land Vrant.
New York, May 18th.— The Times says :

Anemploye of the Census Bureau has ad-
dressed to the Chairman of the Committee
onPacific Railroads some very strong alle-
gations inregard to the means employed to
secure the Texas-Pacific corporation the land
grant extension, which is now being sought
from Congress. He claims to have evidence
to show that $90,000 in cash acd $100,000 in
first-mortgage land-grant bonds were paid to
Senators for votes to pass the Land Grant
billin the Upper House in July last, and
that a million dollars' worth of land grant
bonds were civided for a similar purpose
among members of the House. On the 3d of
March the bill finally passed, and the Texas-
Pacific scheme has been so fertilea source of
lobbying and wire-pulling in Congress as to
give a certain interest in all probability to
the charges now made.
