SENATOR BOOTH ON THE CANAL.

Senator Booth made a bright and elo-
quent speech in presenting the report of
the Sau Francisco Board of Trade on the
question of the interoceanic canal, but itis
very doubtful whether his suggestions re-

garding the methods of constructing the
canal are not too far in advance of the age
to be accepted as practical He thinks
that the matter is too important to be left

'.to private enterprise, and that it ought-
either to be taken in hand by a syndicate

\u25a0of Governments, constructed at interna-
tional expense, and then presented to the
worldas a free canal ; or that the United
States ought to build it alone, and allow
the world to use it freely during time of
peace, reserving the right to close it inthe

• event of a war. We are.afraid that it
would not be possible to get foreign powers
to recognize the statesmanship of the first
of these propositions. We fear that they
wouldbe too sordid to appreciate the sub-
limity of the conception, and that they
would demur to the idea of taxing
their subjects for the benefit of the
human race. Nor does it seem to us that
the second proposition is much more
feasible, for if the United States were to

go into the business of canal-building, it
\u25a0 would require more responsibility than at
present resides inour Government to pre-
vent the undertaking from being converted
into the most colossal job of this or any

other age. When Lesseps built'the Suez
Canal, though private capital largely fur-
nished the means, and though the facilities
for supervision were much greater than
could possibly be availed of with us, the
actual cost exceeded the estimates by one
hundred per cent. What then sholild we
have to expect when Congress controlled a
similar work, and when politicalexigencies
had infinitely more to do with it than
engineering science '.' Mr. Booth's sugges-
tions are doubtless magnificent, but they,
are not practical. Nor is it by any means
co clear as he anil the San Francisco
Board of Trade would make it appear,
that the Nicaragua route is the best. If
the question were only one between the
Panama and Nicaragua canal projects,
we are inclined to think that the latter
should take precedence. But there
is also the ship-railway project of Captain
Eads, and we venture to say that no one
who.has carefully examined this proposi-
tion willgive his adhesion unhesitatingly
to cither of the other schemes. The ship-
railway has several very great advantages
over a canal. It is fiftyper cent cheaper,
to begin with. Itis almost independent of
drainage. Itis capable of being developed
to a far greater carrying capacity than any
canal could attain. Itis liable to no such
unforeseen casualties as a Panama canal at
least must be subject to. Before any deci-
sion is come to on this subject we are satis-
fied that the ship-railway ought to be given
a candid and patient examination, for we
are strongly inclined to think that itis su-
perior inallessentials to every project yet
brought forward in this connection.- ________

THE TEXAS PACIFIC BRIBERY CHARGES.
Vague charges of bribery have it seems

been preferred against certain Congress-
men, at present not named, in connection
withthe Texas Pacific subsidy billof 1870.
The nature of the charges, and the charac-
ter and standing of the accusers, are as yet
enveloped ina good deal of obscurity. The
bringing of such accusations at such a time
inevitably raises a suspicion that political
animosity may be at the bottom of the
whole affair. It is a curious commentary
upon our politics that whenever a man is
accused of anything serious during a cam-
paign in which lie is acandidate, or under
circumstances which suggest that he or his
party may be injured, the instinctive ten-
dency ef the public mindis to refuse toput
faith in the allegations. Certainly it is a
peculiar time at which to bring forward
a story of this kind, and if, as is stated,
the alleged bribery bears heavily
'
upon a Republican candidate for
the Presidency, ;the suspicion that
the ' whole.thing is a piece of campaign
calumny willno doubt be greatly strength-
ened. At the same time it willbe felt
that there would not be anything surpris-
ing in the development of bribery in con-
nection wiih> the Texas :and Pacific sub-
sidy, for itis notorious that the wholepre-
ject has been saturated withfraud frontthe
beginning, and that every concession the
company gained = from Congress ;has been
acquired ;in

.
the teeth of. the most ;con-

vincing proof of the invalidityof its claims
upon

'
the Government. ' Whether there is

any truth inthe charges or not remains to
be seen, but even if there is they are pre-
ferred at a very]unfortunate conjuncture,

since the public willbe sure to suspect that
tbis revelation is due solely to partisan en-
mity.

'

THE ELECTORAL COUNT.
\u25a0 Itis stated that the President is strongly
disposed to call anextra session if Congress

adjourns without taking any action upon
the important matter :of the electoral
count. Ithas for some time been believed
that the Democrats were determined to

leave this question in its present unsatis-
factory state. It willb9 remembered that
notwithstanding the danger which threat-
ened the country at the last Presidential
election, nothing has been done to prevent
a repetition of precisely similar embar-
rassments. The reason of this inaction is
plain. The Democrats now control Con-
gress, and they perceive that the absence
of any settled plan of action with regard
to the electoral count may enable them, in
the event of a close election, to seat their
candidate. The spirit of party is thus, as
always, indifferent to the national well-
being, and those who are under its sin-
ister influence are willing to entail any
mischief np^i the country rather than
surrender the chance of a factional
triumph. The presumption is that noth-
ing will be done to settle the question
unless Congress is forced to take ac-
tion, and the course which it is now

said the President contemplates would
probably be the onlyone capable of bring-
ing about a solution. If an extra session
were called, aud a message clearly point-
ing out the necessity of action upon
the electoral count was laid before Con-
gress, it would no longer be possible for
that body to shirk the issue, and it would
also be compelled to decide upon a just
and equitable method of adjustment. It
is not possible to rely upon the tactics
which at the last election saved the coun-
try. Itcannot be believed that the Dem-
crats would again submit the question to
an Electoral Commission, unless, indeed,
they were able to pack that body in their
own interest. It must be remembered
that though on the former occasion the
final decision of the Commission was ac-
cepted, it was at the same time sharply
questioned, and that a large proportion of
the nation has never ceased to believe
that itwas unfairly procured. It is clear,
therefore, that no dependence can be
placed upon any such recourse in the
event of a deadlock, and that lack-
ing any well-considered and perfectly
equitable arrangements, the natural tend-
ency of the majority in Congress to enforce
their own desires would be very apt to
produce a condition of things even more
menacing than existed four years ago. Nor
can it be ignored that the advocates of the
third term proposition have had in view
some such entanglement as is here fore-
shadowed, in all their vague talk about the
peculiar availability of General Grant.
They have asserted that he was the only
man who, if elected, would be sure to see
that he secured his seat. When asked to
explain the meaning of this mysterious
declaration they have declined to do so,
but those who can read between the lines
have no difficultyin understanding that
what is anticipated is the overthrow of the
Democrats inCongress by armed force.

The country has probably had quite
enough revolutionary scares, however.
Four years ago there was a brief period
during which civil war seemed imminent,
and there must be few who have forgotten
the sudden and serious shock which this
apprehension gave to business throughout
the Union. The American people do not
want any more experiences of that kind.
They are not willing that every interest
should be put in jeopardy for no better
purpose than the gratification of party
revenges or ambitions. They long since
demanded that the machinery of the elec-
toral count should be so adjusted and per-
fected as to render fraud and trickery im-
possible, and they will unquestionably
hold to a strict account those who now
endeavor to prevent the settlement of this
vital question while there is yet time. No
doubt there are difficulties in this case, but
there are certainly no insuperable diffi-
culties. The most serious obstacles are
those which faction has reared, and they
can be cleared away without endanger-
ing any national interest. This time the
responsibility rests with the Democrats,
and we are..d:cii*rfcdly'"ot"oyinion"lf,ai'lf
they adjourn now without doing anything
in the premises, it willbecome the duty
of the President to recall them, and force
them to commit themselves one way or the
other in the face of the country. The
Democrats, by their evident reluctance to
act, are st present unconsciously strength-
ening the third-term movement, for they
are promoting a belief that itmay be neces-
sary to nominate some Itepub'ican who can
be relied on even to violate the Con-
stitution rather than suffer himself to bo
fraudulently counted out. This of course
is a very dangerous turn to give to
popular thought, for there are few influ-
ences more fatal to free government than,
that partisan heat which finds in the ex-

cesses of political opponents excuses for
still further usurpations, and which leads
earnest men on insensibly from step to
step, until the landmarks of the Constitu-
tion are altogether lost sight of,and the
form of government is changed for the
worse. Itis the interest of patriotism that
such a danger should be guarded against
before partisan passion has taken too strong
a hold on the masses, for then it may not
be possible to act wisely or effectively. If
President Hayes follows the course which
it is said he favors at this moment, he
willdeserve well of the country, and he
willalmost certainly avert very grave and
menacing evils.

THE TEXT-BOOK QUESTION.
'
So far as can be ascertained the choice of

text-books for the public schools does not
appear to have been governed by any care-'
fulcomparison of the relative merits of the
books. The fact that the McGuffey Read-
ers have been quiteIgenerally selected
proves this, for the McGuffey Headers are
certainly not the best, in a literary stand-
point, tha* were available. Had the Boards
of Education been desirous of furnishing
the schools with the most useful and ap-
propriate Readers they wonld have been
compelled to take the Pacific Coast series
in preference to McGuffey's. No person
whose judgment is of any value, or who is
intellectually competent to form a judg-
ment on such a question, can doubt that
Bancroft's Readers are very much better
adapted to California schools than those
which have generally been chosen. In the
case of San Francisco the choice appears to
have been controlled by corrupt agencies.
At least . this is } the openly-expressed
opinion.of. many sober-minded 1residents
of that city. . The new Constitution, in
giving to the local Boards "; of ;' Education
the duty of choosing text-books,' unques-
tionably diminished the probability, that
intelligent selections wouldbe made. For of
course there is no guarantee whatever for
the competence ofsuch boards in such mat-
ters, and the chances are that they will
be far more .accessible

'

to venal influences
than a State Board of< Education ever was._
This change was ;one fof[tho jimbecilities
with which the framers of the new Consti-

tution so injured the educational system of
the State, and there is scarcely anything
in all their miserable botch work which is
less deserving of pardon. The first prac-
tical result, as now shown by actual ex-
periment, is that the schools are more at
the mercy of the text-book agents than
ever ,before, and that the tendency to
adopt inferior text-books is not onlymore
prevalent, but less amenable to wholesome
protests and remonstrances. As if to com-
plete their mischievous work the Con-
stitution tinkers provided that when once
a set of text-books had been chosen they
must be retained for four years ; thus
rendering it impossible to get rid of bad
books, and at the same. time giving the
publisher's agents an assurance cf perma-
nent arrangements calculated to stimulate
their proselytizing zeal. A worse mess
throughout could not have been devised,
and we have onlybegun to experience the
evils itis so prolificof.

THE COLOMBIAN DIFFICULTY.

Itis alleged by the New York Times
that the Colombian Government has no
justification for its protest against the
establishment of a coaling station at or near
Chiriqui, for that the land proposed to be
used for this purpose is held by an Amer-
ican citizen under a sixty years' lease. We
can hardly believe that the Times supposes
this to be a serious argument against the
attitude of the Colombian Government.
Suppose that an American citizen should
lease a piece of ground on the coast of
England, and should then propose to allow
the United States to establish a coaling
station there, does our contemporary think
the British Government would have no

right to say anything about the project ?
The fact is, or ought to be, quite apparent,
that the United States Government is not
justified in doing tiling of this kind
without first seeking and obtaining the
consent of the Government whose ter-
ritory it is desired to make • use
of; and if an attempt has been
made to establish a coaling station at
Chiriqui without first obtaining the sanc-
tion of the Colombian Government, the
latter is perfectly justified in protesting
against the act as a flagrant breach of in-
ternational .comity, and as an act the like
of which would assuredly never be ven-

tured upon with a strong power. The
very weakness of the Colombian Govern-
ment ought to guarantee iteven an exagger-
ated punctiliousness in questions of this
kind. The United States are far too great
and powerful to be able to afford to bully
or put upon inferior Governments. No
doubt a proper representation of the case
would have obtained us all we wanted in
this case, but there does not seem any
evidence that such representation has been
made. The Colombian difficulty is not
solved by the statement of the Time*, and
thus far ithas the appearance of a discred-
itab'e piece of business on the part of our
Government.

THE ILLINOIS CONVENTION.

The eyes of the country are turned upon
Illinois to-day, and upon the Republican
State Convention about to meet at Spring-
field. Itis at present quite impossible to
tell how the fight will terminate, for the
reports are so contradictory that no de-
pendence can be placed upon them. It
is asserted with absolute confidence that
Blame has the Convention, and that Grant
has it. Nobody can make any really trust-
worthy estimate, for the reason that no-
body knows how the uninstructed dele-
gates will go. They are the unknown
quantity in the problem, and it is because
they are incapable of being placed that
both sides undertake to place them. But
though Illinoismay be the pivotalState, it
is not as inevitable as it appeared months
ago. If Grant cannot carry the State
Convention, indeed, his chances of a
nomination at Chicago willbe worth very
little. But Blame can afford to lose Illi-
nois and yet not be beaten. No doubt the
friends of both candidates willexert them-
selves to the utmost to-day, and as both
have plenty of veteran managers to aid
them the contest willbe a skillful and
determined one. Itis probable that the
orsaniza+ior-of the Convention willgive
the key to the final outcome, but withsuch
wily and experienced contestants this is
not certain.

AN EXCELLENT RECOMMENDATION.

Ata large and influential meeting of the
citizens of Sutter and Yuba counties, on
Monday, it was resolved to recommend the
appointment of Mr. W. H.Parks as di-
rector of that drainage district under the
Debris law. It would have been impos-
sible to make a better nomination than
this, and we trust that Governor Perkins
willmake the appointment so earnestly
solicited by those who are most concerned.
Mr.Parks is a man of remarkable energy,
activity, and sagacity. He lias studied the
debris question as carefully and closely as

any non-professional man in the State. He
is fully identified with the interests of the
section whose residents recommend him,
and he can be relied upon to urge the re-
medial measures provided for in the new
law, with determination and good judg-
ment. His appointment in fact willbe a
guarantee for the faithful testing of the
law, and if the rest of the Board be com-
posed of as good material we shall expect
great t things from it, and we shall enter-
tain no fear of being disappointed.

WorklDgmrn's State Convention— Second
i.'V .. Bay's Proceedings.

San Frascisco, May 18th.— At the morn-
ing session to-day of the State Convention of
|the W. B. C. a minority report of the Com-
mittee on Order of Business came up for con-
sideration, and gave rise to a discussion on
the all-important issue of the sending of del-
egates to the National Convention of the
Greenback-Labor party at Chicago.

The section providing for the election of
four delegates at large to the National Con-
vention was offered a., an amendment to the
report of the committee, and after a spirited
debate was adopted by a vote of 50 to 41. It
was announced by the Chair that the issue
wouldcome before the Convention ina differ-

!ent form for final decision.
I Aresolution calling for the election of two
delegates to the National Convention ineach
of the four Congressional districts was also
presented, but action was deferred until this
afternoon, when the Committee on Blatform
and Resolutions willreport.

Amotion to insert a section in the report
on Order of Business, defining the position to
be assumed by the W. B. C. in the coming
Presidential campaign, was tabled.

Delegates adverse to representation inthe
National Convention argue that the affilia-
tion of the W. B. C. with any political or-
ganization is unconstitutional. Delegates
who favor a fusion with the Greenback
Labor party in the National Convention and
the nomination of a third candidate for tbe
Bresidency, contend that the principles of
the two paities aie identical.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

San Francisco, May 18th.— Conven-
tion reassembled at 2 P. M., Vice-President
Pond in the chair.

Messrs. Buckley an 1 Cremony were ad-
mitted as delegates from the Ninth Ward
Club of San Francisco, Martin Barry from
Contra Costa, and Assemblyman Braunhart
from the German Club of San Francisco
although there was much opposition to the
latter on the ground that he was there in the
furtherance of some job not fullyexplained.
The report of the Committee on Platform,
Constitution and Resolutions was then read
and received, without discharging ,the com-
mittee.

The principal points of the platform and
resolutions are as follows : The platform op-
poses land and other subsidies to corpora-
tions ;favors the taxation of United States
bonds ; demands the abolition of the
contract system in prison labor ; op-
poses the system of fees to officials,
limiting them to legal salaries ;demanding
that labor on the public worksbe on day
wages, and that eight hours constitute a day's
work; favoring compulsory education, the
acquisition of copyright by the State of school
books and their issue to children free of
charge ;pledging the party to support the
present public school system ; demanding
that the Legislature check lobbying and land
monopoly ; demanding the restoration to the
public domain and entry of forfeited railroad
land grants, and no further extension of the
same ; condemning the desert lands bill and
others of a similar nature ;demanding that
the Government make provision for assisting
settlers on unoccupied public lands ;
that the President and Vice-President
of the United States and Postmasters be I
elected by a direct vote of the people ; that j
Congress pass laws regulating fares and
freights ;that stock-gambling be suppressed :
and stock-dealing regulated by law ; that
Court expenses be reduced ; that the contest
between the mining and agricultural interests
should be settled by the State making appro-
priations to enable works to be carried out
that will remedy the grounds of contest ;I
that cities shall own water and gas works ;
that the banking business be delegated to the
Government, and that gold, silver and
paper money be mutually interchangeable;
the enforcement of State control of railroad,

'
water and gas companies; the enfranchise-
ment of women, and a graduated income tax,
and pledging the party to the enforcement of
the law creating a tax for a fund to be loaned
to heads of families desiring to settle on pub-
lic lands.

The constitution provides that the party j
shall be known as the Workingmen's Party
of California, and a component part of the
Labor party of the United States ;that the
members shall pledge themselves to dissolve
all affiliation with other parties and support
the nominees of the W. P. C.;that the Presi-
dents of recognized Clubs in each county
shall constitute an Executive Committee for
such county ;that the executive department
of the paity shall consist of aPresident, Vice-
President, Treasurer and General Secretary ;
that they, in connection with one Presi-
dent from each county, to be elected
by the Executive Committee of that
county, shall constitute a State Ex-
ecutive Committee, eight of whom shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction of
business ;allcandidates for office other than
judicial shall take a pledge to support the
platform of the party and resign when called
upon by a Convention assembled for that
purpose ; the State Executive Committee
shall establish, as soon as possible, a State
Bureau of Labor Statistics ;no member of
the Executive or State Central Committee,
no President, officer or member of any
county committee, and no delegate to any
nominating Convention shall be eligible to
nomination for any office in the giftof the
party, and no delegate toa nominating Con-
vention shall be allowed to resign tor the
purpose of accepting any nomination.

The additional resolutions demand the ab-
rogation of the Burlingame Treaty ;the re-
peal of the national banking law and the ab-
olition of national banks ;that public lands
be held for actual settlers only, and steps
taken to restore to the national domain for
entry all railroad, wagon-road or telegraph
line grants, when the grantees have not
strictly complied with the terms of the
grants ;expressing sympathy with the Mus-
sel Slough settlers in their contest with the
Southern Pacific Railroad, aod demanding
that Congress cancel the grant to the com-
pany and permit the settlers to enter the
lands in question ; protesting against the
location of . land under soldiers' or
sailors' warwants except for bona fide
settlement, as tending to facilitate
fraud ; calling upon the Government
to inquire into the depletion of the national
domain by Spanish grants and soldiers', and
sailors' warrants, and that the grants be can-
celed and the land restored to. the public do-
main for entry ; sympathizing withKearney
