Forsom BrancE PrisoN.—The work of
completing the Branch State Prison at Folsom
has been commenced under the supervisory
charge of architects Cook and Clark of this
city. The last Legislature appropriated $40,-
000 for the work of completing the structure,
providiog heating apparatus, water supply,
etc.. Of the work still to be done it is in-
tended, as far as possible, to have it per-
formed by prison or convict labor. To ar-
range for this class of labor being introduced
upon the work, conveniences for heating pur-
poses and furnishing water for prison uses
and facilities for feeding them will be first
provided, and then such prisoners selected
from San Quentin and put upon the work as
are found to be competent to perform the
work required, those whose terms are nearest
out being given the preference. It is thought
arrangemnents to feed and keep them safely
can be completed within from two to three
months, and then from 60 to 100 convicts
ean be utilized to a saving for the State. The
painting of the prison is at present being
done, and the plastering being next in order.
the question of whether wood or iron lath
shall be used in the walls i3 at present under
consideration by the Board of Directors and
i3 to be decided at their next meeting, to be
held on the 29th instant.

KEARNEY'S OASE.

It Assumes a Greater Importance and
Promises to Become a Leading Case
in the Exposition of Constitu-
tional Rights of Citizens
as to Free Speech.

Kearney’s case was again before the Su-
preme Court in bank at 9 A. w. yesterday.
| For Kearney, Mr. Barbour advanced these

{ S
——= | propositions :

First—That the complaint charges no
| crime, as it sets ont the effect of the language
| and not the language exactly.
| Second—That it is fatally defective because
| it does not allege the language uttered within
| the hearing of any one,
| Third—That the Legislature had no power

|
{ to delegate its legislative power to the Super-
| visors to establish offenses (and impose pen-
| alties) that should thereafter be public of-
| fenses,

Fourth—That the Supervisors did not com-
ply even with the legislative enactment, and
fix the penalties, but left it to the Police
Judge.

Fifth—The ordinance and the prosecution
i and judgment under it are repugnant to the
general laws of the State in that they at-
tempt to punish an attempt to commita
breach of the peace by $1,000 fine and six
months imprisonment, while the general law
punishes the hreach of the peace itself by not
more than $200 fine and two moaths in the
county jail, and an attempt to commit by
one-half such penalty.

Sixth—The prosecuticn and ordinance are
in violation of the constitutional right guar-
anteeing liberty of speech to the citizen.

Seventh—The ordinance—even admitting
’that it was properly published prior to pas-
| sage—was, pending such publication, and on
{ the very night of its passage, materially
{ amended, and that the ordinance, as so
| amended, was never published prior to pas-
| sage.

Eighth—There never was an order passed
| by the Supervisors directing any publication
I of the order, as there should have been,
Ninth—Mr, Barbour then generilly re-
| viewed the proceedings in the Police Court,
|and claimed that the record had been
amended after the trial in order *‘to make
the prosecution stick.” He urged anew the
power and right of the Supreme Court on
| habeas corpus to inquire into all matters
| tending to show the validity or invalidity of
i the ordinance under which the prisoner was
convicted and is held.

THE REPLY.

Mr. Smoot directed almost his entire ar-
| gument to the point that the question of the
| proof of the ordinance and its validity was a
| question of fact passed upon by the Court
| below, which judgment was affirmed by the
| appellate Court, and became = final judg-
ment not subject to review by any Court on
habeas corpus. As to the wvalidity of the
ordinance, it was admitted that the publica-
tion of the ordinance prior to passage was
perfect., because the ordinance was amended
after printing and before passage, May. 1866,
Now the object of printing is to give notice
to the people that the Board of Supervisors
would legislate upon a given subject, and
that notice being given, all the subsequent
changes made in the matter are in order, for
the people have had notice of the intent of
the Board, and it mever has been required
that ordinances after being printed and
amended shall again be printed before pas-
sage. Butthe prisoner is held for violation
of Order 697 as amended by 1196. Now 1196
was passed eight years after, and is acomplete
and perfect whole within itself, and it is
shown by the files of the Ezaminer that it
was properly and fully published, and its in-
tegrity is not attacked. Mr. Smoot held
that had Order 1196 been made an addendum
to each and every section of Chapter 3 of the
ordinances, it could not be more efficacious
than in is present independent amendatory
form,

Mr. Murphy was permitted to add a few
words. He said Order 1196 is a complete,
full and absolute order, not even referring to
Order 697 except in its title, It differs in
many particulars from 697 and provides dif-
ferent crimes and penalties, Now Order
| 1196, passed in 1874, although declared by
title to be amendatory of 697, is a complete
| and unattacked law, and under it the prisoner
{is held. Whether 697 was finally properly
| passed or not, he did not care, for 1196 was
| complete, and the Courts have held that the
title of an Act is not to determine its charac-
ter. Attack has often been made in San
Francisco before the District Courts upon
the power of the Board of Supervisors to pass
| these ordinances, and it has been invariably
{ held by the District Courts and by the Su-
preme Court that the Legislature had the
right to delegate the power to the Super-
visors to pass these ordinances.

THE REMEDY.

Jut it is said that the complaint charges
defendant with a violation of law under Ordi-
| nance No. 697. If that be true, his remedy
| was an appeal ; it is but defective, and may
| be corrected on demurrer, and failure to de-
i mur closes the door to the objection, But, in
{ fact, the complaint charges an cffense under
| 697 as amended by 1196. As to the ordinarce

and conviction being a violation of the con-
stitutional right of free speech, Mr. Murphy
did not deem the point worthy of considera-
tion. The right of free speech does not im-
! ply the right to use foul, valgar and profane
| language, and the abuse of persons with foul
| tongue before crowds in the street, and the
| heaping of opprobrious epithets upon citizens.
| This Court has directly held (ex parte De-
| laney, 43 Cal.) that such use of language is
| an offense, and may be restrained by law,

{ (ToJustice McKinstry)—The language may
i under this law be either profane or obscene,
or tending to create a breach of the public
peace—just as the jury may find. It isnot
{ required that it be found that the language
| was profane and obscene and tending to create
'n breach of the peace. Nor need it be ad-
dressed to a person, but it may be of a per-
| son.

(To Justice McKinstry)—Yes, we hold that
it 1s settled that the Supervisors may declare
such things to be offenses, and that this Court
has held and settled it that the Legislature
had the power to give the twelve Supervisors
power to make certain things offenses.

A VITAL POINT.

Justice McKinstry—If this ordinance is to
be maintained, then it must be on the propo-
sition that any language a jury of twelve
men may deem of a character tending to cre-
ate a breach of the peace shall be an offense.
That is the bald legal proposition here and
outside of the language charged here, which
is utterly indefensible, and will be used by no
man who owns to self-respect or a regard for
public decency.

Justice Thornton—Mr. Murphy, can you
show me any Act of auy legislative body re-
stricting the liberty of speech ?

Mr. Murphy—I protest against the per-
version of this term ** liberty of speech.” It
is not intended to mean licentiousness of
speech, the abuse of speech, the incitement
to riot and breach of the peace, the abuse of
persons and——

Justice Thornton—I don’t care if you do
protest, sir, Protest all you please; but I
shall use the term *liberty of speech™ as I
did use it, if I wish. I again ask you if you
can show me any enactments like this in
in other States in restraint of liberty of
speech ?

Mr. Murphy—Yes, sir; I can do so if
given time to note down the citations.

Justice Thornton—Send them in at any
time,

THE LAST ARGUMENT.

Mr, Barbour said the new Constitution,
Section 26, Article XI., declars that all cities
shall be subject to general law, that are now
organized or may be hereafter. The Consti-
tation intends that they shall be controlled
by general law, with the right to make cer-
tain ordinances. Now a breach of the peace
is an offense under the general law, Section
664 Penal Code, punishable by two months
imprisonment, and for an attempt to create a
breach of the peace the penalty is one-half
of that. Yet under an ordinance of a city
six months imprisonment and a fine of $1,000
is the penalty for like offenses. As to the lib-
erty of speech, he declared that there can be
no law restraining freedom of public speech
and criticism a% lawful meetings, assem-
bled for lawful pu and on this prop-
osition rests the whole liberty of the nation.
If counscel would, since the sedition laws,
show a single conviction on any ground ex-
cept where the meeting was unlawful in
character, he would abandon his case. He
denounced the doctrine that police officers can
sit as cepsors in lawful meetings and assem-
blies and pass upon the character of the
language there used. The law protects lawful
meetings, and all the statutes regarding all
assembuies for religion, of electors, for enter-
tainment, etc., draw the constaant distinction
between lawful and unlawful meetings. Two
years ago the Legislature passed a law to
punish for use of language tending to incite
riot. It was passed te supply an alleged de-
ficiency in these ordinances, yet the next
Legislature repealed the foolish law, because
the whole system and theory of our Govern-
ment a3 founded by the fathers, is that the
speech of the citizen in lawful public assem-
blies shall not be restrained, though the per-
son using speech is responsible for abuse of
the privilege. Any other view destroys
the very foundation of free institutions.
The Courts have been the great bulwarks
to the preservation of this principle. It can
never attain, and the people remain free, if
police officers shall be permitted to sit in
meetings and arrest whenever in their judg-
ment a remark is offensive. He did not say
that every meeting is lawful, nor wish to be
understood as defending the licentious use of
language, but did vng to be un as
denouncing all attempts to infringe upon the

constitutional liberties of the citizen. He
submitted the case to the Court,

Chief Justice Morrison gave both parties
yesterday and to-day to filea list of authori-
ties relied upon, and at 12:20 ». a. the Court
adjourned.

The decision is expected Thursday evening
or Friday next.

NEW BUILDINGS.

There seems to be a good prospect of at
least the usual activity in the building line
the present season in this cily, and while
there are many places to rent in the lower
portion of town, where water is inconvenient-
ly handy in the basement, and the nightly
serenade of frogs 18 unceasingly given from
all portions of the yards, still there are few
if any desirable tenements remaining unoccu-

pied, and this fact will insure a continuance
of construction and improvements.

Among the buildings now in process of
erection, or being improved, a visit to the of-
fices of the city architects shows the following
as a partial list :

N. D. Goodell, architect, has in hand con-
struction and improvements as follows :

For A. L. Frost—New residence on I
street, between Fourteenth and Fifteenth ;
two-story and basement, with all modern im-
provements, Cost, about $3,500,

Dr. A. B, Nixon—Remodeling of residence
on M street, between Ninth and Tenth;
adding a story consisting of French roof;
also addition for office rooms. Cost, $3,000
to $4,000.

Judge N, Greene Curtis—Improvements to
residence corner H and Sixteenth streets;
erecting tower in center of H-street front,
finished below with Grecian portico; also
carriage-house and stable on rear of lot.

John T, Carey—A new residence on south
side H street, between 'I'welfth and Thir-
teenth, in place of the one-story house known
as the Powell place. Cost about $4,000,

Weinstock & Lubin—Addition to Mechan-
ics’ Store ; exténding rear portion of building
40x60 feet. Cost, $2,000.

At the office of Cook & Clark, architects,
are found the following :

For 8. W. Butler—New residence at I and
Twelfth streets; two-story frame, brick
foundation, modern improvements. Cost,
about $4,000.

P. S. Lawson—New residence on O street,
between Fifteenth and Sixteenth, two-story
frame, brick foundation, with latest improve-
ments. $3,500.

Stephen Uren—New two-story residence,
brick foundation, corner Thirteenth and G
streets ; also repairing three other houses in
same vicinity, which will cost in all about
£3,000.

George Schroth—A two-story brick build-
ing, K, between Front and Second streets;
lower floor for stores and upper for dwelling-
rooms, $2,000.

H. Levy will build on Fourth street, be-
tween N and O, two-story frame, with brick
foundation, with all conveniences. $2,500.

F.W. Fratt is preparing to build an addi-
tion to the Union Hotel, extending from the
old building back to the alley, giving addi-
tional depth of 95 feet by 85 in width, with
50 rooms arranged in suits, The new portion
to be three stories and basement. The build-
ing to be finished in modern architectural
style, with fancy window caps and ornamen-
tal cornice, This improvement the proprie-
tor also intend to supplement, when com-
pleted, by raising and remodeling the front
portion of the building to correspond, which,
when finished, will give the whole a fine ap-
pearance and render it exceedingly commo-
dious for hotel purposes.

Michael Egan—A small frame cottage onF,
between Fourteenth and Fifteenth streets,

John Watt is about to finish off the third
story of brick building on south side of K
street, between Eighth and Ninth, known as
Central Housze, making 23. lodging rooms in
that story.

The new Hall of Records, of which the
plans of architect William H. Hamilton
adopted, have already been publiched. Noth-
ing definite is as yet determined as to time
and place of its construction.

Mr. Hamilton has also prepared plans for
an additional story, in the shape of a mansard
roof, to the Western Hotel, covering the en-
tire main building, giving an addition of 38
rooms, and an increased height to the main
part of about 18 feet, and the central tower
extends to an altitude of 36 feet above pres-
ent hight of building. On the corners of
the building are to be rectangular pavilions,
capped with iron crestings, with a simi-
lar finish as the central tower. 'This
would make the Western the highest
and most prominent of any building in town,
with the exception of the Capitol, and would
be notedly conspicuous from all approaches
to the city. Estimates have been made by
contractors upon the improvement, but just
when it will be proceeded with is not deter-
mined. It will cost about $13,000.

Peter Behl is also ahout to build a fine res-
idence on N street, between Twelfth and
Thirteenth, facing the Capitol grounds. The
building will be two-story, with French roof,
brick basement, and provided with all modern
improvements. Cost about $7,500.

Savine or His. MoNey.—It is not often
that a man is willing to suffer the disgrace of
laying in jail to serve out a fine at one dollar
a day when he has the money to pay it or
can borrow it of anybody else to save himself,
but such was not the case with Andy Hanson,
whom Deputy Sheriff Brissell arrested for
having an extraordinary sized drunk on, and

after a night's entertainment at the police
lock-up was yesterday sentenced by Judge
Henry to a fine of $7 50 for the unnecessary
size of his spree. Now Andy, unlike most
drunks on such an occasion, had money in
his pocket, but he did not want to waste it in
fines, not he, and he didn’t propose to, He
preferred to make a martyr of himself and
stay out his fine at a dollar a day in the
County#*Jail, for that money of his would be
moighty handy when he got out for to have a
drink with, and if he paid it for fines what
would 'he do for these necessaries. Conse-
quently he wanted to go to jail, but to his
amazement the Judge would not let him, and
required him to come down with the coin.
This he finally did under protest, and with
the evident determination stamped on his
face that ** by the holy powers ” he would get
even with the Judge and do as he was a mind
to after all, by getting on another drunk and
being arrested without a cent left in his
pocket.
